CLEMENCEAU ROSE
ON "BONNET ROUGE"

His Denunciation of Paper
Brought Him Premiership.

The trial of the directors of the
Aortnet Rouge, a Paris evening news-

paper, closely following that of Ilolo
Pasha, who suffered the death penalty
for treason, attracted much attention
throughout the allied world and directed
the eyes of Krance to a political situa-

tion which for years wan a closely
guarded secret.

The JotiHet Rouge was established In
the spring of 1014 and had as Its editor
one Miguel Almercyda, against whose
record was a conviction of a charge of
dwindling.

After tho outbreak of the war theta
appeared a number of articles In the
paper attacking the French high com-

mand, and when these articles were cut
nut hv tho censor the edition of the
paper, ns It appeared in Pari', was
nbove reproach, but copies containing
the objectionable article were sent out
by "underground" methods and distrib-
uted among tho soldiers at the front

Soon after It was found that the
flonitrf Rouge was subsidized by tho
Ministry of the Interior, over which M,

Malvy presided. The paper was not
suppressed until last rummer. This

Washington. May 13. According to
a despatch from Switzerland, the Her-

lln newspaper Indicate that the basis
of a new treaty of a'.Ii.ince agreed upon
at the recent conference between the
German and Austrian Kmperors con-
templates fixing twenty-liv- e years as
the period for the duration of the al-

liance, the lniK)s!t!ori of stricter mili-
tary obllgntlons upon each nation and
the regulation of economic relations so
as to realize the Mlttcleuropa plan.

The same message says advices from
Vienna aro to the effect lhat no formal
agreement was signed because the mo
ment diil not seem opportune, but tlmi
nevertheless the direction and basis nf
the new treaty were definitely fixed and
that It only letnalns to frame the dif-

ferent clauses.

PEOPLE DENOUNCE
RENEWED ALLIANCE

Emperors Said to Have
Named Kings for 5 Nations.

AMSTKiWAit, May 1,1 The conference
on Sunday of the German and Austrian
Kmperors at German Great Headquar-

ters has set locte a flood of rumors as
to Its purposes and results, but little
definite Information Is available. The
otllclal statement Issued by the Wolff
Bureau was so vague that free rein has
been given to speculation. It Is note-
worthy, however, that while the official
and controlled newspapers approve the
conference and t announced results,
"tho deepening of the alliance between
the two countries," the Independent
press, both In Germany and Austria, Is
beginning to denounce the renewal of
that alliance.

Among the Interesting rumors which
are current, one Is that the Kmperors
Hidected monarclis for Lithuania, Li-

vonia, Courland, Ksthonla and Poland,
all fragments of old llussla, but no
names aro given. Hotn King Luuwig
of Bavaria nnd King Kredeilck August
of Saxony were present at the confer-
ence, although apparently neither was
Iprlled. tin thin subject a statement
In the Munich .Vuenlr .V hrirhtci nas:

Kaiser, Boasting of Victory, Says
600,000 British Are Out of Action

AMSTERDAM, May is. The German Emperor a few days ago
addressing the Town Council of Aachen said, ac-

cording to a Berlin despatch:
I am glad to be able to salute you gentlemen. In the west I in-

spected half of devastated France. There only one obtains the right
impression of the awful state that has been spared the Fatherland.
Whoever should grow faint hearted ought to come to the front and
see the devastation. he would cease to lament his fate and be
satisfied with his lot and bear patiently the hardships and privations
of war's horrors.

The offensive goes well ahead. Already six hundred thousand
English have been put hors de combat and sixteen hundred guns have
been captured. Everywhere the French must help. Our opponents
have had a bad time. They deserved nothing else. Our task in the
west will be accomplished, but we must be patient. We cannot settle
in a day armies of millions.

We shall obtain our aim. Difficult tasks are before us, but to
deal with these wc have efficient workers.

We have gone ahead in the Crimea also. The first trains with
foodstuffs have arrived at Berlin from Ukraine, improving the food
supply. Sebastopol has been captured and a big richly laden fleet
there. Wc shall revive the Black Sea traffic.

The position therefore is good. I am delighted with the pa-

triotism prevailing in Aachen, on the empire's frontier. The spirit
of the troops is excellent. There are many Rhinelanders and mrfny
Aacheners among them. 1 believe it is now time to abolish all that
is foreign. Wc must cease to talk French. Let us, rather, talk low
German.

Control accepted to-da- y President Wilson's challenge to the Senate to
vote against his expressed opposition to the Chamberlain resolution pro
viding for the broadest investigation of the War Department.

The President this morning sent n letter to Democratic Leader Mar-

tin (Va.), at the Senate, protesting against the adoption of the Chamber-
lain resolution on the ground that it would be "direct vote of want of
confidence in the Administration," and that the purpose behind the reso-

lution was "to take over the conduct of the war."
Within an incredibly brief time only a few hours after the Presi-

dent's letter reached Senator Martin, the Committee on Audit and Con-

trol voted to report the Chamberlain resolution, with its form amended
so slightly as virtually to constitute a defiance of the Chief Executive.

Resolution Empowers Wide Inquiry.
Although the President earlier in the day had revealed that he had

designated Charles E. Hughes to cooperate with the Attorney General in
the investigation of the aircraft situation, under the resolution as it has
been adopted by the Audit and Control Committee the Committee on
Military Affairs of the Senate could go forward with an investigation,
not alone of the aircraft situation,
