The Government
probably will carry out an extensive
campaign to educate the public to the
necessity of using the standard cloth,
the appeal being made along patriotic
lines.

The casts employe I at first sight might
sent radically different.

there are only the overhead and the side
swipe, while there ro almost ns many
methods of casting the fly as there are
file to cait. Hut the most common casts
ar the overhead and side, so eten there
there I not so much difference.

I'lugger I'ae Fly Man' Trlcka.
The plugger who knows how use a

number of the same tricks as the fly man.
The first thing the notice, fly caster s
taught ts to aim not at the pot where It
Is desired to drop the flv, but several feet
