Barmivone, May 17.—The Amalgam-
ated Clothing Workers of America to-
day unanimounsly adopted the forty-four
hour week rerolution, which was Intro-
duced at Tuesday's sesalon, The opin-
fon here Is that immediate steps will
be taken to make the measure universal.

Adoption nf the resolution Is belleved
preliminary  ta  the  Amalgamated's
launching a ¢rive to extend (ts activities
to every branch of the wearing apparel
Industries,

The organization of labor In smail
towns so an to cffectually tie up thelr
fndustries when strikes are called by
the unions In larger citles and thus pre-
vent the major manufacturers from se-
curing the ald of the lesser makers of
gooda was suggested and a resolution to
that effect was unanimously adopled,

Bpeclal organizers are to be gsent
among the workers of the larger citles
lo gain their cooperation In the move.
The organigera will begin activities
among the shirt makers of New York,
Railtimore, Philadelphia, Troy and other
shirt centres,

Urge Gevermment Cotiom Price.

CHicaoo, May 17.—Predictions ihat
the Federal Government is'to fix prices
on all materials and commodities were
made to-day at the convention of the
National Association of Garment Manu-
facturers. Galbraith Miller, Jr., presi-
dant of the sssociation, said that such a
forecast had been made to him by n
mamber of the War Industries Board.
He said that such action would be a
great protection to manufacturers who
have suffered from the price boosting of
producers,

The assoclation went on record aa par-
tlcularly favoring Federal conirol of cot-
ton prices, and in a resolution called
upon the Government to fix & maximum
price for the staple.

Price fixing for labor was also Kdvo-
cated, President Miller stating that if
this was done in confunction with the
fxing of maximum prices for materiais
manufacturers would be able to produce
Barments at moderate prices,

Disapproval of cotton goods manufac-

furers and colton goods converters sell-
Ing goods to any but legitimate dealers |
was volced, and profiteering and lpﬂ‘u-l
lators who created artificlal ndvln«al
ware denounced.
