©OMce In Puris tonight announced that
French alrmen brought down 322
machines and that ninety-six of their
own were lost

A high member of the British Gensral
Mal in discussing the merial situation
to-day sald:

The alr fghting during the past
week has Deen heavily in the Allles’
favor. Between the 9th and the 15th
we dewned seventy-one enemy planes
to nineteen of our own missing. This
shows & situation Infiinitely better
than twelve months ago.

The Alllex’ merial success has been
a large factor In bringing the first
stage of the German offensive Lo &
standstill,

Bad Peried for Enemy.

The Assoclated Press vorrespondent
wwith the British army in France says
that tweniy-five German planes were
wrecked and twelve others shot down
out of control. The correspondent con-

“The ldeal fiying weather yesterday
on the Britlsh front In Flanders con-
stituted & bad period for the enemy Alr
pervice. One British brigade alons up
te 3 o'clock in the afternoom had de-
stroyed fifteen (lerman planes and had
driven six others down out of oconirol,
socording to unofficial but relable fig-
ures which the correspondent learned,
and at least five other hostile machinea
were sent crashing down.

Thursday. Over tweniy-five tons of
bombs were dropped on Ssmportant
rallway centres, airdromes and billeta
behind the enemy lines.
+ Aerial fAghting was Intense early In
she morning and again in the evening,
thirty hostlle machines being destroyed
and five driven down out of control,
Ten were shot down by our antl-air-
craft guns, two landing behlnd our
line. Their ocrupants were captured.
Flve of our machines are missing.

During the night ten and a half
fons of bombe were dropped on differ-
ent targeta, Including the rallway sta-
tions at Lille, Doual and Chsulnes,
Billets in the neighborhood of Ba-
paume, Peronne and Rosieres, as well
ag the docks at Hruges, were also
bonthed. The enemy's night MAying
machines were also active.

1 French Statement.

16,000 kllograme of projec-
diles being dropped on raliway sta-
tions., communications and airdromes
at St Quentin, Jusasy, Flavy le Mar-
tel, Neslewm and Ham. Munition depots
were exploded at Nesles and large
fires were observed at Gulscard and
Chatelet. The railway

- On the following night 30,000 kile-
grams were dropped on the same re-
glons and 10,600 kilograms on the
regions of Amage, Hucquoy and Mont-
cornel. On May 16 four enemy alr-
es, were shot down and three
were gravely damaged. On the
t of May 18 rallway stations and
an cantonments at Chaulnes,
Roye, Nesles and St. Quentin received
28.000 kilograms of projectiles and
munition depots were destroyed.

IS AVERAGE FOR MAY

80,000 Tons to Be Launched
This Month, Say Builders.

Wasninaron, May 17.=Woodefi ship
construction in the United States prom-
lsen to break all recosds for May. Dur-
ing the firat seventeen days of the
month an average of a wooden ship a
day was launched with aggregate ton-
nage of 80,000, In four successlve weeks
beginning In mid-April the lsunchings
avernged atill better.

The Associated Preas correspondent
with tha Britlsh army in France mays
the Allies are still walting for Dleld
Marahal von Hindenburg to show his
hand, but the Germans remaln com-
pparatively Inactive in thelr defences.
and were It not for the grumbling of
the guns, the clouds of dust along the
linem of transport and the night of
alrplanes winging thelr way across the
battle sone it would he hard to real-
ize that a war was going on.

Notwithsianding this, there has been
no relaxation of the tenslon which has
existed along the front for many day+
1t Is realized that the enemy may strike
at any time. Certainly no one doubts
that an ambitious offensive is in prepa-
ration., and the time necessary to come-
plete the plans must hiave about run s
course.

The delay, the correspondent believes,
is In {tself an added Indication that the
next German push is to be one of great
magnitude and flerceness. The next
battle may easily be the crucial one, for
the Germans undoubtedly will attempt
once more to smash entirely through the
Allles’ lines.

ALLIRS GAIN FORCE
AS GERMANS DELAY

Reasons for Fallure of Kalser
to Attack Are Not
Explained.

ARTILLERY BIG FACTOR

Big Guns Hamper Enemy in
Bringing Up Men and

Fraxce, May 18 (delayed).—We have
had two days of perfect summer weather
and the country is at its lovellest. As
always when the weather {s fine and
clear there (s Intense activity In the alr,
%0 everywhere on the front the sky Is
full day and night of droning airplanes,
bursting anti-aircraft shells and the
rattle of machine guns. For the rest, ff
scoms as If the two armies have agreed
that the weather |s too fine to Aght and
are content to leave the continuance of
the battle to the Aying men.

The artillery, of course, Is never silent,
but it Is a desultory, unaccountable sort
of activity, a long sustained, harassiog
fire on the enemy communications and
back areas, then sudden bursts of heavy
shelling on this or that narrow section
of the fropt, group of roads or billeting
area. On the whole, we certainly are
not losers in the exchanges, for there s
hardly a point from the Somme to the
sém coast whersa the CGerman positions

and communicatitns are not mere ex-
posed and vulnerabls than ours

Guns Harry Germamn Rear.

What Is passing on the other side of
the curtain of Aume, why the Gerinans
apparently ars wasting such precious
weather for attack, one can only guess
The heavy rain of Monday last may
well have forced a temparary delay and
we have good reason to belleve that our
guns have madea the rellef of rroops and
the bringing up of suppliea vaxlly incon-
veniant for the Germans on several oc-
canionm,

It hins been a generally accepled mill-
tary maxim that delay Is alwavs In
favor of the side which is on tha de-
fensive and nne takes It for granted that
the enemy hangs back only because he
is not ready but still needs time for
greater  minuteness  of  preparation,
Meanwhile, the days slip away and four
days hence two monthy will have gone
of the =even or eight which are all that
the Germans ran reasonably count apon
to enable them to accomplish their great
enda.

In the course of leas than two months
the Germans have now had more than
150 divisions engaged (n the offensive
Acrording to some of the prisonsra cap.
tured recently the Kalser was present
during the attack on the Belgian front
on Apri! 17 which was surh a disas-
trous failure, his intention being to dero-
rate the vommaniding oMrer of the First
Landwehr TYvision, which took the chief
part In the operation, with the order of
Eichenlaub §f it was successful, This
order ranks next to Pour le Merite,

Needless to say the commander did
not get hin decoration and the admirable
fighting of the Helginns added one more
to the long list of occasions when the
¥imperor's presence appenrs to have
brought bad lurk to the tierman army,
Some of the officer prisoners talk quite
spitefully about it and say things which
Germany certainly would regard as lese
majeste.

GERMANS TO FORCE
MORE MARRIAGES

Commission Favors Compul-
sory U'nions Before Twen-
tieth Year.

loxpox, May 17 —The German com-
mission appointed to examine the deciine
in the birth rate n Germany has re-
ported a recommendation for the com-
pulsory marriage of Germans before
their twentieth year is passed, according
to a despatch to the Daily Exrpress from
Amsterdam

Financial assistance would be granted
by the State, according to this plan,
which provides penalties for those fail-
ing to ply. Provision is also made
for lhe"wnuhment of married couples
who remaln childless

A report compiled by the Tocal Gov-
ernment Board based on Information
from tierman sources shows a fall in the
birth rate in Germany during the three
years 1915-1917. inclusive, equivalent
to the losa of 2,000,000 infants. Forty
per cent. fewer birtha occurred (n 1916
than in 1%13. Thesa flgures are com-
pared with a decrease of 10 per cent, in
the birth rate In England and Wales.

The infantile dexth rite In Germany
has been kept well down, but neverthe-
lesn, the report shows, s L0 per cent
higher than in England and Wales This
fact han led to & large extension of in-
fant welfare work in termany. in which
voluntary societles have played an ac-
tive part, but the movement Is becom-
ing one increasingly in the control of
the municipalities,

The Infant mortality rate in Germany
In 1913, it in shown, was 151 a thousand,
ar compared with 108 in England and
Wales. The ratea in 1914 for Pruseia,
Haxony and Bavaria were, respectively,
164, 172 and 193 & thousand. An abnor-
mal (ncrease In Infant mortality during
the first monthe of the war s shown by
the fact that in Prussia In the third
quarter of 1914 the rate rose from 128
to 143 In Saxony from 140 to 242, and
in Bavaria from 170 to 420

The records in England and Wales do
not show any abnormal mortality among
infants during the early months of the
war.

AUSTRIANS KEPT IN
DARK ON ALLIANCE

Premier of Hungary Speaks
Vaguely Also When Pressed
in Parliament.

THREAT OF REVOLUTION

Czech Delegates Warn of Ris-
ing if Bohemia 1s Made a
German District.

AMSTERDAM, May 17 —There is an in-
ereasing restl in  Austria-Hun-
gary over the new alliance made at the
meeling of Emperor William and Em-
peror Chiarles at German Great Head-
quarters lamt Sunday, and universal in-
abllity to obtain through the ususl chan-
nels any definite information regarding
It character and scope, There are the
widest discrepancies In the ndvices upon
these points, which are received here
from Berlin and Vienna.

The main difference bstween the new
alliance and the old dual alllance, it is
pointed out, is that whereas the Iatter
wax devised solely to counteract Rus-
slan expansion the new Arrangement
will chiefly command attention In the
aspect it hears of a defensive alllance
against all comers.

A Virtual Asnexatios,

The Zurich Volkareeht, a leading Hwiss
Socinlist organ, asserts that the new
Austro-tGierman alllance Is nothing less
than annexation of Austria-Hungarr by
Germany, ‘The Czechs and the Blava
are in greater numbers than the Ger-
mans in Austria the newspaper pointa
out, and It declares that these and
even the Magyars will oppose the Dual
Monarchy belng made subject to Ger-
many.

All this, however, the Socialist or
gan argues, will not alarm the Germans,
who will proceed to restore order In
Austria-Hungary as in other occupled
lands, such as Poland, the Ukraine, Ru-
mania and Finland.

The Voikarecht adds that whether the
Austro-Hungarian proletariat will bow
submissively to the German yoke and
agree to the (ndefinite prolongation of
the war for tierman imperial alms re-
mains to bea meen.
