preme Court dismissed to-d- proceed-
ings to restrain Julius A. Schmahl, .Sec
retary or state, rrom placing me name
of James A." Peterson, a Minneapolis
attorney, on the Republican prlmary
elertlon ballot as a candidate for United
States Senator.

The court held that the qualifications
for candidates for United States Senator
are prescribed by the Federal Constitu
tion. "Peterson Is not disqualified
under the provisions of the Federal Con-

stitution." the opinion said.
Peterson was sentenced recently to

four years at Fort Leavenworth for
violation of the espionage act. It hav-
ing been charged that In public ad-

dresses he assailed the military systeni
of the Federal Government.

HELD IN WIRE TAPPING CASE.

a manufacturer of adding machine, with
an office In tha Ind and Title Building,
Philadelphia,, of ISS.000 in cash by the
old wire tapping 'game.

Crush Prussian Militarism and
Keep World Safe, Tlat

UNSTINTED AID PLEDGED

Pitti.AOH.rHtA. May 17. Assembled In

a "win the war convention the League
to Enforce Peace adopted to-d- a plat-
form, In which It declared that "until
Germany Is overcome the paramount
and pressing duty of the United States
nnd the other free nations with which
this country Is allied ts to fight with
unconquerable determination for a vic-

torious peace."
The league reafllrmed Its pledge to

two supreme duties, to make tho world
safe by the defeat of Germany and
German militarism and to keen the
world safe by a league, of nations.

"Unstinted support" of tho President
and of all others In authority "in all
measures ror victory over the military
power of the Kaiser'' was also pledged.

Warning on Inconclusive Peace.
Continuing the platform says: "Ap-

prehensive of the lure of an Inconclusive
peace which would enable the present
masters of Germany to continue their
dominance of central Kurope and sooner
or later to menace again the peace nnd
freedom of the world, the league feels
that our people should be forewarned In
case Germany should propose to make
peace on terms that might well deceive
the unsuspecting. So long as the preda
tory militarism Is not whluly destroyed
no lasting peace can be made."

The platform welcomes the declara-
tion of the representatives of organized
labor made In the convention "that tlie
worklngmen of this rountry sympathise
with these views" and rejoice. In the
pledge of organised labor to obtain by
"top speed and 100 per cent, efficiency
In labor" part of the needed production
of war material.

Governors and former Governors' rep-
resenting thirty-fou- r States at a confer-
ence In Independence Hall, held In con-
junction with the convention, unani-
mously adopted a resolution pledging
themselves to carry the war to a vic-

torious end, to resist all con'promlsc
and to repudiate all offers of iku that
will leave Germany and her allies

and unsubdued."
"The Issue Is sharply defined," the

resolution sas. "The free nations must
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by arm1! enforce a freeman's peace or
liberty will perish from the earti) '

"In the military triumph of the En-
tente Allies and In the organisation
nftcrward of all the resources of civili-
zation Against militaristic aggression
He our hopes for the future of mankind.

Only One Wily to Goal,
"To the goal there Is only one way,

It lies through battle andbloodshed to
victory." fFormer President Taft presided at
the Governors' conference. Mr. Taft
was among the speakers at the regular
session of tho convention, Touching upon
delays In machine gun, airplane and ship
production he said that things are now
speeding up and that the time was not
far distant when America's war machine
would startle tho world.

The convention came to an end to-

night with n dinner at which Ambas-
sador Jusserand of France, Secretary of
the Navy Daniels and others spoke.

"We shall win," exclaimed tho French
Ambassador after delivering a wither-
ing arraignment of Germany, and his
declaration wan greeted with prolonged
applause.

Secretary Daniels receltcd an ovation
when Mr. Taft as president of the
league paid a fine tribute to the eff-
iciency of tho navy. Mr. Danlets made
a stirring address on "The Destroyer."
telling the diners that they had sailed
more than a million riilles In Wintry
weather, fought eighty-on- e submarine.
nnd convoyed more than seven hundred
ships. , ,

Senator John Sharp W illlam of Mis-
sissippi came out strongly for Interna-
tional recognition of natlonat rights
wherever they mav be found, even in
Germany ; a definite and decisive but
Just peace restoring or safeguarding
the national rights of both the weak
and the strong, limitation of arma-
ments) nnd arbitration.

lii order to attain these ends the
treaty must be backed up. In the opinion
of Senator William., with "what the
lawyer. so' Inappropriately call a 'sanc-
tion' really u perliilty ultimately force;
In a word, a league of nations."

Would Restore til Provinces.
Senator Williams would compel ut the

peace table terms certain to Insure the
restoration of all provinces now In nllen
hands and the erection Into Independent
States of subject peoples such as the
Bohemians, the Armenians and the
Pole. Continuing he said In part

"Holland must bo made to feel secure
for the future nnd not left cowed and
trembling as now.

Nationality and language must be ns
far as possible everywhere unified
Identified synchronized.

"Bat a peace that Is a peace must be
logical. You cannot apply one rule to
our njlled races and another to our
enemy races."

Parker Callss Hermans Pagans,
Mr. Parker regretted that this country

had mistaken Germany before the war
for a religious people Instead of the
pagans they are, worshipping a "tribal
divinity, a heathen god of battles who
thirsts with the Kaiser for the blood or
all who refute to become the war lord's
vassals."

A peace drive within the next few
weeks, pregnant with danger to the al-

lied cause, calculated to befuddle the
.allied peoples and divide America, was
the warning sounded by William Eng-
lish Walling. Asserting that "our great-
est test and trial lies immediately
ahead," Mr. Walling pointed out that
this menace, the peace offensive, though
understood by diplomats must also be
understood by the public of America If
It Is to remain united and determined to
win the war for permanent peace.

Mr. Walling sees, as the only cure for
war, International cooperation that will

purely eel dull national In-

terests to the greater good.
The ncv. Charles S. Medbury of Des

Moines urged mobilization of the mind
as well as of men and munitions.
