The “game"” of tte publishers, accord-
ing to Mr., Kitshin, Is to get an amand-
ment to the postal laws In the Senpate,
tie up the bill In conference rnd finally |
win out because the President and Sec-
retary MeAdoo probably will refuse to
have the revenue bill longer posiponed
by reason of the postal row.

These regulation were pmmulnteﬂr
and approved In 1814, and have never
been changed. The regulation stated
that the returns shall be open to the
Inspection of proper officera of the
Treasury Department.

The Secretary of the Treasury has the
right of inspection of any or all of them
at any time. The statistical division of
the Interna) Revenue Bureau Is now at
work upon them to develop fully for of-
ficlal use the returns of the existing
tax iawa, The Hecretary may examine
and Rearn the profits of any organization
or group of organisations to ferret out
and check profiteering. 3

Further than this, the records may be
utilizsed by Congreas under proper cer-
tiftication In the framing of any legisla-
tion designed to check huge profita from
war. It Is probable that they will bs
utilized to the full In thin respect as
well a8 & tuhtl for Intelligent actlon in
framing the new revenue act.

Comnter Attacks by Americans.

Another section of Gen. Pershing's
communique of yesterday, made publie
to-day by the War Department, sald
that an enemy bombardment and a gas
attack on American advance poasitions
In Pileardy bafore daylight yssterday
wera repulsed by counter attacks Two
places In the American lines were pene-
trated, An  attempted rald accom-
panied by artillery fire in the Woavre,
also was repulsed, There were gas al-
tacks in Lorraine yeaterday.

Bectlon B —In Picardy before day-
light this morning the enemy after &
violent bombardment with high ex.
plosives and gas attacked our ad-
vance positions In three detachmenta.
In two places he penetrated small
portions of cur front lines,

Shortly afterward our (roops coun-
ter attacked. expelled the Geérmans at
all pointa and occupled part of the
German trenches. Heavy lossta were
inflicted on the enemy and some
prisoriers were taken. Our casualties
are light. In one case an American
was taken prisoner, but was rescued
by counter attacks and all of hin
captors were killed. Our troops dis-
played a fine offensive spirit at all
times and have achleved a notable
Fuccess,

Ralders Quicrkly Repulsed.

Muring the early hours of the
morning in the Woevre a hostlle force,
supported by a violent artillery fire,
attempted a rald upon our lines
This force. which was componed of
threa officers and about one Hun-
dred men, well squipped, «lth lipht
machine guns, blew up our wires and
attempted 1o cupture portions of our
trenches. They were completely re-
pulsed by our Infantry and our ar-
tillery, leaving one ofMcer and four
men dead In our trenches and one
wounded prisongr ‘in our hands. Fif-
teen or iwenty dead were observed
near our wire and ten stretchers
wers meen being onrried from this
point. Here also our losses appear
1o huve been relatively silght.

Yesterday In Lorraine the enemy
war unusually active In bombarding
our trenches with gas and In patrol-

'DIE, COURT SAYS

Capital Sentence Pronounced
Again Upon Labor
Leader.

GOVERNOR HOLDS FATE

Wiison’s Plea May Influence
Executive to Set Aside Jun-
dicial Decision.

S8AN Francisco, May 28 —The death
sentence wWas pronounced to-day for the
sscond time upon Thomas J. Mooney, In
whoss behalf President Wilson several
weeka ago bespoke executive clemency.
Acgonrding to the sentence, which pre-’

terminate date not more than ninely
days hence, Mooney's only apparent
chance for life now rests In the exercise

The sentence was imposed in the 8Su-
perl Court to-day by Judge Franklin
A. Griftin, who presided at the trial, one
of the most senmsational in the annals
of Ameriean jurlsprudence. It calls for
the hanging of Mooney In San Quentin
prinon not leaa than sixty
than ninety days from to-day.
Griffin did not amplify the statement
necessary 1o sentence, sa)ing merely
that the law imposxed a plain duty upon
him. Mooney showed no emotion,

Resentencing of Mooney was made
necessary as a result of the tremendous
effort on the part of soclaliste, radicals,
labor leaders and others from an far
away as Rusela to extricate him from
the web of evidence which cotinected
him with the death of Innocent specta-
tors who were watching the prepared-
ness demonstration on July 22, 1916
When tha last date set for his execu-
