Billing asked the Judge for protection
for himself and his witnesses. The

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KAISER’S AUSTRIAN TREATY
PROVIDES FOR FUTURE WARS

Text of Document Reveals That Dual Monarchy Is
Made Completely Subject to Prussian Will—
Armies to Be Uniform.

Loxpoxn, May 30 —What purports to
be the text of the treaty bestwaeen
Auntria-Hungary and Germany and
which was forced upon Emperor Karl
during his recent gonferencs with the
Kalser at the German main headquar-
ters Is published In the Deuteche Volka-
seitung as follows:

(1) His High Majesty tha German
Kalser and King of Prussia, on the one
hand, and his High Apostolic Majesty
the Kaiser of Austria and King of Hun-
gary on the other, form a closs military
alliance for tweniy-five years, during
which both parties to the alllance pledge
themselves to emfloy the entire strength
of thelr peoples for military purposes.
The allled nations of Germany and
Austris-Hungary shall devots all thelr
care to have thelr armies enter into an
eventual future conflict fully prepared
and st & maximum of their strength.
Only thus the future war shall ba of
brief duration; for, had the armies of
both allles been in this conditlon in
1914 this war would have been ended
long ago.

(1) All male Inhabitants capabls of
bearing arms shall recelve proper and
thorough military instruction. Special
formations, moreover, shall be provided
for all auxiliary service in connection
with the production of arma and ammu-
nitlon.

(3) Regulations for organization, In-
struction and employment of the allled
troops shall be drawn up acrording to
one common principle, the Initlative of |
which shall be left principally to Ger-
many. The formation of the troops of
the various Siates of Germany and Aus-
tria-Hungary shall constitute one sole
army without being considered strangers |
to each other,

(4) Armament shall be on a uniform

basia to the extent that formations of
one country may draw their supplies
from the nearest depot in tha other
country wheraver stationad, without
having to depend. as In the past, on
suppliea from mome distant home base.

(5) The allled troops shall be brought
into contact with each other for the
purposs of educating them to mutual
esteem, love and appreciation. This
principle shall gulde the tralning of
future officers, and an exchange of of-
ficers shall be organized between the
German and Austro-Hungarian armies,
#0 that Austro-Hungarian officers may,
as occaslon requires, command German
troops and vice versa.

WITH THR AMERICAN ARMTY IN PrANCE,
May 30 —An American aviator was cap-
tured by the Germang to-day after his
machine had fallen Into No Man's Land.

The Aght In which ihe American's ma-
chine was damaged took place when five
American pursuit machines engaged with
A German aerlal squadron while pro-
tecting a party of British hombers who
were returning from a rald early this
morning,

Two of the enemy machinon wers xhot
down and another was forced to land
out of control,

The American's almplane came down
betwean the linen. He was immediately
covered by German riflemen and ordered
to walk Into the enemy trenches, which
he did with hia hands above his head,

The sun had hardly reached the horl-

when large numbers of enemy planes
made their appearance. The American

France, May 30 —From the prisoners
taken In  the American capture of

Cantigny on Tuesday it has been es-
tablisheil that our rRdvancs wam op-
posed by two German regiments, whi'h
puts the superiority In numbers on the
slde of the troops under eover. The en.
emy was amazed at the might of Ltanks
operating In conjunciion with the Amer.
fean troopa,

The capture of the town and more
than 200 German prisoners was about
ne dgastilng and complete & coup de
miln na the war has seen. It was an
ail American affalr too, but under the
watchful eya of the French high com-
mand, Cantigny lea upon the lower
slcpe of the plateay northwest of Mont-
didler. It all began at 4:45 o'clock
Taesday moening, with a terrific neutral-
Ization fire along the Amertcan front
upon the hostile artillery. The roar of
our cannon was heard for miles behind
the lines and lasted one hour.

The first phase of the attack ended
after one additional hour of artillery
preparation, diversion and destructive
fire had knorked the German paositions
into m shamblea. The artlllery Are
passed into a rolling barrage. Then
came the second phase Mromptly at
610 o'clock the American Infantry went
tev it Ita advance waa preceded hy
twelve tanks acting na pacemakers. The
ground was very level, with a slope
enstward A thrilling spectacle was the
advancing American forces on a width
of two and one-half kilometers and over
n green plateau wet with dew.

Fought With Grenades.

On the extreme right a unit of In-
faniry aittacked eimultaneocusiy from
Hols Cantigny, popping suddenly out of
the wonds and advancing to tha north,
Summed up, It tonk exactly forty min-
utea for our troopa to reach their ob-
Jeotive, the distance covered being ahout

In the centre, at Fere-en-Tardenols
and Vezilly, about seven miles north
of the Marne, the French reserves

have about checked the Cerman
thrust in the diraction of Chateau
Thierry.

It would appear that the reserves of
the Allies have come Into action as
planned and have made their power
felt, Soisxona s regarded as more
vital to the Allles, becauss of ita tm-
poriance to the Montdidier-Amiens
line, than the other end of the front.
Here the French are holding the high
ground on the fortified plateau of Bal-
leu and Mentagne commanding the
southern and southwestern exits from
the city, whence main roads lesd to
Villers-Cotterets and Chateau Thierry.

Absolute command of Solssons by
