Drag; snd Chemical Prices Up.
Drugs and chemicals were held

mostly at strong to higher prices dur-
ing the past week. A shortage of sup-
plies Is the principal reason for the up-
ward trend.

"Quinine was the feature of the mar-
ket, advancing IS cents an ounce," ac
cording to the weekly statement of
Drug and Chemical Uarketn. "Salts
also advanced. Crude drugs were strong
owing to short supplies. Seeds, herbs
and leaves have been rather unsettled.
Cumin and dill seeds are lower. Juni-
per berries scored an advance.

"Flowers of all descriptions remain
firm, except Hungarian chamomile and
powdered Insect varieties, which are
lower. Hydroqulnone, wild Eastern gin
seng root and rhubarb are higher. In
soluble saccharin, U. S. P., was low-
ered 50 cents on some brands. Essen-
tial oils ruled strong, with geranium va-

rieties, wlntergreen, sweet birch, true
leaves and crude amber oil higher at
the close.

Leather Going Illsrher.
Special Dtipateh to Tas 6r.

Boston, May 30. Top prices for
leather have not yet been reached, ac
cording to the beliefs of tanner. V3ien
maximum prices are announced the de-

mand will force prices up to a higher
level, they say.

"Tanners of upper leather are golnc
to be asked to make more army leather
In place of clvllfan stock," the Sho and
Leather Reporter will say In Its weekly
statement "There Is a
shortage of leather for civilian use,
most of It being needed by the Gov-
ernment.

"Shoes are being rapidly turned out
by manufacturers, but hardly In enough
quantity to meet the demand for the
better grades. Manufacturers making
the lesser grade stock are, however, not
so rushed, except with Government or-

ders."

snrrhasrs llrop In May,
Merchandise purchases have de-

creased this month In twenty-on- e

States, In comparison with April, ac-
cording to a report of comparative mer-
chandise conditions throughout the
country. Issued by the Credit Clearing
House and based on the compilation of
130,000 active ledger experiences, ag-
gregating over 360.000,000. The re-

port shows that eighteen fitntcs In-

creased their purchasing activities and
nine remain stationary.

In Indebtedness twenty-nin- e States
show an increase, thirteen a decrease
and six remain stationary, compared
with Aill. While It Is understood that
merchants of the country have been
subjected to a distinct drain on their
finances by the Liberty Ixan 'and the
Red Cross drives. It Is pointed out that
merchandising has a decreased Indebt-
edness. In comparison with last year to
a marked extent.

Payments have Improved, twenty-thre- e

States showing an Increase, com-
pared with last month; twenty-on- e a
decrease, while four remain stationary.

Taking the country as a whole, while
a decrease In purchasing activities Is
shown In comparison with last month,
the figures record an Increase over
May, 1917.

"Youngsters' Uphold Clothing
Trade.

Buying of good clothes by young men
who have not yet reached the draft age
Is Mid by son dealers to be folding up

this end of trade, that would otherwise
have suffered by the calling of so many
older men to the colors.

"The youngsters are making the same
salaries that their ctder brothers made,"
one manufacturer said, "and they are
spending as much for clothes."

' Others, however, take ft different view
of the situation, and say that the busi-
ness ha been hard hit.

Children's Play Its Probably
ed.

That the manufacture of children's
play suits Is soon to be classed by the
Government as a Industry
Is expected br manufacturers. Ther be
lieve that the same class of restrictions
Imposed upon the manufacturers of men's
garments is to be extended to Uke in
their trade.

IT . lasses More Wool Rales.
Special Dtipateh to Tas Sea.

Washinoton. May 30. Mills located
in wool growing districts will be allowed
to buy from growers only within a radius
of fifty miles. They will not be allowed
to purchase from local dealers. This Is
one of the wool regulations promulgated
to-d- by the War Industries Board.

Some Woollen Prices TJnjasliaahle.
Boston, May 30. The American Wool

and cotton Reporter will say:
"There has been no radical change In

the woollen goods market for the last
week, and it Is not expected that con-
ditions will be particularly favorable
for the production of any lanre Quantity
of goods for civilian distribution.

"It Is not the total supply of wool
which Is causing anxiety, but rather the
fact that some of the mills operating
upon Government contracts are becoming
short In supply, and It Is feared that un-
less the situation clears up rapidly there
may be a certain amount of machinery
Idle. There is nothing to Justify some
of the prices which have been asked.

"In cotton goods the situation has be-

come somewhat stronger during the week
under review, mainly because the short-
age of goods Is becoming greater and
buyers seem more willing to pay some-
what higher prices. The amount of sell-
ing Is rather small because producers
nave no large amount of goods to sell.

"Present prices Indicate a consump-
tion of cotton goods this fall much
smaller than It has been In previous
ss aeons."
