the dividends palt by all the corpora-
tions, gigantic nod puny, of which
ofllelni record is made in the Wall
Street dividend Hits, amounted last
yenr to exactly $1,002,1 38,7Stt. So If
Jlr. KiTcitiN took every last penny of
much dividend awny from those who
now receive them the rich man, the

KM)r man, the widows, the orphans,
the public Institutions his conscrip-
tion of wealth might be enough to
grease the gun carriages of the artil
lery of our Held forces for a year, but
It would be none too much to pay the
war bills of this country for, about a
fortnight.

Mr. K itch in may never have heard
of it, but the Secretary of the Treas
ury kmnvfc that In it Klngle business
railroads the annual Incomes of em
ployees ranging from J.'I.OOO down
foot up to two nnd a quarter billions
of dollnrs a year. Merely the em-

ployees of the railway Industry re-

ceive oh total Income two nnd a quar-
ter times ns great as- - all those divi-
dends paid out by the railroads them-.selv- e,

by the great steel companies,
the great shipbuilding plants, (he
great munition plants, the great gvld

ml copper mines, the great financial
Institutions the thousand nud one
corporations whose dividends go to
Millions of stockholders.

Mr. Kitchin mny never have
dreamed of It, but the Secretary of
the Treasury knows that unless the
Government, wanting eight billions n
year In taxes, goes to the whole mass
of the American people for It, the
Government will never get It, because
It Isn't nnywhere else to get.

Secretary McAnon'a recommenda-
tions merit from tho press and from
the public extended consideration nnd
repented discussion. Mr. Kitchin,
however stubborn in his economic
nnd financial stupidity, must in large
taeasure yield to them. v

Barbarous Submarine Warfare.
Wlien Captain lUriiArx Semueh of

the Confederate cruiser Alabama cap-
tured the Hattera In the civil war
every living being on board the United
States ship was safely conveyed to
the Alabama before tho prize was de-

stroyed.
This was done In recognition of

the indubitable rule of International
law that where circumstances de-

mand the destruction of an enemy
merchantman due provision must be
made by the captors for the safety
of the-- passengers and crew of the
captured vessel and the preservaton
of the ship's papers.

"We were making war," said Cap-
tain Skiimes nftorward, "upon the
enemy's commcrco nnd' not upon his
unarmed seamen. It gave inn as
much pleasuro to treat these with hu-
manity as It did to destroy his ships."

The Naval Prize Regulations of tho
Wmglf i Oeraaiv, u tiuy existed

at the onfsreak of the present war,
provided that "the captor must be
fore destroying hit prize insure the
safety of the pertone on board end,
as far as possible, their effects, to-

gether with the ship's papers."
,

I the safety of men, women and
children Insured by driving them
from their ship into email boats and
casting them adrift In the opes sen
many miles from land or any pros-
pective succor?

As a result of the Qerman subma-

rine raids on our coastwlsel, traffic
sixteen civilians .are known to have
perished and twenty-fou- r more are
reported to be alaslng.

With this record before us It Is
idle for their apologists to claim that
the Germans ere now complying with
their obligations under the law of
nations, Their submarine command-
ers have not actively murdered as
many noncombatants ns usual, by
shooting them Oh deck or In tho

but they .have murdered pas-
sengers and crew indirectly by ex-

posing them to conditions of wind
and weather which were bound to
prove fatal.

To pretend that this Is civilized
warfare Is to insult the Intelligence
of mankind.

The Marises at Chateaa Thierry.
The personnel of the Marine Corps

changes with time, its numbers In-

crease with the needs of the nation,
but Its spirit and skill remain unim-
paired. Tho same aest for duty, the
same determination to attain the ob-

jectives of tfteir expeditions that have
been displayed by the men of this
splendid tirganlzatlon wherever fate
has carried them in its eventful ca-

reer are written in the record of their
admiration compelling conduct at
Chateau Thierry, where their success-
ful advance has won new honors for
their colors.

Since the marines went to Europe
the necessary veil of secrecy has hid-
den their activities from their friends
at home and who Is not a friend of
the marlmMT It has been known
that their first ambition, to close with
the enemy, was not gratified ns
quickly as they desired. But the mil-

itary duties that fell to them took
precedence of their master wish, and
these they accomplished With the alert-
ness and thoroughness thnt Charac-
terize alt their performances. They
did not rust; the proof of that is in
the tributes paid to .them by the
French who stood at their side when
it last the command to advance came.
In the comments of the veterans
there is only one note that might be
construed to imply criticism ; It Is a
criticism the marines can bear with
equanimity, for it Is based on their
eagerness The tendency
of American fighters to go beyond the
limits decreed by the high command
has been discussed in several com-
munications from Prance; It must
be restrained and It will be restrained,
for the Americans are as quick to
learn to curb their Impulses as they
are to assimilate instruction In other
details of the military art.

The marines have dono no less
than was expected of them ; they
could not do more. Their Intrepidity
and resourcefulness, their quick com-

prehension, their adaptable genius,
have set tho standard of public ex
pectation high, but the corps Is
as It always has been, completely
capable of attaining it
Dr. MuehlOB on the Kaiser's Per

sonal KesponslblUty.
The present disclosures of Tr. Wiu

helm Mt'uLos, a former director of
Krupps, ns to Germany's responsibility
for beglning the war appear to be a
contlrmiUion and proof of the truth
of Ills.Earlier assertions which tho
German Government undertook to
combat In tho Itelcnstng. He gives
with more details the interviews with
Dr. Kbvpp von Bohlbn and former

Dr. HEin-EBici- i re
garding Germany's initiative In pre
clpltatlng a universal war, and he
also quotes from documents and let
ters in substantiation of many of his
statements.

All this may be Interesting, but It
Is doubtful If It Is In the least mate-
rial to tho present situation. The
allied nations aro looking forward
with determination to a victorious
end ot the war, not backward to the
Intrigues and selfish ambitions thnt
forced It upon the world.

eel lor von Pates In his statement to
.the Itclchstag said that Dr. MOm.on

Prince Lichnowbkt's case wns di-

agnosed In n slmllnr manner. The
former German Ambassador to Lon
don should be confined In nn Insane
nsyluml Atjoust Benin, once ex-

pressed this method of repression by
saying; "Formerly Inconvenient peo-pl- o

were put Into monasteries; to-

day they aro put into sanatorium."
In view of the Knlser's display of

profound sorrow on Urn battlefields
(if the west nnd his eloquent dis-
ci n I mors of responsibility for the war
some quotations from Dr. MUiiION's
statement are imrtlncnt. Describing
the Kaiser's agreement with Austria
on the Serbian ultimatum he snys:

"I got th Impression that the choice
of worda had not been agraed upon,
which waa a dangeroua omlsalon by
Oerman diplomacy In view of th risk
Germany waa taking. In effect Aus-
tria waa given carta blanche, and Ger-
many agreed without condition to every
thlwr Austria wrote into the note."

Oar Froteeted Wild fowl aad Shore
Bird.

The passage by the House of Repre-
sentatives on Thursday, after an all
day debate on Tuesday, of the Treaty
Enabling act for thclirotectlon of mi-

gratory birds In tbe United States,
completes the cycle of legislation that
has been fought for by conservation-
ists pnd sportsmen for n period of
fourteen years. Previously the Sen-

ate had passed tho bill, but because
of changes tttulc by the House It will
have to be repassed again, which
doubtless will be more or less of n
formality. Tb House vote was 48
opposed to 238, practically n vote in
Its favor of five to 'one.

Tle net means protection for the
migrants from the Arctic Ocean to
the Gulf of Mexico, with no State In
the United States or province In Can-
ada having more than three and a
half monih's shooting for wild fowl,
with n shorter period for shore birds
and with absolute protection to the
smaller shore birds and certain song
and insectivorous birds thnt aid ag-

riculture.
Some years ago "Our Vanishing

Wild Fowl and Shore Birds" would
have been the proper title for a dis-

cussion of these species threatened
with annihilation under Stnfo and
provincial laws that selfishly per-
mitted the migrants belonging to no
one State or province or even nation
to be killed during long open periods
with a large bag limit or no limit
at all.

The birds were bombarded from
the time they left the north in the
fall until they returned in the spring
from tho south, the latter gunning
killing off the mating birds nnd stop-
ping nil chnnces for a future brood.
Tho rapid decrease of certain species

j and the disappearance of others fin
ally aroused Congress to tho need of
Federal protection for these migrants
that belonged to no one section of
the country, let alone State.

Although the original bill by
George Shibas 3d was Introduced
December 5, 1004, It was not until
March 3, 1013, that the legislation
wns finally passed, when the national
welfare demanded udftinte protec-
tion for these birds. Incidentally the
regulations of the Biological Survey
of th" Department of Agriculture, In
whoso enre the birds viero given,
permitted In nllpnrtsof the country n
fair shooting time, without showing
favoritism to nny section.

With the ratification of th Cana-
dian treaty three years later the way
was proudly paved; and Slate after
State Legislature has made open and
closo seasons nn these migrants to
coincide with Federal regulations nnd
hns given protection to species In need
of It. Since Federal regulations have
been put Into effect wild fowl have
so Increased that tho Federal Govern-
ment proposes to bo more liberal and
give the sportsmen nn additional half
hour's shooting before sunrise.

They are leaving the aervlc to enter
upon mercantile careers with better pay,
better chances of advancement and fre
from the wholly undeserved odium that
attaches Itself to every on holding a
city position.

Many cltlsena ar atlll of the opinion
that a city Job is a synonym for "sine-
cure," and, I em .sorry to say, torn of
our dallies foster that Ides, Nothing Is
further from the truth The daya
of sinecures In public employment have
long elnce paased. Every man, with
very few exceptions, must do hla bit
and does It. Man for man, they
ar aa capable, honest and Industrious
aa any other set of men In any other
employment anywhere. It I high time
that we disabused your minds of the old
definition of thepublic employee and
ceased to think of him In th terms of
th old tlm pot bellied1 policeman and
horse cars.

What Mr. Muntey aay regarding the
terrific Increaae In the cost of living
applies not only to policemen and fire-
men but to every employee, city and
private.

I have noted thi tremendous burden
upon the men employed In this office.
I know from personal contact with them
that their condition In many csaea la
pitiable. 1 consider It a disgrace and
n blotch 'upon the reputation of a great
city like New Tork Oat It did not long
before this time take cognizance of this
state of affairs as regards Its employees
and make provlalon to meet It.

EAL ESTATE TAXES.

Should Those Paid on Residences Be
Deducted From Income!

To thb Editor or The Sun Sir.-- in
rcvlalng tho Federal Income tax, aa la
proposed. It would be well to consider
the cutting out of certain deductions
now allowable, aiid unnecessarily al-

lowable. This can be done without In-

justice to taxpayers, but with the result
that the taxable Income will be consid-
erably Increased.

There ta a large amount of residen-
tial property real estate occupied by
its owners which contributes nothing
by Ita use to taxable Income. l3cal
taxes paid on this kind of property
throughout the country; must be a very
considerable sum. Hucli taxea should
not be deductablc, ns now. In our Fed-
eral tax returns. They nro properly a
part ot the personal expenses of the
owner. This la aaso true of Interest paid
on a ntto secured by mortgage on the
class of property defined. Such Interest
Is practically rent, belonging to the own-
er's personal expense.

Local taxca paid on certain classes
of tangible personal property ahould not
be deductabl. Such Is property held for
the owner's use and pteasure, like house-
hold furniture, books, pictures, Ac. ; alto
Jewels, horses, carriages, automobile
and other luxuries.

Our present law provldea thnt con-
tributions to charitable organizations up
to IS per lent, of one's taxable Income
may be deducted. Has It not been re-

ported that some taxpayers have re-

fused to a all themselves of this reduc-ducUo-

Perhaps it Is not wholly aatls-facto-

to have on' gift to good causes
rewarded In this way. Anyway it Is
hardly probabi that th repeal of th
provltlon In question would meet any
aerlout opposition er prove any great
hardship to charltle depending on pub.
Ho generotlty for support Let this de-
duction be cut out Ilk the other de-

ductions suggested, snd so add a very
considerable amount to th taxnble In-
come.

Allen, who In his letter te Tne m re

my letter te you on "Our Beo-nom- le

Future," hould advocate the res-

toration of bimetallism shows how great
la th danger.

In these days ot stupendous news your
space is too valuable to enabl m to
reply to Mr. Allen' as compltUly aa I
should wish. I shall therefor answer
as brtefly aa posslel.

Mr. Allen writes "There are oertaln
facta which Mr. Vesln overlooks. Dur-
ing th last four yeara there has been
auch an enormous expansion Jn paper
money that 'the world'a atock of gold
needed to rve as a reserve Is wholly
Inadequate."

That this question waa not overlooked
1 ahown by th following paragraph
from my article "The Resurrection of th
Sliver Peril," published In th Journal
of Commerct ltet January:

Th Ittuanca ef paper money In war
It a ttmparary matter prevldtd a nation
retnalna estreat. But blmttaltltm whan
one rtttortd weuld remtln. Blmttallitm
may have te ba faterted to te maintain
the parity of paper mosey; It will not
maintain the parity of bread," cbltan, wool
and fail. And far the benefit ot the lit-

eral minded, by parity I mean what hith-
erto hat meant normal average prlctt.

So Mr. Alltn Will tee that I did netl
overlook that there has been an enor-mou- a

expansion of paper money, and
that I concede that It might b necessary
in order to maintain th parity of paper
money through bimetallism before we
get through. We 'only differ as to
whether that time has arrived and
whether It is likely to arrive. And we
no doubt also differ aa to th effect of
bimetallism on price! that Is, th cost
of living. I repeat that th Issuance ot
paper money In war Is a temporary mat-

ter provided a nation remain solvent
The United States will remain solvent
at all costs, even tf the present war
taxes must be kept In fore Indefinitely

aftr th war. It t btter heavily to
tax th rich directly. even in pete than
to tax the laborer, and .even more so
th taJtrled das by Indirect partial con-

fiscation operating through the medium
of Impaired purchasing power, better
than to tax the rich and the man of
moderate means indirectly by driving
their investments Into receiverships ow-

ing to disproportion In cost of operation
to the lagging Increase in gross earn-
ings.

Mr. Allen says : "To maintain the sin-

gle standard In the face of this enor-

mous Inflation of paper rlioney would
be to give an undue value to gold.
Therefore I would rehabilitate silver and
utilize It with gold to serve as a basis
for the growing stock ot paper money."

His plan Is then not to keep paper
money up to" the standard of the gold
It represents, and which the Uovernmenf
Is lu honor bound sooner or later te
give In exchange for it on demand, but
to pull down the standard ot valuea, a
different matter from the aggregate
value, of the metal reserve by increasing
Its quantity by the Injection of a baser
metal. Paper money secured by farm
loans on a safe margin, guaranteed by
the Government, Is better money than
silver at It an ounce, which Is an arbi-
trary valuation, and which would rap-Idl- y

drop In purchasing .power under
the stimulus to production of the metal
which bimetallism would give.

Mr. Allen further says: "It Is tald
that the world owes us a lot of money.
Well, If it does we must make It as
easy as possible for the world to pay."

It Is easier for the world to pay In a
debased currency founded on bimetal-
lism than In currency based on the gold

standsrd. Just as It Is easier for a per-

sonal debtor to pay with something less
valuable than agreed. But this Is not
sound finance.

MfC Allen asks: "Will Mr. Vezln kindly
tell us why the American dollar Is at
a discount In the neutral money markets
of the world," Ac

The American dollar, represented In
person, and not by Its paper deputy, not
merely represented by bills of exchange,
is not at a discount. It is this very
question ns to what "legal tender"
means, whether a thousand dollars may
idean a thousand, ouncca of silver each
lamped one dollaV or whether It' means

fifty twenty dollar gold pieces In coin
"of present weight and fineness," which
puts tho "dollar," not American gold
coin, at a discount in neutrsl countries.

Wo have not yet fairly entered upon
tho great controversy concerning wine.
There are no men at present among the
prohibitionists who are able to argue
thi question upon moral and Biblical
grounds, th grounds upon which the
fata ot prohibition must be finally de-

cided, it will be noted that prohibition-
ists mostly confine their activities to the
dticutalon ot bills and enactments, to
political and legislative bickering, 'per-
sonal recrimination, Ac. They assume
that wine Is an evil. They have by no
means proved It to lie auch. Tho only
arguments they employ In favor of the
abolition of wlnn to which any validity
at all attaches are economic arguments.
They exalt the material at the expense
ot the spiritual, forgetting or perhaps
being Ignorant of the truth that "the
life I more than meat, and the body
than raiment."

Prohibitionist "make clean the out-
side of the cup and of the platter, but
within they are full ot extortion and
excess." And it may be added that In
the process of cleaning the outside of
the platter many of these prohibition-
ists draw fat salaries, a circumstance,
Indeed, implied In the quotation Just
given.

Ir no one think that prohibition can
prevail. For, behold, Christ comet h
aialn ! His ttoond coming draweth nigh
and He will repeat th miracle that He
once worked at Cana ot Oalllee. For

It becomes more and mor evident
that thla; war will be atttled by economic
factor and not by military decisions,
despite the great victories of our enemy.
We must therefor work for economic
preparedness.

It Is futile to say, aa no doubt some ef
your readers will, that warning ilk
this may breed a panic. What would we
think of a scout who saw the enemy
advanolng and said: "I must not dis-

turb the steep1 of thee tired citlten. l
mutf not spoil th pleasure of tha
merrymaker." Is it not hi duty tn
arouse the sleeping civilians, to alarm
the merrymakers and to rally all tha
fighting powers to meet the foeT Is It
not th duty of th economic scout to
arouse the economlo aleepers, to warn
th commercial merrymakers and rally
the army of sound money to fight the
so far unrecognised foe of Inflation
which threatens economlo disaster?

Expediency
however, will be the guiding principle
and where gold doea not exist eome
substitute will be called upon to do the
work Just aa effectively. This condition
will unfortunately exist In the majorltv
of the commercial countries of th
world with the single exception of th
United States, and it can readily
Imagined what-wil- l happen If somo di-
ne should find ourselves In possestln
of all tho gold tn the world. This is in
such an improbability, as this la th
country Jfcat will have to provide the
world with practically everything the'
will be needed ror a general rehablllt.i
tlon for a great many years to come.
