MEXICN PEOPLE

Smdt important Message
Through Visiting Editors.

Warhimoton. June T. President Wil
son ssnt an Important message y to
the Mexican people through a delegation
of visiting Msxlcan editors wnom no

at the White House. It constitutes
ths first appeal the Prealdent has over
made to the Mexican people and is re-

garded here as a step toward clearing
up misunderstandings between, the two
nations. As a courtesy to the people of
Mexico tho President enpeclally re-

quested that the lext of his addrest be
withheld from publication here until It

had been printed in Mexico.
It Is undsrstood that the President

analysed the present dlffersnces between
the two peoples and their causes, and
that lis mads It clsar a misunderstand-
ing waa at the bottom of these differ-
ences. He explained the American puni-

tive expedition Into Mexico In auch man-
ner that many of the editora expressed
ths belief that It would eear up all

On ths mattsr of European war,
the President Is said to have outlined
the purposes of Amerlrn In convincing
and forceful 'style, pointing out that this
nstlon hod no selfish motlvex whatever,
but was fighting for a eauso which wns
Mexico's cause and the cause of the rest
of the civilised world as 'well aa the
cause of the United States,

DEMAND CONTROL

Wnnt Men Trnstccs Removed
From Now York Medical

Col lego and Hospital.

USUKPATION 18 CHARGED

Appeal Made to Hcgcnts for
Revision of Charter Early

Ruling Promised.

The charge that certain men physi-
cians, aa trustees of the New Tork Med-

ical College and Hospital for Women,
had so far exceeded the authority vested
In them under the charter of the Institu-
tion as (o render the charter Inoperative
waa made to the New Tork Board of
Regent last Thursday by a committee
of Women physlclsns, who requested that
the charter be revolted forthwith and

In a form which wilt place the In-

stitution permanently under the control
of women workers.

The committee of women physicians
and surgeons are members of the medi-
cal board of Ihe college and hospital and
were supported at the hearing by more
than 100 other women practitioners rep-
resenting the visiting staff and alumme.

(.They said their object In appearing be
fore the Regents was to regain control
of ths Institution, which was founded
In 11(1, and that they wanted such men
as efP-no- members of Its governing
board removed without the possibility
of their places being taken by other men.

' Aliased Violation.
Their claim that the charter has been

violated rests noon the provision that
the Institution's functions shall be largely
educational and that thte provision wss
eontravened by a resolution of the board
of trustees adopted Tday 21 abolishing
the college and clinic of the Institution
and dismissing Its teschlng faculty. It
was contended also that .the resolution
lx aides being a usurpation power by
the trustees was adopted at n. meeting
which waa Irregular and without due
notice.

The principal speskers at the hearing
before the Regents were Dr. Cornelia
Brant. Dr. Mary Potter and Dr. Harriet
Hale and their legal representative.
Alvah W. Burllngame. Dr. Brant Is
dean of the medical faculty and Dr.
Hale prealdent of the alumna.

The prealdent of the board of trustees
la Dr. Wllllsm H. DleffenJbsch and an-

other member of the board la Dr. Walter
O. Crump. Their women colleagues com-

plained at Thursday's hearing that ths
resolution doing away wttn tne leacning
staff of the institution wss wholly dus
to male Influence on the board.

Reason for Abolition.
Ths Institution Is at 17, 19 and 31

West 101 St atreet and occupies two
bulldlnse. Dr. Dleffenbach and his asso
ciates contend that the reason for abol
ishing ths collegiate side and continuing
the institution as a homltal only was
becauss the college was being conducted
at a loss

The wA.me physicians maintain that
even If the college and dispensary are
being conducted at a loss the loan" Is
balanced by the revenue of the hospital,
and that In any ease ths activities which
have been ordered discontinued are es-

sential under their charter. It Is as-

serted that to conduct It an a hospital
only would open the door to control by
a few physlclana, who would be able to
utilise the hospital as n means of extend
ing their pmato practices.
' The Hoard of Regents has proml'ed an
early ruling.

Jaelgea Will Not Caaipete.
A. R. Psrkhurst, Jr.. secretary of the

FOR N.Y. POLICEMAN

ilartin S. Owens Made Lieu-

tenant for Brilliant. Work
With Ambulance.

BOCHE KEPT HIM BUSY

Letter Tells of Splendid Ser-

vices of Fordham Col-

lege T'nlt.

Lieut. Martin S. Owens, selected from
the honor roll of the Police Department
to drive the ambulance sent abroad by
the force, tells of the work of his section
abroad In a tetter that came yesterday
to Detective Sergeant Pltspatrlck of the
Automobile Squad. The letter gives
praise to the Fordham College boys who
are working at the front.

Lieut. Owens says In part:
"My first piece of real news is that I

have been commissioned a First Lieu-

tenant and am now In charge of section
CSS. This section Is composed of boys
from Fordham College, all of whom are
good, brave oung fellows. Can tell you
I was surprised when I was notified on

thefifth of this, month to report at Paris
hesdqusfters to be sworn In. I Just
threw everything I owned In my beg
and got to Paris before they changed
their mind.

"Since I returned to the front from
the school 1 have eeen soma hard work
and have been in a number of towns) that
were being shelled constantly, but always
managed to get out of harm's way. Up
until I cams to this new section we were
working on the most active front In
Prance and where all the eyes of the
world were centred; so guess for your-
self where it is.

Cars Pile I'a In Shell Holes.
"We had plenty of hard work, and

workeil for two daya and nights during a
gaa attack. The oars were running so
fast one night between 12 and 2 .that
owing to the darkness of the night
eight care were smashed up by falling
into shell holes and having the next one
behind smash Into you before anything
could be dons.

"Two of the boys were so badly done
up with gas that they hsd to be sent to
ths hospital one very bad, while ths
other Is back 011 the Job again. We were
located at a convent near the front line
and the way they shelled this place wag
terrible. When you had to go back with
the wounded your chances were not
worth a bad cent. I was driving a whits
truck and they sure did land close to it.

"On one trip I had to make a very
sharp tufn and while trying to make It
they sent one so close that the load of
gas cases I had In the car ell Jumped
out and ran for It. After I succeeded In
getting her around I then had to look
for my men In their different hiding
places. Was glad when I rounded them
ale up again and got away from there.
It was very close.

War- - Crosses for the Boys.
"For the good work done by the sec-

tion it received a section citation, while
nine of the men received a Croix de
Cluerre. ' Four others, Including myself,
received letters of felicitations from the
Colonel of our division.

"We camped In a small town which
wss completely surrounded by big guns
that were on the go day and night. Tho
Roche seejned to ha pome guns, too,
and tho way they returned the lire made
ua all rather uncomfortable, especially
at night, when we were trying to get
some sleep. You would suddenly hear
the whistle of 11 shell, which was your
cue to seek shelter in kome cave,
number of houses near us were struck,
killing a number of Frenchmen.

"Last night here we hud quite some
dolnRs. All the guns in tho world
seemed to be here ami nil shooting at
the same time. This party kept up for
several hours and when it was over
thirty Roche prisoners were In the hand)
nf the French. There are plenty of air
fights here and nlj you huve to do to see
one Is to look 'up.

"The weather here Ju?t now Is fine,
everything In bloom nnd all the rest of
those nice things that the poets talk
about, hut will thank the good Lord for
the day when I get back home again
and see all my old friend. Next month
f will be n year, and which,' by the way,

Is the loosest year In my life."
