Nearly All Transportation
Companies With Terminals
Here Jump Rates.

TUBE INCREASE BLOCKED

MecAdoo Rules Against 10 Cent
Tariff— P, 8. C. Questions
Director's Jurisdiction.

With the excention of the carousels at
Coney Island, which up to late last night
had not announced any Increase in thelr
rates of fare, practically all transporta-
tion corporations with terminals In this
cfty prepared yesterday to extract all
the sugar posaible out of the ruling by
Mr. McAdoo that thers be an increase In
freight and passenger schedules begin-
ning to=morrow.

The quotations of fares to be charged
as soon as tha ticket windows
open for business to-morrow gave vet-
eran travellerp a moment of vertigo and
set the commuters to calculating on the
backs of their salary envelopes. Heads
of familles who had their vacation plans
all made revised them ruefully and ex-
plained to mother and the chiidren that
they were unlikely to gase again on the
peaks and leaping cascades until the
war was over. There were loud yelps
of delight when on behalf of the Hudson
and Manhattan Rallway It wasa an-
nounced that for the present the rates of
fare for the Hudsom River tubes would
stand an they have been.

Bteamboat fares have been jacked up
along with the rallroad prices and from
to-morrow on the fare to Boston by the
Metropolitan line will be §6.85 Inntead
of $4.

'L ROADS HERE 60
- YEARS OLD JULY 1

Anniversary of Greenwich St.
Line Recalled by James
Blaine Walker.

James B. Walker, secratary of the
Publle Bervicre Commlission, has written
the first authoritative history of rapld
tranait In New TYork city. Tt covers
& period of about fAifty years. The his-
tory deals with the origin and progress
of the elevated rallroads and subways,
the term rapid transit being confined Lo
train operation within the city as op-
posed to trunk lIne operation on the one
hand and single trolley car operation on
the other.

The author divides his story Into two
parts chronclogically, the firat being the
year of private ownership—from 1844 to
1880—and the era of public ownership
from the latter date to the present.
