2,000 SLACKERS SEIZED

Mnps Found on Suspected Spy
Two Men Sentenced on

Seditions Charges.

Ran Antonio, Tex., June 10. Sen-
tences of life Imprisonment were Im-

posed by a court-marti- to-d- upon
forty-ftv- e conscientious objectors who
had refused to wear army uniforms. The
sentence was reduced to twenty-fiv- e

years each by Brlg.-Oe- J. P. O'Nell,
who reviewed the records. The men
will bo sent to Kort Leavenworth prison,

Tho slackers are nearly all from Okla-
homa and members of the Mennonito
faith. Some Mennonltes have refused to
bear arms, but donned the uniforms and
accepted work In units.
The convicted men refused to year uni-
forms or work In nny army capacity.

No evidence was offered by the de
fence beyond the statement that the
men were of a faith objecting to phy
slcal force.

Wasiunoton, June 10. Other factors
than refusal to wear the army unt
form are assumed here to be Involved In
the cases of tho forty-fiv- e con-
scientious objectors sentenced to long
terms of Imprisonment at Camp Travis.
The seutences nre subject to review.

Disloyal propaganda nmong camp
mates and other such offences might
have been Involved. One of the first
objectors convicted by a court-marti-

was sentenced to death, but the sentence
was modified.

HUNT FOR SLACKERS
TO HIT SLICKERS TOO

Officers Holding Bureau Jobt
Will Be Smoked Out.

Special flttpatcH to Tnr. Sc.
Washington. Juno 10. Tho names

of men of drnft nge who have received
commissions by the War and Navy De
partments nnd nro encaged on duty no
strictly military are sought in a resolu
tion adopted by tho House This
resolution directs Secretary Raker and
Secretary Daniels to report to the
House names of all men between 21
and 31 years of age (they are known
as slickers) who have been assigned
to clerical or duty since
June 5. 1317.

"With tho adoption of resolutions
seeking Information as to slackers In all
departments." said Representative Mad-
den (Illinois) "wo should be
able soon to check up on young men

ho are evading military duty or slick-
ers who have been put In soft berths.
1 have still another resolution which
I will offer, and the House undoubtedly
will approve It. scklug the names of
slackers In the Independent bureaus and
commissions created by the President.
This resolution will nsk that these
bureaus furnish the President the names
of their personnel so that the President
may transmit the Information to Con-
gress."

Representative Madden'a resolution
adopted y calls for a complete
statement of commissions by Secre-
taries Baker and Daniels to men not
doing combatant service. Mr. Madden
said that the departments have placed
In clerical positions many men capable
of fighting whoso places should be filled
by men with slight physical defects for
bidding their use at the front.

"Gen. Crowder." said Mr. Madden.
"has thousands of physically defective
men men without an arm, leg or one
eye. or otherwise barred from actual
fighting who can fill these clerical Jobs
or Jobs involving certain phases of guard
or Intelligence duty without giving
strong haalthy men these easy places
far from the firing line. We are going
to weed them out by publicity."

CONTEST CALLS ON MANY

Exhibit Ready at Art Alliance
of Winners' Work in War

Stamp Competition.

A superintendent In charge of the con-

struction of a warehouse for tho United
States Government In Brooklyn recently
ran across four husky laborers as they
were toting n plank required In the
building operations. Although the men
grunted undor their load It was ap-
parent from the size of the plank that
they were not under a streat strain. The
quartet were directed to "drop It" nnd
they obeyed with alacrity, whereupon tho
".super" nnd his assistant, neither of
whom had overalls on, shouldered th
plank with the greatest ease and walked
off with It,

It was all Intended as an object lesson
and the men saw the point, but when
the "boss" mildly rebuked the laborers
for shirking on n Job. the quick comple-
tion of which meant a place for the
storing of food and supplies for trans-
portation to men In the trenches fight-

ing battles for folks at bone, two of the
en "stood on their rights as American

citizens" nnd quit on the spot.

By
means of tho lessons which will be put
over hv the posters the Importance to
the nation ef tho possession of ships
will be driven home and ft Is believed
every man will be stirred to do his

darndest" in living un to his reputation
as a defender of h's country. Then
four men will not waste time carrying a
two man plank. Shipyards sre now
turnlnir out ships faster than they were
ever made before, but with each worker

as he works tho possibilities
of defensive operations are without limit.

Cnll o Unty for Artists.
When tho Government Itself, ns rep-

resented hv Dr. Chnrles A. Knton's Na
tional Servlco Section, puts up il.nno in
nrlzn money through TUB MS as nn
Incentive to artists, soldiers nnd eallors,
hlnvnrd workers and employees or in

dustrlal plants and pupils of grade nnd
high ecliools to design posters to "speed
up shipbuilding" it Is a call to duty that
im nrtlst omht to feel like dodging.

Ono man connected with the
national Sin-Ic- Section said yesterday
he Is willing to dig down In his pocket
himself to nee that Uncle Bam gets all
tho good posters Uiat he needs In his
business.

There will be nn exhibition at the Art
Alliance of America, 10 West Forty
seventh street, beginning of
prize winning posters In tho National
School War Saving Stamps competition
wnlch started In January last. The
competition grew out of u suggestion
made by Roval H. Famum, specialist In
art education of the State Department
of Education, that a poster contest
among school children be conducted for
the Eastern group of States. It devel
oped Into a national proposition with
four groups East, middle West, South
and West and mi offer of pilzes (War
(savings Stamps) for threo classes in
eaoli grtmp. There was a total of 117
prize winners who will earn- - off a total
of Jl,:0 In stamps. Tho exhibits will
show the best work of art students, high
school pupils and seventh 11 nil ninth
grade pupils In the four State groups.
A national committee of Judges consist-
ing of Charles Dana Gibson. F G.
Cooper, Walter Whlthead. Ray Green-lea- f

and F. D Carey will select tho best
pester In each class and the envied ones
are going to have a national renutatlon
High honors aro nnvvf being planned for
them. The exhibition will take place
from D A. M. to P. M.

Mr. Famum said to a Sun man yes-
terday :

Graphic Appeal in Rye.
"The graphic appeal which meets the

eye of the layman Is undoubtedly one of
the greatest which has been developed
during tho present crisis. Posters' con-
stantly meeting the eye of the passerby
force upon his mind what otherwise
would take reams of type and time and
patience on the part of tho reader to tell
tho same story.

. "Tho results of the national school
poster competition have developed
among those who have designed posters
a wonderful spirit of service and of
loyally.

"The poster Idea should be cordially
received everywhere and every one may
do Ills bit by entering In tho contest for
the serviie of his country.

"I would Indorse most heartily the
ship poster contest which tho National
Servlco Section nf the United Stales
Shipping Hoard Emeigency Fleet Cor
poration l.s conducting through The New
ioiik Sun. Every uit department of the
schools nf the State should do Us utmost
In furthering tho competition.

"There In no question that the great
necessity for successfully promoting tho
war Is the building of ships. The only
way wo can accomplish the goal of
sending our army nf a million or more
men to tho battle front Is by providing
the means of convoying them across the
seas. Then there must be ships nnd
more ships to carry food, ammunition
and supplies.

"Ships should bo the first nnd fore-
most thought In the minds of every ono
as the initial step to accomplish this
purpose,

HUGE TRANSPORT

FIGHTS OFF U-BO-

Leviathan nnd Her Convoys

Sink Two Submarines,
Hcport Declares.

OFFICER TELLS STORY

Preparations Were Mado to

Oivo Hot Reception to
Enemy Fleet.

fpedal Despatch to Tnr Sex.
Baltimore, June 10. Seventeen thou-

sand American troops crowded the trans-
port Leviathan, formerly the Hamburg-America- n

liner Vaterland, when that
ship was attacked by a fleet of twenty
enemy submarines off the coast of France
on May 29. With the aid of a power-
ful convoy of chasers and submarines
she successfully fought off the enemy,
sinking two of the nnd captur-
ing two others. Her mri .were landed
at a disembarkation fiofnt In Franco
without a single casualty.

This was the announcement made to
mothers, wives, sisters nnd sweethearts
of Maryland's Battery F, Flfty-eicht- li

Artillery, formerly tho Maryland Coast
Artillery, at a meeting of the Welfare
Association The Maryland
hovs constituted part of the Increment
sent to Francs on the Leviathan, and
several days apo censored letters were
received announcing thlr safe arrival.

The announcement came from Mrs. T.
Parkin Scott, socially prominent here,
who had learned of the nattle In con-
versation with a naval man who had
been aboard the ship attacked. ,

Before the transport sailed It was
known In the United States that the
enemy was planning an attack on the
I.cvialhau and every effort was made
to prepare for It. Expert gunners were
plnierl aboard each of the convoy ves-
sel and tho speediest chasers were car-le- d

aboard the heavier craft.
It was early In the evening that the

attack was made. The all of
which were of the largest tpe,

under durknoss. Before the
first ehell was fired a school of tor-
pedoes1 was evaded. Destroyers and
chasers were Immediately let loose.
while a group of scout cruisers formed
a barrier about the great troop ship.

lly rapid manoeuvring the Americans
mnnaged to break up tho concentration
of the attacking fleet and In less than
forty-flv- a minutes had sunk two by the
use of depth bombs nnd disabled two
others ty shell nre. afterward caDturlns- -

the two disabled The effect of
the American onslaught demoralized the
enemy and tho remaining undersea craft
tied.

Every man on tho steamship had been
warned of ths danger. As the French
coast was approached ths tension In-

creased, when suddenly and with hardly
a moment's notice eie raiders appeared.

The ship left an American port about
May 13 and reached the other side
May 30,

Without such a modification, msnv
shippers complained, rates for Intra
state snipmenta would b raised on a
double basis and the Increase In mnnv
cases would reach several hundred per
ceni.
