FUTURES AGITATED

Advocates of Revival of Mar-

ket Think IM.111 Might
Conic in ll.iiidy.

POINT TO HUM PER CROP

Food Administration Supervi-

sion Wonld Continue With
Renewal of Scheme.

Now that a hl winter wheat crop Is

assured and It has been established
that there Is a good chance for an
enormous spring wheat crop renewed
ngltntlon haa developed for the re-

sumption of trading In wheat futures.
Not long ago thero was a move to bring
wheat future to the exchanges ngaln,
but nothing definite waa decided by
Food Administration officials and very
little hope was expressed for a revival
of this trade..

It l pointed out now, however, that
with tlio promise of a large crop and
gradual lifting of restrictions concern-
ing the distribution of fie crop that
wheat futures trading might como In
verv hanlv.

Those who are advocating this class
of trade aesert that operations In corn
and onts futuren have been success-
fully coinluotocl for the pant few months,
In acconl.incc with tho needs, of the
consumers and distributers, and also In
conformity with the Ideas of tho Food
Administration arU Government offi-

cials:.
On the other' hand these authorities

say that rye and barley prices have
been subjected to sharp advances and
declines, larking stabilising Influences,
which erratic tendencies would not
havr been present were there a futurta
mnr!ets.

When the wheat futures market broke
down In May, 1917, there was a cer-
tain amount of speculation In the mar-
ket, which had great effect on values
becnuso of the scant supplies available
and the lack of legitimate opposition to
tho operations of bulls. Thero were
outside buyers In wheat who realized
that foreigners had to have wheat and
would pay any price to secure It, Thero
wtis competitive buying at that stage by
foreign Governments.

The situation would be changed con-
siderably, however, with a big wheat
crop this coming season, although It
will take a few months nt leant before
stocks of wheat are accumulated. As
far as export buying Is concerned It la
now concentrated In the hands of one
agency for the Allies, and the claim la
made that the regulatory measures
over export buying and the mtpervllon
of the Food Administration would con-

tinue even should wheat futures trad-
ing be reestablished.
