HEAR WAR'S CALL

All Training Schools of City
Represented in Carnegie

Hall.

RED CROSS TELLS NEEDS

Graduates Enthusiastic as
Work in Battle Hospitals

Is 'Outlined.

A new kind of flower bloomed around
Cerncgle Hall last night white flowers
on tall blue stems. They were animated
flowers, moving swiftly from the street
Inlo the hall, where presently they
formed such an attractive sight that a
mere man said,. as he faced them:

"Makes you'Teel as though you'd like
to be a soldier and get wounded."

For the white flowers were the caps
of nurses about to be graduated from
the hospital training schools of New
Tork city, and the blue was the uniforms
that encased their vigorous young
bodies, and they had come together,
eleven hundred of them. In response to
the call of the Red Cross, whose leaders
were to tell them how they are needed
by the army and navy of their country.
The Immaculate, fluted white caps filled
the whole floor of the hall, a garden of
girls with serious, animated faces, the
sight of whom made Miss Jane A. De-
lano, head of the Red Cross Nursing
Service, say as she finished her talk to
tnem:

'The army has the first claim on. u :

nursing Is as necessary as guns and am- -
munition, and an I look at you I feel
sure that you will not fall to respond."

Ciardea of Girls.
There was a garden of girls on the

platform, too, whose colors were brighter
and more varied than those In the

even ; fifty nurses from the
navy tn blue uniforms and hats, fifty
from the Red Cross In white, with the
vivid emblem of their order on their
breasts, and fifty from the navy with
the red linings of their cloaks giving a
brilliant touch to the picture. At the
beginning of the programme they
marched up the centre aisle and
mounted the platform, headed by a sailor
nnd a aoldler carrying the Stars and
Stripes. The flag bpirers halted at the
edge of the platform and faced the au-
dience and the nurses filed past them,
saluting the colors as they passed.

The navy nurses proved themselves
good soldiers by sitting calmly In the
hot hall throughout the evening with
their blue coats buttoned trimly to their
chins and on their heads the heavy blue
beaver hats which Uncle Sam makes
them wear while other women flaunt
spring bonnets of straw and lace. And
not one of them powdered her nose,
and yet they didn't look shiny.

William C. Breed, chairman for New
Tork of the Second Red Cross War
Fund, was chairman and put everybody
In a good humor by declaring that If the
Red Cross had done nothing but form
Its nursing service It would repay the
people of the country for the money
they had given It. Miss Delano an-
nounced that America had more nurses

One thousand a month enrolled with

the Red Cross during the last twelve
months," .iie saiil. "But a call has
come from the Surgeon-Gener- for :5,-00- 0

nurses before the first of next year.
It Is estimated that for every 25,000
soldiers who cross 400 nurses murt go.
We havo In this country about 85.000
registered nurses, and 13,000 unreg-
istered, The withdrawal of 25,000 by
January 1 may create a serious condi-
tion for our civilian population, but we
are endeavoring to meet It by forming
a body of home defence nurses, who will
wear a badge which will, we hope, b
recognised by the pollcf in times of
accident when It is necessary for them
to pass. Also they will wear a chevron
which will be a badge of honor, show-
ing that although they may not go to
the front they are serving all tho same."

Miss Annie V. Goodrich, who has been
made deanof the School of Nursing es-

tablished In the army by the Surgeon-Genera- l,

made the next speech. A slen-
der little "wisp of fire and energy, she
talked to the girls straight from her
heart. Miss Goodrich has served long
in the hospitals of New Tork, and it
was evident from the storm of applause
that greeted her that the nurses hold
her warmly in their affections.

Message to Women.
"A few yearn ago," rhe said, "I walked

with a little procession of women down
Fifth avenue. At first I felt terribly

a feeling accentuated by
the fact that all my relatives had lert
town rather than see me march but
then a sense of exaltation came over me.
I think It was duo to the Hue of inarch,
for we walked down the avenue, past
tho residences to the shops and fac-
tories, and it seemed to me that it was
a message to the women to come out of
their homes and go down to the work-
aday part of the city, to help tho people
there.

"Now these women have come out
of their homes. !ow tho conservative
State of New York has given women the
vote. Now they are responding to the
call of their country, and as I look upon
you I have no fear of what may happen.
The women will he equal to the time, as
their men will be equal.

"Forty-fiv- e years ago a small group
of women headed by Mian Louise
Schuyler walked Into Bellevue and asked
that women nurses be granted a few
wards In which to try the experiment
of women nurses in a municipal hos
pital. Permission was granted grudg
ingly, with fuar of the effects upon the
patients. And look at the result look
at you here In such numbers ."

Every training school In the city was
represented, including Lincoln Hospital,
which sent at group of colored nurses.

BAKER RECEIVES

. MEDAL PROTEST

Sculptors Make Public Their
Letter Asking "ew Cross

Design.

Definite protest to the Secretary of
War relative to the commercial designs
used for the Medal of Honor and the
Distinguished Service Cross has been
forwarded by the National Sculpture So-

ciety. This protest was sent June 11,

but was withheld from publication until
the society was assured It was In the
hands of the Secretary of War.

The sculptors are confident that
prompt notice will De taken of their at-
titude. The letter to Secretary of War
Baker, written by Paul W. Bartlett.
president of the National Sculpture So-

ciety, follows:
"The National Sculpture Society has

Instructed me to express to you Its sin-
cere regret concerning the commercial
designs which are being used for Medals
of Honor and War Merit Crosses that
are to be given to our soldiers for hcroie
deeds In battle.

Sculptors Are Disappointed.
"When we first heard of the proposed

medals and crosses we supposed that our
best medallists, all of whom are mem-
bers of the National Society, would nat-
urally be In due time asked to make de-

signs, and we aro surprised and disap-
pointed that thlslius not been done.

"When ono considers how much these
medals mean to those upon whom they
will be'eonferred, their national charac-
ter and future historical value, and the
fact that they will also be awarded to
heroes In the allied armies and be worn
side by side with the medals and deco-
rations of other nationalities, some of
which arc pure masterpieces of art. It
becomee apparent that the greatest care
should be used In the choice of the de-

signs and every effort made to secure
for this purpose the best available talent
In this country.

"We still trust, Mr. iSecretary. that
this can be done : that the first medals
may be only used as a matter of ex-
pediency, and that after you have given
this question due consideration you will
gle American artists the opportunity
to exercise their talents and strive to
create some medals and crosses worthy
of this great country, worthy of our
great cause and worthy of the heroes
who will ucarMhem and take pride In
them not only for their s mbol but. also
for their artistic beauty.

French Artltn Are I tllUed.
"May I add that In Franco all work

of this kind, nhleh has a far reaching in-

fluence at home as well a abroad and
involves tho national artistic reputation
of the country. Is treated with real love
and reverence and executed and super-
vised by her greatest artists the of-
ficial medalist of the mint being himself
a member of the Institute of France, and
I can assure you. Mr. Secretary, that If
you give our artists a chance you will
find that they have the same love and
reverence for their work, coupled with a
keen sense cf patriotism."

The National Sculpture Society first
became interested in the medal situation
when It was Informed that a Phila-
delphia firm of commercial artisans was
handling It. A special meeting was
called where at least twenty of the fore-mo-

sculptors and medalists of th
United States unanimously disapproved
the course the Government had taken.

Attention wrs also brought to the fact
that the designs were judged by the
War College. "This is about as con-
sistent as having a sculptor, pass upon
the merits of a gun," declared one prom-
inent artist when he heard of this.

FIGHT ENEMY SPIES

Cdunter Propaganda Proposed
by Loyal Americans of

Italian Descent.

WAR FACTS TO BE TOLD

Dr. Antonio Stella Is Elected
President of Body at Cham-

ber of Commerce Meeting.

Against the propaganda of the Ger-
mans, which ever ilnce Italy entered the

f has had Its agents at work among
the Italian speiklng people of this coun
try, there wa set In motion a counter
propaganda yesterday by the Roman
Legion of America, an organization
made up of professional and business
men of Italian birth or descent.

At the meeting of the legion at the
Italian Chamber of Commerce In thi
city there were present members from
every large city In the country. A pro-
gramme was adopted which will Insure
tho dissemination of accurate knowledge
of war facts and conditions among the
thousands of Italians here who speak no
language but their own. The legion also
will seek tall agents worklnj among
Italians hero for Germsn pay.

The legion was formed shortly after
tho United States went Into the war,
but tho need for Intensive organization
and extension did not become apparent
until after the operation of the draft. It
was discovered then that the centres of
Italtin population were Infested with
renegade Italians, paid by Berlin, who
by Insinuation and the spread of coun
terfeit newspapers were doing alt they
could to frighten the draft men and their
families.

Among the reports they circulated
were that Kngland had forced both Italy
and the United Suites Into the war;
that all the heavy fighting was being
done by Italians, while tho other allies
Kept their men back of the lines, nnd
that Germany had offered Italy nnd
America an advantageous peace but that
President Wilson was making so much
money out of the war that he would
not allow the peaco terms to bo made
public.

H Is to bring a knowledge of the
whole truth to Italians here who cannot
read newsrOpers published In Kngllsh
that tho Roman Legion will work pri-
marily. Working through representa-
tives of known character and patriotism
in every large city In the country, the
legion both by newspapers and pam-
phlets printed In Italian and by public
meetings and through "ocietles and the
pu.plt. will make cleur the purposes and
issues of the war and will distribute re-

liable reports of its events from day to
day. Meantime there will be a powerful
drive against tha secret agents.

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URGE ARMY COURSE

TO WIN VOTE RIGHT

Doctors Want Compulsory Ser-

vice Before Ballot Is Al-

lowed to Youths.

NEW DRAFT STANDARDS

Medical Association Elects Of-

ficers, Then Adjourns
'Gftth Convention.

CmcAoo, June 14. The sixty-nint- h

annual convention of the American Med-

ical Association adjourned y after
the House of Delegates had unanimously
adopted a resolution urging compulsory
military training for all young men be-

fore they are permitted to vote. The
text of the resolution-wa- as follows:

"Whereas the partial inventory of
our national health made possible by the
physical examinations under tho selec-
tive draft act showed a largo percentage
of our joung men unfit for military ser-
vice, nnd, further, that as most of these
disabilities are curable, tho American
Medical Association Is prompted to
speal: formally on this subject, and

"Whereas, in view of the wonderful
mental and physical benefits which have
been manifested In the young manhood
of America through Intensive mllltnry
training in the national army canton-
ments, and

"Whereas, knowing that this training
has done much to Inculcate the knowl-
edge and value of sanitation and ner.
sonal hygiene In the Individual, there- - J

lore oe u
"Kfsolicff, That the American Medical

Association urge the early adoption of a
permanent national policy of universal
military training for all young men 'be-
fore tho right of suffrage is granted
them."
