The significance of the day lles in tha
fact that in 1389 the Christlan army of
King Lasar was defeated by the Turks
at Kossovo, During the past five cen-
twries Koasovo day has bheen celebrated
by religious eeremornies 1o commemorais
the Indestructible falthfulness of the
Bertilans to their traditions. J

Two sermong were deliversd, ons by
the Very Rev, Howard C. TMobbina dean
of the Cathedral, and another by tha
Vary Rev. J. Krajnovich, dean of the
Berblan church. Dean Hobhina chome as
the text for his sermon the words of
“De Profundls,” which had heen sung
by the Cathedral choir earller In the
Bervice.

“Une word we have to-day 1o the
friends of Herbin' sald Dr. Rohbins,
“and that ix of gratitude to the natlon
which for five centurles has kept alive
the toreh of faith In its future and has
ever voleed the determination that pen-
nple must be freo. What Helglum did for
the Allles Serhia did for all Europe on
the Aeld of Kossove.”

Hie mald that before a peace wan
brought about In the present war tha
Allles munst demand as much for Serbla
as for Belgium "The task of ending
the war will not he compleie untll we
lave assured to Serbla lberation and
restoration to her place lu the life of
nations,” he added

I'r, Krajnovich told of the beminning
of the Kossovo day anid of its symbollem.
He told of the historical significance of
the defeat of the Eerbian army and of
Its effect on the people of his raee.

“The barbarous Ture did unt recog-
nlde the Serblan mentality,” he sald,
“but the wonder i® that the modern Ger-
man of both emplres has falled to grasm
it. For the last two venturies thev
have tried to force their so-called kul
races without ef-
