SHARP RALLIES IN

THE COHON MARKET

New Crop Months Show Rela-

tive Strength on Con-

tinued Trading:."

Karly decline: were followed by sharp
rallies In the cotton market yesterday,
with new crop months showing relative
strength on continued trade buying and
covering. October contracts sold up
from 24.9 to 25.40. closing at 25.30,
and new crop deliveries generally
showed net gains of 12 to 21 points for
the day, while July was 5 points net
lower. There was no change In the gen-
eral character of the crop news, and
there was selling during the earlier
trading on bearish private condition fig-

ures coupled with the outlook for cloudy
weather In the, Southwest. These early
offerings were well absorbed, however,
and when the sellers turned to co-e- r

In the afternoon they evidently found
very few contracts offering. The po-

litical news from abroad, particularly
the reports of Internal troubles In Aus-
tria, appeared to attract considerable
attention and probably served to check
selling or promote covering for over th
week end.

July was relatively easy after the
call. That delivery opened at an ad-
vance 'of 24 point on further Liverpool
buying, but quickly broke under scat-
tering liquidation. There were very
few notices Issued, but they seemed to
circulate longer In the Street than pre-
viously, and after the Initial demand for
July had been supplied there was slight
aupport. The price broke from 28.10 to
27.50, making a net decline of 40 points.
Trade buying checked the decline
around 24.92 for October, or 32 points
net lower, nnd new crop deliveries
reached the highest levels of the day In
the late trading, when they showed net
advances of 26 to 27 points. The clone
wbh neveral points off from the best
under realizing.

No exports
were reported for the day. Reports
oo far thl season were 3,T9ri,003,
against 5,27S,515 last year.

OATS PROSPECTS

INDICATE LOSSES

Production This Scnson Now
Is Expected to Be Around

1,500,000,000 Bushels.

The deterioration In the grain crops
from the recent heat and drought

In the South, Southwest and West has
seemingly been of greater moment than
was generally supposed In many well In-

formed quarters. It Is noteworthy that
the tosses have not been of sufficient
nucnltudo to warrant pessimism among
the conservatives, and nlso that the sec-

tions from where the croo news Is most
serious are not the big producer.

Claim Is made by recognized crop au-

thorities that oats have suffered more
than other crops, bo that an Important
part of the outturn In Oklahoma, Mis- -
pourl, Kansas nnd Nebraska will be suit-
able for only rough feed. As far an Okla-hor- n

Is concerned, the oats In that State
lat't season amounted to only 26,000,000
aiij In 191 H was small at 14,000,000
bushels. Ij&ftt season Kansas had

bushels of oats, which Is really a
large yield fnr the State but still much
under the quantity needed to place a
State In the big producing class Illinois,
for Instance, raised nearly 250,000,000
bushels of oats last season and Iowa
about the same quantity. Indiana and
Ohio each raised about 78,000.000 bunh-el- s

of oats last season. There have been
no Important crop complaints on oats
from these four last named States. Mis-cou- rl

and Nebraska had comparatively
large oats crops last season on account
of heavy losses In wheat area (especially
Nebraska), but the outturn was only
fiS.OOO.OnO bushels and 70,000.000 re-

spective!)'. It must be admitted, how-
ever, that the chances for an enormous
oats crop to exceed the record of last
year of 1,3S7,000,000 bushels seem to
have faded and a production this sea-
son of around 1,500,000,000 bushels will
be regarded as satisfactory.

Yesterdny's weather reports Indicated
beneficial rains In many localities east
of Mississippi, also In parts of the West,
but the moisture skipped the south-
western nnd southern areas, which have
been most deficient In precipitation.

Chicago, June 28. New advances In
the price of corn resulted to-d- chiefly
from a prospective spread of the hot
wave and from bullish reports about the
crop outlook Southwest and Wet. The
market closed nervous, li to 2Wc net
higher, with July $1,484 to J1.48S and
August 11.50 to $1.51. Oats finished
N. N to 2c. up and provisions at a rise
of 5 to 20c

Buying of corn was active and gen-
eral from start to finish. On the bulges
considerable realising was done by
longs, but the selling pressure dimin-
ished Immediately whenever prices
showed any material decline. For the
most part attention centred on the fact
that excessive heat and drynera in the
Southwest had not yet been broken and,
on the contrary, appeared likely to
widen out to the East.

Motor and United Cigar Stocks
Bright Spots in Unusually

Dull Market

The market for curb securities was
Irregular again yesterday and business
was on a smaller scale. Trading during
the entire day was chiefly of a profes-
sional character and at timet the mar-
ket was unusually dull and uninterest-
ing. Price movements of a majority of
the stocks were within a narrow range.
The motor atocks were again th most
prominent, with United the main fea-

ture. This Issue sold to a new high
mark for the present movement with a
gain of several points. Chevrolet Im-

proved early also, but subsequently lost
all of the gain.

The Independent oil shares were quiet
and Irregular. Many of the shares were
lower. In sympathy with Houston Oil,
