SENATOR TILLMAN

STRICKEN; MAY DIE

Taken With Apoplexy After
Going1 to tho Senate to

Vote on Suffrage.

Special Detpatch to Taa So.
Washington, June 30. Senator Ben-

jamin R. Tillman (South Carolina) Is
In a state of unconsciousness at his
residence here after an attack
of apoplexy last Thursday and Is not
expected to recover. At his bedside Is
Mrs. Tillman, while other members of
the family have been summoned from
his home at Trenton, S. C. Senator Till-

man suffered a similar attack ten years
ago.

Senator Tillman's last appearance In
the Senate was last Thursday, when he
responded to tho call of his colleagues
who were mobilizing their forces for
the contest over tho woman suffrage
amendment. During tho early stages
of the debate he Bat In his seat on the
centre aisle, but when It became ap-
parent that a filibuster would post-
pone a vote on the proposition he walked
slowly down the aisle toward the

chair and passed out through
a side door Into the innate reception
hall.

That was Senator Tillman's last appear-
ance In the Senate. Later In the after-
noon the first stages of the attack of
apoplexy were felt and he went Im-

mediately to his home. His Illness wns
not regarded as serious until late yes-
terday, when ho became worse and mes-
sages were sent to other members of
his family advising that they come to
hit bedside.

Senator Tillman has been In 111 health
for some time. He lias appeared In the
Senate Chamber at Infrequent Intervals,
and apparently the strain of the long
winter session and the largo amount of
war legislation which required attention
had left him in an exhausted stnte.

At the time of his collapse he was
preparing to leave for his home State,
where he would enter upon his cam
paign for reelection. Three candidates
are In the field against him and a fourth

Representative Aabury F. Lever
withdrew recently In favor of his reelec-
tion. The candidates are former Gover
nor Cole Blease, Scott Dial and II. O.
Rice of Greenville, senator Tillman if
he lives Is almost certain of reelection.

Senator Tillman was elected to the
Senate the first time In 1894, and has
served continuously since then. At the
outset he became known as "Pitchfork
Ben" because of his fiery speech In de-

bate and scathing arraignments of his
opponents.

MEDALS FOR PARADE DISPLAY.

Fonrth of Jnly Pageant Already

Three gold medals, donated by Dr.

George F. Kunz, will be awarded for the
best displays in the Fourth of July pa-

rade In New York city, under the au-
spices of the Mayor's Committee on Na-
tional Defence. In addition bronze
medals, commemorating the parade, will
be given to the leaders of the forty-tw- o

races that will take part In the parade.
The committee announced yesterday

that the limit of 76,000 participants does
not Include the military or the floats.
There are 160 floats and 123 bands now
scheduled for the event. Director-Gener-

McDonald has asked ministers to
deliver special Fourth of July prayers In
their churches.

When the parade starts at 8:30 o'clock
In the morning, salutes will be fired at
he Brooklyn navy yard and at alt of

the forts and training camps In the met-
ropolitan district.

Correspondents of foreign newspapers
have asked for places In the reviewing
stand, and many writers of note from
other lands will be afforded every op-

portunity for seeing the big show. Films
of tho parade will be made and sent to
Gen. Pershing's men In France. A cap-

ITALY SEEKS RAW MATERIALS.

Needs Them tn Supply Her Air-
plane Factories.

Capt. Giuseppe Bcvolne. chief of the
Italian Military Mission of Aeronautics,
left for Washington last night to take
up with Government ofllclals the ques-
tion of supplying Italy's airplane fac-
tories with raw materials.

"Italy stands ready to do her share,"
he said, "and I know that I shall bn able
to convince tho Federal authorities that
Italian aviation Is worthy of ttie help
requested. I have data to prove the sur-
prising progress and wonderful future
of the' Italian Aviation Corps.

"Italy has one of the most powerful
airplane motors ever tested In warfare
In the product of the Flat shops, where
a new model has lately been created. It
Is of 460 horsepower nnd Is very light
and easy to handle. Two other models,
one of 300 nnd the other of 600 horse-
power, are being produced In vast num-
bers.

"In addition to the Mat shops there
are four others producing large numbers
of machines, and Italy, If furnished an
adequate supply of raw material, will be
able not only to meet her own needs
but to supply her Allies."

NAVY HEROES' PHOTOS SpUGHT.

Plctnres of Those Lost In War
Wanted by Department,
Special Detpatci to Tub Scs

Washington, June 30. The Navy De-

partment Is collecting photographs of all
men of tho navy who lie lost their
lives In service against the enemy. As
rapidly as the pictures nra received
copies are mado nnd the originals re-

turned to the owners. The photograph of
each man Is then forwarded to the train-
ing station where he began his career
In the service.

Relatives of men who have been lost
in the war have been asked to mall
photographs to the War Department for
this memorial, They Bhould be ad-

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TUBE OWNER SAYS
CITY WILL PROTEST

Asserts Mail Service in New
York Gets a Setback.

Special Deipatch to Tns Son.
Washington, June 30. "A sheer act

of governmental sabotage nnd needless
slowing up of tho nation's business nt
the critical moment when speed and
efficiency are the demands of the hour,"
Is the characterization applied to the net
of Congress yesterday In discontinuing
tho pneumatic mall tubes by the Tncu
matlc Transit Company, owners of the
tubes. In n statement issued hero to-d-

the company says:
"President Wilson's veto of the Post

Offlco appropriation bill for the avowedpurpose of eliminating tho pneumatic
tubes from the postal system was an
act which will lncvltablv cause him In
tho near future to regret that he ac-
cepted the ex parte statements of tho
Postmaster General without balancing
them against the overwhelming evidence
of every other that the tubes are neces
sary nnd efficient.

"When the use of the tubes was sus-
pended In 1901 the business communities
suffered such Inconvenience that a peti-
tion was signed by men and organiza-
tions representing $1,000,000,000 of capi
tal ann tne service was restored without
one dissenting vote In Congress. It will
not bo long before the buslnes com
munities and the general nubile will
again realize that the elimination of
tube service In slowing Un their mail
while thn municipal authorities who
havo tred to avert the catastropho of
hundreds of extra mall truck trips a day
on streets congested more than ever by
war traffic will be compelled to seek re-
lief by tho only possible means a restor-
ation of underground mall despatch."

Brainthee, Mass., Juno so. "With
only twenty-fou- r hours notice pneu
matic tube service property valued at

iu,uoo,ooo has been consigned by the
Government to tho scrap heap," said
Merton L. Emerson, president of the
American Pneumatic Service Company,
in a statement Issued at his homo here

regarding the veto of the post
office apprlprlntlon bill by President

llson yesterday.
"My company," continued Mr. Emer-

son, "owns the mall tubes and other
property Incidental to their operation in
ail the cities except Philadelphia. The
Government's fiscal year ends nt 11 :30

nnd consequently tho President
by his voto has caused us to cease
operations. There are fifty-seve- n double
miles of tubes In the various cities con-
necting flfty-elg- post ofTlces and rail-
road stations."

Mr. Emerson asserted the tubes had
been carrying more than 25,000,000 let-
ters dally In five cities.

BACK WITH ORDERS

FOR AMERICAN DYES

J. C. Baldwin, Jr., Declares
British n Unit for Beating

Teutons Dccisivelv.

A big British liner arriving at an
Atlantic port yesterday brought only
eleven passengers, uho were sommhnt
lonesome In Uie labyrinthine Interior of
tne snip. Among the eleven was J. C.
Baldwin. Jr.. president of the. United
Dyewood Corporation, who went "to Eng-
land to nrrange for sending badly needed
dyes to that country and France.

Mr. Baldwin said the English people
were much Impressed with thn modesty
of the American troops and had received
them wllh great hospltalltj. There was
no peace talk In London worth consider-
ing, and the people were practically a
unit for "carrying on" until Germany
was beaten. The best sentiment was for
Intervention In Russia. It was said that
the only way to check the machinations
of Germany in that country was to send
troops there.

Mr. Baldwin said the British people
regarded the submarine warfare as
beaten. The sinkings of merchantmen
were getting fewer nnd weeks had
elapsed without the destruction of one
steamship by German submersible.
American destroyers were praised

by tho English and were especially
liked by Brltlh skippers, who were
elated when they learned that they were
to be convoyed by Americans.

Mrs. Emily Watson, who is 80, landed
with Mrs. Abby Doubleday, Miss Leila
Doubleday and J. Klngsley Doubleday,
all Australians, who were forced to
leave Switzerland because they were suf-
fering physically for lack of fats. The
party had been two and a half years In
Switzerland. They found three points
of view In the various cantons, depend-
ing on the predominant nationality of
the cantons.

In the Italian districts tho people were
for Italy, in the French for France
nnd In tho German for Germany. A
change had come over the popular feel-
ing nmong tho German speaking Swiss,
however, sinco the beginning of the war.

A largo number of Swiss who had
been had come out for the
Allies because of the double dealing of
tho German Government with Switzer-
land. It was nlmost Impossible for the
Swiss to do business with the Germans,
because the latter would not keep their
agreements, whether written on scraps
of paper or expressed orally

Miss Violet Rowan of Melbourne, who
halxen several months In England said
the United States ought to Intern every
German, whether old or young, male or
female. All Germans, even those with
their feet In the grave, should be put
where they could do no hnrm. England
had found out, after costly experiment
In philanthropy, that "once a German
always a German' was a pretty .trus
axiom.

20 DWINSK SURVIVORS LAND.

Arrivals nt Hamilton Bonds Leave
23 of Crew Still Mtsilnar.

Washington, June 30 Arrival nt
Hampton Roads, Va of twenty more
survivors of the British troopship
Dwlnsk, torpedoed nnd sunk 700 miles
east of the Delaware Capes June 18, was
reported y to thn Navy Depart-
ment. Among them was I.lout. Ross P.
Whltemarnh, lT. H. N

Twcnty-thrc- o members of the crew ot
148 still aro missing.

The twenty men were picked up nt
sen by a naval vessel on Juno 18 after
they had been for ten days In an open
boat. Lieut, Whltcmarsh was on tho
troop ship, which was under charter to
the United States Government and was
bound for America. There wero no sol-

diers aboard.
Tho transport's crew got away in

seven boats, all of which, except one.
have been accounted for.

The Department's announcement to-

day wan the first In which tho name
of the troop ship was given.

GOOD WILL IMPORTANT

Consul Tells Toints It Is Im-

portant for Sellers Hero
to Know.

The weekly list of trade chances gath-
ered by the United Stales Bureau of
Foreign and Domoalle Commerce Is given
below.

In a letter to an American firm Con-

sul Thomas D. Davis of Grenoble calls
attention to certain faotors that aro es-

sential to success tn the export trade.
To bo successful In the export trade,

particularly In the Intense competition
that will follow the war. American firms
must meet their competitors In quality
and variety of goods and in business
methods.

In competition with European coun-
tries In the iurctfean field American
firms are of course at a certain disad-
vantage becauso of their distance from
the market and because their European
competitors are In better position to
mako quick deliveries and to quote
prices franco domicile. These competi-
tors also have some advantage as re-
gards the granting of credits, because
they can more easily keep track of the
financial etandln-- j of customers.

American exporters should give their
foreign buyers no opportunity to com-
plain as regards Indifference to the
buyers' Interests and to tho buyers'
usual manner of doing business. They
cannot expect to be successful If they
Insist on the right to chango prices af-
ter orders have been Klven and accepted,
to quote prices f. o. b. factory or ship-
ping point when they are able to give
c. I, f. quotations, to require a credit
established In American banks when
they are able to ascertain the financial
responsibility of the buyer or to con-
sider every order ns a separate transac-
tion.

Moreover, the American exporter
should quote prices In money and In
weights and measures with which the
buyer Is familiar. Every new sale
should be treated as the first step in es-
tablishing lasting business relations nnd
as n means of building up a feeling of
mutual trust and confidence.
