CUBANS WILL BE HEUE

Procession Starts at 9 A. M.,

With Stadium Exercises
at Night.

Celebration of New York's Fourth of
July cornea with the upllftln? espcctaclo
of thousands of men of foreign birth
marching through the streets of tho city
to manifest their realization of what
America standi for and what the day
means.

The Cuban Ilcpubllo will be well
represented In the great parade In which
all nations will take part. Not only will
a division bo niado up of Cubans living
In Greater New York, but hundreds who,
mako their hornet in other parts of the
country aro comine .to help swell the
ranks. Urlg.-Ge- George n. Dyer has
telegraphed Cayetano de Qucsada, who
Is to marshal the Cubans, requesting
htm to have his division gather In
Waverley place, west of Flflh avenue,
promptly at S o'clock.

The parade will start at Washington
Squaro at 9 o'clock and proceed up Fifth
avenue to Seventy-secon- d street. Gen.
Dyer acting as Grand Marshal. It will
be In two elections nnd those who wit-
ness It will see thousands of foreign born
people marching to the heartbeats of
America. Hundreds of floats will depict
historic events In the world's history
and more than 100 bands will furnish
martial music. The parade will be the
great feature of the day. that nearest
approaching it in patriotic significance
toeing the pageant In City College Sta-
dium In tho evening.

Indiana In First Section,
In the first section of the parade will

be all the American units such as
soldiers, marines-- , sailors, draft men, real
American Indians, the lied Cross, the
Motor Corps of America and other patri-
otic organizations. When the second
eection arrives It will bring- - with it men
and women from all countries whs are
true Americans now. Armenians, Al-

banians, Bulgarians, Central Americans,
Chinese, Latin races, Slavonic races,
South Americans from all the republics
nnd all the countries of Kurope and Asia.
There will be forty-on- e contingents In
this section representing more than that
number of nationalities. '

At Madison Square and Fifth avenue
the great reviewing stand will not be
used In official capacity, but Instead a
rrlvate stand at the opposite side of
the square will be erected. , There Sec-

retary of the Navy Daniels, Mayor Hy-la- n

and members of Congress will view
the paraders.

Through a mistake of ordering the
various nationalities where to assemble
for the parade the marshal of the Irish
contingent was notified that it was to
follow the Italian marchers, thus up-

setting the alphabetical order which has
been decided upon as the .best way or
forming the groups. Yesterday, how-
ever, tile error was corrected and the
Irish are now ordered to assemble on
Waverley place west of Fifth avenue at
1 T. M. They will follow the Hungarians
and precede the Italians.

CONFIDENT. SAYS LANSING

Thoughts of British Centred
on America, Asserts Lord

Heading.

Wasiiintov, July 3. American Inde-
pendence Day will be observed

as never before. Exercises will be
held In Great Britain, France, Italy and
other lands to commemorato tho birth
of American liberty.

In this country the day will bo the oc-

casion of a renewal of allegiance by the
foreign born,, and Presllent Wilson will
bo the honor guest of a commltteo rep-

resenting thirty nationalities on a
to the homo and tomb of George

Washington. The President will de-

liver an address, which will be rend
simultaneously at demonstrations
throughout the country and which has
been cabled for reading and publication
In foreign lands.

Messages to tho American people
were sent by Gen. Pershing,
Secretary Daniels, Secretary Lansing,
Secretary Wilson and Lord Heading,
tho .British. Ambasvidor.

Gen, Pershing said :

"On this anniversary of our Inde-
pendence the officers and men of the
American Expeditionary Forces on tho
battlefields of Franco renew their
pledge of fealty anil devotion to our

kcause and country. The resolve of our
forefathers that all men and peoples
shall bo free Is their resolve. It le
quickened by sympathy for an Invaded
peoplo of kindred Ideals and tho war
challenge of an arrogant enemy. It Is
fortified by the united support of the
American people."

Secretary Daniels said:
Fresh Baptlam of Sacrifice."

"The American people havo had a
fresh baptism of the spirit of sacrifice
for liberty which enabled the men of '76
to make the Declaration of Independence
the decree of a powerful nation. They
have entered this war to aid In insulins
to peaceful peoples freedom from con
quest, and they will not lay down the
sword until the menace of militarism Is
lifted from mankind. Out of the tragedy
of war the steady light of peace, guaran-
teed by a leaguo of all free nations, will
Illumine the world.

This was Secretary Lansing's mes-
sage :

'This year the Fourth of July Is more
than a national holiday It Is an Inter-
national holy day. While we rejoice
over liberty Ikhleved for our country.
wo should consecrate ourselves to the
defence of that liberty, which Is Im-

perilled by Prussian militarism. On this
day of glorious memories America, with
stern will and unalterable purpose, re- -

dedlcates her all to liberty and looks
into the future with supreme faith that
God will crown with victory the cause
of the nations arrayed against autoc-
racy."

Secretary Wilson said :

"With the exception of the Fourth of
July, 1T76, this Fourth of July is the
moat significant in the history of the Re-

public."

Brltlali .ImbBMador's Greeting;.
Lord Beading gave this message to

the American people:
"To-da- y the thoughts of all people

In my country nre centred on Amerlcn,
nnd from millions of hearts prayers
will ascend for your great nation and
for ur gallant men on sea and land,
and for your bravo women who minis-
ter to them. These men and women
worthy representatives of the nation

have, as all of you, that Individual
and passlonato love of liberty which
collectively (is a nation is ur Ideal
ami lodestar.

"Iovlng llbcrtj and freedom, you have
taken up arms because the freedom of
the world is In peril. With us and our
Allies u Intend to destroy that menace,
and when there tome!", as assuredly
there will, the end of Prusslanlsni, there
will arise a new Independence day, which
will bo the glorious common heritage of
all those nations which have set their
faces to the light."

The American Bed Cross sent a mes-
sage to American soldiers and sailors In
hospitals In Europe.

Secretary Daniels sent a greeting to
the men of the navy.

Andrew Tardleu, the French High
Commissioner to the Fnltctl State., sent
this message from France to the cities
of Washington. New York, Baltimore
and Toledo where French soldiers and ,

sailors w ill participate In the celebra- -

tlon of Independence Day.
"I have been happy to learn that de-

tachments of our army and navy will
participate In tho celebration of the
Fourth of July in your city Our sol-

diers and sailor.1 will be the living mes-
sengers of the sentiments that on this
great day fill all French heart. France
In arms, full of confidence, ends to our
fellow citizen her cordial greetings."

VOTE TO ARBITRATE

COTTON MILL STRIKE

I.oweU Operators Leave Dln- -

putc to State I'nblic Safety
Committee.

Ixiwut.!., Mass., July 3. Representa-

tives of the several thousand cotton mill
operatives who arc on strike hero voted

to refer the controversy over
wages to the iMasachusetts Public Safety
Committee for arbitration.

The vote of the union leaders was an-

nounced after conferences with two
of the Federal Department

of Labor, who In response to a request
from the mill treasurers ur)ed the textile
workers' representatives to agree to re-

turn to work and place the wage dlroute
before the War Labor Board. No no-

tion was taken by tho union men on this
request.

Mancuktkr, N. !I July 3. PlanH
suggested by John S. Davie, State
Labor Commissioner, for arbitration of
the textile strike here were held up

y by an announcement that the
mill treasurers had appealed to the
Federal War Labor Board. The State
Commissioners suggestion had been
approved by the mill agents nnd Its
ncceptance also by the operatives at n
mass meeting y had been regarded
an probable.

Lawrence, Mass., July 3. Five hun-
dred weavers employed nt the Wood
milt of the American Woolen Company,
which Is working on Government con-
tracts, went on strike The
weavers demand a change In the sys-
tem of paying bonuses for overtime
work.

LEWIS COMPLAINS

Attorney-Gener- al Running for
Governor as Protest Against

Personal Politics.

ItOOSEVELT WILL SPEAK

Colonel to Dovoto Himself to

National Issues and Avoid

Factional Fight.

Declaring that he Is running for the
Republican nomination for Governor to
prevent the "perwnalliatton" of the
party Attorney-Gener- Merton E.
Lewis last night Issued Bulletin No. 1
