DEMOCRATS ARE JOYFUL

New Canfiidnt Will Widen
Breach in State G. 0. P.,

Is Belief.

Afttr vainly trying to Induce Supreme
Court Justice James C. Cropsey to en-

ter the race tor he nepubllcan nomina-

tion for Governor former Senator Will-

iam M. Bennett shied hie own hat Into
the ring yesterday. He would retire In

favor of Col. Roosevelt, but no one else.
Democratic, politicians were Jubilant

over the prospect that the' Republican
situation would bo still further mixed
up. ' They regard Mr. Bennett as a great
Democratic asset.

"Ae between Mr. Whitman and Mr.

Lewis there Is no choice for the voter,"
sl3 Mr. Bennett. "Each of them hopes
to win the primary through the influ-

ence of discredited political leaders.
Each favors the State, government pro-

vided he can name the delegate whose
favor he has obtained by the giving of

'patronage. The contest between them
Is a mere squabbto as to who shall con-

tra! the party, machine and who shall
distribute the offices.

"Thlr. Is certainly a most extrordl-nar- y

situation. The office sought Is the
Chief Magistracy of the Empire State.
The winner will be at the head of the
government of 11,000,000 people and will
have the supervision of the State budget,
which bids fair soon to be 100.000,000."

Dennett Ileadr to nan.
Mr. Bennett said he hail hoped that

some man not a factlonlst and stand-
ing for something real would be put
ronn as a candidate, as mis nu nui
happened he decided to make up for the
deficiency.

"In case the situation should develop,"
he added, "so that It would become le

for Mr. Roosevelt to become a can-
didate, 1 would gladly retire In his
favor, as In my opinion he more nearly
than any other man represents the as-
pirations and hopes of, the American
people at the present time."

Mr. Bennett thus stated his platform:
"I am In favor of the retention of the

direct primary system, to the repeal of
which Mr. Lewis now stands openly
pledged and which was repudiated by
Gov. Whltmarf last fall." The present
law should be amended so that the
county leaders shall be elected by direct
vote so as to make party leadership re-
sponsive to the voters.

"I am in favor of the national woman
suffrage amendment.

"With regard to the ratification of the
national amendment for prohibition, I
consider that , Is & matter within the
function of the Legislature to be deter-
mined by the Legislature without any
.coercion on the part of the Governor.
My own personal attitude op the que-

stion Is shown by the fact that when In
the Senate In 1(15-191- 6 I voted for the
extension of the local option system, as
provided In the bill Introduced by Sen-
ator Samuel A. Jones.

Plana AHrlcuItnrnl Aid.
The Department of Agriculture should

be restored to Its former Important
In the State Government and should

bj taken out of politics.
"I am opposed to the Socialistic move-

ment to put the State and city Into pri-
vate business with the taxpayers' money
In competition with the citizens who pay
the taxes, and I am opposed to price
fixing and prlco regulation by the State
except in thq case of public utilities.

"One of the great menaces to this
country to-d- Is the rapid spread of
what may be summed up a 'Holshevlk-Ism,- "

or disregard for tbe property rights
of others. A large element In this coun-
try has the Idea that what other people
have accumulated through Industry and
thrift should be taken away and given
to able bodied Idlers. The spread of
these Socialistic Ideas threatens the earn-
ings of the savings bank depositor, the
life Insurance policy holder and the
workman qf every type who by thrift and
Industry has been able to purchase for
himself a home. Unfortunately, this
sentiment has been aided by the hys-

teria of the sentimental rich, who found
a ready listener In Gov. Whitman.

"If nominated and elected 1 shall de-
vote my entire efforts to the duties of
the office of Governor, and shall not use
the office merely as a means to further
political advancement."

Mr. Bennett expects to have the sup
port of the farming communities and de-

clares he will carry the city of New
Tork In the primaries by a larger major-
ity than last fall.

ANTI-WHITMA- N REASONS

l,nli Bulletin tilvea Ten Atrnlnat
GnTrrnnr'a Hrnomlnntlon.

Attorney-Gener- Lewis Jellied yester-da- y

his second bulletin to the voters of
the State, entitled, "Ten Reasons Why
Gov. Whitman Should Not Be Renomi-
nated."

It reads In part:
"1. He threatens to pack the State

convention.
"If the representative men and women

of the Republican party are Ignored and
the convention hall Is filled with Whit-
man ofllce holders and their subordinates
the fact will be published from Montauk
Tolnt to Lake Erie. Will the Governor
and his agents dare do It?

"2. No third term.
' "For eighty years the Empire State

has followed .this precedent. If n third
term, why not a fifth term, or a life
tenure?

"3. Mr. Whitman repudiated the nom-
inee of direct primaries.

"Senator Bennett was" nominated" for
Mayor of New York city on the Repub-
lican ticket last fall at the regular pri-
mary election of tho party. The Oov-
ernor, in a public statement, advised
Republicans to Ignore the result of their
party primaries. Gov, Whitman bolted
his party's choice. Is It safe to nom-
inate a bolter?

"4. Mr. Whitman seeks personal profit
from patriotism.

"He reproved Mayer Mltcliel for mak-
ing 'patriotism' nn Issuo In the New Tork
Mayoralty campaign, but now claims

as a 'war Governor," even
suggesting that the I'lattsburg camp was
his own original Idea. The patriotism
Gov. Whitman seems to regard as his
personal asset belongs to the whole
State. The man who asserts greater zeal
for the cause of his country than the
millions at the front and the millions of

men and women laboring
at home Insults the Intelligence of the
electorate.

"6. He has butlt a personal machine
through patronage.

"Mr. Whitman boasts that his admin-
istration has been without scandal. The
members of the State commltteo draw
upward. of 1150,000 a year from the pay-
roll of the State. That a Public Her-vlc- o

Commissioner at 115,000 a year, a
Superintendent of Insurance at $10,000
a year and the attorney for the Banking
Department, with fees estimated at f Q

a year, should lead that committee

in the operation of a 'steam roller Is a,
public scandal.

". Gov. Whitman has neglected the
business of the State.

' "Hon. Eton II. Brown, In retiring from
tho Senate, calls attention to tho fact
that the Governor this year approved
appropriations aggregating $81,000,000
without a single consultation with the
leader of the Senate or the chairman of
the Finance Committee of the Senate or
the Ways and Means Committee of the
Assembly.

'Prohibition Amendment.
"7. He Is committed to the ratification

of the prohibition amendment.
"The Governor sent a messatfe to the

Legislature demanding Immediate rati-
fication of the Federal prohibition
amendment and opposing any method of
submitting the question to a vote of the
people. I'ubllo condemnation of his
course haa become bo emphatic that he
is now seeking to recede from this posi-
tion. v

"8. Ho asks a third term, aspiring to
the Presidency.

"Mr. Whitman la fortunate to have
been Governor of the Empire State for
four years. Neither his abilities nor his
sensibilities Justify his Presidential am-
bitions. He should not be permitted to
tighten his stranglo hold upon the party
organization and thus control the dele-
gation to the national convention. The
time to prevent this Is at the September
primaries.

"9. Star chamber methods prevail In
the Executive Chamber.

"Mr. Whitman restored the secret
staircase, walled up py direction of Gov.
nughes, and the Governor's office once
more became accessible to the 'whis-
pered word.'

"10. He represents the worst evils "of

REP. WOODS TO QUIT

AS CAMPAIGN HEAD

Gray and Meeker Hint at
in Retort on

Liquor Insinuation.

Sptcial Dnpateh to Tub Ss.
Wasiunoton, July 7. Representative

Frank P. Woods (Iowa), chairman of
the Republican Congressional Commit-
tee, will resign In a few days. This will
not be the result of 'pressure brought to
bear on him by Representative Meeker
(Mo.), and Representative Gray (N. J.).
Mr. Woods is soon to go to Europe and
his resignation as head of the committee
will be based on that fact.

The defeat of Mr. Woods for renoml-natlo- n

In his district naturally reduced
his usefulness considerably as chairman
of the committee and he was the first to
recognize that fact. Everything was
developing nicely and Mr. Woods was
Just about to resign when the Joint open
letter from Messrs. Meeker and Gray
was made public demanding his resig-
nation. Naturally this blocked It for a
while and Mr. Woods sent a reply to the
letter stating In effect that he was not
surprised at the demand because the
"whiskey Interests" had always opposed
him.

Another chapter In tho heated cor-
respondence between Mr. Woods and
Messrs. Meeker and Gray has now come
to light In the shape of another letter to
Mr. Woods from tho other two. The
letter, which follows, goes so far as to
declare that in not resigning Mr. Woods
"represents Germany."

"Dear Mr. Woods: Tou Insinuate In
your reply to our letter of the 2d Instant
that our request for your resignation as
chairman of the National Republican
Congressional Committee was not
prompted by our knowledge of your op-

position to the war policies of the Gov-
ernment nnd our conviction thnt you are
therefore mlsrepresentatlve of militant
Americanism and Republicanism, but
was due rather to our friendliness for
the 'liquor Interests,' who you say have
long been your enemies.

"We cannot escape the further con-
viction that your reply furnished addi-
tional evidence o your unfitness for the
position you occupy. And If we may
be pardoned for the moment for follow-
ing your own line of reasoning and
bringing sincerity Into question, might
we not be Justified In reaching the con
clusion, based upon your war record and
ours, that If we represent the liquor
Interests In urging you to resign the
chairmanship, you represent Germany In
refusing to do so? Very truly yours,

POLITICIANS TO USE
WHEAT PRICE VETO

Republicans Hope to Gain
Some Seats in Northwest.

Special Dispatch to Tax Sln,
Washington, July 7. Republicans In

Congress see material benefit to them
and probably nn Increase In the number
of Republicans In the House after the
fall elections ns a result of the de-

termination of the President to veto the
agricultural appropriation bill because of
advancing the basic price of wheat to
J2.40.

There Is no hope of Congress passing
tho bill over the veto and In the House
at least no attempt will be made
to do so by Chairman Lever (S. C),
of the Agricultural Committee. The
price provision will be eliminated and
the House will pass the measure In that
form.

Republicans are certain that wheat
farmers of the Northwest will place re-
sponsibility for failure to Increase the
basic wheat price from 12,20 a busliei
to 12.40 a bushel on the Democrats.
The fact that Democrats voted for the
higher price will le offset to a great
extent by the fact that tho President,
a member of their 'party, blocked their
efforts. This, thoy maintain, will result
In the election of Republican Ilepresenta-tlve- n

In many district in t!i North-we- st

where Democrats now hold seats In
Congress.

NEW BATTLE PLANE TESTED.

Cartlsa Expert Give TrUl to 400
llorae-poir- er Machine.

Another advance In American aero-
nautics is prophesied by the Curtlss Air-
plane Company as a result of testa of
Its new trlplane at Hempstesd Aviation
Field Saturday and yesterday. Roland
Rolpf, official tester for the company,
took the big machine up for a five min-
ute trial.

The trlplane Is a new type of battle
craft and mounts two machine guns. It
has a 400 horse-pow- er motor und the
Curtlss officials declare it can climb
5,000 feet a minute. Its speed is rated
at 156 miles an hour, this being facili-
tated by a huge four blade propeller.

FAL;SE FRONT IS CHARGED

In a hot reply to Attorney-Gener- al

Merton E, Lewis's attack on prohibition,
William II. Anderson, State superin-
tendent of the Antt-Saloo- n League, says
his statement that the league does not
want the people to have a vote on the
question of prohibition is not so and that
the brewery Interests and their political
allies, whom he characterizes as Lewis
backers, defeated the efforts of the
league, to get such privilege for the
voters. His statement says:

"Mr. Lewis, total abstainer that he
claims to be, is evidently 'seeing things,"
such as pink cold water snakes, green
ratification elephants and prune colored
prohibition dragons. After almost un-
believable folly and Indiscretion of ut-

terance coming from one of his accred-
ited Intelligence, he now resorts to wilful
misrepresentation, which Is stupid, be-

cause he can be refuted from tho rec-
ords.

ninnies Lewis's Aliened Backers.
'The Attorney-Gener- says that the

Anti-Saloo- n League does not want the
people e a vote on the question of
prohlbtion In the faco of the notorious
fact that It wos the brewery Interests
and their political allies who are imw
the chief backers of Mr. Lewis that de-

feated the Atni-Saloo- n League's effort
to give every voter a chance to vote on
the liquor question until In 1917 Gov.
Whitman forced the passage of the city
local option law.

"In all the nearly twenty weary years
that the Antt-Saloo- n League fought for
a vote Mr. Lewis discovered no convic-
tions and found no voice In behalf of a
popular vote until the brewery standpnt
politicians drafted him as a respectable
false front for their scheme to fool the
people.

"Mr. Lewta's present backers killed
the proposal for a vote on State prohi-
bition as recently as the session of 1917,
when It would have helped the prohibi-
tion cause. After Congress made a
back number of State prohibition, which
cannot now possibly become effective
before 1922, by putting ratification of a
national prohibition amendment up to
the New Tork Legislature, and the
brewers and the wet end of the Re-
publican part;-- discovered that State
prohibition might be Juggled to delay
national action, then and then only Mr.
Lewis discovered how ardently Ills soul
yearns for a popular vote.

Sees Camouflage for Wets,
"In the light of the fact that the Anti-Saloo- n

League not. only has not asked
but Is utterly opposed to any declara-
tion even for ratification In the Repub-
lican party platform. Mr. Lewis's
strenuous efforts to save the party on
his alleged Issue of whether It shall be
turned over to the Anti-Saloo- n league
are In reality an attempt to hide the
wet scheme to tie things up In such
shape that legislators from dry districts
will not bo free to vote for ratification
In accordance with the wishes of their
districts.

"Mr. Lewis has not dared deny that
the brewers are frtV him and that the
thing he stands for is what they want
as a means of keeping New York from
being one of the States tn ratify the
national prohibition amendment. Speak-
ing officially as tho executive officer of
their federated ngency for the majority
of the pastors and churches In the
State, I declare that Whatever his pro-
fessions Mr. Lewis Is In fact standing
for the same thing and serving the
Interests of the German brewers con-
cerning whose relation to disloyal
propaganda wo shall have
to say of a very explicit character."

S, and Charles, 4.

Together the children were returning
from Jersey City to their home nt 462
First street, Hoboken, when Mary saw
the buttercup blowing before a light
wind In a field beside the tracks of the
West Shore Railroad, at Ravine road,
Jersey City. The cither children were
Just ahead of her nnd apparently safe.
Mary turned aside, plucked the flower
and turned around.

In the moment her back wits turned,
the tiny brothers had stepped over upon
the tracks. Beiailng down upon them
was a switch engine, running light. It
was so close tho engine driver had no
time In which to reverso the throttle.

Mary screamed, but tho babies1 paid
no heed. She ran upon tho tracks and
gave the children a pURh that bent them
srrowllng to one side. The engine struck
fhn llttln irlrl nt the name moment, hurl
Ing her body twenty feet away. She was
dfad when Frank Iiowen, the engineer,
stepped down from Ills cab.

Although Mary's action undoubtedly
i,aed the elder brother's life, the pilot
of the engine struck Charles a glanelng
blow nnd flung him heavily nslde. He
wns hurried to Jersey City Hospital,
where the physician said ho may not
recover.

Mrs. Banger precipitated the row her-

self by all accounts. Tho rumpus took
place at the league headquarters, 7 East
Fifteenth street, at an hour that befits
radicals, but at which most of the rest
of New York Is' snoring Its snorlngoet.

IRISH PRISONERS

OUTWIT GERMANS

Preacher Tells How Captives
Accept Good Treatment,

but Scorn Advances.

Prfson life among the soldiers who
havo been captured by the Germans was
discussed at fome length yesterday by

the Rev, Spencer Kennard at the Madl-b-o- n

Avenuo Church. The Rev. Mr. Ken-

nard, who passed seven months service
In Germany, had served also with the
American nnd Russian forces In France.
He wore his service badge In the pulpit
and talked with force upon the German
Idea of handling prisoners.

"I will deal only with the things I
have seen," he began. "The prisoner In
Germany is treated on a basis ot mili-

tary expediency and regardless of hu-

manitarian Ideas.
"For Instance, the Irish prisoners up

to a certain point had special camps and
special treatment where they were fed
on special propaganda. German officers
applauded the Irish nation and held out
alluring offers to the prisoners to enlist
In a special brigade against England.
With true Hibernian humor these chaps
accepted nil this from Frltx and when
they found that they had got all there
was to get told them that they had
changed their mind.

"Poles, on the other hand, were co-

erced by the most contemptible methods."
The minister told of a British officer
named White who had been a prize-
fighter.

"White and Ills comrades struck
work," he said, "because their food par-
cels from home were not delivered to
them 'No food, no work,' they said.
A German soldier drew a fabre and
White with his bare fists fought that
armed German till the latter was carried
to a hospital. The Britisher was sen-
tenced to death, but our Intervention
got a commutation to lite In a fortress,
where he now Is.

"A prisoner with the first sign of
tuberculosis might as well dig his grave.
1 saw these men for want of proper food
dying all around me.

"I offered through the Y. M. C. A. to
purchase food for these poor wretches
and further to do so without one cent
leaving the country. His Excellency
who controlled such matters refused to
see me, but sent out a message that no
such privilege could lie grnnted. And nt
the name time the German officers and
under officers were living almost the
usual German gournmndlo life."
