By no conceivable
means can the Uolshevlks prop up their
tottering power against the German In-

vader. Tholr days aro numbered.
"Wherever the Cxecho-Slovak- s raise

their arms against tho Uolshevlks the
liusslan population flock to their ranks.
This explains tho rapidity with which
they got control of the whole of Siberia
from Irkutsk to the Urals and of .the
Trans-Siberia- n Hallroad to Vladivostok.
It' is In fact the success of the liusslan
people prompted by tho Crccho-Slovak- s.

Before, long It will spread to the west
until it meets tho German bayonets, but
by that time the Bolshevik nightmare
will be a thing of the past."

CENTRAL ASIA IN GRIP
OF BOLSHEVIK HORDE

China and the Allies Ap-
pealed To for Aid.

T&KiN, July 1 (delayed). Russian

Consuls in Chinese Turkestan, tele-
graphing to Pokln, depict woful scenes
in the neighboring Russian territory as
a result of Bolshevik domination.
Sanguinary repression, wanton cruelty,
ruthless greed and unexampled dis-
honesty Jiave characterised the Bolshe-
vik metfiods. It Is evident that in Cen-

tral Asia as elsewhere Bolshevism
means little elso than criminalism let
completely loose.

The Bolshevlkl. for some lesson not
apparent, sent an ultimatum In March
to Bokhara demanding the resignation
of the Ameer and the Institution of re
forms Jm. conformity with instructions
from the Soviet of Tasrkent. The ex
pedition sent to enforce the ultimatum
conducted Itself with extreme savagery,
mowing down the peasants at work In
the fields from armored trains, looting
many towns en route, outraging women,
sacking and destroying in every direc
tion. Theso Invaders appropriated 40,- -
000.000 rubles in tho State bank.

In April an Agreement was mnd
whereby tho population was disarmed,
the army restricted to 12.000 men armed
only with obsolete weapons, Russian
refugees were handed over and liberty
was granted to the Bolshevik troops to
circulate through the country and com-
mandeer what supplies they required.
The Tashkent Soviet next proceeded to
Impose its will upon Slmerechia, with
the result that thousands of refugees
poured over the frontier into Chinese
Turkestan, reporting tho murder of
more than 1,000 Chinese and tho fero-
cious treatment of the natives.

The.Cossack population of Slmerechia
made a good stand, but having few arms
they have been unable to withstand the
oppressors and they are now concen-
trated In tho northern corner of tho
province, whence they Issue an urgent
appeal to the Allies, dated June G. to
Intervene and protect the whole region
from ruin. This was followed on Juno
10 with a request for the supply by the
Chinese Government In agreement with
the Allies of 3,000 rifles with ammuni-
tion.

ALLIED FLIERS PLAY
HAVOC AT COBLENZ

Bombardment of German
City Most Severe of War.

Basel, July 7. Tho bombardment of
Coblenz on Friday by British airmen
was the most severe of tho war, al
though tho work or the airmen was
hampered by a fog.

Tho northern portion of the railway
station and the famous Iron bridge were
seriously damaged. A bomb fell In tho
centre of the bridge across the Moselle
River and another on the royal palace.

South German newspapers state that
twelve persons were killed and twenty-thre- e

wounded In Coblenz, but make no
mention of the Fortress Kr.renbreltsteln,
across the Rhine, where bombs fell
among soldiers. Since the war began
this fortress lias always been full of
recruits.

BRITISH DOWN 4 ENEMY FLIERS

One of Their Oxvn Machines Mtss- -

ln After Combat,
London, July 7. The official commu-

nication dealing with British nrrtal op-

erations, Issued says:
Our balloons and observation ma-

chines carried out much valuable work
on the 0th Instant. There were fow
combats In the air. Three German

were destroyed and one wns
driven down out of control, One of
our machines Is missing.

Seventeen tons of bombs have been
dropped on various targets during tho
past twenty-fou- r hours.
The Air Ministry's report on aerial op-

erations says:
Our squadrons successfully nttacked

railways at Meti Kablonz Saturday
afternoon. Two and a half tnos of
bombs were dropped on our objectives.
Our formations were, attacked over tho
objectives by enemy machines, one of
which wns driven down. All of ours
returned.

Duttng the night our machines suc-
cessfully uttacked the railroad station
and tidings at Saarbrurken and the
railways at Mctz Snblonz.

GERMANS MAGNIFY

U.S. PATROL CLASHES

Smnll Encounters With Amer-

icans Described Officially

as Attacks.

ENTIRE FRONT IS QUIET

Work of Tnnks in Hamcl At-

tack Made Task of Infantry
Much Easier.

London. July 7. Only minor raids
occurred last night nnd to-d- on the
battlefrnnt In France and not many of
those. The Germans either have adopted
a systematic course of falsification or
else are getting ft case of "nerves," for
In the Berlin statements recently every
patrol clash Is magnified Into an Impor-

tant operation, in practically all of
which the Germans are Bald to have
been successful.

Berlin reports y that In spite of
repented failures xvret of Chateau
Thleiry, French and American troops
attacked again with strong forces, but
nftor hitter hand to hand fighting, which
continued until nightfall, the attacks
broke down with very heavy losses to
tne attackers.

All this is Imaginary: no such at-

tack took place. The systematic ex-

aggeration and falsification by the Ger-

mans has, attracted the attention of
correspondents at the front. One of
them, the representative of the Asso-

ciated Press with the American Army in
France, takes the tr6uble to deny this
wild tale. He cables y :

"The American sectors along the
front remain quiet, with Intermittent
artillery fire, occasional raids and the
usual patrolllni operations.

Slight Clnshra Mnarnlfled.
'The enemy wireless reports give Im-

portance to local actions which does not
appear from close examination on this
side. For instance, the Germans trans-
formed an inrlgnlflcant contact of
patrols In the Toul'sector Into a raid by
their troops.

"A raid In which the Americans took
nrlsoners In the upper Vosges sector
they Interpreted as an attack which
they repulsed. No American attack has.
been repulsed anywhere and there have
been no raids except those carnea oui
by the Americans during the past two
days."

The Associated Press correspondent
with the British army In France
says no further attempt by the Germans
to retake the ground wrested from them
Thursday by tho combined Australian-America- n

attack has been reported to-

day. Not satisfied with the positions
acquired from the enemy In the initial
attack, the Australians drove forward
Friday night Just south of Valre Wood
and Jammed the Boche back somo four
hundred yards more along a front of
2,000 yards.

The operation was entirely successful
and has made the new line much
stronger.

Splendid Work of Tanks,
Details are now available concerning

the wojk of the large fleet of tanks
which participated la Thursday's attack.
The tanks rendered Invaluable assistance
to the attacking Infantry. Officers say
that this was one of the most economi-
cal assaults ever undertaken on the
British front, owing to the fact that the
tanks saved casualties among the In-

fantry by mopping up machine gun posts
and strong points In advance. In nu-
merous 'instances whole machine gun
crews with the rapid flrers were literally
ground Into the earth by the tanks,
which swept over the enemy posts like
steam rollers.

One group of tanks alone destroyed
or captured' more than thirty machine
guns and brought about the surrender of
at least two hundred German". In addi-
tion mnny Germans were slain by these
great engines.

Kuemy Thrown Into I'anlc.
Other tanks were doing similar work.

Taken as a whole the Boche Infantry
surrendered or bolted on the approach
of these monsters, the appearance of
which In Itself is terrifying. The Ger-
man machine gurmers. however, fought
to the last In many Instances.

Numerous times the Australian and
American Infantrymen communicated
with the tank crews and gave them tho
direction from which hostile machine
guft flro was coming. In every' case the
tank was able to deal with tho rapid
flrers, nnd thus allow th Infantry to
advance. One tank, which was 200 yards
In front of the allied Infantry, de-

stroyed n nest of six machine gun by
running over It after the gun crews re-

fused to surrender.
Another lank crushed three rapid

flrers, but a fourth machine gun con-
tinued firing at a distance of five or
six yards. This gun, In turn, was run
over and destroyed, together with Its
crew.

Forty .Surrender at Oner,
At one point a tank moved against

a mound which seemed a likely place
for a machine gun. No sign of the
enemy was to be . seen at first, but
after the tank had circled tho mound
once about forty GermanB came out
of a camouflaged trench and ran toward
the allied Infantry to surrender.

During the consolidation of the new
lines the tanks patrolled the front for
nearly half an hour for protection. On
ono sector, when snipers In a cornfield
were making things uncomfortable for
the men at work on the defences,
tank advanced across No Man's Land
and fired several shells Into the corn.
With the explosions many of the enemy
Jumped up In various parts of the field
and all were killed by the fire from the
tank.

Several officers have said since the
capture of Hamcl that the prospects
for victory never seemed so bright as
now. The latest work of the tanks had
really opened their eyes to the possl- -
bllltles of causing the Germans heavy
defeats, with slight casualties to the
attacking Infantry.

Importance of Victory,
The ease with which tho Australians

nnd Americans carried out their nttack
Thursday should be a matter for re
flection, according to Reuters corre
spondent at British Headquarters,

Commenting upon tho double victory
of the Australians In the Vtllers Breton- -

neux region, where their latest advance
has given them a good view of the valley
Immediately in front of them, the cor-
respondent says the new line enables the
British to command for some 5,000
yards a series of long gentle slopes to
the south of the Homme. To achieve
such an oxtremely easy success In
bit of country for which the Germans
fought so fiercely, he udds, must obvi-
ously arouse suspicion,

"Kven granting the perfect planning
of our attack amUlB admirable perform-
ance," he contends, "more resistance
should have been met and the defeat
should not have been So complacently
nccepted."

In describing how a German officer
was "obliterated" for having, after sur-
rendering, shot an American sergeant,
the correspondent remarks that Ger-
mans should beware of such acts of
treachery.

"The American Is not a soft tighter at
any time," lie says. J "It took n good
deal to get him Into the war nnd It IS

going to. take a good deal to get htm
out of It before the war la finished , The
finish he believes In Is 'dead Germans.'

"But when avenging 'treachery he Is
a hard lighter Indeed. Lest ho should
forget what he had to avenge, he went
into the tight shouting 'Lusltanla.' "

Francis haa been unable to get any
further communication through to Wash
ington since he reported the Bolshevik
activities gainst the people In the prov a
ince of Archangel.

Kxpert Wilson 1u Act,
The'cuttlng off of communication be-

tween Ambassador Francis and the
State Department at this time ad-
mittedly may indicate a menacing turn
to developments near Kola. Whatever
plans tho Germans and Bolshevik! might
be making would not be known for
weeks perhaps.

With these kaleidoscopic changes
taking place the 1'rtsldent Is con-
fronted apparently with the necessity
of either sanctioning a plan for
energetic military measures by the
Allies In cooperation with the elements
opposed to the Bolshevlkl Or going
counter to the opinion of our Allies.

It is understood that the President's
opposition heretofore of anything savor-
ing of actual military Intervention has
been partly due to a belief on his part
that any such move would antagonize
the great mass of the Russian people.

The President Is known to have en-

tertained this Idea until within a few
days ago und the plan of confining our
measures to offering economic and In-

dustrial aid to the people of Russia was
largely predicated on this Idea But al -
though this plan H still to he carried
through irrespective of what decision
may be reached regarding the military
problem, the development" of the last
few days have thrown such a new com-
plexion on tho situation that the Presi-
dent has, there is reason to believe, be
gun to view the situation in somewhat
a different light.

Tncre appears to be now, according to
the view taken by many' here, greater
excuse than ever for taking military
measures for assisting the rapidly glow-
ing element In Russia that Is opposing
the Germans.

It Is believed likely, however, that any
military measures that may be under
taken will be gradual and not In the
form of a large military force.

War Coniioll Takes Action.
It Is practically established now that

the Supreme War Council has made a
report on Russia which haR reached the
President. There Is also reason o be-

lieve that this report did not altogether
coincide with the views that have been
taken here by the President and his
diplomatic and military advisers. A sit-
uation thereby has apparently been
created which It Is recognized here must
bo handled with the greatest tact and
diplomacy. In fact the problem as to
what course this Government shall pur-
sue transcends In Importance any since
this country entered the war

Very little doubt Is felt here that If
tho Supreme War Council has recom
mended military Intervention In Russia
without qualification the President will
yield to that view. To do otherwise,
some contend, would Indicate a lack ot
political unity which would directly af-
fect tho military cooperation of the
United States and the Untente. As tho
President was one of the promoters of
the Supreme War Council ho Is not re-

garded ns likely to further any policy
that would conflict with Its decision.

77 BODIES RECOVERED

GRAPHIC ACCOUNT

OF FIRST BIG FIGHT

American Officer Tells of
Courage Shown in July

Fourth Rattle.

GUNFIRE IS WONDERFUL

Men Sleep Soundly Three
Hours Rcforo, Starting to

Kill Teuton Foes.

Hit the Auocialed Frtet.
With tub British Ahmt in France,

July 7. Last night the Associated Press
correspondent slept on the ground
among the troops of one star company

Americans who played a prominent
Jpart In Thursday's great show. From

the men and officers he heard the details
of this first great fight of the Yankees
ontho British front,

Some facts have been told before, but
the story as related by one of the offi

cers contained many new features con
cerning the activities of our boys. He

told It in a simple manner, without
frills and without boasting. And here Is
what he said:

"The Americans Went Into the line
after a hard march. The Frltzes un-

doubtedly had no Inkling that the at-

tack was to be made. . At midnight
Wednesday we were sent forward to
lie out, ready for an advance at 3 :10

clock Thursday morning.
"Many of our boys were tired when

they reached the positions and despite
the fact that they were JusW. embark
ing on tho biggest adventure of their
lives a lean Into the unknown tney
threw themselves on the ground nnd
slept soundly. It was an encouraging
sign to us. for It meant thnt the men
wero not Jumpy. They never show any
sign of nerves, as a matter or ract,

No Sleep for the Officers.
"For us officers there was no sleep

during that three hours' wait. There
were conferences to be held with the
Australians, and then, too, the respon
nihility was weighing heavily on us. We
knew that our lads would come through
clean, but wo could not help being a bit
anxious.

"We had to admire the coolness of the
Australian officers, who told stories and
laughed as If nothing was going to hap-
pen, though we Americans knew that
shortly before the klckoff the gunners
would put down a, barrage which would
be the signal for all hands on tne job

"A few minutes before the barrage
was due the allied artillery opened with

harassing fire and we American ofn
cer- - were out among our men notroot
to keep them steady, fearing they might
mistake this for the barrage.

'Then came the barrage, and we never
dreamed there could be such gunfire. It
was tremendous. The gunners certainly
did a wonderful Job,

"The Infantry started to advance. My
men were headed for Hamel village, and
our first trcuble was encountered In a
broad belt of barbed wire In front of
the Boche forward line of defences. The
tanks had opened the way through most
of this, but in spots some of our men
were held un for a little

"I saw 'a funny thing here. One of
my corporals, who had been a guard
officer In a penitentiary, and who has
a reputation for being a hard customer
In a fight, got hung up in xne wire.
He had no cutter, and so sat down on
the gTound and started pulling the stuff
from his legs, barb by barb.

Corporal "Showed 'Em
"A Boche turned a machine gun on

him and was making things hot. hut
the corporal kept on piflllnj the wire,
meantime roaring curses at the Hunt.

Frame a trick like this on a white
man, win you? Let me out or Here and
I'll show you.'

"These were rome things 1 heard him
yell, with a lot more less complimentary.
He finally got out, but his uniform
looked as If he had been run through
a threshing machine. What he did to
the Boche after that was plenty.

"About this time a German shell ex-

ploded near us and two of my men went
hurtling through the air. I thought
sure the poor fellows were done for, but
In a minute I heard one of them call
over to his pal : 'Hey.'John, are you
dead?'

"From down among the churned up
ground near by came the response . 'So.
Are you?-

-

Calln It "Only Helping."
"We got through the barbed wire very

well nnd reached the Roche front line
trenches. They were thinly held and
we cleared them out with bombs and
rifles, on the Jump. We hardly stopped
here at all, but passed over toward the
villaee.

"You undrstand that when I speak of J

'we' nm talking about the ankees and
(he Australians, for wo were only help-

ing In the show
"The support trenches, which had dug-

outs, were more strongly held, but we
cut our wav througn witnoui uracil
difficulty. A lot of Huns ere being
killed or captured by this time. From
the direction of Hamel the German ma-

chine guns and rifles were working hurd
and there was plenty of stuff coming our
way.

"When we reached Hamcl we found
a lot of dugouts filled with Boches and
their snipers up trees with machine guns.
We cleaned them nil out systematically.
One of our sergeants, with an American
private and an Australian, came upon
a dugout containing four German officers
and somo men. The officers started to
come up and one of them pulled a re-

volver. The sergeant shot him through
the head and two of the other officers
who started to tight were killed. The
others surrendered.

"In another dugout one of our ser-
geants and three privates captured
sixteen Germans. Just to the left of
Hamel an Australian corporal and two
privates cleared out another dugout
containing numerous Germans.

"In the centre of Hamel we captured
a company headquarters. I saw n
mighty fine thing here. A daredevil.
Australian officer climbed to the top
of a building and raised a big French
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flag from the flagstaff under heavy
shell fire. The German gunners tried
to shoot him down nnd succeeded In
tearing away a corner of the building
while the Australian was still working.
He got the flag up finally. Tho last
I saw It was still flying with the Ger
man guns trained on It.

Surrender 3Inrhlne (Ion Posts.
"There was a lively battle southeast of

Hamel, where the Germans had some
strong machine gun posts. Australians
and Americans got In back of theso posts
and the Germans surrendered when we
charged with the bayonet.

"We worked around the Valro nnd
Hamcl woods, which llad been pretty
well cleared of the Boche by gunfire.
Just In front of Valro wood one of our
boys, whom, we call Scotty, had a great
experience. He came to a dugout filled
with Boche, who had been left behind
the American advance. He naturally
thought some of our men were there
and went down. It was dark, so he
called to his supposed pals. The, answer
was a crack on the hoad. Her knew
then that they wero not Yanks and
opened fire with his rifle In the black-
ness. Finally a Boche began to yell
Kamerad.' When the tight wns over It
was found that he had killed flvo Ger-
mans and he took nine prisoners.

r got through to our final objec-
tives all .right and carried out the con
solidation without much Interference
from the Boche, who did not recuperate
quickly."

ENEMY TO ATTACK

WITH 40 DIVISIONS

Germans Aro Expected to
Make Drive Against Amer-

ican Positions.

By the AtMoeiattd rreei.
With the American Army in

France, July 7. Resumption of the
German offensive against some part of
the allied lino is believed to be near.
For obvious reasons It Is Impossible to
go Into the subject deeply, but It may
be said that other reasons appear to

bear out the statement thnt the Ger-

mans ngaln are about to attack, besides
the fact '.hat the usual resting periods
between attacks will haxe been con-

cluded for all the enemy troops within
the near future.

It may be Bald that thero are three
logical, points for the enemy's attack
the Chateau. Thierry region, the line
north of Chalons and in the neighbor-
hood of Abbeville, In the Flanders sec-
tor. An assault north of Chalons or
against Abbeville would be less costly
for him, but In the former he would get
less Important territory than before
Abbeville, where his loss would be
heavier.

From the best Information obtainable
It appears that the Germans during the
coming offensive will hae between
thirty and forty 'divisions capable of
participating in the attack.

The American forces are resting to-

night on their arms, awaiting the enemy
offensive, and If It happens that the
Germans start against the positions held
by the Americans, which seems rather
likely, the American troops will give a
good account of themselves.

While waiting for the coming Btorm
the Amerlcnns nre discussing the ex-

ploit of a handful of comrades from a
certain unit who participated with tho
French in operations at Hill 204 yester-
day. They were Invited to watch the at-

tack and. If they cared to. to Join In It

and many more than could be accommo-
dated volunteered.

MORE GERMANS TAKEN.'

VrratilnK Heportu Sorties Itepnlscd
In thr Voar nnd Woevrr.

Washington, Jul 7 Capture of ad-

ditional German prisoners by American
patrols In the Chateau Thierry region
was reported In Gen. Pershing's com-

munique for yesterday, received
at the War Department. The statement
follows :

In the Chateau Thierry region,
where the artillery activity of the
preceding days still continues, our
patrols again took prisoners. In tho
Vosges and In the Woevro the enemy
once more failed In attempts to reach
our lines in the Woevre a .strong
hostile party succeeded In occupying
for a short time one of our outpot
positions.

AUSTRIA CONCEDES

LOWER PIAVE LOSS

War Office Explains Retreat
Was Necessary to Save

Lives.

GERMANS TO SEND HELP

Three Army Corps to Bo Put
Under Command of Gen.

Rclow.

Paris, July 7. Once more tho Vienna
War Office has admitted the advance of

the Italian troops. In Its statement to-

day the Vienna bureau says the Aus-

trian troops have evacuated the terri-

tory along the lower Plave, asserting

that the step wj(s necessary to avoid
heavy sacrifices of life. In Its state-

ments commenting online retirements
of the Austrians since the Italians
opened the offensive from the Aslago
to tho Adriatic a fortnight ago the
Vienna War Office has answered all
Italian gains with the excuses that the
retirements wore made to save lives.

Germany will send three army corps to
tho aid of Austria, according to a Rome
despatch to the Temps. These will be
put under tho direct orders of Gen. Otto
von Below, the commander In chief on
the Italian front, and will be assigned to
the Alps sectors, It Is stated.

The Trcntlno railways have been put
under German control and will be used
exclusively for Gentian troops. It Is
salil also that Gorman regiments will
be detailed to other points on the front
to support the Austrian troops.

Itnllnns Until Iovtct Plnve.
The Rome statement to-d- says that

the Italians are occupying the territory
along the lower Plave. the delta between
the new nnd the old rivers. The state-
ment recounts that the Austrian losses
In this section have been vastly greater
than estimated, as shown from n closer
examination as the Italian troops pro-
ceed.

In the mountains the Italians con-
tinue to maintain a small offensive.
Minor raids have been made, ono by
the French being cited In the state-
ments, nnd counter attacks by the Aus-
trians have been repulsed. The official
statements on the fighting on the Italian
front follow:

ITALIAN Between ' the Silo and
the Piave our troops, having reached
with perfect manoBuvrlng the right
bank of the new Tlave and driven the
enemy to the other side of the river,
are now fortifying themselves on the
vast tract of ground recaptured, every
yard of which shows traces of tho epic
struggle nnd furnishes proof that the
enemy's losses were much higher than
he had foreseen.

The Twenty-thir- d Army Corps, hav-
ing carried out the difficult operation
victoriously, has added new laurels to
Its glory. The Fourth Infontry Di-
vision particularly distinguished Itself.
The bearing of the troops was splen-
did. The Infantry, among whom weri
a marine regiment and parties of the
Royal Customs Guard, fought with
ardor The artillery of the army corps
and the royal navy group contributed
notably to the success with Its very
effective fire.

Airplanes Iln Good Work,
Our own and the allied airplanes

and those of the Italian Royal Navy
participated with unusunl daring.
Special honor for the great valor
shown Is due the Thirty-thir- d Sapper
Battalion of Engineers.

On' the Aslago Plateau a French
party carried out a brilliant raid Into
the enemy lines at ZocchI, overcoming
the garrisons In a lively struggle and
lapturlng two officers, sixty-fou- r of
other ranks and two machine guns.

PERSISTENCE WINS
FOR ITALIAN ARMY

Marshland Along Lower
Piave Strongly Held by Foe.

With the Italian Armt. July 6 (de-

layed). Italian persistence has been
rewarded In that wet triangle of dikes,
canals and mud around which the twin
courses of the Plavo River reaches the'
sea. Tho Austrians put up a stubborn
resistance for three days-- ; they had filled
up this labyrinth of thirty square miles
of marshland with strong machlno gun
posts, formidable because each one could
be approached only In a straight line
along a raised road on top of a dike.

In each scattered fenland houses had
been made Into strong points and the
battle has been a series of Isolated
rushes nnd attacks upon these centres of
reslstanco In which the Italian Bersag-lle- rl

and the naval brigade have 'Shown
the greatest gallantry,

Bosnians Resist ffavasjely.
The stoutest resistance was maintained

by the Austrian Bosnians, half savage
shepherds and peasants wearing fezes
nnd mostly of the Moslem faith. It Is
an Indication of the primitive habits ot
these troops that when the Italians cap-
tured a house which had been used by
the Bosnians as a billet they found on
the floor of the men's sleeping room a
cow which evidently had been allowed to
remain there for weeks unburled.

In the early hours this morning the
Italians reached the new river line, the
objective on tho right hand half of
the front of attack, from opposite
Grlsolera to the sea. This they have
since held against strong counter at-
tacks. Tholr success has penned the
Austrians Into what Is no more than
a bridgehead on the west bank of the
Plavo here. Tho river behind them has
been swept all the morning with a
ceaseless Italian barrage no bridge
can exist there, and to cross even In
boats Is practically Impossible. With
their supplies thus cut off it Is ex-

tremely probable that the Austrians,
whose losses have been heavy, will get
back on the left bank of the new Plave.

Italian Soldiers Confident.
The battle has been full of personal

Incidents of courage and initiative, which
show how vigorous is the offensive spirit
of the Italian soldier since the
defeat of the Austrian offensive nnd how
confident he Is of his superiority to the
enemy troops. Tho bersaglleri practi-
cally rushed an enemy battery of fou.
nch guns, although It was woven about

with almost impassable wlro and
with machine (runs. When the

Itnjlans burst through Into the emplace
ment the guns were still hot from firing.
their crews having barely escaped by
running oft through the woods.

This success has pushed the Austrians
back another four mlls from Venice and
has taken from them the whole Plave
delta, whl"h they had held since the
Ine was first formed on the Plave last

November The only change In that
line, fndVed, which has occurred since
the Austrians launched their offensive
three weeks ago has been this one lit
favor ot the Italians.
