Five Hundred Offer Services

for "Work in France
in One Day.

The great recruiting meeting for Y.
C. A. workers In France that filled

Carnegie Hall Monday nlgHt brought
quick results. More than BOO volunteers
applied at headquarters, 347 Madison
avenue, yesterday, anxious to enlist In

army of the red triangle.
Of course many of them can't be ac-

cepted, for health, strength, vitality, tact
and good fellowship are necessary, and
some of those who came were patheti-
cally lacking In certain of those quali-
ties. But tho committee is confident of
getting the thousand men It set out to
get by the end of the week's drive. As
fast ns they are selected they will be
sent to Government agents for final ex-

amination.
Automobile meetings were held yes-

terday at City Hall, Wall street and
other points, and about twenty recruits
Drought tn over the running board. At
night there was a rally at the Yale Club.
and Fred H. Smith, who, with Herbert

Pratt, chairman of the drive, has Just
returned from the western front, told of
his experiences there, how the Insuffi-
cient supply of workers already over
Mere must be augmented or some of
them will break down under the strain,
and the morale of the army will suffer
through lack of recreation centres.

AT O'LEARY TRIAL

Court Crowd Excited Over Pos- -

sibility of Fisticuffs
in Corridor. .

FELDER GETS ENRAGED

Attorney for Defence Aroused

by Prosecutor Disputing
What Ho Asserted.

After a charge of lying had been
passed back and forth yesterday between
opposing lawyers at the trial of John J.
O'Leary, who la accused ot obstructing
Justico In nldlng his brother Jeremiah,
the crowd In the courtroom was excited
by the pgsslblllty that a (1st fight mljht
be staged In the corridor of tho Federal
Building.

Thomas B. Felder, a lawyer, who came
to New York from Georgia eighteen
months ago nnd Is counsel for John
O'Leary, Invited Ear! U. Barnes, Assis-
tant United States Attorney, to leave the
courtroom whero tho trial has been going
on before Judge Augustus N. Hand and

Jury and to settlo a dispute as to who
had lied.

Mr, Barnes Ignored his opponent's
challenge, and Judge Hand settled the
matter for the moment by telling Mr.
Felder that he should submit euch evi-

dence as he has to prove he was correct
In charging that John O'ljeary's office
was raided and his papers seized.

Ill Feeling IletTreen LaTryer,
111 feeling between the opposing law-yea- rs

has cropped out frequently during
the trial and tho mistrial which preceded
It, but It has become more marked since
Mr. names told the Jury In opening for
the Government that John O'Leary lied
In testifying before the Grand Jury.
Mr. Felder said that the statement was
regarded as sufficient provocation for
assault In his part of the country and
Mr. Barnes rejoined that ho would prove
the charge.

When 'Mr. Felder nsserted yesterday
that John O'Leary's office had been
raided and his papers taken Mr. Barnes
objected, saying there had been no raid.
Mr, Felder repeated the statement em-

phatically.
"It's a falsehood!" said Mr. Barnes.
"You are a Hart" shouted Sir. Felder.
There was a moment of suspense with

all eyes on the two men as they stood
several feet npart Mr. Felder short and
heavily built ; Mr. Barnes tall and
slender.

Folder's face was flushed with rage.
The face of Mr. Barnes was aa white as
a piece of paper he held In his hand.

Felder's Invitation.
Mr. Barnes said, "All right," and

turned with an explanation for the court.
As he did so Mr. Felder shouted an In-

vitation to go Into tl e corridor. The
Government's attorney Ignored the chal-
lenge. He explained to Judge' Hand that
the Investigators wl o went to John
O'Leary's office had specific Instructions
not to touch anything without the con-
sent of O'Leary or somebody represent-
ing hlra.

The Government closed Its case after
the minutes of the Grand Jury before
whlct John O'Leary testified In relation
to the disappearance of his brother had
been read.

In opening for the defence Mr. Felder
charged persecution of John O'Leary by
Government officials and agents. He
directed many of his charges directly at
Mr. Barnes.

THE JUNIOR POLICE

Commissioner of Police "Will

Turn Boys Over to Board

, of Education.

New York's Junior Police a Juvenile
law observance organization of which

the metropolis has been proud for the
last six years was ordered abolished
yesterday by Tollce Commissioner Rich
ard Enrlght. The last badge of the
Inst budding embryo cop must be turned
in to tho chief clerk of the department
not later than one minute after midnight
Sunday, and from that moment on nasi
Side rubbish cans, garbage receptacles,
waste paper, crap playing kids, the city
ordinances and a thousand and ono
other thlnss pan go to blnzes so far as
the youngsters who now have the badges
are concerned.

Commissioner Enright's order came as
a shock to the youthful cops. Their
organization came Into being about tlx
years ago, when Cnpt. John F. Sweeney
hit upon the plan of having the kids In
his district get on better terms of under-
standing and Intimacy with the big blue-coate- d

folk whom Capt. Sweeney thought
the kids naturally considered their com-
mon enemy.

First there were only two Junior cops.
When Arthur Woods laid down the com
mand of tho Police Department on Jan-
uary 1 he reported the organization had
grown to a membership of 6,000. He
said the adolescent force was making
bad boys good, keeping good boys good,
pretentlng a large amount of crime,
saving Uvea nnd otherwise giving a good
account of Itself.

But In these days of war emergencies.
a reduced force of regular policemen and
numerous other handicaps It has been
plain for n long time that the dep.irt.
ment has been hard put to find a way to
continue training tho youthful cops to
the detriment of more Important work.

In the order abolishing the force Com
missioner Enrlght gave no reason for
the change. The youthful civic workers
will bo compensated for their bndges,
their nameis will tie sent to the Board '

of Education and that branch of the city
government. If It sees fit, may conduct,
a Junior pollco of Its own.

Hut after Sunday midnight the Junior
Police will not bo recognized by the big
brother In blue and tho kid cops no
longer will bo permitted to enter the
station houses, except In tho manner
any citizen Is entitled to go to those
places; The policemen who were as-
signed to drill and Instruct the Junior
blueooata will be relieved of that duty
and tho Street Cleaning Department will
have to attend to Its own Job of keeping
the city streets and byways clean.

GERMAN PLOT SUSPECT

Artist Said to Have Been a

A Department of Justice Inspector
was walking up and down before 7 Host
Thirty-nint- h street yesterday morning.

Neither had the Department of
Justice.

Further Information on the part of
tho visitor, who was A. B. Woolsey of
the F. K. Campbell undertaking estab-
lishment at 1970 Broadway, developed
the fact that woman named Pauline
Hamilton hal dlnd nt tho Flower Hos-
pital Sunday of superthyroldlsm. and
that her remains were to be cremated
that very afternoon at 3 o'clock. This
had been ordered by Mrs. A. M. Llbby
of 7 Kast Thirty-nint- h street, said to be
a sister of Mrs. Hamilton.

Upon hearing tho surprlsfjig news
that the woman ho was supposed to
bo shadowing wns lying In the funeral
church of Frank 13. Campbell the In-

spector hurried to n telephone. Within
a short time Department of Justice men
wero at tho funernl establishment. The
cremation that was to take place at 3

o'clock was postponed an hour, and
even the Board of Health was called up
to see If the funeral might not be put
off until the next day. In short the
Department of Justice wanted to sat-
isfy Itself that the woman In the cas-

ket was really Pauline Hamilton and
not substitute.

Knew Her In Vienna.
The difficulty of proving this was ap-

parent, for the woman had but few ac-
quaintances who could be found. The
Inspector, who had been shadowing her
for weeks, never had really close look
at her face. But friends were found
when people appeared for tho funeral
services. Among them was Vernon
Stiles, nn army entertainer, who lives
nt 50 West Sixty-sevent- h street He
knew the dead woman, and said that he
had known her several years ago in
Vienna.

At tho Campbell undertaking estab-
lishment It was reported that the por-

trait of man of Teutonic appearance
had been Inserted In the casket at tho
request of Mrs. Llbby. One employee
said ho thought from the appearance of
tho dead woman's hair that It had been
blenched but a short time before her
death. Many of those present at the
funeral were of secmlni; Teutonic origin.
