Fire and I'olico Commissioners

Mnko Formal Fleas to
Estimate- - Board.

MAY LOWER STANDARDS

Scarcity of Applicants Leads
Civil Service Body to Sug-

gest Easier Tests.

Tiro Commissioner Drennan cent'
letter to Mayor Hylan and the Board of
Estimate yesterday 'formally requesting
that the 'firemen's pay bo raised 10 per
rent. Pollca .Commissioner pirlxht
made the same request for the patrol-
men.

Thus officially tte Board of Estimate
has got what It asked for on June 18

the opinion of tho two department heads
as to whether they supported the salary
applications that rad been made by the
patrolmen's and firemen's organisations.

The board was able to put off the uni-

formed petitioners on the ground that
the application In their behalf should
come from their Commissioners. Now

that tre Commissioners have kept faith
with the men by saying formally what
they have repeatedly aald Informally,
namely that the Increases should be
granted In the Interest of both the lndl-lflua- ls

and the departments, decision by
the Hoard of Estimate must be

The communications from Messrs. En-rlf- ht

and Drennan go' on the calendar of
next Friday's meeting of the board. As
no matter relating to salary Increases
can be considered until It has been on
tho calendar a" week, except by unani-
mous consent. It Is unlikely, that any
action will be taken on Friday except
reference of the communications to a
committee, which normally would be the
committee on salaries and grades., of
which Alfred E. Smith, President of the
Board of Aldermen, Is chairman. ,

May Be Decided Thta aConth.
The committee could make Its report

In time for a vote In the Board of Esti-
mate on the following Friday, July 19.
It has been hoped that the board would
have Its affairs In shape to make tre
meeting of July 19 the last before the
vacation recess. It seems probable now,
however, that there will have to bo Mill
another session, on July 2G. Certainly
nt this meeting, If not earlier, the salary
question ougrt to be disposed or

Fire Commissioner Drennan aked
for a 10 per cent, raise, dating from
July 1, for the first, second, third and
fourth grade firemen, whose present
pay ranges' from $1,030 to $1,500 a

ear. In his letter he reminded the
Board of Estimate of the 'Jump in the

vest of living in the past two years,
also of the astonishing advance in the
cost of uniforms, rubber boots and other
things that the fireman is compelled to
buy. '

He figured that the sum needed to
meet the salary increase for eix months
would be $272,000, assuming that the
141 vacancies now existing are filled
and substitutes are not appointed for
the 330 firemen who are in military
service but on the city payroll for the
difference between their city and Gov-
ernment wages.

He estimated that the salary accru-
als in tho Fire Department, meaning
tho money saved out of tho salary ap-
propriation would be $250,000 by the
end of the year. It has been requested
that $100,901 of aocruals be transferred
for the purchase- - of supplies. Even if
this transfer is made, said the Com-
missioner, nearly $150,000 will be
available in the department which could
be used to meet the salary Increases.

In other words, more than half of
the money required to give tho firemen
their 10 per cent 'raise can be found
right in their own department. The
Commissioner also informed the Mayor
'that he expected to effect further
economies.

Meanwhile the city of New Tork is
ro hard up for firemen that It Is on the
jwlnt of lowering the physical stand-
ards for appointment. For many yeara
the required height was 5 fleet 7

Inches. Two years ago' this was rev
duced to 5 feet 7 Inches. Now the
Municipal Civil Service Commission
imrposes to take off another Inch and
elso to reduce the minimum of weight
from 140 to 134 pounds.

The commission has been driven to
this proposal by tho scarcity of men
who are willing to become firemen un-

der present wage and hour conditions.
J'ormerly, when an examination was an-

nounced, 4,000 or B.0Q0 men applied for
admission to the eligible list Filing of
applications for a new examination was
to have closed two weeks ago, but so
few were received that the time was
extended to July 10. This extension has
jlelded little or nothing. Up to this
week only 318 applicants had'filed their
names. As only about one man in eight
It fit to be a fireman the list Is absurdly
rhort.

Even the legislature's action In rais-
ing the age limit to 35 years has not
produced results. Instead of tumbling
over one another to get a fireman's Job
ns they used to do men are avoiding a
tervlce that keeps one away from his
liome so much for so little money.

Suggest Use of Smaller Men.
The Civil Service Commission, sceljig

that something must be done, has sug-
gested that smaller, slighter men bo put
Into uniform.

Chief Kenlon Is likely to. fight this
plan at 's hearing. Ho said yes-
terday:

"Tears ago New Tork had the Idea
that a fireman need not be more than 5

feet 6 inches tall, and made that the
ftindard. The remit was that we got
men who simply hadn't the physique
for this trying work, and the qualifica-
tions of stature had to be raised. If we
lower It now it will be the same thing
over again. If the city wants to attract
fit men Into the service let it start by
paying a decent wage."

In former years many young letter
carriers became firemen. That source of
fupply has been cut off, for Uncle Sam
on July 1 ralicd tho carriers $200 a

ear, making the lowest salary $1,000,
hlch Is et lot better than the new fire-

man's $1,050 after he has bought all the
fighting clothes and other paraphernalia

that a fireman must have.

An attempt was made by Mr. Man-
ning and Mr. Murphy to have the session
of the committee open to the press but
they were voted down on the ground
that It would prevent frank expression
of opinion.

happened.

Formal speeches were made on behalf
of only three of the candidate! John
T. Morrison of Johnstown and Frank
Cooper of Schenectady, heading a Lunn
committee from the Thirtieth Congress
district, were permitted to present his
claims. Including the statement that he
was tho man the Federal Administra-
tion would like to see named. George
W. O'Brien, a local lawyer, spoke for
Charles H. Hitchcock, and Mr. Farley

Then followed a general discussion
and an Informal ballot, which brought

primaries.

The candidacy of Mr. Hearst would,
split the party absolutely e, they
declare, and insure the election of the
Republican candidate. Somehow or
other the Democrats in a quiet
sort of way have a good deal of confi-
dence that with the right nort of ticket
they have an excellent chance to win
this year.

"William R. Hearst as a candidate
before the people on tho Democratic
ticket Is Impossible," declared Charlei
F. Rattlgan of Auburn. "Unless he
takes himself out of the race within
sixty days he will be In a political con
valescept ward suffering from aggra-
vated shell shock. Allow him to head

Samuel S. Koentc has Indorsed the
Idea of fusion InJLondon'a district, al-

though' two letters from the league ware
necessary before he replied yesterday
that he was "In thorough sympathy"
with tho suggestion and would soon be
ready to take the matter up with the
league. Mr. Murphy, on tho other hand,
so far has Ignored both tetters written
to him upon the subject and has given
no Indication otherwise than that he la
ready to enter the campaign for the de-

feat of London except with a straight
Democratic nominee.

The suggestion for fusion as a mea.ni
of m&klng certain that London wc,uld
not be returned to Congress was made
by the Security league's Congressional
campaign committee, which Is engaged
In a nationwide campaign to defeat
'either for election of reelection, candi-
dates who either are Socialists or whose
loyalty or ability might In any way be
broSight Into question.

London's district formerly was a Tam-
many stronghold.

But In the last Congressional election
the Socialist nominee swept the time
honored Tammany majority Into the dis-
card by polling 6.103 votes to the Demo-
cratic candidate's 6,7(3 and the Repub
lican's 958. If the figures remained the
same in (he approaching election the
fusion candidate would win by a major-
ity of 28.votes by polling the combined
Democratic and Republican strength.

"We desire to suggest," said the

league's first letter to Mr. Murphy and
Mr. KoenlK. "that In the Twelfth Con-
gressional district, which Is now repre-
sented by Meyer London, Socialist, the
Oemocratlo and Republican parlies unite
In tenderlne the nomination to Mr.
