ernment. Speed and power boats en-

Had Career In the Wtit,
Such gambling odds and ends, how-ave- r,

were mere piker's f "ngs at fortune
in comparison to the Incidents which

track career of Mr. Ryan. He came outol the West, with now and then a traceof track scandal In his wake, severalrears ago.

He was at war with the operators ofthe Western race tracks for one reason
f!C another, and was reported to havebeen ruled oft the turf In that section ofthe country. He drifted first to Stlauls, where he conceived the Idea as
he. later explained it of forming a greatrace track trust, and he sold certificatesupon which he promised to pay weekly
dividends f 5 per cent. Another syndi-cate of that sort operating about thesame time went to smash, and Ryan'sventure tumbled down after ItAn Indictment was found against himin St. Iouls and he was arrested at alocal race track when he held In hisl)hd $20,000. which he had just wonon a race. He Implored the detectivetit glve him a few more moments at thettick They did. and he went back atthe bookmakers and bet nearly thewhole $20,000.He cashed In again as awinner on those wagers and came downto Police Headquarters with a single

He said he bet "on his judgment," and

whether he did or not,' he soon had the
bookmakers fearing him with even a
greater fear perhaps than they did the
visit to the tracks of the famous Pitts-bur- s

on the bookmaker's stool at Saratoga
that year and saw Africander apparently
not winning the race In which he bet

The race meant $135,000 to "Pluggcr"
Ryan, and he cashed.

Ryan said that tho gambling fever
wan" In his veins and that he could not
resist the temptation to wager. He ad-
mitted that he won $500,000 In that sin-
gle racing season at Saratoga. He bet
$35,000 on Irish Lad at Saratoga for
what, up to that time, was the largest
bet he ever had made.

In the latter's bookmaklng at the
local tracks. In the meantime Ryan was
declared to have been busy also playing
his own "hunches' nnd cashing win
nings which made the bookmakers gasp.

World of being absolutely honest, and
was declared to have been rated as
"safe" for a dally credit of $200,000 for
a single day's operations at the tracks.

Met Woman In Detroit.

that her husband sent a telegram to
her home at Detroit, telling her he had
been called to Cuba on busWfSSs. She
learned, she alleges now, that he left
Detroit with Florence Reynolds, and of'

IN NAVAL RESERVE

Assistant Corporation Counsel
Prefers Bounding Main

to Upton.

The sea dogs of the Naval Reserve
gained a recruit yesterday In the person
of Joswph A. Solovel, Assistant Corpora-
tion Counsel and protege of Mayor
Hylan.

Mr. Solovel. who Is 29 years old, had
been under the Jurisdiction of Local
Draft Board 86 since this country en-

tered the war and found himself In a
situation between Yaphank and the deep
sea when his board, disallowing his
Claim for exemption on the ground of a
dependent father and mother, moved his
name up Into Class 1A. Baruch Miller,
the chairman of the board, said that
Mr. Solovel would have gone to Camp
Upton between July 15 and 21 It he had
not enlisted.

Mr. Solovel after Mayor Hylan took
office was mentioned for several Im-

portant city posts and was appointed
chief of the Brooklyn bureau of street
openings when Mayor Hylan concluded
not to make him either a City Magis-
trate or a Deputy Commissioner of
Police. It was the Mayor's urgency of
iMr. Solovel's qualifications for a deputy- -
ship under Police Commissioner Bugher,
which among other considerations caused
Mr. Bugher to resign.

Mr. Solovel's billet In tho Corporation
Counsel's office pays a salary of $5,000
a year. It was stated that he would
not lose the number of his mess ashore
by enlisting for service on the bounding
main. He will be allowed a leave of
absence without pay and should Mayor
Hylan' Incumbency outlast the clash of
arms he will find his pott waiting for
him upon his return to civil life.

Solovel's father at one time was said
to be worth $100,000, but a series of
business reverses so depleted his for
tune that very little remains. The son
will report to the Naval Reserve every
day until he Is assigned to one of the
training stations.

Mother Fears She Left to Sing
for Fighters.

Viola A. Davidson, a pretty miss of
15 years, told her mother Saturday she
was going to the front door of their
home at 92 Gates avenue, Brooklyn. The
mother. Mrs. Edward K. Davidson, wife
of an oil prospector and broker, told the
police yesterday her daughter had not
returned. She asked aid In finding the
girl.

The Missing Person Bureau sent out
a general alarm, nnd a request was
made to the army officers In this city to
see If they could find trace of her. The
latter request was due to the fact that
Miss Dnvldson, who Is an accomplished
musician, a dancer of graceful ability
and a singer, had often gone to the
camps In Texns, where they lived before
coming to Brooklyn for the summer, to
entertain soldiers. Mrs. Davidson said
her daughter visited Texas cantonments
three times, but had always returned
safely at night.

Mrs. Davidson also said her daughter
cherished an ambition to become n
moving picture actress nnd that she had
often urged that she be permitted to go
to work. When Viola did not come home
Saturday night a search was started,
with private detectives In charge.

The girl was described as being 5 feet
2 Inches tall and weighing 122 pounds.
She wore an old rose sweater, a white
crepe dress, a white straw hat, black
stockings and black button shoes.

O'LEARYS LOYAL,

'COHALAN TESTIFIES

Surrogate, as Witness for
John, Says Jeremiah

Wanted to Enlist.

ENGLAND ANCIENT ENEMY

Brother of Accused Man, in
American Uniform, Also

on Stand.

Surrogate John P. Cohalan, as a char-
acter witness for John J. CLeary. who
Is on trial before Judge Augustus N.
Hand and a Jury In the Federal District
Court charged with aiding his brother
Jeremiah to obstruct Justice, vouched
yesterday for the loyalty of both broth-
ers and as an advocate of freedom for
Ireland explained his own attitude to-

ward the United States and Its allies
at war with Germany.

Surrogate Cohalan was cross-examin-

by Karl B. Barnes, Assistant United
States Attorney. The witness was asked
his opinion of Jeremiah's loyalty.

"I have a very high opinion of Jere-
miah CLeary!) loyalty," ho answered.
"1 believe Jerry to be absolutely loyal to
the United States and every one ot its
Institutions. I have had many talks
with him and my afplnlon of him Is
based on those talks rather than on
newspaper versions of his activities."

"Do you believe he la-- more loyal to
the United States than to Ireland?" Mr.
Barnes asked.

"I know he Is."
Una-lan- nn "Ancient Enemy."

that you are a member of
societies which aro working for Irish
freedom 7"

"It you take It that way, you are dead
wrong. I belong to no Irish societies
not that I am not In sympathy with

"Are you opposed to Great Britain?"
"That does not enter Into the question.

When Germany and Great Britain went
to war I hoped that Germany would
beat England because she Is the ancient
enemy of my race and people. When
the United States entered the war there
was no room for any choice. I am for
America first last and all the time. If
the devil himself were an ally of Amer
ica I would be for the devil.

Surrogate Cohalan said he had never
read Hull. He said that Jeremiah told
him once that he would like to enlist In
the army. Mr. Barnes tried to have the
witness fix a specific time when Jere
mlah expressed such a desire, and the
reason for his persistence In this effort
waa not apparent at the moment. The
witness refused to fix a date. He said
It was at the time that Arthur T.
O'Leary, brother of Jeremiah and a
lawyer in the Surrogates' office, came
to him and asked him If he had any
objection to his entering the army.
Arthur obtained a commission as Second
Lieutenant In the Aviation Corps and
was a witness In uniform yesterday.

Why Jerry Didn't Enlist.
Surrogate Cohalan said he told Arthur

to go ahead and enter the army. After
ward, he said, he discussed the matter
with Jeremiah and the latter told him
that If it were not for his poor health
and large family he would volunteer.

"Would you say that this conversation
with Jeremiah was before or after
August of last year?" asked Mr. Barnes,

"1 would not like to try to pin myself
down to a date," said tho witness.

Mr. Barnes then 'produced a letter
which was written to Bernard H. Bidder,
president of the Staatt-leitun- by
Jeremiah O'Leary". It was dated August
9, 1917. Mr. Barnes with dramatic em-
phasis read the following paragraph
from the letter:

"Patriotic! I would go to hell for
my country. That is why I am fighting
witn you now ana ngnting the British
propagandists, but I would take a gun
and shoot myself before I would fight
alongside any British In France."

"Punch" for "StaatcZrltnnR."
"Does that read like a loyal utter-

ance'" asked Mr. Barnes.
"No, I do not think It does," admitted

the Surrogate with none of the aggres-
siveness that had marked his manner on
the stand up to the point where the let-
ter was produced.

The letter from which Mr. Barnes
selected the paragraph quoted figured in
litigation at the time Bull was excluded
from the malls. It was written by
O'Leary as a protest against Bernard
Bidder's action In resigning from the
American Trutti Society, of which Jere-
miah O'Leary was president. O'Leary
advised RIdder to study Bull for Ameri
can Ideas and "put the punch in your
euiionais.

Arthur T. d'Leary, who testified thatwhen 35 years old he applied for and
received a commission as second lieu-
tenant In the Aviation Corps, said thatJanuary 19 when he entered the army
he gave, with the agreement of his wife,
a power of attorney to John O'Leirv.
Thls testimony was offered to offset thepower or attorney which Jeremiah gave
to John three days before he fled from
New York and which was set down as an
overt act In the Indictment upon which
Jchn Is being tried.

Lieut. O'Leary testified that with his
wife he attended a large family party
at tho home of his parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Daniel O Leary, on Sunday night,
May 5. This was two days before Jere
miah left the city. Jeremiah and his
wire and children were there. There were
music and tames for the children, Ar-
thur said, and nothing was said about
an Impending departure of Jeremiah.

Lieut. QLeary eald that with other
members of the family he disapproved of
the political activities or Jeremiah and
particularly his publication of Hull, He
said that prior to Jeremiah's Indictment

a charge of conspiring to violate the
espionage act In Hull the relations be
tween John and Jeremiah were generally
estranged. Ho was asked the reason for
this and replied, "It's a long story and
there aro many reasons why It is not
necessary to go into It."

Jeremiah O Leary waa at the Federal
Building most of yesterday waiting to
go on the stand. The defence was not
ready for him, however, until the end
of the day and then his examination was
put over to begin'thls morning.

FIRM FINED $1,734

Several Grocery Concoms Also
Closed for Three Days for

Food Violations.

P. Lenane 4 Bro., wholesale flour dealers
at 307 and 308 West street, have been
directed to contribute $1,734.86 to the
Red Cross for exacting excessive profits
on sales of horse feed bran In violation
of the Federal Food Board's regulations
regarding profiteering. Though the
firm does on annual business of ap- -

proxlmtely $2,000,000. Its sales on horse
feed bran constitute only about 2 per
cent, of the total.

Evidence presented at the hearing be
fore the board showed that between
January 1 and May 13, 1918, the firm's
purchases of bran aggregated 416,970
pounds, costing $7,05.03; and that the
sale of this amount netted a gross profit
of $2,781,65, or 36 per cent.

The West street house waa but one
of Jnany violators of the Food Board's
rules for whom various degrees ot pun-
ishment were announced yesterday.
Philip A. Johann, head ot the board's
bureau of complaints, recommended
these suspensions:

Bell Economy Store, grocer, 744
Columbus avenue, found guilty of sell
ing sugar In excessive quantities, three
days. E. & L. Kaufman, grocers, 97 and 99
Avenue D, found guilty of selling flour
without substitutes, three days. Louis
Welngast, restaurant, 1606 Madison
avenue, found guilty of serving quanti-
ties of bread to patrons and baklnrg- - with-
out license, three days. Cantor & Schln-deman- n,

gTocers, 1568 Park avenue,
found guilty of selling flour without nt

substitutes. Darling & Hon,
grocers, I'ort Jefferson, L. I., found
guilty of selling flour without sufficient
substitutes, violating the labelling rule
and selling groceries whole without a
wholesaler's license, three days.

In addition to these several butchers
and bakers were ordered to suspend
business for from one to three days for
Infractions of the rules.

mands 10,000 in Lieu of
Lost Bequest.

Mrs. Anna A. Johnston of 52 West
Fifty-eljht- h street, to whom was left a
$10,000 pearl necklace by Mrs. Mary
Mandevllln Johnston, her daughter-til-law- ,

upon the latter's death, but who
never received the Jewels because of
their mysterious disappearance In 1914,
filed an objection In the Surrogate's
Court yesterday to the acceptance pf the
report of Thomas Ludlow Chrystle, who
was appointed a referee to Inquire Into
the circumstances connected with their
disappearance

In his report Mr. Chryslte said there
was no doubt the necklace claimed by
Mrs. Johnston really existed. He de-
clared, however, that the Lawyers Title

nd Trust Company, executor of the
younger Mrs. Johnston's will, never
came Into its possession and was not
to blame for Its disappearance. Surro-
gate Fowler will listen to arguments
next Tuesday.

Mrs. Anna Johnston maintains that
the referee's report Is Inconsistent In
making the following statements :

"That the bequest of 'the best string
of pearls,' of a present value of $10,000,
was made by Mrs. Mandevltle Johnston
to her mother-in-la- that the executors
were notified that such bequest and an-
other of a ruby ring were In danger
of being sold at Clarke's auction rooms,
that the ring was sold, that the string
of pearls disappeared from the show-ca- si

In which she had recognized It and
called the attention of the representa-
tives of the trust company to It and
notified them of the danger ot having
It left exposed therein."

Mrs. Anna Johnston asks that "If
such necklace or Its equivalent be not
delivered within thirty days after the
entry of the decree then and In that
event the Lawyers Title and Trust Com-
pany be adjudged, decreed and directed
to pay over to Anna A. Johnston the
sum of $10,000, the present replacement
value of said necklace so bequeathed
to hor, with interest."

The necklace was originally pur-
chased for Mrs. Mandevllle Johnston
many years ago In Venice by Edward
S. Johnston, her husband. At that time
U was eighteen Inches long. Every
Christmas and on other occasions the
husband added one or more pearls to It
until at the time of Its disappearance
soon after Mrs. Mandevllle Johnston's
death It had attained a length of twenty-fiv- e

Inches.

pearls In her possession.
