MIRBACH ASSAILED

IN SOYIET CONGRESS

Bitter Denunciation Made, as

Ho Sat in Uox at Moscow
Gathering.

SPEECHES THREATENING

Two Days After Social Revolu-

tionaries Left Meeting Hor Was Slain. .

The congress opened on July 4. The

Bolsheviks, 27S Social Revolutionaries,
SO Maximalists and 6 Internationalists.
In one box were representatives of the
Entente Towers : In another representa-
tives of the German Embassy, among
them Count von Mlrbach. The-- Social
Revolutionaries kept away from the Bol-

sheviks, but held lively discussions
within their own circle.

After the president's address a dele-

gate from the Ukraine, who was greeUd
enthusiastically, said:

Speech of Denunciation,
"I come from a secret congress" In

that land where the bourgeoisie and
the Germans supported Skoropadsky to
govern the land of workers and peas-

ants, where the Government, however,
negotiates with Skoropadsky and tol-

This caused thundering applause, from

the Social Revolutionaries. The
speaker then described public sentiment
In the Ukraine and asserted he had
support to throw off the yoke of the
llrest-Lltovs- k peace.

"KercnskyI" bhouted one
delegate, "he has done ths will of the
bourgeoisie !" Trotsky replied : "And
you have done the will of Mlrbach."

Throw Them Down With Mlrbach'
Kamroff, the leader of the Social Revo-

lutionaries, said:
"There are no provocateurs on the

Ukrainian front and no drunken troops.
but Idealists, who will not be unmoved
to see how our brothers in the Ukralnle

Saying this he turned his eyes to the

box where Count von Mlrbach sat.

FRONT 60 MILES LONG.

Further Advance Will Endanger
Tlnlarnr Hlarht Wins.

Iondon, July 10. Successes won by
tho allied troops In Albania will add
seriously to the troubles of the Austrlans.
They were won by a fresh, determined
action in the Balkan area, where any
military success always must have Im
mediate and valuable political reaction.

The line on which fighting Is going on
at present runs from the River Devoll
to the Adriatic, a distance of more than
sixty miles. In addition to the Frenou.
and Italian troops engaged In tho of-

fensive' Albanian troops, under Essad
Pasha, are fighting against the Aus-
trlans and, because of their familiarity
with the country, are In a position to
give valuable assistance.

Although the region of the allied
Is soventy miles from thei
front, there are already signs of

nervousness among the enemy troops In
that area. The advance In Albania Is a
serious threat to the right flank of the
Bulgar armies In the region of Monaatir.
This evidently Is appreciated by the
enemy and, too, It will have the effect
of bringing to the side of the Allies
many from the hill trlbos, who are
among tho finest fighters In the world.
Everj' fresh success of the Allies will
hearten the south Slav races, who are
already In revolt against their Austrian
rulers.

A further short advance will bring the
Allies to Herat, the chief town of south-
ern Albania, and It Is significant that
Austrian official statements admit the
progress of the French and Italians.

EXPLORER PRAISES
AMERICAN TROOPS

Herbert Ward Says They Act
Like Crusaders.

been srving with an ambulance elnce
tho outbreak of the war and received
the Croix de Guerre for succoring
French wounded.

of 8,000 persons rose to their feet and

GUARDED THROUGH SKY.

Three Delclan Scout Planes Es-

cort Roynl Couple.
London, July 10. A royal air escort

of three Belgian seaplanes guarded
King Albert and Queen Elizabeth on
their flight over the Channel from Bel- -
glum to England Saturday morning.
The royal couple travelled In separate
seaplanes, each operated by a Belgian
army aviator. On the British side of the
Channel the King landed first, near a
British warship off Dover. The Queen
descended soon afterward, her seaplane
also landing near a worship. They
started from the Belgian coast and made
the trip to England In about fifty min-
utes. The purpose of their visit to Eng-
land was to attend the sliver anniver-
sary, of King George and Queen Mary
on Saturday.

This is the first time since the war be-

gan that King Albert has visited London
and virtually the drat time since August,
1914, that he has been outside his na-
tive land. The only time that King A-
lbert has been outside of Belgium has
been during one or two Informal trips
Into France.

Queen Elizabeth waa most enthusiastic
about the voyage, telllnc about It wher-
ever she went and whenever any one
asked for details. Despite the fact that
the Queen has ridden in airplanes before

he had never been over the sea.
The King, who has for a long time

taken much Interest In airplanes, has
made many flights, so that among
friends In London he did not seem to
appear to think there waa anything par
ticularly novel about hla flight. The flrt
few days after he arrived he said he
would rather not have the newspapers
'.ell of his trip.

Horn tne King and Queen wore
aviation costumes. The Queen's maid of
honor and the King's entourage came by
boat and rail. Whether the royal couple
will return by seaplane has not been an-

nounced.
The Belgian monarchs were received

In England by Sir Roger
J. B.. Key.es, commanding the English
Channel squadron. On being taken
nshore they motored to Iindon. The
weather wae Ideal for flying, which
prompted the royal couple to make the
trip, both having long contemplated
flying across the Channel. In addition
to attending the silver anniversary of
King George and Queen Mary the ioy.il
guests visited tho British grand fleet,
going to the naval base on Tuesday.
This Is something they have been plan-
ning for some months.

No formalities marked their departure
from Belgium, few with the exception
of Belgian officials being aware that
they were to take the trip. With thi

of Admiral Keyes and several
other high British otllcUls. no oti" In
England knew of their coming, llclsrlan
scout machines started first.

Austrian Explains Alleged
Desertion From Guards.

Julius Koppel, atlas Jules Steck, 25,
an Austrian, who said that he deserted
from a State Guard regiment which
patrola. the Catsklll Aqueduct because
the army routine Interfered with his
violin practice, was committed to the
Mercer county Jail nt Trenton, N. J..
yesterday after an Investigation by the
Enemy Allen Bureau.

Koppel, who onllsted as n musician.
Is alleged to have desorted nnd obtained
employment with an express company
nt Croton Lnke, Westchester county,
under the namo of John Smith. He waa
arrested, tried In a military court and
Imprisoned. Whan released ho was sent
to the Enemy Allen Bureau.

Under examination by Capt. Roger
P. Hult, acting chief of the bureau,
Koppel explained that It Is his ambition
to become a great violinist nnd he found
after entering the army that ho was
not permitted sufficient time to practice.

Koppel waa known aa Steck In tho
army. Asked why he used nn assumed
name, he said that Koppel and all other
names beginning with the letter "K"
aro difficult for him to pronounce. Cnpt.
Hull tested Koppel with a number of
words beginning with the letter "K"
nnd he made a mess of tho pronuncia-
tion of all of them except tho word
kaiser, with which he did fairly woll.

WANT PEACE BY SWORD.

Prnaalan Lenders Call Iteccnt
.Speeches In Itelrhatag; Shamefnl.

Paris, July 10. In a recent speech In
the Prussian Houso of Lords Count
Behrendorff said, according to advices
from Basel :

"Wo cannot have a peace worthy of
our sacrincea without the aid of the
good German sword. AV ennnot make
progress by such shameful speeches ns
havo toeen delivered lately In tho Reichs-
tag by responsible personalities."

The nt responding said:
"Confidence In Government circles la

unshaken. The majority of tho people
of the nation also are convinced that
victory cannot be dragged away from
us. We have vanquished In the oast
and we shall conquer In tho west. Vic-
tory Is not far distant."

PUTNAM IS LEADING U. s ACE.

Tenth Vlonry Verified Officially
IliicUlrj- - l:onpr From Germany.

Paris. July 10. Lieut. David E. Put-
nam of Brookllne, Mass., has become the
leading American ace In succession to
Lieut. Frank Baylies who has been miss-
ing since June 17. Putnam's tenth vic-
tory on June 30 has been verified of-
ficially.

Putnam brought down seven German
machines in June, equalling monthly
records mado by tho late Ojpt. Guynemer.

Corporal Kverett Buckley of Kllburne,
HI., an aviator in tho French service
who was captured by the Germans at
Verdun, has escaped from Germany.
According to a despatch from Zurich to
Le Journal ho reached Switzerland
Tuesday morning.

When Corporal Buckley, who was a
member of the Lafayette Hying Corps,
HrBt disappeared last September It was
icported that he had been killed. Paris
friends denied the report, and In No-

vember It was ascertained that Buckley
was a prisoner In Germany, having been
wounded before he was captured.

SOAPLESS GERMANS ILL.

.Vevr Malady failed Trleofltn Af-

fect MUln nnd Hnlr.
Amsterdam, Juno 29 (correspondence

of the Associated Press). Anew disease
which recently appeared In Germany Is
attributed to the fihortage of soap.

So far the German health authorities
have been unable to find a remedy for
the malady, which Is called "trlcoflta,"
and affects the skin and hair. The dis- -
case Is caused by lack of soap and un
sanitary condition reultlnB from it.

ALL TO BE INSURED

Secretory McAdoo Orders Ex-

tension of War Risks to
Coastwise Ships.

NO ZONE LIMIT

Liberal Terms and Broad Pro-

tection Spur Hccruitinrr jn

Merchant Marine.

Washinoton, July 10. Every officer
and seaman In the American Merchant
Marine whose vessels take them to the
high seas either In trans-oceanl- o or
coastwise service Is to have the full pro-

tection of Government war risk Inmi..
anco In the future.

Secretary McAdoo Issued an order to-

day making It obligatory upon evnry
ship owner or operator to thus protect
his men whether the vessels entered the
war xone or not. Issuance of this order
came close upon the heels of reports of
German operations off the At-

lantic coast. No Increase In rates was
made, however, and the rate for cargoes
and crews of fishing vosaela was lowered.

All masters, officers and crews are to
be Insured against loss of life, personal
Injury or capture caused by the rlvks
of war.

Zone of Peril Increased.
Heretofore this' insurance has been

compulsory only for vessels trading
the United States and European

and certain designated African ports.
The outcropping of the submarine cam-

paign, however, along the American
coast made a change necessary if the
men and vessels were to be protected

from this war risk.
The rates charged by the Bureau of

war Risk Insurance for protection of
masters, officers and crews of teamshlps
range from one half a cent per 1100
of Insurance for Atlantic coastn lie trips
and three-fourt- of a cent per 1100
for trips to Gulf ports, up to 16 cents
per $100 for steamers crossing the war
xone.

The rates charged for the protection
of officers and crows of sailing vessels
engaged In coastwise trade are double
those charged for steamers. The new
order goes Into effect on July IS for
vessels sailing from the United Bute
and on July 28 for vessels sailing from
foreign ports.

Insurance. The liberal terms and the
broad protection of this Insurance are
spurring on recruiting for America'
merchant marine.
