760 SELECTED FOR

Y. M. C. A. WAR WORK

Two Thousand Have Volun-

teered to Give Aid to Men
in France.

A. C5. Knebel, national chairman of
the Y. M. C. A. war personnel committee,
told representatives of the trades com
mittees and other leaders at a luncheon
at the Bankers Club yesterday that the
present national campaign for 4,000 men
and women to go to France was but the
forerunner of a drive for 5,000 more, to
begin the first day of BUtumn.

"At the rate the War Department Is
sending soldiers across we shall have to
Increase the number of our secretaries
canteen workers, recreation directors,
Ac, very greatly." Mr. Knebel said. "Be
prepared for the call for 5,000 when
September comes."

The New York drive for 1,150 men Is
going on very well, Herbert L. Pratt re
ported. Aliout 2.000 volunteers have
been Interviewed in the Y. M. C. A.
offices, Madison avenue and Forty-fourt- h

street, and 500 have applied by mall to
go to f ranco. Out of these to date 750
have. been selected, or 125 a dav. Mr.
Pratt believes that while the drive will
end officially to-d- tho , Impetus will
carry It on over next week and will yield
fifty men a day then. He expects to
nave l.vao signed up by next Saturday.

Fifty So uk lit 1'ri.ni lintels.
The trades committees are combing

various businesses for likely men and
promise to find at least 600 A No 1 men
and women. Sheriff: Knott David H.
Knott of hotel fame said that tho hotel
committee would come through with
fifty men from the staffs of the various
hostelrles. William A. Boring, chair
man of the architects, explained that
his committee was a bit hampered by
the fact that so many architects had
been commandeered by the Government,
but he thought he could promise eigh
teen men to the Y. M. C. A. William
J. Schleffelln of the drug group said

(.drug stores are already short of help
and the men there are badly overworked,
but the theory Is that some salesmen
can be spared.

Piatt Adams said that the committee
deputed to put the sign of the trlanele
an athletes would exceed their quota of
100 men. They have secured several
business men who were athletes In col
lege, and one big policeman who holds
a record In sports. He will act as di
rector of athletics for the soldiers.

"Big Bill" Edwards, Internal Revenue
Collector, gave a talk to the men of his
department down at Coney Island last
night and urged everyone who felt thut
ho could do. any good In France no to
mind the department but to hustle right
over.

Women's Work llnudlf npnril,
Mrs. F. Ixiuls Slade, who Is' managing

the woman's end of the drive, said yes-
terday they were doing very well They
are hampered by the Government ruling
that no woman whose brother or hus-
band Is gone or going to France Is al-

lowed to sail.
It Is desirable for women volunteers (

to have a little money to fall back upon,
though If they are promising workers
the Y, M. C. A. will pay their expenses
1100 a month and thelc passage money.
Some men are paid more, according to
their worth and needs. Those who leave
dependents In America will be enabled
to maintain them.

Women workers on the other side,
Mrs. Slade explained, need more money
than the men, because they can't live so
roughly. Some of the women applying
arc able and glad to finance themselves
or do sometning towara it. no uirrer-enc- e

Is made between those who are
financing themselves and those whom the
Y. M. C. A. pays, and the association
prefer that these matters shall not be
known.

Mayor Hylan Eager to Have
Thoroughfare Named

s After .Toffrc.

NATION TO PAY TRIBUTE

Many Spectacular Features
Will Mark Celebration

Here w ,

Paris' has Its Avenue du President
Wilson and bofore long New York city
will probably have Its Joffre avenue, for
Mayor Hylan plans to rename one of
the city's main thoroughfare, after the
great Frenchman. )

Tho Mayor will lay.hls proposition be-

fore the Board of Aldermen nt Its next
meeting on Tuesday. It' was his original
Intention to perfect his plan at an earlier
date so Hint tho renaming of the etreot
ater Marshal Joffre might be Includod
In the celebration of Bastlle Day
France's national holiday which Is, to
be 'held In this city on Sunday.

In this way New York could have fol
lowed the courteous lead taken by the
Parisians lit embodying the dedication
of the Avenue du President Wilson In
their observance of our Fourth of July.
Major Mltchel'n death, however, caused
the postponement of the meeting of the
Board of Aldermen set for last Tuesday
and forced Mayor Hylan to defer action
on the matter.

Fourth avenue and Central Park West
are two of the thoroughfares which have
been suggested to the Mayor as fitting
recipients of the name of Joffre, but
other avenues will probably be nom-
inated for the signal honor before the
matter Is settled by the Board of Al-

dermen.

Nntlonnlilr Fe'te Vmcil,
Yesterday Mayor Hylan Issued a proc-

lamation calling upon the people of New
York city to Join with the people of
France In the celebration of Bastlle Day

nnd directing that the flag
of France be flown side by side with
the Stars and Stripes from all public
buildings. The proclamation also urged
the decoration of homes and office build-
ings throughout the city with the colors
of France and those of the United
States.

Coincident with he Issuance of the
Mayor's proclamation, word waB re-

ceived from Washington by Secretary
Owen Johnson of the Committee on Al-

lied Tribute to France, which Is ar-
ranging 'the Bastlle Day celebration,
that a resolution had been passed by the
Senate urging a nationwide celebration
of the day on which France achieved her
Independence. The resolution, whlcn was
Introduced by Senator Walsh of Mon
tana, will be presented In the House of
Representatives It reads In part:

"Whereas It Is fitting that the Amer
ican people should express appreciation
for the celebration Jn France of our
Independence Day and its ndmlratlon
for the sublime courage with which the
people of France has for nearly four
years defended the liberties of tho
world, and give voice to the unalterable
determination of America to support tho
common causo of free nations to the ut-

most limit of our resources ; now there
fore be It ,

"lieaotved. That the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States
of America, In CongreJS nssembled,
hereby tender the fraternal greetings of
the Amcrlcnn people to the people and
Government of France, and urge all citi-
zens of the United States to observe the
national holiday of France, the Hth of
July, as a mark of special regard for
our ally."

Mnnr Cities Tske Inrt.
The list of cities which have decided

to participate In the Bastllo Day cele-
bration now numbers about 200. In this
city the celebration will not be lacking
In spectacular features.

An additional feature has been added
to the programmo for the big meeting
In Madison Square Garden
evening in which Deputy Police Com-
missioner Rodman Wanamaker and his
police reserves will play an Important
part. Commissioner Wanamaker will
present to the reerves a replica of tho
flag which Lafayette presented to
Washington on July 4, 1776, On tho
same day nnd at correspondingly the
same hpur making allowance for the
difference of time between this country
and the Continent a sister flar, also
donated by Commlsiloner Wanamaker
from nil notable collection of banners
will be (resented to the Parisian police
In tho Paris prefecture.

COMPLIMENTS TO ARTISTS

National Scrvieo Aid Tells of
Interest of Chicago and

Detroit in Contest.

H. Crawford Vaughan, former Premier
of Australia, assured a big group of art-
ists at their last meeting of the Salma
gundi Club, 47 Fifth avenue, that there
cannot be too manr shm nosters In tht
shipyards of this country. Mr. Vaughan,
wno Is labors champion In Australia,
had In mind the plan of the National
Service Section of the United States
Shipping Board Emergency Fleet Cor
poraiion to get posters by means or its
competition tnrougn tub sun wnen ne
Bpoke. He has been touring the United
States as n speaker for the National
Service Section at meetings for ship
yard workers, nnd lie knows how to
reach the sympathies and Judgments of
the men who are turning out tho ships
required by Gen. Pershing's fast Increas-
ing army.

Mr. Vaughan complimented the artists
upon the very valuable work thev are
doing for Government war agencies. He
toid tnem thnt there Ib no such thing as
maklnir a noster too striking nor ran
tfte message In It be too stirring. Ship-
yard men In artlcular like posters, he
sold, nnd nothing enthuses them more
than the presence In the yards and
worKsnops or pictures of themselves do-
ing a mighty Job for a mighty cause. He
begged the artists to redouble their ef-
forts to supply posters.

William M. Houghton relumed yes-

terday to the National Service Section's
headquarters, C125 Fifth avenue, from a
trip to shipbuilding plants on the great
lakes. He accompanied Gen. B. D.
Swlnton, inventor of the British tank,
and Dr. Willis A. Moore, a Detroit cler-- .

BISHOP CUSACK DIES

A VICTIM OF CANCER

Catholic Prelate Elevated to
High Honors From Simplo
v Missionary Post--

WON CONVERTS BY SCORES

End Comes In Alliany Dldcoso

Aftcr Months of Suf-

fering.

Albany, July 12, The Right nev.
Thomas'. Cusark, Bishop of tho Catho-
lic Diocese of Albany, died soon after 3

o'clock tfls afternoon. Bishop Cusack,
niio was oo years uiu, iiisu uceu 111 inju.
health since June, 1917, but had been
able to perform his diocesan duties at
Intervals until recently. Cancer, In-

duced by Intestlpal trouble, was the
cause of death.

He was operated upon at Philadel-
phia Just before Easter, but tho opera
tion did not greatly Improve his condi-
tion. For several weeks het had been
lingering between life nnd death.

Until a week ngo Friday Bishop
Cusack had hoped for recovery. When he
was then told that his 'death, was a
matter of" days he cxplalmed:

"Welcome Is the will of God I '
Recently Bishop Cusack offered to the

Government all the Catholic hospitals
and schonla III he dloceso for the care
and treatment of (Invalid soldiers. Held-erbe-

Inn, a large hotel acquired by
the dloceso for hospital purposes, was
Included In the offer

Gov. Whitman sent the following tele
gram to the Episcopal residence when
he learned of the Bishop s death :

"In the death of Bishop Cusack the
whole community suffeni u great loss.
I knew Hlshop Cusack for many years
both In New York and Albany. He was
big minded, public spirited, a devout
man and priest, We all feel his death
as a great personal bereavement."

High preferment In the church, to
whose service his devout mother had
dedicated him at birth, came to Bishop
Cusack fourteen years ago, so suddenly
that It left him breathless. 'One day
In March. 1904, he had been plain
Father Tom, n missionary priest, as
simple as he was beloved. Tho next
day, circled by reporters, ho was

exclaiming :
"A Bishop? Why I can't think of

myself as evor being other than a
missionary priest. Who could ever
have suggested me for such an ofllco?
I am not even a pastor'"

Not even a pastor had Father Tom
been, but Bishop he had certnlnly be-

come Bishop Auxiliary of New York
and, honor upon honor, Irremovable,
rector of St. Stephen's, one of the most
desirable parishes In the city. To him
had gone, at the Instance of him who
held the highest, the next highest
honor which the Catholic Church had to
bestow In his province.

Observed liy Arclililslinp.
It was John Cardinal Farley, then

Archbishop Farley, who recommended
the elevation of Father Cusuck. For
years the Archbishop had been observ-
ing the mlsslonniy labors of one who
had sidetracked personal ambitions for
the greater good of the church. Par-
ticularly among Father
Tom had been successful, and at the
time his Archbishop went to Rome
on a mltslon of significance unsus
pected by hlm&elf Father Tom had to
his credit no less than 2,000 conver-
sions In New Ytirli alone

Father Cusack was not the only one
to be astounded by news of his eleva-
tion. While the appointment proved
mcst popular for the record of the new
Auxiliary Bishop made inspiring rending
once attention had been on It
Catholics of the Now York dloceso had
had no such surprise in years In point
of the honor which had been bestowed
upon him Father Cusack was Indeed a
young man. Although the beard which
he had worn to thelter a weak throat
made him look considerably older, he
was only 4 2 when he celebrated his first
pontifical high mnss bcardlcrs.

The future Bishop was born In New
Vork city February 22. 1S62. and passed
his boyhood In the Md Seventh ward
When first his mother looked upon him
