The New York troops
left Camp Wadsworth. S. C, the middle
of May for France, but not until Gen.
March's announcement y was this
fact released for' publication.

The Metropolitan Division, the Seventy-

sent to France Is no longer under Gen.
TTvan Johnson, but Is now commanded
by Major-Ge- n. George B. Duncan, and
has been assigned to the Seconl Army
Corps.

It Is assumed that there will .soon
be a sufficient number of fighting troops
In France to permit of the .announce-
ment of a fourth army corps.

under the European system Is com-
manded by a full General.

Not since the civil war has the Amer-
ican armv been vf n nfrl.lMnf ni
permit of the formation of army corps.
The slie of an army corpa how-
ever, Is much greater than that of the
civil war unit of this designation.

Troop. Returned to Persblwr.
The announcement of the organization

of the American Expeditionary Force
Into three large units to-d- was taken
to Indicate that all of the troops bri-
gaded with the British and the French
for training purposes havo now been
returned. It Is also assumed that for
purposes of this formation there has
taken place recently considerable shift-
ing of the troopa In France, particularly
In the caso of troops composing the
First Corps, which are believed to be
fairly .well concentrated on the front
near Paris, if this Is so It would mean
a shlftlrrT of the Rainbow Division and
the New England troops from southern
sectors.

Gen. March stated y tfcat theshipment of American troops was pro-
ceeding without any let. up uhatever In
exactly the same manner as In previous
months nnd at the same rate.

In explaining the offensive In Albania
Oen. March said this had been over a
crescent eighty miles long and that the
furthest point attained represented a
progress of twenty-tw- o miles. The re-
tirement of the Austrjans on the left
flank had been assisted by the shelling
done by British and Italian monitors.

In answer to aquostlon regarding the
delay In the German offensive Gen.
Mnrch said ;

"I am not Informer! hv rtfrlfnl
grams of any reason which Is supposed
oy me nations on the other side to ac-
count for this delay. It would be neces-
sary before embarking upon an offen-
sive of such magnitude for them com
pletely to rent nnu nil up their divisions
from their depots to net ever thing In
readiness for nn attack, i Thai mn.i i,
done by any nation In case of an offen
sive or mat sue. The demy In the Ger-
man offensive obviously permits a large
Increase In the mimher nt Am.rirnn
troops In France."

HINDENBURG DEAD,

REPORT IN HOLLAND

Said to Have Been Seized With
Apoplexy After Heated In-

terview With Katscr.

OCCURRED 4 WEEKS AGO

German Xcwspapers Had Been

Forbidden to Mention Ru-

mor of His Illness.

Amsterdam, July 13. Field Marshal

von Hlndcnburg Is dead, according to the
newspnper J.e JVourVUes, a newspaper
published at The Hague. His death Is

said to have occurred after a stormy In-

terview with the German Emperor nt
Great Headquarters at Spa. The Em-

peror and the Field Marshal are re-

ported to have had serious differences
of opinion concerning the German offen-
sive toward Parl. The Field Marshal
died from congestion of the brain.

The violent Interview occurred on May
18. i,es .Voiaellrs sajs. It was followed
by an apoplectic stroke which ultimately
resulted In the Field Marshal's death.

The newspaper says Its Information
was obtained "from good sources In the
occupied district of Belgium,"
