Villiers, Noted Correspondent,
Believes Allirs Must Crush
Germans From Air.

LAND DRIVER TOO SLOW

Let Thousandx of Fliers Bomb
Troops and Cities, Showing
No Merey, He Urges.

His name (s Frederic Villiers and he
has taken part In more wars than Alex-
ander, Ceanr or Napoleon aver knew—
twenty-one to ba exacl. For foriy-two
years or thersabouts he has been on
hand when mankind exploded, and In
thint consderable period e attained din-
tinctlon as perhaps the world's greatest
war correspondent. He has written war,
painted war and aven Yed troops on oc-

caslon. His opinlons, therefore, may
have exceptional interest
He belleves, for one thing, that the

job of beating t'e Germans on land (s
going to be too long and diMcult and
that they must be crushed from the alr.
#1e bellevea that the war will bs won In
the alr and won qulckly when the time
arrives. He sees tromendous squadrons
of American, Hritiat, French and Ital-
ian war planes flashing over the Cerman
soldier hordes and obliterating them. He
visions thelr great cities wipsd out by
hurricanes of axplosiven. He is as cer
tain as & man can be that when ths
Allles ars ready with thelr alreraft
preparations Germany will be smashed
with a few montha

Alrplanes ito Crash Hordes.

“T would not he astonished If the job
could be done within & space of two
monthe,” sald Mr., Villlers. “Tmagine
what must oceur. Alrplanes by the tufi-
dreds and the thousands everywhere over
the German forces night and day, ceams-
lesaly raining down bomba No force of
men, however, disciplined and deter
mined can stand such attack. They
must break and flee under it. And while
this Is golng on there will be thousands
of other alrplanes deatroving German
citien. and breaking the apirit of the
German people.

“Ar 1 view the war to-day, all that is
necessary (s for the land forees to hold
the German hordea where thay are, reso-
lutely blocking them fram Paris and
from the Channel ports. That Is being
done herofeally. ‘The Germans cannot
break through. Probably by the spring
of next year America, England, France
and Ttaly will have manufacrtured guch
guantities of airplanes that the new
phass of the war will have begun 1t
will be terrible, but It will be the justice
of Tnd himeelf. No mercy must be
shown these people. They must be pald
In their own coin. Thelr citles must be
levellod aa they themaesives have levelled
the cities of France and Belglum. It
will be done ™

Frederic Villiers comes to Amarica to
recuperats from the strain of upward of
threa years on the western front. He
has been In Mesopotamin and Palestine
recently with the British expeditionary
forces and his trained experience quall-
flas him to pralse without stint the re-
markable campaigns carrled out by the
British In the East.
