They arc to bo
nimed by the Federal managers or the
general managers and approved both
IT the regional dIrctora'and the Direc

"rne order provides mat
"all cash representing receipts from the
durations of its railroad slnco and in
cluding January 1, 1918, now In the
fcands of the railroad corporation for
whose railroad a'Federal treasurer has
been appointed or held for account of
the corporation and' any and all other
rash now In the hands of such railroad
corporation or held" for Its account for
ns In connection with the operation or
Improvement of Its railroads shall be at
elite transferred to tha railroad corpo-
ration accounts In the aame banks In
which It Is now held, which shall be
subject to check tiv the Federal treas- -
brer.

To Open New Accounts
"Federal treasurers shall draw on the
it accounts thus' to be' opened and sub'

!ct to their chock only" for the pay'
pent. of .materials and supplies pur-
chased since December SI, 1917; the
payment of operating expenses and
(axes (other than the war Income tax
and the excess profits tax) accrued
since December 31, 1917, and the pay
pent of such addition and betterment
costs as may be .approved by the Federal
manager (or general, manager appointed
In lieu of the Federal manager).

"Federal treasurers stall not draw on
rjch accounts for am-- other- - purposes ex- -.

ccpt when expressly authorized to do so
bv the director of the division of finance
and purchases."

The Railroad Administration has called
fur a statement from' nil railroads un
der Government control showing re-
celnts and expenditures for all purposes
for the first six months of Federal con
trol. This statement Is to be accom
ranled by a trial balance for the six
iron ths and Is to show the following
items;

LOAN MOM PAID IN

Banks in Second Federal Dis

trict Respond Slowly to
Third Innstalment

Official figures up to the close ot
business yesterday announced by the
Federal Ileservo Bank of New York
show that approximately eighty-seve- n

per cent of the Sl.114,930,700 total
to ths Third Liberty Loan In

the Second District of the Federal Re-
serve System has been paid in.

Banks are responding slowly, however,
to the payment of the thrrty-flv- e per
cent Instalment which was due last
Thursday, only 298 out of the 710 banks
and. trust companies to be heard from
having made their payments. A great
many payments are believed to be in
trpnalf to the lqcal Federal Reserve
Bank.

The thirty-fiv- e per cent Instalment
due Thursday called for the payment of
approximately SS8.OS0.osm or which lis,
174.000 had been received up to the
close of business yesterday. Of this
.total 143,071.000 was received In cred
its. 15.263.000 In cash end 1840.000 In
United States Treasury certificates of
Indebtedness.

Although the fourth, and last Instal
ment on the Third Liberty Loan amount-
ing 4 to 40 per cent. Is not due until
August IB, many subscribers, according
to the Federal Reserve Bank, are antic!
patlng this payment and paying for their
bonds In full. The extent to which this
Is being done may be gleaned from fo
fact that of the total payments of 123,- -
305,535 made on Thursday 117,962,60
represents payments In full for the
bonds.

Officials local Federal Reserve
Bank' believe that many other sub-

scribers will pay for their bonds In full
at this time and' believe that ,'thp total
mim that wilt be received on the third
Instalment will amount to approximately'
$100,009,000.

FREIGHT RATE EXCESSIVE.

Western Roads Ordered to, Repay
Ovrrchnrgei on Potatoes.

Washington. July 19. A commodity
rate of 70 rents for ono hundred'pounds
applied by Western railroads to potn
toes moving from ' Minnesota and Wis-

consin to Dallas and Fort Worth. Tex.,
and near by points was declared exces
slvo y by the Interstate Commerce
Commission, which fixed tho rate at 65

cents and ordered reparation to shippers
for excesses paid during the :laat two
years.

The commission pointed out that the
decision did not affect the situation
since May 26. 1918. when the general
rate Increase 'was ordered.

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CLEAR ELEVATORS

FOR WHEAT CROP

Removal of Coarso Grain to
Make Room for Now Prodnct

Affects Corn Grading.

REACTION IN OATS TOO

General Increaso Over last
Year in Movement of All

Grain to Markets.

A report that owing to the heavy
movement of wheat St Louts elevators
had been ordered cleared of coarse vraln
resulted In a sharp break In both corn
and oats, particularly corn, which at
one time yesterday was down nearly
14 cents a bushel from the high level
made only a few days ago. The move-

ment of corn Is also very heavy. So
far this week receipts have Increased
1,800,000 bushels over last year, oats
receipts have Increased 1,800,000 buehels,
while wheat receipts have Increased
6,500,000 bushels.

The freedom with which wheat Is being
moved from the country Is surprising
every one, and the action at St Louis
may be followed by action of a similar
character at other markets. The broad
plan of the Grain Corporation Is under-
stood to be to buy at the terminal mar
kets only. Taking the country as a
whole there Is an Immense elevator
capacity at the terminal markets, or
rather at the markets In the 4lg cities,
In the Interior and on the coast, this
capscrty aggreratlnr possibly 150,000,000
bushels. Of course not all this capacity
could, possibly be used tor wheat, as it
is absolutely essential that room be re
tained Tor other grain.. It Is also ex
pected that there'wlll be a very heavy
export movement of wheat which will
for a time at least prevent Immediately
Urge accumulation, but the fact that
the movement has been so big In the
Southwest before the end of the third
week of the new crop that It was neces
sary to order out coarse arraln to make
room lor wheat was rather demoralltlng
to noiaera or cash coarse srraln.

'rne present visible supply Is onlv about
22,000,000 bushels of all grain, and there
la plenty of room If the grain can be
distributed to take cure ot'all the move-
ment whloh may be expected, but It Is
quite possible that the reulnts will con
tinue so heavy In the Southwest that the
entire capacity of the Southwestern
elevators will be taxed In order to
handle It.

Treasury Makes Third Biweekly
OtTerlnar BOO.OOO.OOO.

Wasihnoton, July 19. Oversubscrip
tion of the first two blocks of Treasury
certificates Issued In anticipation of the
fourth Liberty Loan and Increased re-

turns from War Savings certificates and
from Income and excoss profits taxes
have made It possible to reduce the third
biweekly offering of Treasury certifi
cates to 1500,000,000, Secretary McAdoo

announced. Institutions which
havs made arrangements for subscrip-
tions on the basis of the usual offering
of 8760,000,000 may carry out their
plans, it was said.

The third block of certificates will be
dated July 28, and will be payable No
vember 21. 1918, with Interest at 4H
per cent Subscription books will be
closed July 10.

The offering of the Issue for which
subscriptions closed July It was over-
subscribed by 89,488,000, the Treasury
announced y. New York. Phila
delphia, St Louis and Kansas City Fed
eral Reserve districts exceeded their
quotas.

J. B. WALKER SCORES

, QUEENS RAILWAY

Service Commission Secretary
Says It Asks Bond Issno It

Really Does Not Want.

James B. Walker, secretary of tht
Public Service Commission for the First
district, has sent a letter o Pierre Jay,
chairman of the District Committee on
Capital Issues, United States Federal
Be serve District No, 2,severely criticising
the New Tork and Queens County Rail-
way Company, which has asked the
Capital Issues Committee for permis-
sion to Issue 8281.000 of first and re
funding mortgage bonds. Proceeds are
to be used for the construction of a
street surface railway In Flushing ave-
nue between Ehret and Jackson avenues.
In the Second ward. Borough of Queens.

"In form the New Tork and Queens
County Railway Company," says Mr.
Walker, "asks your committee to grant
It your approval of a bond Issue by It
for Indicated capital purposes. In ac
tuality in every line of the petition and
every paragraph of Its presentation the
company asks you to refuse or wtthhold
your approval and to disapprove and
bar for the period of the war the con
struction work In question. The com
pany comes to your Federal committee
for asylum and refuge from state laws,
State mandates and legal
obligations which It has resisted and
flouted In peace and In war and faintly
but fondly hopes you will help It Ignore
during the remainder of the war.

Continuing, Mr. Walker says':
"The New Tork and Queens County

Railway Company asks this district com
mlttee to override what has been deter
mined by the State law, dtelsons and
policy, and to exercise within this city
oiiu QkmUlfee
or overriding ana overruling wjim inr
httrhest court of the Htate has decided
this company must do forthwith.

"Every consideration, fact, circum-
stance and arirument which this com-
pany has urged before this committee to
secure at your hands a denial of Its ap-

plication the company has urged not
only before this commission, but also be-

fore the courts. Decause 'the Stato
courts and the State law will not coun- -'

tenance further delay appeal la made
for an unwarranted exercise of your
salutary powers of fiscal supervision.

"You are asked to decide whether the
Federal State has made your body a
haven of refuge for recalcitrancy and
defiance of Judicial mandates, and this
commission does not at all believe ymt
will trnnsmlt to Washington a recom
mendation cmhodyintr such a conception
of your powers and functions.

"TI1L1 commission has taken an atti-
tude cf very .strict scrutiny of all pro
ceedings Involving the possible ordering
of now construction work which can rea-
sonably be avoided during the period of
the war, Such proceedings and' such con-

structions seem, however, to be clearly
dlsUnnulBhsble. from those two or
three Instances In which only the com-
pany's deliberate delay, dereliction and
defiance of court orders have been re
sponsible for failure to construct herons
the war period. The recalcitrant, the
dilatory anil the defiant should be left to
be dealt with by the State law and pol.

Favorable war reports Influenced
trading In the opening the market
for outside securities yesterday, but It
was not before long that a reaction set
In and alt of tho earlier Improvements
were lost After the first few min-
utes ot trading a bear drive on the
higher priced stocks sent prices down-
ward somewhat' but losses were not
large arid business vraa on a small scale.
The lower priced oil 'and' Industrial
stocks held the early gains in some cases
advancing above the morning prices.
