In making public the fate of the for-

mer Czar, the Central Executive body
of the Bolshevik covernment reports
that it has at its disposal matsrlal docu
ments, concerning the former emperor's
affairs, hs correspondence, including
letters from the Monk Rasputin,, who
was killed shortly before the revolution.
ThtPe letters will be published later.

The text of the Russian wireless mes-
sage follows:

"At the first session of the Central
Executive Committee elected by the fifth
Congress of the Councils, a message was

"Recently Yekaterinburg, the capital

of the Red Urals, was seriously threat-
ened by the approach .of Czecho-Slova- k

bands, and a counter-revolutiona- con-
spiracy was discovered which liad as
Us object the wresting of the
from the hands of the Council's author-
ity In view of this fact, the President
of the Ural Regional Council decided
lo thoot the and the decision
was carried out on July 16.

The wife and the son of Nicholas
Romanoff have been sent to a place of
security.

Documents In Case.

which was discovered have been for-
warded to Moscow by a special r.

It had been recently decided
to brlnfr the ar before a tribunal
to be tried for his Crimea against the
people, and only later occurrences led
to delay In adopting this course.

"The Presidency of the Central Ex-
ecutive Committee, having diseased the
circumstances which compelled the
I'ral Regional Council to take its deci-
sion to shoot Nicholas Romanoff, de-

cided as follows:- 'The Russian Central Executive
Committee, in the person of Its presi-
dent, accepts the decision of the Ural
Regional Council as being regular.'

"The Central Executive Committee
has now nt Its disposal extremely Im-

portant documents concerning the af-

fairs of Nicholas Romanoff his diaries,
hlch he kept almost up to his last days ;

the diaries of his wfe and his childron,
and his correspondence, among which
rib the litters of Gregory Rasputin to
the Romanoff family. These materials
will be examined and published in the
near future."

There have been rumors since June
H that former Emperor Nicholas of
Itursta had been assassinated. The first
o! these stated that he had been killed
at Yekaterinburg by Red Guards. This
report was denied later, but this denial
nas closely followed by a Geneva de-

spatch saying that Nicholas had been
executed by the Dolshevlkl after a trial
at Yekaterinburg. This report seemed
to be confirmed by advices to Washing-
ton fro'n Stockholm.

The next report was what purported
be an Intercepted wireless message

from M. Tchltchorin, the Dolshevlkl
Kcielgn Minister, In which It was stated
that Nicholas was dead. Still another
report was to the effect that he had
been bayonetted by a guart while be-i- k

taken from Yekaterinburg to Perm.
To all these reports there was no direct
confirmation.
