SERVICE PROMISED

Vast EcUcrmcnt by Sept. 1 on

Government Tooled Lines
Is Frcdlctcd.

MOItE PAY FOIt WORKERS

Mcrfriiifr of Mon nnd Resources

Will End Costly Dclnys

nnd Losses.

For tho benefit of the b!g and the
little, tho Individual nnd the corporate
ahlppera. wlip within the next hajf dozen

weekfl must una the express service of
tho country, tho premtso was given
yesterday that by the f!r.t of Septem-

ber the service will ,Se running smoothly
and the cry of lost nnd delayed property
will bo still.

Tho promise emanated from the traffic
department of the American Express
Company, which In this replon of the
Government controlled railroad nnd ex-

press service Is the main stom of all the
big and little express concerns, which
were amalgamated as ono Institution
twenty days ago and placed under the
control of William n. McAdoo an Director-G-

eneral of Railroads. Already con- -

stdcrablo headway has been made In the
task of welding Into a slnsls efficient
system all the loose nnd overlapping ends
of the express business as It was In the
prewar days nnd within a few more
weeks tho system will be fully organlicd.

Companies Undermanned
When the Government stepped In and

practically federalized the express com-

panies matters were at a sorry pass.
The war had taken thousands of express
employees, nnd with the heavy strain
placed by war freights on the railroads
the business, of receiving, sending and
delivering ordinary express matter be-

gan to sag and bend.
Trunks, boxes, barrels nnd paper

packages began to disappear. Or when
they did not disappear entirely they tar
ried long In transit, sometimes weeks,
eometlnien months. Thousands of dol
lars' worth of merchandise spoiled on
sidings or became worthless through
being kept at terralnals where express
matter piled up motintninousiy upon
undermanned end Incapably manned
staffs.

The companies needed men nnd
couldn't get them. Hven If the military.
tervlce had not drawn a man from tneir
equipment they still would have been
swamped with a mass of business which
piled upon them. And meantime they
were In competition, company with com-
pany, and the emergencies of this com-
petition had created all manner of of-

fices, officers, stations, bureaus and
transportation arrangements which
helped to hold business, but showed on
tho books at a loss.

What has happened since the com-
panies all went under n single control
Is visible Instantly In any of tho old
express executive offices In tho num-
ber of unoccupied official desks. The
officers all had, In the competitive days,
duties which, while they were valuable
to the Individual company, never by
any chanco speeded k suit case or a
basket of peaches on Its way. Now un-
der Mr. McAdoo the executives who
used to sit at them are all as busy ns
bees, but their work takes them Into
the rough nnd tumblo of expresstraf-fl- c

management and tho dust gathers on
the polished mahogany.

Resources Now All Pooled.
Tho unified express corporations are

doing Juft what the railroads did when
the Government first took them over
They have pooled their physical

and eliminated two men at any
point when one man will do. The rule
runs all the way from the front office to
tho "pick up" men, who gather the pack-
ages from stores and on doorsteps.

And to make efficiency truly efficient
It has been nnnounced that all hands
nnd the president may look for more
pay. This Innovation has Its Inspira-
tion In Washington and I founded on
the principle that every one concerned
will bo compelled to do more than an
average day's work and should bo paid
for It.

Patience Is prayed for on the part
of those who have to travel and coop-
eration also. It Is requested thnt If you
can carry n parcel or a suit case

of expressing It that you carry it.
If your wif Is going to the country
nsk her to manage with half her pre-
war wardrobe. If you have a valet send
lilm to tho shipyard and spare tho ex-
pressman his excess baggage.

The weeks until September 1 must
piss before the whole service Is run-
ning as It should bo running, but the
executives who have the Job In hand
can see no clamor and confusion after
that.
