night. A statement which will make It
clear that tho local boards nave theright to act as they oeo fit In tho matter
of allowing those baseball players withintheir Jurisdiction to continue playing fora few weeks. If not longer, Is the leastthat may be expected.

The baseball men complained that thoplayers had understood the order tomean that they must leave their clubsat once, and many of them were doing
so. They wanted tho War Department
to mnko It plain that It was up to eachindividual draft board to decide for lUolf
how long a player should coftTTnue,

If this were understood, they thought,
some of tho players would remain with
their teams for a short while at least,
pending nctlon by their boards. It was
apparent that tho club owners did not
want to see the games cease Immed-
iately and hoped for a ruling that would
stop Instant breakup of tho teams.

THIS a atrone probability that tho authorities at Washington will
consent not to apply the "work or tight? order on major league play-

ers until October IB. From Waahlnfrton we got word yesterday that It was
understood that President Wilson had Interceded on behalf of Organized Base-
ball nnd had counselled a. reconsideration of tho decision Issued by Secretary
of War Baker last Friday. Mr. Baker has been quite favorable toward base-
ball all along, and It Is said that Uen. Crowder has changed his attitude as
the result of eleventh hour representations made by Organized Baseball.

The fact that Mr. Baker yesterday declared that n final ruling had boen
withheld until In order to permit the National Commission to Bub-i- lt

a brief explaining the case of Organized Baseball Is a further Indictment
of thoso at tho helm In the professional gamo. Had the National Commission
been attending to Its duties tho brief nnd all the affidavits of tho players would
have been submitted at Washington long ago, and Mr. Baker's damaging de-

cision might have been forestalled. As It Is, even If tho big leagues are per-
mitted to finish their schedules a great doal of harm will have been done.
Many players already have quit their teams and many moro are going within
tho next few days. Mr. Baker's decision cast a reflection on baseball ns a
war tlmo occupation a reflection which the gome did not merit, but nn un-
deniable slur, nevertheless, and some of the players do not feel that they ought
to continue on tho field.

That the National Commission has been derelict In Its duty is admitted
by some of the club owners. Harry Frazee of the Boston Americans Is par-
ticularly bitter toward the men who were "supposed to bo taking care of the
game's Interests, but who Instead were busy bickering and calling each other
names. The National Commission kept laboring under tho supposition that
Mr. Baker's known friendliness toward the game was safeguard enough.
When the Secretary of War some ten days ago declnred that he was favor-
ably disposed toward tho major leagues the commission started to take a final
nap for Itself as far as the Interests of the gome wero concerned. Tho ruling
last Friday caught Organized Baseball asleep at the switch. John Bruce
still was busy getting players' affidavits and preparing tho brief which Is to bo
submitted to Mr. Baker and Oen. Crowder There Is no getting away
now from the fact that a thorough housecleanlng Is needed In tho commission

National Lea go o to Act Independently. Says Dreyfus.
The method of doing things pursued In the major leagues lacks even the

scmblnnco of efficiency. With the major leagues fighting for their very exist-
ence one would suppose that they would get together In spite of all previous
differences between them or their presidents. Instead they seemingly have
