The Folk wrench, pretty well chewed
up In the past passages through the
(ln'ards of the Missouri Democratic ma-
chine and by Incidental contact with

undry hostile heads, Is on Its way

Senator Wllfley Is the machine's

iman. He goes Into battle with the
backing of the Old Guard, whose
Strength was sufficient In 190S to elect
SfOne Senator over Folk and In 1912
to give the State to Champ Clark, when
Mr., Folk had thoughts of moving Into
the White House. The Old Guatd was
'Senator Stone's personal organization
.and most of Its lenders, thanks to his
appreciation of their rfhllltiep. now oc-

cupy Federal offices. In addition WII-,flt- y

has with him Gov. Gardner and
th State administration In general.

Folk welcomes rather than deplores
.the opposition of the machine. He's
used to having It against him and
knows what to do about It, as has toeen
demonstrated on more occasions than
one.

, As things are going the Folk cam-pal-

managers predict their candidate
pwlll carry 100 counties out of 114. In
making this estimate they are not eount-'Jn- -

strongly ooSt. Louis or Kansas
City, tor although the former Governor
Jias the almost unanimous support of the!
metropolitan press nis enemies are wen
organized In the big towns. In St. Louts
the liberal element Is prepared to go to
any length to defeat Folk, and In Kan-
sas City Boss Pendcrgast and Mayor
Cowslll are for Wllfley. What "practi-
cal" strength develops for Folk in the
two cities will come through the support
of Chairman "Lawler" Daly of the SL
Louis Democratic committee and Joe j

Shannon, 1'endorgast s rival in Kansas
City.

Folk has the advantage of being a
hero In Missouri, while Wllfley,

who had briefly been President of the
B,oard of Election Commissioners In St
Louis when the Governor appointed him
to succeed Senator Stone, Ih compara-
tively unknown'. Between the two there
is no wet-dr- y question Both are com-
mitted to drought.

Folk linn a I'nat.
Missouri has had Its eyes on Folk for

eighteen years, and there has always, by
r.nd large, been something Interesting to
observe. Elected Circuit Attorney in
1900, he smashed Into the St Louis
boodle ring and sent ten proved grafters
to the penitentiary. That feat made
him Governor, although the machine
was against him.

In 1905, again hucklng the organiza-
tion. Folk carried elghty-fiv- p counties
over Stone and polled a plurality of 0

votes out in the State. It was the
machine's vote In St. Louis and Kansas
City which beat Folk and which four
years later denied him a Presidential
delegation from Missouri.

After his Gubernatorial term Folk be-

came a Chautauijua speaker, with the
story of the St. Louis graft expose as
hie leading subject. In 1912 William
Jennings Bryan, then Secretary of State
and always a strong Folk man, ap-
pointed the former Governor Solicitor of
the State Department. When Bryan nult
the Cabinet Folk was transferred to the
Interstate Commerce Commission. This
berth he resigned last January to be-

come counsel for the St. Louis Chamber
of Commerce at a J12.000 retainer an-
nually.

Both Folk and Wllfley have sought to
raise, a loynlty Issue.

Folk has been tho aggressor In that
respect, pointing out that In March, 191",
his chief opponent for the Democratic
Senatorial nomination signed a telegram
written by a gioup of German Americans
In St. Louis, pieadlng with the Presi-
dent not to declare war on Germany.
Wllfley came back with n Counter ac-

cusation rather than a denl.il. Ho quoted
Folk as having said In a speech which
followed the declaration of war by the
United States. "Those of us who sympa-
thized with the German cause." Folk's
answer to this was tnnt ho had been
deliberately misquoted, that what ho lad
said was "Those among us." t

Spencer Lend Itrpulillrnna,
The Bcpublican nomination Is certain

to go to Selden P. Spencer, former Clr-ou- lt

Judge. Ppcneer Is tho hand picked
candidatt! of Mayor Kiel and Hoe Koeln
of St. Ixul, who in their first sklrmlsr
for a standard bearer who could stand up
to Folk or Wllfley (ami It was Folk
they were thinking hardest about)
selected John S. Lahy,sn Ht. Iouls law-
yer and the foremost Irish American of
Missouri. Leahy, after filing for the
nomination, withdrew In favor of Spen-
cer, who now has the unanimous support
of the St. Louis city and Missouri State
Ilepubllcan organizations.

Col. Jay L. Torrey, Spencer's only op-
ponent, is a Howell county ranchman.
He served In tie Wyoming Legislature
and was Speaker of the lower house
there. Latej- - he was a Colonel of a regN
ment In the Spanish-America- n war.

Chil-
ton Is said to he holding In reserve a
letter from President Wilson praising
lil.Vrocord In the Senate and expressing
his personal good wishes, whereas Wat-Bo- n

Davls, one time Congressman
from the First district, who Is the presi-
dent's cloto friend.

While Watson
appears to have "the edge" a close race
Is looked for.

Four candidates are out for the Re-
publican nomination Davis Elklns, son
of the lato Senator and grandson of
Henry O. D.ivlr, former Senator; Virgil
L. Highland. National Committeeman;
Joseph H. Gaines, a former Itepresentn-tlv- e,

and James. A. Hughes, who also
has been a Representative.

Elklns. n Major In the United States
Army nnd now stationed In Waco. Tex.,
has the backing of "the old Elklns"
crowd, which his father commanded. He
has been Identified with the vast coal
and railroad Interests of the family, nnd.
fo-- a time after the death of the elder
Elkins sat in the United States Senate,
the appointee of Gov. Glasscock. Davis
Elklns. however, has phown little apti-
tude for politics, and ecn his friends
admit that personal magnetism is not'
his strong point.

Highland, n country boy who became
head of a big bank nnd n dominant
figure In business and politics, has been
county chairman nnd State chairman,
nnd now ns a member of the Republican
National Committee ranks high In nis
party. Much credit Is given to him for
the continued and recent successes of
the Republicans In a State thnt for many
years too classed as part of the "Solid
South."

Hughes Is an uncertain quantity With
no well defined backing he still has so
many friends through tjie State and has
to charming a personality that he must
be counted In.

In the Republican field, though, Gaines
seems the. best bet.

EFFACES HIMSELF
FOR JAMES'S SAKE

W. P. kimball Quits Ken-
tucky Senatorial Race.

Special Detpalch to Tni Srs.
Louisville, JCy.. July 27. It appears

on the primary ballots which are to be
voted here August 3 that two candidates
are out for the Democratic nomination
for United States Senator. This, while
not exactly an optical delusion. Is all
wrong and nobody If more anxious to
have that understood at the present
writing than W P. Kimball, who to the
casual observer would appear to be Sen-
ator OHIe At. James's rival.

Kimball waited until the ery last
hour to file, nnd when he did so It was
believed that Senator Jnmes, critically
ill in Johns Hopkins Hospital, could not
recover. Were the Senator to die before
August 3 Kimball would get the nom-
ination without opposition.

When Mr. James's condition had nota-
bly improved his "opponent" was quick
to Issue a statement in which he as-
serted he had Hed only because he
wanted to see the spirit as well as the
letter of the Seventeenth Amendment to
tho Federal Constitution carried out and
the party's nominee chosen b popular
vote.

The card published by Kimball It a.
document remarkable In political his-
tory.

"I want to see the Democratic nomN
nee for Senator receive hts commission
direct from the people." runs the an-
nouncement, "and not by automatic op-
eration of law or at the hands of n com-
mittee facetiously referred to In the
statute ns the 'governing authority' of
inn party.

"At no time have 1 been Inimical or
unfriendly to the political aspirations of
senator James. I am his personal and
political friend, and trust that lie may
be reelected to the Senate and serve his
party and his country for many ears
yet to tome. Ills stanch support of the
President t all times and his unequivo-
cal advocacy of winning the wnr at any
cost ought to secure him a triumphant
reelection without reference to his at-
titude on other public questions.

"I expect to vote for him with much
pleasure, and I urge every Democrat In
Kentucky to take the trouble to go lo
the polls nnd vote for him on the third
day of August next. 1 earnestly urge
all my friends to vote for-hi- Instead
of voting for me. If I can bo of service
at any time or place in getting out tho
vote for Senator James I am anxious
to do so.

"Meanwhile I shall not have my name
withdrawn from the ballot for the rea-
son I have heretofore stated.

"In taking this ptep I feel that I am
performing a public Bervlce. nnd the ap
proval of my own conscience Is all that
I am concerned about."

Two candldntes have taken the field
for the Republican nomination. Dr. Ben
L. Bruner of Ixiulsvllle, one tlmo Secre-
tary of State of Kentucky, and Judge B.
J. Bethurum of Somerset have been mak-
ing an active canvass for an honor
which is generally conceded to be nn
empty one In this overwhelmingly Demo-
cratic State.

Martin, whose term In the United States
Senate expires March 4, has attained a
position of Importance to the nation as
chairman of the Senate Appropriations
Committee and majority leader of the
Senate. Straightway those who always
had been bitter opponents Joined hands.
Tho Democrats nominated Senator Mar-
tin to succeed himself and his primary
fee was returned to him,

Since there Is no one else In th field
and the time has passed for filing there
will be no Senatorial primary In Vir-
ginia August 6. The Republican party

(Lily White faction) has announced 'it
will put forward no Candidate for the
Senate, a tacit understanding appar-
ently having been reached that If the
Democrats will make no fight on Repre-
sentations Bnscomb Slemp In the Ninth
district the Republicans will concede
everything else. There Is no Statewide
organization of negro Republicans, who
are factors Inpnly a few cities and
counties and p'ut up no candidates for
State offices.

Many Virginians believe that Senator
Martin will be permitted to hold his
seat without contest as long as he
wishes to.

Senator fiwanson still has four years
to serve. Although predictions' for so
fnr ahead are hard to make with any
accuracy, It now seems likely Swnnson's
opponent will be Representative Carter
Ulara of tho Sixth Virginia district,
author of the Federal Reserve act and
chairman of the House Committee on
Banking nnd Currency.

Only two Intcrpnrty contests lino up In
the Congressional ' field. William A,

Jones, who represented the First district
In Congress for many years, d'ed several
months ago and was succeeded by 8. Otis
Bland of Newport News for t'.ie unex-
pired term. Candidates for the nomi-
nation for the full term ore Mr. Bland,
O. Walter Mapp, State Semtor nnd au-
thor of the Statewide prohibition Inw; C.
O'Conor Goolrlck. nuthor of the work-
men's compensation net In the State Sen-
ate, and Mndlson Hall of fCssex. The
district Is strongly Democratic nnd the
winner of the nomination Is assured of
election.

Representative C.'C. Carlln Is opposed
for the Democratic nomination In the
Eighth district bv Col. K. 11. White, for-
merly Federal Food Administrator for
Virginia, nnd Mr. Hnnes of Fairfax,
who Is a dark horse and to the party
lenders a practical' unknown. Repre-
sentative Carlln has the Martin machine
with him, and Is most likely to be the
nominee.

SMITH QUITS SENATE
RACE IN MICHIGAN

Hopes to Be Succeeded by
"Republican and Patriot."

"Grand Rapids, Mich.. July 27. De-

spite the fact that sufficient petitions
have been filed to place his namo on the
primary ballot for the Republican nomi-
nation for United States Senator from
Michigan, Senator William Alden Smith
of this city announced y that he
would not be a candidate. In n formal
statement he declared he' hoped to be
succeeded by n patriot and a Republican.

Senator Smith has been In Congress
for a quarter of a century.

His statement calls attention to the
fact tl nt nearly a year ago he had said
h would not run again. "Many of my
friends throughout the State have prop-
erly committed themselves to the for-
tunes of others," he continued, "and 11

would not be fair to thenj or to the can-

didates now "In the field for mo to en-

ter now." .
Senator Smith's term will expire

March 4.
Unless there are'1 more withdrawals

before the ballots are printed there will
be four candidates for the Republican
nomination for United States Senator
from Michigan at the primary election.
August 27. Senator Smith's withdrawal
leaves Henry Ford. Truman H. New
berry and William O. Simpson of Detroit
and Charles K. Oshorn of : Sault jM -

Marie In the race. Henry Ford's
also will appear on the Democratic
ticket, where he will be opposed by
James W. Helme of Adrian.

TO RUN FOR

Democratic Leader to Bo Given
Nomination for Supreme

Court.

KECIPROCITY UNLIKELY

So Confident of Victory
Hid for Deal

Isn't Favored.

Senator Robert F. Wagner Is to bo
rewarded at Inst for his long pervlce to
the Democratic organization by a nom-

ination to the Supreme Court bench this
fnll. Jlc will be named as n candidate
for one of the three places lo be filled
nt the November election. The terms
of Justices Victor J. Powllns nnd John
W. Goff expire and Justice Francis M.
Scott resigned some tlmo ago. His place
Is now filled by Justice Nathan Otlln-ge- r

by nppolntment of Gov. Whitman.
Justice Dowllng, a Democrat, will be

nominated by both the Republican and
Democratic pnrtles. Justice Goff Is In-

eligible for rcnomlnatlon because he has
renched the aRt of "0, Justice Ottlnger
will be renominated by the Republicans
nnd Senator Wagner will be the Demo-
cratic nominee for one of tne places.
For tome time the Republicans hne
been trying to put through an arrange-
ment the Democrats should In-

dorse Justice Ottlnger and the Repub-
licans should nccept Senator Wagner as
their third candidate.

William B. Cnrswell, Assistant Cor-
poration Counsel, In charge of the Brook-
lyn branch office, also has announced
himself ns n candidate for ono of the
two nominations. He Is a former State
Senator.

nemnrrnls Expect to Win.
Prior to the nomination of President

Alfred E. Smith for Governor there was
some chance that tho Democrats might
listen to tho suggestion for a combina-
tion. They are so confident, however.
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of their ability to carry the Judicial
district consisting of New York and
Bronx counties that there is much
doubt that they will agree to the prop-
osition.

The Bronx Democratic organization,
of which Arthur H. Murphy Is the
leader, Is making a vigorous protest
ngalnst dividing the nominations with
the Republicans. If each party named
another candidate the Democrat would
come from The Bronx, nnd the voters
there, who elected two Justices two
years ago, turning down tho New York
candidates, nrs eager to Incrcaso their
representation on the bench,

Frank Martin, District Attorney of
The Bronx, Is a candidate for a Demo-
cratic nomination, but George M. S.
Schulz, Surrogate, Is much more likely
to get the coveted honor. The Repub-
licans have potential candidates (or the
nomination in Douglas Mnthewson, for-
mer Borough President, and W. W.
Nlles.

Senntor Wagner Is completing his
fourth term In the State Senate. Since
the death of Senator Thomas F. Grady
he has been the Democratic leader of
that body. For some years he has
nsplrcd to n sent on the Supreme
Court bench, but has been persuaded
to return to Albany because of his
a!ue to the organization there. This

year he declared flaUy he would not
be a candidate for the Senate again
under any clrcumstnnces, nnd Charles
F, Murphy has acceded to tho demand
of Wagner's friends that he be elevated
to the Supreme Court bench. In nddl-tlo- n

to his work In the Senate Senntor
Wagner for mnny years has been the
wheelhorse on platform nt Democratic
conventions. In the summer when other
lenders were playing golf he would be
laboring over platform drafts. He
thinks ' the time has come when this
work should devolve on other shoulders.

Tito Vnrnnrles In Second District.
