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ENRIGHT ASKS FOR

POLICE EXEMPTION

Commissioner Tells Hakcr 45
Year Limit Would Demor-

alize- Department.

CITES PRESENT TROUBLE

Points Out That Requorcmcnts
of This City Are Differ-

ent From Others.

In view of tho grave danger of deple-

tion which threatens tho Now York po-

lice force, should the draft age, he raised
to 45, Police Commissioner Enrlsht con-

ferred with Secretary of Wnr Baker at
Washington yenterday, with a view of

having members of. the force exempted.
The call for men between the ages of

121 and 31 years was serious to n certain
degree, as large numbers of patrolmen
were taken, but with the nge limit raised
to 45 years the department will lose
large numbers of ofllcers.

The department feels that tho efficient
policing of the city is practically as
necessary to tho proper termination of
the war ns are the troops on the firing
line, and 'In support "of his requeet for
the exemption of the force Commissioner
Cnrlght presented the following memo-

randum to Secretary Daker last night i

"To date 700 men have been Inducted
Into the service of the Government, ap-
proximating 7 per cent, of the total. The
years' end will unquestionably see this
number Increased to 1,000, --nnd ulti-
mately approximately 3,000 men or
about 28 per cent, of tho force will have
been drafted, When It Is remembered
that prior to the wnr there was a dis-
tressing shortage of men In the Police
Department the seriousness of these con-
stant withdrawals, further depleting Its
strength, will bo grasped.

Would Take All Policemen.
, "It Is rumored that the Government
contemplates raising the draft age to 45

j ears. Should this project become an
actuality practically every able bodied
policeman would be absorbed by the
army. Moreover, physically flt police-
men will be called before civilians with
dependents as the Fenner law gives them
the difference between the Federal and
civil compensation, and makes It Impos-
sible for them to claim exemption on the
score of Inadequate provision being made
for their dependents.

"Tho provisions of the Fenner law, be-

sides the outlay of the money necessary
to comply with It, works an additional
hardship on the city. When policemen
have been drafted there Is a lien on the
money appropriated In tho city budgeU
iu (lay men euidiica, uim men timno
cannot be filled. Thus the municipality
suffers three distinct losses: (a) The
loss of the services of experienced po-

licemen; (b) the loss of the services of
the men who might fill the places ot
those drafted, and c) the loss of the
money under the Fenner law, for which
the" city receives no return. In consid-
eration of the fact that this law Is
purely patriotic, encourages the enlist-
ment of civic employees, and Is In no
way selfish. It would appear that the
city Is made to suffer rather heavily on
account of It.

"New Tork city is comparable with no
other municipality In this country, as It
occupies a position on account of the
character of the activities carried on
here that places It In a class of lis own.
It Is the prime gateway ot the country's
commerce: It is the financial centre of
the country. If not of the world: from It
radiate all activities looking to the
proper and efficient conduct of the war
and the maintenance of the prestige and
power of this country In the eyfcs of the
world.

"A disaster In or to New Tork city,
directly or Indirectly attributable to In-

sufficient or inefficient policing, would
be multiplied and exaggerated a thou-
sand times In the enemy press and pro-
vide stock from which countless argu-
ments could be drawn with which to
encourage the flagging spirits of the
enemies of this country.

Dinger Alvmjrn Present.
The possibilities of serious disorder

are ever present and on the increase.
Labor Is restless. Pernicious and In-

sidious forms of enemy propaganda are
constantly being unearthed. Tradi-
tional racial feeling Is smoldering. Many
of the Federal and city government reg-

ulations demanded by the exigencies of
the war and vitally necessary to the
successful conduct of It hnve been mis
understood by .he foreign language
speaking element, and the wording and
Intent of some of these regulations have
no doubt been Intentionally garbled by
the agents of enemy governments with
a view to fomenting disorder.

"Tho functions of a police officer In
New York city are unique and his train-
ing Is of necessity, commensurate with
the demands of his work. A competent
policeman cannot bo created In a few
weeks. Up to recently the task of re-

filling the depleted ranks of the Police
Department from the questionable ma-
terial left over from the draft was dis-
couraging enough, the civil service re-

quirements of candidates for the posi-
tion of policeman being very severe.
Hart7 on the h'eels of this difficult situa-
tion comes the announcement that the
draft age Is to be expanded to Include
all those within the oges of 20 and 36.

"Heretofore the draft has only taken
patrolmen. Now, however, under this
extension of the ago limit, sergeants and

Lieutenants will be drafted. Unless
same arrangement Is made to take care
of their Interests, outside of the damage
that wilt bo dono the proper conduct ot
the city's affairs by their withdrawal,
they will be done a serious Injustice.
Duo to some misunderstanding tho for-
mer Administration announced to the
members of the Police DcpartmemTthat
they would not be subject to draft, and
that tho Government considered mem-

bers of the force could do better work
policing this city than they could by
serving In the army.

Lnat Chances for Commlarlmia.
"In keeping with the spirit of this Idea

no leaves of absence were granted and,
ultimately, when the situation developed
further, many nble members of this de-

partment were compelled to go Into the
army as privates who might have re-

ceived commissions had they been ac-
corded the same privileges as civilians.

"Consequently, unless It Is posslblo to
avoid drafting tho members of the de-
partment entirely In the future, some
provision shculd be made looking toward
securing commissions for the sergeants
and Lieutenants who will be brought Into
the army under this new regulation.

"The nrgument has been advanced
that If the New York city Police De-
partment received any special legtslatlve
consideration In the matter of exempt-
ing Its members from the draft every
other city could reasonably expect to re-

ceive similar concession.
"There is no comparison between New

York and any other city In this country.
Chicago. Philadelphia, Boston and San
Francisco do not bear the brunt of
handling and forwarding the food, nm
munition and clothing Intended for our
own and allied armies. Those cities
do not have the handling of the financing
of the various foreign Government loans
anil private enterprises thnt are of fore-
most consideration In the successful con
duct of the wnr, nor go any of them
occupv ns exposed a physical position as
does New York, nor would a successful
uprising or disorder unchecked In one
of them create the same satisfaction
among the enemy ns a similar occur-
rence would In New York. It Is Impossi-
ble to find any parallel between this city
and others.

"As a matter of common sense and the
most elementary principles of

New York city Is entitled to the
bost protection her own carefullv trained
and highly Intelligent police force can
give her. The experienced officers nnd
men of the department each represent-
ing n considerable sum from an economic
standpoint should be preserved to the
city, that the greatest seaport In the
world may have adequate protection and
that the Industries located here that are
vitally ncce!ary to the conduct of the
war may suffer no Interruption."

TANK SHIP FIGHTS

U-BO- COOK HURT

Fear of Gun Keeps the Sub

marine at a Safe

Distance.

A tank steamship that arrived at an
American port yesterday sent her cook
to hospital with his right leg shattered
by shrapnel from a shell from a Ger-

man submarine that hit the ship on
Friday when she was about 600 miles
cast of Sandy Hook. The tank herself
was only slightly scarred, nnd no other
member of the crew was hurt.

The tank, which was returning from
a European port In ballast, escaped de-

struction partly through manoeuvring
ami partly through the quite apparent
fear of the submarine's commander of
getting In range of the tank's four Inch
gun.
x The fight between the tank and the
submarine lasted from 2 to 7 P. M. and
was begun by the nt a range of
about eight miles. The submarine ap-
parently had three guns In action all
through the fight, two probably six Inch
and one of much smaller calibre.

The first shots were solid. As the
submarine drew closer she let loose with
shells, and one of these burst over the
ship forward nnd knocked down the
cook, smashing his right leg. The plan
of the was to intercept tho tank
a? she headed toward land. When the
tank skipper saw this he turned tall and
fled at top speed eastward, back on his
course. Tho submarine apparently had
a plentiful supply of ammunition as she
sent at least 200 shots toward the tank,
scoring only one hit.

Whllo the shells were breaking all
around her tho tank's gunners worked
their own piece busily, sending forty
phots at the one of which came
within a few feet of Its mark. The tank
gathered unexpected speed and began
drawing away from her pursuer, which
gave up the chase.

In the night the tank's skipper took a
southwesterly course and saw nothing
of her enemy in the morning. She had
sent out wireless calls all the three
hours she was under fire, and It may
be that the submarine was prompted to
run through fear of encountering some-
thing with guns of her own size.

rU S. GETS PERMIT TO

BUILD AT BATTERY

War Emersrcney Board Apices
to Request by Raker's

Aid.

The War Emergency Doard of the
Board of Kstlmate agreed yesterday to
pormlt the United States Government
to erect for the period of the war con-

crete buildings at Battery Park which
will house all of the 'administrative
offices of the army.

Under the present arrangement tho
Government has Its nrmy work so scat-

tered that twenty-tw- o buildings In
various parts of tho city are being used.

"The pmergency Board consists of tho
Mayor, President 8mlth of tho Board of
Aldermen, President Dowllng of the
Borough of Manhattan and Comptroller
Craig. The board acted directly upon
a communication from Benedict Crowell,
Assistant Secretary of War, who urged
tho park site as the most available one
for public purposes.

It Is planned to provide 350,000 square
feet of floor space and to make the
construction no that It can be Increased
to l,OC0,000 square feet later.

Laurence McGuIre president of the
Real Estate Board, was an active factor
in making the selection. Ho said yes-
terday:

"I have made a careful study of the
requirements of the Government nnd did
not recommend Battery Park until every
other available site was considered. The
garnering oi me onices oi ino uuvvru
ment Into a central location Is all Im
ports nt to tho proper conduct of the
official business.

"Objections occurred to me, but theso
were overcome as soon as the promise
was given toy the Government to restore
the park to tho taxpayers In the same
condition as given. The trees will have
to be removed, but these wilt be replaced.
When everything Is said and done, pa-

triotism Is first and last, and every one
here In New York cltly Is proud to be
able to do everything in his power to
make the task of tho Government easier.

"Once the work of construction Is

commenced the buildings will be ready
for occupancy In about four months."

SPAIN'S COMPLAINT GRAVE.

Hlnklns; ot Oil Ship Kills Klht
May Cnuae Fnel Famine.

PafIs, July 30. A despatch to the
Havas agency from Madrid says the
Spanish newspapers assert that the
torpedoing of the Spanish bteamshjp
Ramon de Larrlnaga la the gravest In-

cident that has occurred between Ger-
many jind Spain since the beginning of
the war.

Eight Spaniards perished In the dis
aster and the petroleum which the ship
carried, together with that burned
aboard the Spanish freighter Serantes
In New York harbor, constituted almost
the entire stock assured to Spain under
the Spanish-America- n agreement.

This despatch Is (he first Intimation
that the Spanish steamship Ramon de
Larrlnaga had been sunk. She was a
vessel of 2,975 tons and was owned In
Bilbao. She was last reported us ar-
riving at an American Atlantic port
May 23.

GEN. ALEXIEFT IN CONTROL.

Ki-Chl- ef of llnaalnn Armies Rales
Western Siberia.

Amsterdam, July 30. A Moscow tele
gram to the Essen Rhcln'Jche West
faclitchc Xeltunp says the entire region
from Tomsk, in west Siberia, to Udlnsk,
on the Uda, Including Krasnoyarsk, cap
ital of the Government at Yeniseisk and
Irkutsk, are under the control of Gen,
Alexleff. formerly Commander In Chief
of the Russian armies.

Gen. Horvath, the
leader. Is east of Irkutsk and controls
the region from Transbaikalia to Vladi-
vostok. Gen. Horvath and Gen Alexleff
are cooperating In military matters.

COMMITTEE TO RULE FOOD.

International Conference Decides
an Unified Control.

London, July 30. It was announced
that tho food controllers of

Great Britain, France. Italy and the
United States, who liae been holding
daily conferences here, have appointed
n permanent committee, called the Com
mittee of Representatives.

This commlttco will study various
programmes of food, supply nnd trans
port nnd coordinate programmes among
the various commodities with shipping
and supervise their execution.

U. S. PRISONERS DISGUISED.

Captors) Sought to Hide Fact of
American Participation.

Paris, July 30. Information reaching
Paris from Swiss sources tends to show
that the Germnns still are trying to l:eep
from the German people the fact that
American troops are now engaged In
battle with the Germans on the

sector.
These advices say the Germans re-

cently stripped the uniforms from a
number of Americana they had made
prisoner and save them other clothing
to wear.

SWISS DYING OF SPANISH GRIP.

Illack I'lngue Epidemic Is Hlauieil
on Austria or Germany.

Paris, Jul) 30. Reports from Switzer-
land sny that tho epidemic of Spanish
grip In that country has grown to alarm-
ing proportions. Entire families have
died from the disease. Funerals are be
ing held at night and relatives are for-
bidden to follow the bodies to the grave.
The bodies of the dead turn black.

The epidemic is thought to have ema-
nated from Austria or Germany.

MUalnnr Aviator Returns Safely.
Paris, July 30. Rumors of the dis-

appearance of Lieut. William T. Ponder
of Texas, an aviator, have proved
groundless. Ponder was forced to land
during a reconnaissance over the Ger
man lines because or engine trouble and
for n time was unable to rejoin the
French flying section to which he was
attached temporarily, lie turned up
two days ago.

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FRENCH enCIALISTS
BACK WILSON'S AIMS

Demand Government Take
Them as Its Own.

Vnt, July 30. A resolution de-

manding that the French Government
revise Its waf- alms, denounce Imperial-
istic tendencies and net forth clearly
Its peace terms on a basis defined by
President Wilson has been adopted by
tho French Socialist party. It was
presented before tho National Council
of the party by a minority section head-
ed by Jean Longuet, Socialist mem-
ber of the Chamber of Deputies.

The resolution demands further that
tho preliminary negotiations for a
league of nations be commenced at once
in accordance with the terms and the
spirit Indicated by President Wilson. It
also adhere unreservedly to tho reunion
of the Internationalist Socialist Congress
and declares the party ready to accept
tho invitation of Camlllo Huysmans,
secretary of the Internationalist Social-
ists and Belgian Socialist leader; HJal-m- ar

Brantlng. the Swedish Socialist,
and Pleter J. Troelstra, the Dutch So-

cialist leader, for a meeting of Social-
ists at Berne. In conjunction with
other allied Socialist bodies, (ho resolu-
tion declares, every means, oven to a
refusal to vote war appropriations,
should be taken to force the Govern-
ments to Issue the necessary passports
for Socialist delegates who wish to at-

tend this conference.
Protests against allied Intervention In

Russia except, that It bo carried out
with unanimous consent of Russian So-

cialism are voiced by tho resolution,
which concludes with a section regret-
ting the action ot certain members of
tho parliamentary group of Socialists
toward the American Foderntloti of
Labor, which. It says. Is In open oppo-
sition to the decision of all bottles of
allied Socialists.

FORMER PRESIDENT

OF BOLIVIA ARRIVES

Gen. Monies Goinff to France
ns Envoy I'lcnsed Over

Marnc Victory.

Gen. Yamael Montes, twice President
of Bolivia and eminent among South
American financiers nnd diplomats, ar-

rived at an Atlnntlc port last evening
from hla native land and will shortly
will for France to represent Bolivia at
tho French capital as her Minister
Plenipotentiary.

He wits met on landing by the
Bolivian Consul-Gencr- and other dla- -
tlngulshed Bolivians and expressed him
self as delighted to be In the land of n
people who were battling dlMnterertedly
under n great leader. President Wilson,
fot the liberation of the world. He said
he had been Informed by wlrelem mes
sages to th ship or the splendid suc-
cesses of the Allies at tile battle of the
Marno and thnt the news gave him ex-

treme pleasure.

Pleased by Mnrne Victory.
'The news of the Mnrne victory," the

General iald, "will be most welcome In
Bolivia, where the sentiment Is almost
wholly for tho Allies. 1 am particularly
glad to learn that the Americans have
displayed such gal'dntry nnd p'.tlll In
their first great battle.

The General said It was true his
country was the flrnt South American
republic to sever relations with Ger-
many, but ho begged to be excused
commenting further on that theme, re-

marking that It might not be regarded
as diplomatic.

Gen. Montes's friends said he had
bten selected to represent Bolivia In
France because of his known enthusiasm
for the policies of President Wilson and
the General's own belief In the rights
of little nations, which lie ardently bc- -
liixes will be conserved nftcr the dec-
laration of an allied peace.

He Is tho son of Gen. Clodomcro
Montes and fought beside his father In
the war with Chile In 1S79. Most. of his
subsequent life has been spent in the
penceful development of his country
He was President of Bolivia from 1906

until 1909. After an Interval of four
years, while he was representing Bolivia
