Johnson, The head of the American League seems to have enlisted at least
the sympathy of Herrmann, and thersin lies n very embarrassing and per-
hapa serious eltuation for the senlor major league.

Until yesterdny Herrmann's only known ally was Barney Dreyfuss,
Last night Charley Ebbets joined the Herrmann group-—not a8 an antagonist
of Tener, but as a supporter of the proposition that conditions demand a
joint conference with the American league. When the Tener-Johnson
fight developed over the Perry case Ebbets took his place right beignd the
president of his league, Ebbets declared last night that the joint ting
in absolutely necessary. He sald that the exigencles of the case maks It
| neceszary that the majors agree on a date for closing their champlonshlp
{ senson, and he added that he was in favor of playing the world's series,
He said that the series was needed this season mors than ever before as
a fitting climax of the campalgn.

Ebbets averred that a conferenea of Natlonal and Amerioan Teague
men was essential for economic rensons, If for no other. The schedules of
the lemgues dovetnll, and if the season ia closed Iate this month changes
will have to be made and cross continental trips of eight clubs eliminnted.
As we pointed out the other morning on August 14 the Eastern clubs of
| the Natinnal League aro scheduled to open in the West and the Western
{teams of the American are dated to start thelr Eastern trips. These costly
Hnurneys should be done away with if the season Is to ba closed this month.

Shibets added that the Natlonal League should not call n!'E its Western trip
unless the American cancelled its Fastern dates, and that the only way to
gel anywhers was (o get together.
