Mr. Pollock waa a close friend of
James Gordon Bennett for more than
forty years. At Mr. Bennett's death he
received the residence at 37 West Forty-seven- th

street, which he had occupied
for many yearn during Mr. Bennetfa e.

'Mr. Pollock was elected
of the Herald Company In

1S1B, succeeding Col. William Jay.
Mr. Pollock had been suffering from

Brlght's disease. His brother, Edward L.
Pollock, a Chicago bualness pian, came to
the city Wednesday to be near tilm. Mr.
Tolloek was unmarried. A elster, Mrs.
Edward McBvers Livingston of Paris
and Pan, France, also survives.

Born In Plttsfleld. Mass., Mr. Pollock
was educated In private schools and was
graduated from Yale University In 1178.
For a short time he engaged Ui silk

In New Jersey, In a plant es-
tablished by his father, and later met
Mr. Bennett Although the publisher
was fifteen years his senior, the

formed developed Into a fast
friendship which deepened with the pass-
ing of years. When Mr. Bennett tookup his residence In Paris Sir. Pollock be-
came virtually his agent.

The property willed to him b Mr.
Bennett lsf considered to be valuable. Itoccupies a plot 21 by 100.5 feet. Mr.
Pollock usbally passed liU summers In
Plttsfleld, Mass., where he had a resi-
dence. He waa a member of the Union.
Knickerbocker, Racquet and Tennis
clubs.

KINGSLEY SWAN.

William C. Klngsley, one of the builders
of the Brooklyn Bridie, who waa dis-
charged three weeks ago from the army
because of physical disability, was
found dead In his apartment at the Hotel
8U George, Brooklyn, yesterday morn-
ing from heart failure.
