LADY MANAGES HOTEL

Woman' Sphere Broadens in
England.

SpeHal Cable Despatch to Tnt Sen.
Loudon, Aug, 4. Woman'B sphere Is

broadening dally. The Duchess of Marl-
borough, the former Consuelo Vandcrbllt,
Is the progressive candidate In South-,wj- k

for a vacant seat 'In the London
Common Council and Lady Honywood,
wife of Sir Courtenay Honywood, has
taken up the management of Batts's
Hotel In Dover street, Piccadilly.

The Duchess of Marlborough probably
will be elected a member at the next
meeting of the Council In October. The
Duchess passed this morning visiting the
constituency. Interviewed on her views,
sho said :

"I shall be glad to represent the work-In- s
class district. It gives one the op-

portunity of working for children and
Improvement of housing conditions.
There la much need for good houses In
Southwark. and I think, during the pe-
riod of reconstruction, there would be
great chance of getting housing schemes
through. I also want' more open spaces
for the children In congested districts,
where the children have nowhere to play
but In the streets. I shall try to ad-
vance child welfare work."

If elected, the Duchess will be the
fourth woman member of the Council.

Lady Honywood Is the first woman of
title to becomo a hotel manager. She
saya she la enjoying the hard work In-
volved In the enterprise and sho puts In
a long day, beginning work at 8 o'clock
In the morning.

"It Is one of the surprises of this bust
nese to the beginner," she said, "to find
that the day's work Is hardly ever done."

Questioned on how she came to take
up the work, she replied : "In these days
when women .are taking to all sorts of

i new occupations, I thought I would try
my hand at the hotel buslenss. My staff,.
wmun in an uniisn, consists almost en-
tirely of women. The waitresses will
wear a pretty red uniform."

In spite of her busy days. Lady Hony
wood spends an hour or two every eve
ning at the American canteens.

SHOWN BY FILMS

Nation's Titanic Struggle on
Many Fronts Pictured

at Rivoli.

STRAND SCREENS ALLDNBY

Marlgo Kennedy, Paulino Fred- -

crick and Mary MncLarcn
Other Attractions.

The anniversary of Great Britain's
four years In the war occupies an Im-

portant plnce In the Broadway cinema
houses this week, both the Rlvoll and
the Strand showing films silently eulo
Sizing the part that nation hau played
or Is still playing In the struggle.

The picture at the Rlvoll Is called
"Brltaln'a Far Flung Battle Line" and
It gives a comprehensive and adequate

The film la decidedly Interesting, show.

Ing an assortment of armored cars
tanks and other of the latest war ma-
chines, together with camels, mulen and
other supposedly old fashioned methods
of transportation which have proven to
be vital In modern warfare In the
Mesopotamlan campaign. The British
army, though, does not take up all of
tho space In the film, for the Grand
Fleet Is shown In Its full glory. The
Kojal Flying Corps comes In for a
share of praise, and remarkable Indeed
nre the pictures showing the various
phases of air activity In sectors and
on fronts held by the British. The
Rlvoll programme Is dedicated to mem
bers or tho British Mission, who will at
tend the performance

brought forth tho most spontaneous ap-
plause of the entertainment, as they
were seen at the foot of the Washing.
ton statue in Paris with their flags. On
the Rlvoll bill also la an O. Henry story
and an Alfred Henry Lewis film.

Launched.

Wilson Is to be the sponsor
of the first btr freighter launched at the
Hog Island shipyard. President Wilson
will be her escort. The White House
party Is to leave hero morn-
ing on a special train that will go di-

rect to the blggcet shipyard In the world.'
A large offlcial party from Washing-

ton, Including chairman Hurley of the
Shipping Board and a great number of
other officials of the Government, Cab-
inet ofllcers nnd their assistants and
members of Congress, are to witness the
launching.

It will be the first visit of the Presl-- ,
dent and many other officials to the
yard, which has been brought since last
winter from n swamp to one of the
greatest If not the greatest Industrial
establishment In the world. Tho party
will Include members of Congress who a
few months ago were criticising the Hog
Island project and the progress being
made there.

The launching will bo one of the moet
significant In the history of the United

IMPROMPTU DEBUT

The open air concert directed by
Frederick Hall, army song leader, at
tho Battery, was well past Its fouith or
fifth outburst of patriotism last night
In honor of the various sonira of the
Allies and popular American melodies of
the South, when there came a brief lull.

Leadei Hall turned to give tho navy
band from Bensonhurst training station
Instructions on the next song, which was
to be "Over There." A tiny figure
uqulrmtd through the ranks of soldiers
flanking tho right of the bandstand,
ducked under the stair rail and carh
to a halt at Leader Hall's Immediate
rear, almost. It might be said, under his
cciottails.

"Mister," said the voice. Mr. Hall aid
not hear. "Mister," It said again, "let
me sing It."

The song leader and the crowd of
2,000 saw a very small young person
with tousled hair and n face that was a
tribute to his energetic mode of life,
turning that same face In supplication
upward.

Boy Makes Ills Premiere.
"Certainly you shall sing It," aald

Leader Hall. He yanked out a chair,
hoisted the lad aboard and signalled to
the band.

"Now, folks," he said, "we're going
to let this youngster sing it all through.
Leave him alone till you get to tho end
of the chorua"

His arms went up. the band started
and Tony Miller, right out of Wall
Street's back yard, was off on his (Jrrt
public appearance as a popular soprano.
His voice led the hand, clear and high.
His feet tapped the chair. Everybody
was humming with him and smiling.
Tony faltered toward the middle, but
he picked up at leader Hall's baton
and nine swimmingly through.

He ended In the greatest burst of ap-
plause that had rocked the Battery that
night. And Tony, having sung, promptly
skedaddled and kept his pleasure all to
himself.

"Who's the boy, leader?'1 sang out a
man In the crowd.

"Never saw him before In my life,"
said Mr. Hall.

Banner" heads were bowed for just a
minute In a silent prater for the boys on
sea and land.

dream song, 'Taps." drifted across
from a distant point on the Battery,
played by a single bugle. In another
minute the crowd was leaving. They
stopped long enough to answer Mr.

"Pood night, and come down again."

CHURCHES OBSERVE
CHILDREN'S SUNDAY

Effort Being Made to Reduce
Mortality 100,000.

The observance of children's Sunday
In New York churches yenterdsy caU'd
forth a number of address dealing
with tho child problem In the war. In
Catholic churches a communication was
red from Cardinal Farley nnd In the
Protestant churchen and In the syna-
gogues a treatment of the same subject
sent out by the Federation of Churches
was read.

In his ad-
dress raid that It was six times safer
to be a soldier In the trenches than to
bo a baby In tho cradle In the United
States. He gave the following figures
of tho decrease In birth rote since the
war began:

Great Britain, 2,(100,000; Austria-Hungar-

1,600,000 ; France, 60 per cent.
He said there were several thousand

fewer marriages In America thU jear
than last, and that there was a steadily
decreasing birth rate here.

"Child mortality Is based upon under
nourishment of children," Dr Martin
said. "This Is duo to the high cost of
foodstuffs, but more especially to the
lack of care on the part of mothers who
are obliged to go Into outside occupa-tlpn- s

for support while husbands nre In
the military service. To counteract this
a movement has been started, called
the "Children's Year,' which began, off-
icially on April 6, under the ausplcen of
the Women's Committee on National
Defence In tho Interest of child welfare.

"In America In normal times 300,000
children under the age of 6 years die
Annually, but with this special chil-
dren'- buren-- i it Is believed that at least
100,000 of these lives can be saved this
year. New York city Is depended' upon
to save 4,700 children under 6 years of
age."

CELEBRATE BRITISH

ENTRANCE INTO WAR

Services Draw Capacity At-

tendance to Trinity Dr. .

Manning Speaks.

TO FIGHT UNTIL VICTORS

Pacifism Now Is .Treason, Snys

Preacher, and Scores
Lansdowne.

The fourth anniversary of England's
entrance Into the war was commemorat-
ed at special services at Trinity Church,
Broadway and Wall street, yesterday
morning. It was one of the biggest con-

gregations.. In tho church's history and
the patriotic seal of the crowd was out
of all proportion even to Its numbers,
though many were turned away for lack
of seating and standing room.

British nnd American army and navy
uniforms were plentiful throughout the
congregation, and the flas of England
and America wen draped across the
pulpit and were carried side by side
behind the cross In the processional
and recessional. Flags of all tho allied
nations waved from tho Iron gates In
front of the church.

The Rov. Dr. William T. Manning
came back from Camp Upton, where he
has been serving as a volunteer chap-
lain, to preach the sermon, ne ex-

tolled Brltaln'a unselfish heroism, de-
nounced pacifism as treason to mankind,
assured the people of England that
America would remain In the conmct
until a clean cut and decisive victory
was won on the battle front, and pre-

dicted the establishment of a league of
nations in which even Germany would
be allowed to Join after she liad learned
her lesson and renounced forever her
ambitions for world power.

Great Debt ta Kmrland.
The entire civilized world, D- -. Man-

ning declared, owes an Immeasurable
debt of gratitude to England, bit for
whose timely entrance Into the war even
France would have been beaten and the
"outlook for humanity would have been
black Indeed."

"On this, England's great day of de-

cision." said Dr. Manning, "we send
to her our pledge of comradeship and
baatherhood. We pay our tribute ot
honor without reserve to the whole peo--

Jple for the part they have played In
these four years and we thank loa that
our men are now fighting or? yrm
nnd our brethren of France. They will
be with you In ever Increasing numbers
until the stern task Is completed.

'The American people will never lis-
ten to any proposal to end this war ex-
cept by complete and decisive victory
We want the little group of unreasoning
pacifists In Great Britain, with Lord
Lansdowne among them, to know that
their views will find no support from
the United States, and that their sugges-
tions of peace by negotiation with the
Prussian power arouse in us only deep
moral disgust.

"We do not understand men who talk
of bartering with the power which holds
Belgium captive, which still has its
brutal hand on France, which holds
Russia In Its tolls and whose avowed
object Is to subjugate the world. With
Britain and our other allies we nre
going to dictate to Germany the terms
of a Just peace, and we are going to
compel her hereafter to keep the peace.

Says Pacifism Is Treason.
"To us In America the position of

these pacifists is disregard of Justice
and treason to mankind. It is not ad-
vocacy of peace; t Is betrayal of peace
and encouragement of war. We will
hear of no peace negotiations with a
power which respects no trenty and
legtrda no law In heaven or on earth.
As President Wilson has said, so long
as Germany Is controlled by her pres-

ent rulers and we may add by her
present spirit no nation on earth can
take her word.

"The necessity of ending this war only
by a decisive victory is to the American
people a matter of determined resolve
and of deep religious conviction, and
It Is the hope, the prayer and the firm
purpose of us Americans that out of
this great struggle shall rome a league
and brotherhood of nations that shall
maintain Justice and assure peace. The
sure basis and foundation for this Is full
fellowship among the English speaking
people throughout the world.

"And already the war has brought
this fellowship to pass. Tho old antl-Brltl-

feeling, which had place among
us In this land Is now gone, we hope
forever.

"The war has made us glory In our
close ties with Great Britain, the tie
of a common language, the tie of
common principles and Ideals, the tie
of a common heritage of liberty, the
tie still in large degree of stock and
blood.

"The fellowship nnd brotherhood of
the English speaking peoples does not
need to bo artificially created nor ar-
ranged by treaty. It has no selfish
alms or purposes. It will seek no sordid
advantage for Itself, hut only the com-
mon good of all. It will be the guar-
antee of right and freedom to men
e ery where.

ftrjolrlna; to Come I.nter.
'This Is not a day of rejoicing That

will come later when wo meet to offer
up our thanksgiving for pence restored
and assured by overwhelming victory
for the light. Thut day may still be
long hi coming, but it may arrive more
quickly than It would be wise or safe
for us to anticipate. On this day four
years ago Great Britain threw all the
power of her vast empire Into the fight
for liberty We all know what must
have happened If Britain had hesitated
or held back. We Americans recognize
and pay honor without stint to the
splendid deeds of our Allies In this
war."

The Hon, Charles Cllve Bayley,
from Great Britain, and

Oen. Kenyon of the British High Com-
mission, who has Just returned from a
visit to the battlefront in France, rep-
resented the British diplomatic corps
at the service.

Similar services were Jield In SL
Paul's Cathedral and Westminster Ab-
bey In London, and all over England.
At Westminster the King and Queen at-
tended tho service with members of
Parliament.

WAR'S ANNIVERSARY

Nation Dotted With Shrines to
Dead as All Sects Join

In Services.

ROYALTY IN PROCESSION

Commons, Poors and High Of-

ficials Hear Archbishop
at St. Margaret's.

London, Aug. . The fourth anniver-
sary of the beginning of the war waa
observed y not only as a day of
prayer and remembrance In churches of
all denominations, but also as a day
of thanksgiving and hope. The news of
the glorious triumph of the allied arms
at the front has sent a thrill through
the whole country.

In Hyde Park, ss elsewhere In Eng-
land, shrines were erected where thou-
sands laid flowers In memory of the
dead. One newspaper, quoting Lincoln's
Gettysburg address, said :

"Not In the spoken or the written
words expressed In any age can we find
ruch a text for y as ths shortest
and most eloquent speech ever made by
Lincoln. In full knowledge of what his
words mean, let us wage war until war
for all time Is ended."

IClng George, Queen Mar" and mem-
bers of both houses of Parliament at-

tended special services at St. Margaret s
Church, Westminster. Tho Archbishop
ot Canterbury delivered the sermon.

Iloynlty nt Westminster.
The ceremonies ot Westminster were

Impresstve and historic. In addition to
the King and Queen, Dowager Queen
Alexandra and the Duke of Connaught.
as well as other royal personages, Pre-
mier David Lloyd George and many other
distinguished people attended. The
Lord Chancellor and the Spenkcu- - of the
House of Commons, wearing their robes
of state, preceded by the mace bearers,
led the members of the House of Lords
and of the House of Commons.

St. Margaret's Church for nearly three
renturles has been the official church
of tlje House of Commons, but
solemn consecration, attended by the
royal family and members of both
houses of Parliament, .was unprece-
dented. Many thousands gathered In
the summer sunshire to 'watch the novel
scene.

It was an Impressive procession
which assembled at Westminster Pal
ace and marched slowly the short dis
tance to St. MArgarct a, the state robes
of the peers and officials lending a
pleasant touch of color. Premier Lloyd
George, walking with Arthur .1. Bal-
four, Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs, headed the Commons In the pro-
cession both coming and going.

Wear Mnnrnlnff for Ho manor!.
The arrival of the royal carriages,

with King George, Queen Mary and
Princess Mary in one, and Dowager
Queen Alexandra and Princess Victoria
In another, waa greeted with great
cheering by the onlooklng crowda The
King wore an Admiral's uniform, while
the women of the royal family all wore
mourning for former Emperor Nicholas
or Russia.

They have taught us In plain prose
war's unspeakable hatefulness. and
those who have heen In touh with all
the realities of such a war are the first

Chaplain
Jarvls read the opening sentences of the
burial service, after which Prof. Kemp
delivered an address. A detachment of
uniformed students from the School of
Mining Engineers and a unit from the
285th Electrical Engineers attended the
services.

IN RUSSIA NEAR END

A. J, Sack Says American-Japanes- e

Step Moans Overthrow
of Uolshoviki.

A. J. Sack, director ot the Russian
Information Bureau In the Woolworth
Building, New York city, Issued to the
press last night a statement In which
he says that the agreement between the
United States and Japan respecting op-

erations In Russia, to which the other
Allied Powers are parties, means ths
overthrow of German rule In Russia
and the reestabllshment of Russia as a
potential factor In the fight upon the
Kaiser.

"Tho statements Just made by the
United States and Japan," he says.
"coming simultaneously with the great
allied victory In the west, spell decisive
defeat for Germnn militarism In the
near future. The Allies have decided to
render Russia' genoral economic, finan-
cial, technical and military help In sup-
porting by all possible means the Ciecho-Slova- k

movement."
He continues that this movement Is

distinctively and
The best element of Russian

democracy, he udds, will support It.
'The success of the Czecho-Sloval- c de-

tachments." says Mr. Sack, "amounting
to not more than 100,000 men. only par-
tially armed and equipped. Is the best
Illustration of the fact that the kl

and the Soviets, whom they dom-
inate, have no large following among
the population."

Mr. Sack Insists that the people ot
Russia greet the Czecho-Slova- as
friends and liberators.

"This," he goes on to aay, "Is the be-

ginning of the resurrection of Russia,
We will see the Russian front reestab-
lished probably not later than the spring
of 1919. Hundreds of thousands ot
Russian patriots, officers and soldiers,
veterans of this war, will begin to join
the Cierho-Slova- k and Milled detach-
ments organising around them as the
nucleus for the future Russian army.
The spring of 1919 will see not lass than
1.000,000 men standing nt tho eastern
front.

"Against this million Germany will
have to put up at leat 1,000,000, of her
own, with perhaps another' 1,000,009
guarding her lines of communication.
It is entirely within the lealm of possi-
bility that hy the spring of 1919 Russia
will divert not less than 2,000,000 or
S.,100,000 German and Austrian soldiers,
which means that Russia will play the
same role and render the Allies the same
service that she did before the Bolshe-
vist revolt of November, 1917. Russia
Is coming back where she belongs In the
family of the world's democracy, fight-
ing the great war of emancipation."
