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ANTHRAGITE SUPPLY
NOT YET ASSURED

Will Depend Upon Weather
and Number of Miners Who
Keep Working.

EAST WILL: NEED MORE

Distant Toints Being Stocked
First; Waste Must
Be Avoided.

Porraviiig, Pa, Aug. 6. —Always with
the understanding that the weather is
not golng to be unduly severs and that
the number of workers In the mines will
be maintained at the level held on July
15, there will be adequata amounts ot
anthracite Alstributed in all Jegitimats
consuming districts for the coming wine
ter. ‘Thers won't be any to waste, but
thers will be enough under the provisos
noted above,

Philadelphin, which got 2,350,000 tona
from April 1, 1816, to Aprll 1, 1817, Ia
booked for 2,800,000 tons during the cur-
rent coal year ending April 1, 1918, The
fact that ahipments to Phiindelphin have
been low up to date does not bear upon
the situation. The allotment will come
through, mine operators say, If they can
malntaln thelr working forces, So far
a8 1t can be foretold now nobody will
be frost bltten In his own home next
winter unless the policy of robbing the
mines of thelr men s continued,

Thera has been an admirable syatem
of anthracite distribution evolved by the
hard conl committee conalsting of W, J.
Richards, 8, I, Warriner and Joseph B.
Dickmnon, chalrman, These experienced
coal men have tackied the problem In a
businesalike way, which Is golng to go
far to prevent ecoal hogging by Im-
portunate retallers Iin every district
where anthracite Is sold.

East's Allotment Increased.

This committes has figured upon a
total of 54,245,753 tons of domestic sizes
as the avaflable civilian supply for the

coal year, an incrsnse of about o per
cent, over the 1916-1917 output AN
New England and the Atlantic States

have bousted thelr population greatly In-
creaned supplies of hard coal hava been
allotted to these districte. MNew England
will get 16.90 per cent. more than in
1916-1917 and the Atlantlec States will
get 1260 pe crent. more. Tennsylvania
will get 1525 per cent. more. States
south of Virginia are counted out en-
tirely.  So #re Missour!, Kansas, Ne-
praska and lowa, which got a total of
$27,965 tons in 1916-1917. The central
Btates are cut almost 32 per cent. and

the Northwest has been cut 1218 per
eent. Canada has been reduced 6.59 per
cent.

I'o govern tha movement of this coal,
the hard conl operators rave compiled
an exhaustive record ashowing where
virtually 190 per cent. of the coal went in
1816-1917, the record embracing about
12,000 communities with the names of
the dealers and the amounta shipped to
them in the coal year ended April 1,
1917, Allotments for this year are based
upon that record, with the necessary In-
creases. and compliete records nre kept of
the shipments to each bhandier of coal,
Any denler who may make an unjustifed
complaint to the fuel authoritiea—and
there were dozens who did so last winter
—will have to be prepared to combat ac-
curnte ofMcial Agures, glving dates and
amounts shipped both this year and in
1916-1917.
