Adopts Scale Definitely.

The Treasury is atlll demanding that
sxcess profits rates be left undisturbed,
The committes definitely has decided to
place this tax on excess profits:

Thirty per cent on portions of profils
in excess of 10 per cent. and not In ex-
ceas of 20 per cent of the Invested
capital

Fifty per ceanl on pertlons In exceas
of 0 per cent. and not in excess of 25
per cent. of the invested capital,

Eighty per cent, on portions In axcess
of 25 per cent. of the Invested capltal.

To alternate with this plan the com-
wnittes 1s willing to adopt & war profits
tax of 80 per «cant. on the axcess of
profits nver profits |n the pre-war perlod
ef 19111913 Inclusive:

“There |s not & man on the commit-
tea but believes that the excess profita
rates must be ralsed above thelr pres-
int figure,” declared Chalrman Kitehin
to-day.  '"The committee Is unanimous
on that point.”

Mr. Kitchin sald the commitien did
not yet understand the attitude of the
Treasury Department In desiring the
lower excess profits rates. Some of the
committee have estimated that the lower
rates would ralae only half as much ns
the rates tentatively written into the
new bill. They hops to have Mr., Me-
Adoo before the committes before long
19 explain.

The committee declided tentatively on
A tax of 10 per cent on the charges
rald for leased wires and talephons elr-
culta. Members of the committes were
unabls to estimate how much money
would be realized from this tax.

New Tax om Forelgn Freight.

Tentative decislons to Impose the fol-
Inwing new taxe® were reached to-day:

Threa per cent. on the transportation
of freight within the Unitad States
which originates in forelgn countries.

Bix and a half per cent. of the charge
for transporting oll in pipe lines in lley
of the § per cent. tax tentatively agreed
on previously.

Lowering of the tax on "group Insur-
ance” to one-half the present rate.

" Inclusion of policies pald on the
morfthly plan In the tax of 40 per cent.

taxed. The tax in all cases is limited to
policies of §500 and less.

Five per cent. of the rentals recelved
by producers cf Alms, In leu of the
present tax of m quarter cent. per linsar
foot for raw fUm and half a cant per
linear foot for |developed film.

Abandonment of the tentative mched-
uls of clgar and tobacco taxes which In
many cases were three times the pros-
ent scale ‘of rates and tentative adop-
tion of a scale doubling all the present
rates.

The automobile taxes to ba paid by
owners of cars were changed materially,
Instead of basing the tax on the original
retall sale price of cars a new scale of
faxes based on tha horse power WwWas
adopted tentatively by the committee.

The tax on frelght shipments which
originate outside of the United BStates
was declded upon by the committes
without serlous opposition, 1t was
pointed out that shipments from Canada
under existing law can be transported
within the United States somewhat
cheaper than shipménts originating in-
fide the couniry becauss American ship-
ments have (o pay the 3 ger cent. tax
under existing law, This was thought
te ba unjust to American shippers.

The tax of eight cents per hundred
Aollars on (Insurance pollfes was left
undisturbed by the committee, but the
rats was cut to four cents on group In-
surance, However, the largest group of
employees of any business who can be
insured at the lower tax would be 25,

Marine, inland, fire and casualty in-
Furance tax rates wera not disturbed,
remaining at one eent on each dollar or
fractional part of a dollar pald in pre-
miums.

ARMOUR INSISTS U. S.
NOW HAS CONTROL

Packers Protest Against Re-
port of Commission.

CHicaoo, Aug. 5. —Protests agalnat
the recommendations of the Federal
Trade Commission that the Government
wsaume partinl control of the packing
Industry, wers made to-day by some of
the heads of concerns In the Unlon
Btockyardas,

J. Ogdety Armour, president of Armour
& Co, mall the statement made by him
at the beginning of the war, that “the
United States Government ean have
Armour & Co. and every employes and
official thereof, If need be,”" wua re-
lternted “a lhuunud timesa more em-
phatically.”

Mr. Armour continued :

"It In recommended that Immediats
steps be taken to give the Covernment
& monopoly over puch portion of thelr
business as ‘will restore competition’
This compietely ignorem ths fact (hat
aince November 1, 1917, the packing
business han been under the control of
the Government through the agency of
the United Btates Food Administeation

COL. WYNKOOP DIES
A MARTYR TO DUTY

Aged Head of Draft Board
Sends Boys to Camp, Then
Drops Dead.

When the boys marched away from
Loral Hoard 25, over In Brooklyn, ves-
terday to taks a traln at Jersey City
for o training camp. they went with the
encouragsnmient and the exhortation of
the agad chalrman of thelr boafrd ring-
Ing In thelr ears, and with them
marched through the heat the man who
was doing for his country in timé& of war
all that one of his age might do.

The chalrman was Col. Henry M.
Wynkoop, 73 years of age. His once
stralght fAgurse was bent under the

welght of years, but he was full of en-
thurlasm, and ha sent his parting ad-
monition after hig Hitle flock,

h"Gn out and mserve your country,
oya'"

There wera frionds and relatives at
the station to see the Hrooklynites go,
but none was more enthuelastic or more
active than the old chalrman, who
bustled about among his charges urging
them on to deedn of valor for the flag.
For months he had worked day and
night for the draft service without
hope of reward and with only a desirs tc
serve the common cause.

When the last flag had been waved
and the last cheer had been lost in its
own echo ha went slowly back through the
heat to his headquarters at Bridge and
York streets, had hardly reached the
place when friends saw him siagger
and fall to the sldewalk. Friends
ran 1o his ald and a doctor waa
called Hoe bent over the prostrate
form for & moment and then enid:

*Tha Colonel |s dead. He dled In-
stantly from heart discase.”

Littla wus known among his {ntl-
mates concerning hla career. It was
known that he had served as a mem-
ber of ths staff of tha Governor of
Ohlo dyring the elvil war and that he
came to New York in 1867 and opened
a opublishing houss at 15 Beekman
street.

It was stated that his nearest rela-
tivea resided In New Jersey and that he
had often sald that four of his nephews
were in service in France. He made
his home In a furnished room at 93
Hanks sireet. an old fashionsd house,
from whlech he wernt dally to attend to
his dutles with the draft board. His
body was taken to a Broaklyn under-
taking establlshment to awalt Informa-
tlan coticerning his relatives

Friends said that the genlal old
gentleman was a fine type of patriotic
worker, who was willing to do all he
could at his age for the success of the
Amerlcan Army. His patriotlsm and
pro-Americanism were intsnse, and he
had sent many detachments away with
words of cheer before he trudged along
behind the last bateh of recrults that
ha was ever to send to the Army of
Freedom.

INDICT 10 IN GAFFNEY ESCAPE.

Three Women Accused of Alding

Silayer in Flight.

Ten persons charged with being re-
sponwible for Vinrent Oaffney's success
in eluding the police since June 12, the
day of his daring escapa from the Tomba
and n twenty jear sentence for man-
slaughter, were Indicted In General Sea-
alone yesterday. They will be arralgned
to-day,

The perevons indicted ars: Catherine
Coyle, Daniel Tynan, Agnes Tyanan, Al-
fred Mascall, Kate Mascall, James
Kelly, John Clinton, Joseph Roberteill
and two others known to the police and
the Grand Jury but not yet under arrest.

Assistant District Attorney Rytenberg
told the court that he had in his pos-
session evidence that Gaffney and the ins
dicted persons were holding what Is
technleally known as & “boose parfy" at
207 West 116th strest when the pollce
ralded it on July 30.

Gaffney escaped by the fire ercape In
his night clothes when the police ar-
rived. The same evening he Was ne-
creted, the police sny, In the cellar of
the home of Danlal and Agnea Tynan on
West 110th street. Robertelll and two
others whose names are not mentioned
in the indictments are sald to have met
Gaffney at Seventh avenue and 15624
sireet the next day In a taxicab and car-
ried him off to his present hiding place.

It transpired that out of &
dozen returned Invalided soldiers with
whom thin Senator came In contact In
the United States three had recelved
not a dollar of thelt pay since January
They reported to him that this was &
common situntion with the men de-
tached for any reason from thelr units

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OVER MEAT PLANTS

Federal Trade Board Recom-
mends That Government
Commandeer Industry.

MONOPOLY IS ALLEGED

Says Packers Control Food of
U. S. and Allies and Are
Profiteering.

WasHinaTon, Aug l-—-l!l'.l‘“l“l“ﬂﬂ
of the packing Industry of the country
by the Federn! Trade Commission cul-
minated to-day In an announcement that
the , commigsion had recommended to
President Wilson that the Government
commandesr and operate for the public
benefit atocikc yards, cold storage plants,
warchouses and refrigerator and cattle
cars.

Monopolistie control of the essantial
food nupply not only of the United
Glates and {ts Army and Navy, but also
of the Ententa countries was charged
by the commission against ths five great
packing companies: Swift, Armour,
Morris, Cudahy and Wilson

Control by Bankers Alleged.

The last named company. ths commla-
eslon's report sald, is controlled by three

of the strongest banking groups In the
United States—Kuhn, Loeb & Co., Guar-
anty Trust Company and the Chase Na-
tlanal Bank

Further closs afMilation betwean the
packing Industry and fAnancial interesta
wWan reported.

The commission’a report was the third
made In its general Investigation of food
supplies ordered by President Wileon
and Congress last year. The report was
made publle through the White House
without further comment than that |t
had been presented July 5 and had not
been made public "before because the
President desired first to get full Infor-
mation.

The commission sald the power of the
five packing companies “has besn and |s
being unfatrly and {llegally used” to:

Manipulate live rtock marketa

Restrict Intersiate and [nternational
supplies of food.

Control the prices of dressed meats
and other foods.

Defraud both the producers of food
and consumers.

Crush effective competition.

Becure apecial privileges from rall.
roads, stock yard companles and municl-
pailities, and

Profiteer.

The Recommendations.

The commission then recommendad :

"1. That the Government acqulire,
through the Rallroad Administration, all
rolling stock used for the transportation
of meat animals and that such owner-
thip be declared & Government monop-
oly.

*2. That the Government acquire
through the Rallroad Administration,
the :=inieipal and necessary stock yards
of the country to be treated as freght
depots and to be operated under such
conditions as will {nsure open, competl-
tive markets, with uniform scale of
charges for nll services performed, and
the acquisition or establishment of such
additlonal yards from time to time as
the future development of live stock pro-
Aduction In tha United States may re-
quire. This to Include customary ad-
juncta of stock yarda

3. That the Government acqulire,
through the Hallroad Administration. ail
privately owned refrigerator cars and
all necessary equipment for thelr proper
operation and that auch ownersh!p be
declared & Government monopoly,

“4. That the Federal Government ac-
quire such of the branch hopees, cold
storage planis and warchousea as are
necersary to provide facilities for the
competitivea marketing and storage of
fosd products in the princ'pal centres of
distribution and consumption, the same
to be operated by the Government as
public markets and storage places under
such conditions aa will afford an outlet
for all manufacturers and handlers of
food products on equal terma.  Supple-
menting the marketing and storags fa-
ellities thus acquired, tha Federal Gov-
ernment should establish, through the
Rallroad Adminirtration, at the termli-
nkls of all principal points of distribu-
tlon and consumption, central wholesals
marketa and storags plants with faelll-
tles open to all upon payment of just
und falr charges.

Gefting U, 8, in Diarepute Abroad,

“Out of thea masa of Informatlon In
nur hands," the report continued, "“one
fact stands out with all possible em-
phasis. The small dominant group of
American meat packers are now Inter-
national in their activities while remain-
Ing American In thelr {dentity. Blame
which now attaches to them for thelr
practices abroad as well as at homs !n-
evitably will attach tno our country If
the practices continue®

The report says:

“The ocommliasion, through Francia J.
Heney, had to meet deliberate falsifica-
tion of returns properly required under
legnl nuthority ; we had to meet schools
for witnesses where employees werse
coached In anticipation of thelr being
called to testify In an Investigation or-
dAered by you [the Presidant] and by
Congreas; we had to meet a situation
created by the destruction of letters and
documents vital to thla Investigation;
we had to meet a conaplracy.”

In detalling “amazing and devious
ramifications” of the five great packing
companies the commisslon reports the
packers control not only the meat sup-
ply but a “ecountless number of by-
produeot industries” and have invaded al.
lled Industries and even unrelated ones.

This control has extended now to the
principal substitutes for meat, such as
egKs, cheese and vegetable o1l products,
the commisaslon says, and repidly s be
ing extended to cover flsh and nearly
every kind of foodustuff,

This control la made posaible by the
advantage obtained through a monop-
olistle control of the market places and
moeans of transgortation.

The commisslon dismisses the clalma
of the packers to legitimate competition
among them by saying that some show
of competition “is staged” but that It is
superficial,

Alter detalling the control of the five
companies over the meat and allled in-
dustriea the commisslon says this ocan-
trol rests In the hands of a small group
of individuals—J. Ogden Armour, the
Bwift brothers, Morris Broa, Thomas E,
Wilson, acting under the velo of & group
of bankers, Including the Chase Natlonal
Bank, Guararnty Trust Company, Kuhn,
Loeb & Co., Willlam Salomon & Co. and
Hallgarten & Co., all of New York, and
tha Cudahys.

Refuse 1o Recognise Shoe Unlon.

Havenuiny, Mass., Aug. 8,—Fifty-four
shoe manufacturers of this city to-day
Insued n statement to the effect that
they would not recognizse the Allled
Shoe Workers Unlon, many of whose
members have been on strike for several
weeks, demanding Increases In pay and
recognition of thelr organization, Ninety
manufacturers have been affected and
unlon oMelals clalm that thirty have
pignad mgreements.
