machine guns were killing the Germans
t" wholesale. I heard some of them
shouting 'Kamerad' when they were
being driven Into the Marne, but they
never came out.

Garroway was reported by the War
Department yesterday as being severely
wounded July 15 while fighting on the
western front. He Is one of three sons
of the family who have responded to the
cavil to arms In the cause of the Allies.
He and his two brothers fought side
by side In Russia before the demoral
Izatlon of the Russian army, but after
ward came to this country. When last
heard from his one brother, Meyer, had
been wounded while fighting on the Rus-
sian front, but the other brother, Joseph,
bad not been heard of In months.

Decorated for Bravery,
Harry Hamilton Devoe, who was

listed as severely wounded, recently won
a French war medal for bravery. Devoe
is a descendant of Alexander Hamilton
the noted statesman He enlisted when
he was 20 years old In the Fourteenth
Regiment, but was transferred to Com-
pany D of the 165th Infantry. The last
letter received by his mother, Mrs. James
Scharrer, 200 Cooper street, Brooklyn,
said: "Though they are trying mighty
hard, the Germans can't scare the Amer-
icans."

Samuel S. Suponltzky, 520 Qulncy
street, Brooklyn, wounded, was a ma-
rine. He Joined In Detroit In December,
1917 He is a graduate of Public School
No. 25, Kosciusko street and Sumner
avenue, Brooklyn, but later attended the
Detroit Law School. Previous to en-
listing he was employed In the post
Office at Detroit. In a recent letter home
he said. "I have been In the hospital
for fixe weeks. I was In a mlxup with
the Germans and received a slight
wound In the leg, but I will leave tha
hospital in about a week, so don't"worry

do with them. While at Camp Dlx
Adams and George Bean of Cranford,
N. J , became fast friends. On several
occasions Adams was a guest at the
Bean home, where he met his chum's
sister, Etta. She Is now Mrs. Walter
Dltzel, but before Adams went overseas
he said he would make .his will in her
favor and name her as lils next of kin.
He never mentioned the name of his
parents or where they lived,

A description of a raid participated In
by Private Edward Stoddert of Brook-
lyn was contained In a letter recently
to the wounded man's father, Frank
Stoddert, a retired detective. "Not long
ago," said tha letter, "I was fortunate
enough to bo selected as one of thirty
members of the company to raid the
German trenches and make special ob-

servation as to their location, During
the raid e captured six Germans and
brought them Into our camp. We se-
cured the desired Information from the
prisoners.

"Several days ago we participated In
a big battle and drove the Germins
back across the river. It was follo.v n,r
this battle that we were camouflaged
with black nnd started out We had
two hand grenades each, while the
officers carried pistols and trench knives.
We made good use of our rifles as well.
The German trenches were about 1.000
yards away. We crawled along closa
to the ground as we made our way
through tho barbed wire entanglements.
When we came close to tha German
lines, star shells continually Illuminated
the surrounding country. We kept our
selves concealed by remaining close to
the ground, it was near midnight wien
we started and as we were about to
lump Into th eenemy trench, a German
voked his head out and fired a shot at us,
However, we beat him to It.'

Stoddert Is 30 years old and lived at
157 Harrison fttneet, Brooklyn. Ho taw
service previously, when he was attatiiej
to the Fourteenth Infantry on the Mexi-
can border.

AT HEAD OF TROOPS

Body Uiimnrkcd, So Officer of
Former fiOtli Trouabiy Was

Shell Shocked.

FIRST TO CROSS OURCQ

Rose From Ranks rtnd VTns

Idol of Men Ornduntc

of Harvard.

Living up to the traditions of . th
Fighting Sixty-nint- Major James A.
McKcnna, Jr.. met the death of a sol-

dier when he was killed at the head of

his troops, the day the- Americans
crossed the Ourcq River on the Solssons-Rhelm- s

front. Not a wound or a bruise
Was found on the Major's body and so

It is believed he died of shell shock. He
was burled where he fell. In a spot In the
centre of tho great battlefield.

Major McKenna'a oft uttered wish,
that he might die In the servlco of his
country, was fully fulfilled. He was a
brave officer and a leader of men In the
true sense of the word. He was coura-
geous under all conditions nnd always
considerate of those he commanded. In
turn he was respected by the men In the
ranks, who said time and time again
they would follow their commander to
the deepest pit of hell.

Entered Seventh as at Private.
When the call for men for the army

was sounded McKenna, a practising at-
torney In New York city, responded and
was placed In the old 6cventh Regiment
aa a private. He had been In the army
only a short while when he was pro-

moted to the rnnk of Lieutenant. When
transferred to the Sixty-nint- h he was
made Captain, In charge of Company D,
When the Sixty-nint- h was increased to
meet the European standards and made
the cornerstone of the famous Forty-secon- d

Rainbow Division Capt. Mc-

Kenna was still In charge. Company D
was a portion of the First Battalion. In
charge of Major William J. Donovan,
who was mentioned recently for his gal-

lant part In the victory of the American
forces at Ourcq.

The men of Company D were all proud
of their leader. Capt. Jim. and he swore
by the battalion leader. Major William
Donovan. The men were waiting at
Camp Mills for the word to sail for
France, when Capt. McKenna said:

"Hill has promised us that If the
chance comes, and we think It will, of
getting Into action he'll let the officers
go to the front Instead of holding us
back In the trenches, as wo understand
they are doing over there now. We are
going over the tpo .with the boys. Bill
has given me his personal ubaurance of
this and I am going to France happy In
the knowledge that I am going to get a
crack at the Germans.

"I firmly believe that. I am not coming
back. There are a lot of boys here In
Camp Mills who will never see old New
York again. We are going Into the
fierce-i- t kind of fighting the world has
ever known and the boys of the Sixty- -
ninth are bound to live up to the tradi
tions of the regiment, which means they
will be In the thick of the scrimmage and
court ueu.n vwi aim n .isjui iui men
rountr's flag.
