DILLON ASSAILED

IN NOTE TO WILSON

Shnmo Expressed by Sir Ed-wo- rd

Carson nnd Others nt
Irish Dodging.

PHTESTS ALSO CRITICISED

Anti-Conscripti- iRts Accused
of Knving Committed

Treasonable Acts.

London. Auk. II. An address to
President Wilson, Intended as n reply
to tho message sent him by tho Dublin
Mansion House confer-
ence early In July, has been presented
to the American Embassy. The address)
Is signed by Sir Edward Carson, head
of the War Alms Commltteo and leader
of the Irish Unionist party; the Lord
Mayor of Belfast, the president of the
Uelfast Chamber of Commerce and the
heads of various Ulster organizations.

"At a time when all the free democra-
cies of the world have accepted the
burden of conscription as the only alter-
native to the destruction of free Institu-
tions and International Justice," tho ad-

dress soys, "It la easily Intelligible that
those who maintain Irelands right to
solitary 'nnd privileged exempMcn from
the same obligation should betray their
consciousness that an apology ts re
quired to enable them to escape con-
demnation at the bar of civilized and
especially American opinion."

Tho address goes on to say it Is Im
portant that the President and the
American people bo assured that the
document Is very far from representing
the unanimous opinion of Irishmen. The
minority ln Ireland, comprising from

h to one-thir- d of the popula
tion. It declares,, dissents emphatically
from tho views of John Dillon, chair-- ,
man of the Nationalist party, and his
associates, and has a keen sense of
shame that their country has not sub-
mitted to equality of sacrifice. It says
that almost every assertion of the Dub
Un message was a distortion or mlsrep
resentatlon of historical facts.

ITIatermen'a Devotion.
Ulstcrmen, forming the chief Indus

trial community, are as devoted to dem
oeraile freedom as their forefathers,
who supported Uie American war for
Independence, the statement continues,
and It argues that the experience of a
century has convinced them that the
Irish jfbople could not enjoy more com-
plete liberty than under tho present
union with Great Britain.

It denies that Ireland's political
etatus Is any parallel of small nations
oppressed by alien rule, and says home
rule would have been settled In 1016 If
the Nationalists had not opposed self
determination for Ulster.

"Most of the active opponents of con
scrlptlon are men who twice were de-

tected during the war ln treasonable
traffic with the enemy," the messao
asserts. "Their most powerful support
has Deen the ecclesiastics, who have not
scrupled to employ the weapons of spir
itual terrorism, which elsewhere In the
civilized world have fallen out of politi-
cal use since the Middle Ages."

Tho message ends with an expression
of regret that the Nationalists refuse
to lay aside domestic disputes to put
forth the whole strength of the country
against Germany.

Mansion House Meaaaare.
A despatch from Dublin under date of

July 3 said that the Mansion House
conference had given out

the text of Its mersage sent to President
Wilson through Ambassador Page In
London. The document recounted many
grievances of the conferees concerning
British mlsgovcrnment In Ireland. It
asked sympathetic Judgment from the
United States at a time when Great
Britain, the de-
clared, threatened to crush the Irish peo-
ple unless they consented to a blood tax
against the protests of their representa.
tlves.

The document emphasizes that
until the year 1900 the privilege of free
citizens to bear arms In had
always been refused to the Irish.

SUGAR LIE IS NAILED.

Food Administration Shotra Can-ada- 'a

Ilatlon la Less Than In C. S.
Special Dttpatch to Tas Sc.

Washinqton, April II. The Food Ad
ministration has nailed another Ho
probably spread as enemy propaganda.
This was tho report that Canada had
placed no restriction on tho use of sugar,
whllo the American people have been nut
on the "honor ration" of two pounds a
month, and that crossing the border
sugar could Do obtained In unlimited
amounts.

As a matter of fact, It was explained
by tho Kood Administration, the Canada
food board recently Issued a statement
cjlllng for a reduction of sugar con
sumption throuihout the Dominion to
one and a halt pounds a person each
month, half a pound less than the pres-
ent American "honor ration." The
Canadian authorities also have an-
nounced their intention of rigldlyon-forcin- g

the suqar regulations there. In
most cases whero violations have been
detected the punishment has been a Jail
sentence In addition to a heavy fine.

BDLGAR MONARCH

HAS A BREAKDOWN

Ferdinand Snid to Have Suf-

fered Mental and Physical
Collapse.

London, Aug. 11. A remarkable etory
reaches Amsterdam concerning the men-

tal nnd physical breakdown of King
Ferdinand of Bulgaria, who mysteriously
left Sofia two weeks ago. This gave rise
to reports that he Is endeavoring to open
peace negotiations with the Allies with a
view to getting nulgarta out of the war
provided certain territorial ambitions
could be guaranteed.

It now develops that the King Is at
Nouhelm taking treatment, according to
tho Amsterdam story, which says the
Klnir Is BerlouslyJJl. He has taken a
small villa and lives there Incognito In
care of a specialist In nervous and men-
tal diseases. It is said he has Buffered
severely during the last two years of
the war, owing to anxieties.

There has been n wide Increase In his
personal unpopularity at home and 4t Is
remarked that before he left Sofia he
was publicly Insulted on the street by
two elderly soldiers. This, coming on
top of similar Incidents, shocked him
deeply, and he was taken to his palace
In a state of physical collapse, Ever
since he Is said to have had crying fits.

It Is considered probable In Bulgarian
political circles that Crown Prince Doris
will be appointed Regent as soon aa
Parliament meet.
