CHEESE PIRATES PUT
UNDER BAN BY U. §.

Rules to Help Makers and Stop
Profiteering in Unma-
tured Stoek.

Reguiations designed 1o  steengthen
the cheese industry and to enable manu-
facturérs of forelgn types of cheese ¢
meet oh even terma renewed competition
from abroad after the war have besn
drafted by the United Stutes Food Com-
mission, It became known yesterda ..
Some rules were considered necessary, it
wu.n'id. because the Intense competti-
tion of jobbers for the jimited domestle
Fupply  Interfered weriously with fits
quality. v

Most Important of the regulations is
one which discourages buying ungraded
cheese.  Hereafter a dealer who buys

ungraded cheeas will be reguired to wsell
it at coet plus a certain apecifind margin,

Like other American Industries that
have been stimuwated by the lack of
forelgn competition since the beginning
of the war the cheese Industry hia
grown rapidly but hardly so fast as to
keep pice with the heavy demand. Con-
sequently jobbsars, on the alert for thelr
own business. have hought and sold
many of the betler varieties before they
were sufMclently matured.

“This has been notably true.” sald an
official of the Federal Food Board, “of
the round Swiss cheese manufactured
in parts of New York State. In the
scramble for the limited stock, dealers,
to make sure of getting the product of
the factories, have been huying earier
and earller and putting It in cold storage
before it had time to mature syMclently
to make proper grading of quality
possihle.**

Complainte of mialeading brands upon
patentad feedstuffs have bacome so fre-
quent that the State Food Commission
terided yesterday to require all manu-
facturers to stipulate the |ngredients in
all concentrated cattle fecds offered for
Bule In this State, Namen of the offend-
orw were not revealed, but it was made
clear that violators of this rule hereafter
may sgect no light punishment,

James B, Stafford, Erle county Food
Administrator, with several busineas men
frem Huffalo, conferred with officinls of
the Federal Food Board in an coffort to
aevise methods of eliminating delay in'
unloading perishable vegetables and
frults from cars affer arrival at thelr
destination,

According to Mr Stafford there has
been o serlous wustage of food in Buf-
falo due 1o congestion of freight trafle
and the consequent delay in unloading
food shipmenta The matior was finally
referred to the Usnited States Food Com-
mission with recommendations and re-
quests for Instructions
