New Jersey Officials Turn for
Clues in Several Camps

Near Railway.

BILK ROBBERS SUSPECTED

Chief Burko Says Fugitivo

the murder at Itahway. N. J., early
Thursday of Arthur I Kupfer and Miss

Edith Janny. his pretty nlneteen-year-ol- d

companion In an all night automobile
ride, the authorities last night com-

menced checking up all soldiers who
were absent on pass from the saijeral
army camps In that vicinity. The theory

that the double slaying was the work
of a Jealous lover, although not en-

tirely abandoned, has been forced Into

the background, perhaps temporarily, by
a, lack of any evidence upon which to

base It
The Inquiry has turned toward the

army camps as a result of Information
which came yesterday to Walter Hat-

field, Prosecutor of Union county. In

which the actual killing was done. Ac-

cording to reports received by him two
soldiers appeared at a garage In Elis-

abeth at 8 A. M. Thursday approxi-

mately five hours after the young man

and woman had been shot to death In

the cigar factory superintendent's au-

tomobileand sought to hire a motor
car to take them "perhaps" as far as
North Carolina." Although the soldiers
appeared to have plenty of money the
garage proprietor says he refused to per-

mit one of his cars to go such a distance
and they turned awny.

There has been a suspicion all along,
o the authorities say, that men from

army campa might have been responsible
for the crime. They point out that Kup-

fer might easily have been persuaded to
take men In uniform Into his car If
tie had met them along the road and
they had requested a lift, relying upon
their connection with the service as a
guarantee of their good character.

Several Camps Near Murder Scene.
Within easy distance of Rahway Is

the ordnance training camp at the Karl-ta- n

Arsenal in Metuchen. Camp Mor-ea- n,

at the Olllesple shell loading works.
Perth Amboy. and the base hlspltal at
Colonla, where there are from 60 to
100 men. The double shooting was done
with a revolver, such as is

used In the army. Chief of Police Burke
of rerth Amboy said last night.

Yesterday afternoon and early eve-

ning was spent by County Prosecutor
Slatneld, John A. dallatlan, chief of the
Union county detectives, and Chief
Burke and two of his men In going
over the route supposed to have been
traversed by Kupfer and Miss Janny
on the night of the murder. At the
end of the ride, which developed little
or nothing, there appeared a marked
divergence of opinion In the minis of
tiiamtvm nf the narty.

Detective Gallatlan accepted one fact
as fully established, he said. .This was
that Isaac Saxe, the Perth Amboy mer-

chant who left the couple at 10:50 P. M.
Wednesday night on their return from
Seldler'a Beach, had been enminaieu as
a possible factor in the crime. Saxe
i. affected by the tragedy. As
n result of conversation he had with his
brother in New York yesteroay, me

He declares that there
is no truth In a report that Miss Janny
recently received a threatening letter.

Suspects Silk Van Murderers
Chief Burke had no explanation to

offer last night as to why he had not
made the arrestB he announced Friday
nlrlit he expected to make yesterday.
Ills attitude has changed entirely and
Instead of continuing to work along the
.theory that Jealousy is the motive he
now asserts his belief tnat tne mur
derers were the men who held up a mo
tor van containing 40.000 worth of
silk, killed the chauffeur and later aban
doned the vehicle at Aldlne Wednesday
afternoon.

The motor van murder took place
about 3 P. M., between Somervllle and
Bound Brook, only a few mlleB from
Itahway. Tho van was left by the mur-

derers on the edge of a large tract of
wooded country In which there are but
few houses. Chief Burke has an idea,
rin says, that the three men who killed
the driver of the silk truck secreted
themselves In tho underbrush until
early Thursday morning, when they
appeared ' on the road Just
ns Kupfer and Miss Janny were
approaching In tho former's automobile,
It Is his idea that they either forced
Kupfer to take them Into his tonneau at
the point of a revolver or that they per
nuaded him to stop and take them on
board and carry them to Newark.

Kupfer. Burke believes, decided to run
for the llahway police station and turn
over his passengers to tne authorities
there. According to his present belief
the men sensed the situation when they
had reached the plnt on Milton avenue
In front of Dr. Frank Moores house.
killed Kupfer and Miss Janny and threw
the former's body out at once. Then
they sped away at top speed, depositing
the dead tdrl beside the road three miles
further on and eventually abandoning
the car entirely when one of the front
tires went flit

Apparently the one point upon which
Chief Burke bases his theory Is a state-
ment by Policeman John Skolsky. who
was nearly run down by the fleeing mur
derers when be attempted to stop them
In Linden, the next town to Rahway,

' SkoUky says that one of the fugitives
wore a light suit and a straw hat. It
didn't look to Skolsky like a soldier's
uniform. His description answers that
Itlven of two of the trio who held up the

'ullk van four or flva miles away the
previous afternoon.

Dr. Frank Moore said yesterday that
niter tne snooting tie saw a man get
out of Kupfer's automobile and drag his
body from the point where It had been
thrown to the curbing where he died a
lew moments afterward.

New Theory Is Ilroached.
Detective Sergeant James Thompson

or Rnhway entered the ring with still
nnoiner ineory yesterday. It Is his be-
lief that the shooting did not take plnco
in front of Dr. Moore's residence at all
mid that the supposed pistol shots heard
1 v the doctor were actually the explo.
rions of tho automobile- engine, which

fired Thonmson savs Kimr,

lie thinks, he says, that the residential
section of tho town Is unlikely to hava
been picked as the spot for the murder
when comparatively lonely stretches of
road wero eo near at hand.

Thompson supports his theory by
pointing to the story of Patrolman
James Lynch, who saw the motor car
speed past him as he was standing In
front of the Itahway Bank, a short dis-
tance from the Pennsylvania station afld
Dr. Moore's home. This was within a
few seconds of the time Kupfer's body
had been thrown from the automobile,
and Lynch says It back fired twice as It
passed him, the reports sounding exactly
like revolver shots. The motor car
slowed down, and, believing that It had
been stolen because, of the speed It had
been making. Lynch mounted his bi-

cycle and started, In pursuit But be-

fore he had, gone more than 160 yards
the automobile started again and passed
over tho bridge, back firing continually
until It waa out of sight and hearing.

The possibility that Kupfer and Miss
Janny had taken some one with them
when they left the Highland Park Inn,
run by Rudolph Oscarwald, at 1:15 A.
M. Thursday waa eliminated yesterday by
Oscarwald hlraaelfT He said he had
closed his establishment at midnight
and that the place was deserted when
the young couple started away.

Mrs. Oscarwald said Miss Janny was
greatly worried over the lateness of tho
hour and asked to be permitted to re-

main with her all night, sleeping In the
bungalow near the roadhouse. Mrs.
Oscarwald told the girl that It would be
better for her to go home no matter
what her mother might say than to
wait until morning and then appear.
showing plainly to the neighbors that
she had been out all night

7 ARRESTS HADE IN

'ROOF PROPAGANDA

Six Men and-- a Young Woman
Accused of Distributing

Seditions Literature.

A young woman and six men were ar
rested yesterday In a raid on an East
lOtllr street' house that Is said to have
been tho headquarters of the Bolshevik
group that has been distributing sedi-

tious literature. The raid followed an
"uprising'' that disturbed the Bast Side
Friday night and culminated in a riot
outside the New Star Casino In East
107th street.

For several weeks Government agents
have been trying to trace the source of
an apparently Inexhaustible flow of lit-
erature attacking tho President and the
policy of the United States toward the
Bolshevlkl. Hundreds of pamphlets
have fluttered from the roofs to lodge
among the people of the congested East
Side.

The raid on the 104th street apart
ment was made by. agents of the De-
partment of .Justice, military police and
a squad of Police Department detectives
attached to the Army Intelligence Bu
reau, inspector Tunney was In charge.

The police said that all the prisoners

came from Russia and that none has
been In this country more than eight
years.

Copies of seditious mmphlcts were
found as well as copies of Matt, an an
archist publication. The pamphlets were
printed In English and Yiddish. The po
nce say mey aiso iouna weapons ana
forged draft cards.

The prisoners were arraigned before
Samuel St. Hitchcock, United States
Commissioner, charged with conspiring
to violate the espionage law. They were
held In 110,000 ball each for a hearing.

Wardwell Dexter Won Cross
in Defying Barrage.

Another thrilling chapter was written
yesterday Into the fragmentary history
of the 165th Infantry, which has been
filtering back to this country from
France. This concerns the heroism of
Private Wardwell Dexter of Company
C, who during the engagement around
Chateau Thierry saved his company from
annihilation by dashing through a Qer
man barrage and bringing up reenforce- -
ments. Two messengers had been killed
In attempting the trip. Ho came through
the ordeal with his Ilfo and the Dls
tlngulshed Service Cross.

Dcxter's mother, Mrs. William Dexter,
of Nott and Ely avenues. Long Island
City, heard the story yesterday from

ualpln, top sergeant In her son s
company. Halpln returned to this coun
try recently with twelve other non-co-

mtssloncd officers from the 165rh to act
on Instructors and drill masters.

"We had taken a trench," Sergeant
Halpln told Mrs. Dexter. "I do not
know which one It was but we were
fighting around Chateau Thierry at the
time. The Germans tried their old game.
They laid down a tremendous barrage
and with heavy reinforcements were pro- -
paring to counter attack. It was die.
retreat or reenforcementa for us. We
did not wont to die, wo would not re
treat, so we sent for reenforcements.

"The telephone was out of order so
we sent one man. "Later we sent an-
other. Finally Dexter started out. He
found tho two. other men on the way
and later we burled them where they
lay. He made his way to the reserves.
When assured of reenforcements Dexter
started back to tell his officer that help
was on Its way. Wo held that trench.

LONG ISLAND COAL
DEALERS PROTEST

Charge Favoritism Toward
One Company.

A largely attended meeting of dis-
gruntled Long Island coal dealers was
held yesterday In the court house at
Mlneola to protest against alleged unfair
practices of the Fuel Administrator of
Nassau county In permitting a Long Isl-
and coal company to receive 200 cars of
anthracite. Resolutions were adopted
asking for an Investigation by D. W.
Cook, the Fuel Administrator for New
York State.

William N. Eano of William 8. Eane
ft Sons of Oyster Bay, said that one
company received 200 cars of anthracite
in April, whereas his own firm had been
unable to get a pound.

"It appears that tho Fuel Administra-
tor la actually soliciting business," he
asserted. "The people and the dealers
as well have to buy from one company
because there is no other coal available,
and the result Is that we dealers have'been almost frozen out of business."

J, W. Birch of Merrltt ald he wrote
to Irving C. Cox, Fuel Administrator of
Nassau county, asking aid In getting
coal, and received an answer In which
Mr. Cox advised him not to continue In
the buslnesa under, present conditions.

A general question put to the meeting
by w. 'll. urown of the Lone Island
Fuel Association, asking If any of the
members or tne dealers .association had
received any aid from the Fuel Admin
istrator, w met with a loud and ex-
plosive negative.

INSANITY SAVES 2

FROM DEATH CHAIR

Lunacy of Tair, in Cells for
Condemned, Discovered by

Sing Sing Doctor.

Conrad Hart of Brooklyn and Earl
Austin of Canandalgua. two convicted
murderers In Sing Sing, were taken from
the death house yesterday to an Insane
hr pltaL Both will eTcape the electric
chair.

The men owe their lives to Heut.
Amos O. Squire, U. S. N., official prison
physician, who during his visits sto the
condemned cells found ..they showed
traces of insanity. Dr. Squire so re-
ported to Gov. Whitman, who designated
Drs. Pilgrim. Kleb and Smith of various
State hospitals as a commission of alien-
ists to Investigate Dr. Squire's report.
They bore out what Dr. Squire said, and
the Governor commuted ootn pruoners
and ordered them removed to the Danne- -
,mora State Hospital at Dannemora
prison.

Besides being Irrational, Hart has
been growing weaker for months and
only weighed ninety-tw- o pounds when
moved, A whilo ago tms Governor
granted him a three months' stay when
It was reported that the murderer was
predisposed to tuberculosis and would
live only a short, time.

Hart was convicted of killing Mary V
Edwards In Kings county In September,
1917. Austin murdered n farmer and a
woman lit Ontario county a year ago,
Both slayers are 32 years old.

Magistrate Fines Two Men
Who Dodge Paying Fares.

TO BE EFFECTIVE SEPT. 16

Two Classes Will Bo Held
' Rigidly to Their Own

Routes of Travel.

In order to relieve the ever growing
congestion of traffic especially up arid

down torwn movements. It will be sepa-

rated Into two general classes, and each
class will follow distinct routes mapped
out by Police Commissioner Enright,
each class encroaching upon the other's
routes aa little as possible In the trans-

action of Its business. The now regula
tions are to bo tn effect starting 12:01
A. M. September 16. And the Interpre-

tation to be put upon them Is principally
"common sense," according to the belief
ot traffic officers old in tho service.

sense is to be used In executing them.

The men who have quit describe
themselves as locked out and my this
Ib not a strike but a suspension. I
don't know who locked them out unless
they locked themselves out, and the dis
tinction between a etrlke and a .suspen
sion. Is too subtle for me to grasp.

To this O'Brien replied that no de-

mands had been made upon the railroad
officials except that they recognize the
union and that they had refused to
recognize It.

"I understand." he declared, "that the
road plans to discharge 1,000 men be-
cause they belong to the union. About
1,000 have walked out ns a protest
against this attitude. It is a question
of recognition of the union, and If there
is a strike it will be becauws of the
determination of the men to uphold the
proclamation of President Wilson which
supports the right of employees to Join
a labor union."
