The late Austin Corbin was one of |
the ablest business man of his time. In

his eariiest days he was & real astale
(man, placing mortgagess on Weatern
farms and selling the loans to tarn
linvestors. In 1869 he establiahed »
banking firm in this city, His business
foresight was progerbinl ahd naver waa
he known to haved regretied his inveat-
ments. His business abllity gave him
wontrol of the Long Island Raliroad, and
It was whila president of thla company
that he purchased the Manhatian Beach

roperty, at the time nothing more than
mand dunes with a wonderful marine
putlook. His place at the head of the
Long Tsland system placed him In a po-
aition to know which way the “cat would
pump.” In other words, as president of
the Long Island road he had a belter
opportunity of knowing the iransit nesds
of New York and what would likely be
the direction of future development than
others.

There could be no greater assurance of
the future value of Manhattan Beach than
the fact that Mr. Corbln had thought well
of the property, because hé was ane of the
Ereatest investment experts in the feld
al the time. He eonaldered Manhatian
Beach one of the bLest Investments he
had ever made, and years after when it

was a groat resort he told friends that
the future of Manhattan Beach was one
of wonderful possibilities. Even in lia
early days as a summering place he ex-
pressed the view that the property would
aventually be the sita of one of the Anest
homa cofnmunities to be found along the
coast.

It was his original plan to davelop it
along the llnes of Tuxedo, with the
added attraction of the wide Atlantic
Ocean on one side and New York city,
only & short trip away ofy the Long 1al-
and Rallroad, which was the only transit
to the property at that time, on the
other side. Something swayed him from

this plan and the property was devel. |

oped as & summer seashore place. Ita
wonderful location at the edge of the sea
and so close to New York won it the
Patronage of the best people in the coun-
try. Just before the hotel was removed
Admiral and Mre Dewey summered
there. So did Col. Watterson, Senator
+Platt and & number of other well known
personages.

The opinion ls strong among Mr. Cor-
bin's friends that he would have carried
out his original plans had he lived, be
pause he conaldered the hotel develop-
ment & temporary one.

It is n question if he could have done
bhetter In developing the property along
residentinl lines than thoss who followed
in his footsteps. Manhattan Beach Es-
tates and its subsidiaries, which took
over the property from the Corbin es-
tate, appreciated the wisdom of the old
rallroad man, banker and Investment ex-
pert, that the proper development of
these ocean front mcres was along resl-
dential lines that would attract the best
people. ¥ '
