MONEY MARKET EASIER

Bpace Requirements May In-
duce Government to Mod-
! erate Restrictions.

Commandeering of bulldings In New
York, Philadeiphia, Boston and some of
the larger Intermediate cities has pro-
fAuced a general shortage of bulldings
bf about 45 per cenl, of which the shori-
age in New York alne is now about 33
per cent., according to the Dow Bervice
Dally Bullding Reports to-day.

Practically all of the bulldings com-
mandeered for war uses are Lhose hous-
ing heavy machinery, to which all strue-
turesn are not adaptable. The type of
bulldings that could be used for this
machinery are already in heavy requial-
tion by the Govrpment for storage pur-
poses, and as a result the trade looks
for at least a partial relinquishment of
restraint upon bullding construction
within the near future, probably by the
middle of winter.

Signs of the approach of a change In
this respect wers noticeabls Inst week
when conferences weéra held at the Bilt-
more regarding the application of recent
rulea to building materials. Barges re-
cently have been relinquished for work
putalds of Government requirements,
thus offsetting the recent order promul-
gated shutting off supplles of rand,
gravel and crushed stone for rallrogd
tars. In Boston, Philadelphin, Newark
pnd New York. and most of the Sound
ports it ia possible to obtain basic con-
grete Inpredlents and rough clay prod-
ucts by barge and scow, but until the
wvery recant past there has been much a
#emand for harbor bottoms that the
whole bullding Industry was threatened.
It is due to & realization of this menace
and (he retarding effect it would have
upon the war programme that arrange-
menta wers made to release more barges
for the rellaf of railroads and to permit
peclusary buflding construction to pro-
ceed

With practieally no space of any kind,
whether living, commercial, industrinl or
manufacturing, rentable to-day the best
opinlon in the trade seems to be that the
fnancial institutions will be given more
Iatitude In plating loans, especially since
the action ol J. P. Morgan & Co, in an-
pouncing its plan to make call loans, be-
ginning to-day, will relleve the financial
pituation conslderably, Investigation
phows that far sighted building material
men have been in close touch with the
pituation, and the sharp shift ig, bulld-
Ing material prices In anticipation of a
fdefinite movement at the week end s
conaidered significant.

Common Hudson brick strengthened to
F13 to $14 a thousand wholesale. This
represents the cost of ordinary bullding
brick laid in the finished wall at around
P30 a thousand, Second hand brick is
far below the demand, and it is sold In
this market to-day at $15 for loads of
1,600, where it i5 posaible to get the ma-
terial. There Is a large quantity of sec-
ond hand steel in the market suitable for
emergency constructlon work, largely
consisting of gliders used in the subway
construction work.

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BANKS READY FOR

- 4TH LIBERTY LOAN

National Institutions Hold
Less Than Half Billion of
All Three Formier Issues.

HAVE DIFFUSED BONDS

Own Resources Conserved to
Supply Commereial and In-
dustrial Needs.

Special Despateh to Tan fow.

Wasninoron, Aug. 26.—The national
banks of the country, which In the last
three Liberty loans handied §6,000,000,-
000 In subseriptions out of a total of
$11,828,000,000, are prepared In ex-
cellent shape for the forithcoming issue,
according to a statement to-day by
Comptroller of the Currency Willlama.

AL the end of June the national banks

held lesa than half a billlon dollars of
all three lssues of Liberty bonda Their
holdings were only 2.29 per cenL of thelr
total resources, and since that time the
situation has Improved stiil further.
Loans on Liberty bonds are likewise low.
The total June 29 was only $457,000,000,
or 1.58 per cenl. of total resources.

The bonds of the thres lssues have
been widely and thoroughly ascattared
among Investors. The effect of this dis-
tribution has been to leave tha resources
of the national banks free to supply the
commercial and Industrial needs of the
ecountry. Thay are in position to absorb
wuch an lssue at any time It is neces-
sary or desirable.

Have Kept Resonrces Liguid,

Meviewing the situation to-day, the
Complroller naid:

“Thise fgures Indicate clearly that
these banks have pursued A conservative
policy in keeping thelr resources in a
Bquld condition, have not overinvested
in Liberty bonds, but have performed an

dingly valuable service in effecting
a broad distribution among their cus-
tomers and to the public.

““The banks of the country are now in
a position to contribute largely of their
own resourced toward the purchase of
Liberty bonds If thare should ever be oc-
casion; but It Is hoped and belleved
that they will be able to continue suc-
cessfully their policy of alding In the
wide difusion of the Liberty loans
among the people, rather than Of buy-
Ing them for thelr own acrount.

“The bonds of the three Liberty (ssues
owned by national banks June 28, 1918,
exclusive of bonds they had sold or
contracted to sell, Included $62,2%0,000 of
3l per cent. bonds, $272,016,000 of 4
per cent. and §74 513,000 of bonds of
the third issue. In addition to these
the natlonal banks also reported hold-
Ings of 618,766,000 of United Siates
short term certificates of Indebtedness.

Country Bawks Hold Most.

"It Is noteworthy that the net amount
of Liberty bonds of the third issue re-
tained by all national banks in the New
England States {s only $4,015,000, The
amount retained by all national banks
in the Eastern Btates. including New
York and Philadelphla, is only $55.445.-
000 ; Southern Stales §6,162,000, middle
Elaten §7.254,000.

*The nationsl banks In the West-
ern States have In the aggregate dis-
posed of an amount equal to all that
they subscribed for, and the net balance
of the third loan kept by natlonal banks
in the Pac!fic States was only $2,229,000

"The nel amount of Liberty bonds of
all three Issues retalned by natlonak
banks in the central reserve citles was
reported at §113.085.000, In other reserve
cities 385,172,000 and In the country
banks $210,582,000. The country na-
tional banka hold $12,825.000 more Lib-
erty bonds than the combined holdinge
of the national banks In all reserve and
central reserve clties.”
