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CHURCH CHEERS
DEMANDTO KILL
GERMAN CHIEFS

Dr.Matthews Would Isolate
Nation From Remainder
of World fer 10!1 Years.

NO SEAT AT PEACE TABLE

Banish Kaiser and Court-mar-
tial and Shoot Authors of
Sea and Land Crimes.

Btald old members of the conservative
Fifth Avenus Presbyterian Church stared
in amasement yesterday as applause
and cheers greeted the mowt heated pul-
pit attack on the Kalser and Germany
that had been made in this city eince
the beginning of the war. They were
no restrained evidences of approval. The
auditors volced thelr feslings with all
of the fresdom that would have marked
a political meeting In & campaign de-
signed to stir the poplir passions.

Astonlshment was openly expressed
at the unusual scene, A New York eider
sald that the congregation was mads up
of visitors frem the West and South, and
that It was the out of town elemant that
had shaken the traditions of the instiu-
tion to their very foundation.

The Rev. Mark A. Matthews, D. D, of

Beattle, Wash, a minister of national
rapute, delivered the sermon that set the
vaulted arches ringing with applause.
He spoke of the peace terms that the
Allles should Impose upon Germany,
coneigned the Kalser to exlle, shut Ger-
many off from relations with all the
world and demanded the execution of
Clerman leaders. ‘The speaker called
yprofiteers  “infamous traltors” who
“ought to be court-martisled and shot."

Must Be No Negotiated Peace.

Preceding the peace terms of the Al-
lles, ten in number, the preacher gave
what he called four preliminary sugges-
tion®. They were:

“Every peace proposal heretofore
suggesied has been German made re-
wardless of the plous or uniform lipe or
pens through which It has been flltered.

“There shall never be a negotiated
peace, nor shall the Insidious propa-
ganda for a negotiated peace be consid-
cred.

"“The Vatican shall not have & seat at
the peace table, It has no right to such
reat unless it were frankly to admit that
it I8 one of the belligerents; If on the
#ide of Germany—{or that reason and
for othern, it shall never have a seat at
the peace table, It is not an interme-
diary, cannot be, has no right to be
claimed as such,

“Germany shall be crushed and made
to submit to terma of peace dictated to
her by America and our Allles. The
German peopls are just as much to
biame as the Kaiser and his war lords
Therefors, there shall be no peace except
that which follows absolute victory and
the establishment of righteousness.’’

The peace terms prepared by the
minister wera:

“1. Germany shall not sil at the psace
table. She has forfeited every right to
it at a table where pentlemen of In-
tegrity and honor preside. She may
wiatch the proceedings at the peace
tahle from her seat In the cage of cul-
prita.

Would Mhoot German Genarale.

“2. The peaca table shall ba preceded
By the court-martial in order forever to
prevent Germany or any other nation
from committing outrages which Ger-
many has commitled. We must frst
ascertaln from Germany the command-
fng oMcer in charge of the submarines at
the time of the sinking of the Lusitania.
He must be court-martialled and shot.
Who were the officers In command when
Red C'rosa boats were destroyed, hospi-
this bombed, nurses killed and Belgium
raped? These commanding oMcers must
be court-martialled and shot Every
officer in command of a division or corpe
and who had authority to order or to
prevent the outrages committed must be
vourt-martialied and shot.

"3 Germany wshall surrender Ther
sword, demobilize her army and sur-
render her navy,

‘4. Germany shall restore Balgium, re-
pair every injury and repay, in adeguata
finunclal compensation, for every ruin
ehe has wrought. She must raefurn
Alsace and Lorraine, free Poland, re-
store Rumanis, Serbin and all parts of
Ttaly and France injured or held by her.
8he must relinquish all claims on Russia
and restore to Russia everything claimed
in the recent farcical treaty! with Russia

“h. Bhe shall relinqulsh all hopes of
again p ing her . Palestine
and Asia Minor shall be free of Germany
and the bloody Turk. Constantinople
and the Dardanelles shall be freed from
all German and Turklah powsr. They
ehall be free to all the world.

Muast Do Penance for 100 Yearns,
"R Germany shall live on hersell,

within herselfl and to herself. She shall
remaln In [solation, In sackcloth and
ashes for a hundred years. Bhe shall

not have during that period entrance tn
the political and commercial league of
nations

"7 8he shall be cut off from the com-
mercial confldenca of the world, She
#hill not be recognized as a trader
among the civilizsed natlons. Any mer-
chant or any person, a citisen of this
Government or of our allled Govern-
menis, who buys an article made in Ger-
many for the next hundred years ought
tn be court-martinlled and shot na a
traitor to humanity and righteousness,
Tt is & crime against humanity for a
person to trade with an oytlaw,

"K. Germany shall submit to a pro-
tectorate over her mind and consclence
for an indefinite period—at least for
twenty-five years, or untll we have
tralned the mind of & new generation
Germany organizged her present murder-
ous mind through her universities, She
must be waved from herself, and for the
world's mafety,

“8. The Kalser shinll be exiled to some
Innely iale, there to spend the rest of his
lite, and be permitted to read only ltera.
tire which tells of the success, triumph,
teace and prosperity of America and hepr
Allies,

10, The sean ghall be free, The world
thall enjoy liberty. Militariam shall be
crushed and representative, righteous
gavlchrnment shall be estabiished on the
earth™

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|COAL PRICE RISE IS
LEAST IN LIST OF 50

Anthracite On 25.2 Per
Cent, Up in Four Years.

Prices of ffty sommodities for the
firat three months of 1018, compared
with prices of the same commodities in
pelected moanths of (the four preceding
yenrs, published by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics, show that anthraclte coal
made the smallest advance, 252 per cent
Anthracite prices were taken In March
for comparison, but it s sald that if the
summer prices had been used a galn of
only 20 per cenl, would have bsen shown.

For the four years the labor cost of
anthracite coal proddcslon advanced
about 70 per cent, and the total operat-
Ing cost 64 per cent. The actunl margin
on each ton would be 2 cents less In
1918 than in 1914 by these figures,

Of the fifty commodlities only one
showed & decline In price In March, 1918,
compared with 1914. Potatoes declined
42.8 per cent, from $121 a bushel in
1914 to 78 cents & bushel In March, 1018,
Wheat advanced 142 per cent. Corn-
meal has advanced from July, 1914, to
March, 1018, 241 per cent. Milk has
gone up 160 per cent.; butter, 84.1; eggs,
55.6; sugar, 73.0; hog products, 161; salt
pork, 124; fresh meats, 45 to §5.

Among mineral and metal products
the largest advance was in furnace coke,
& gain of 200 per cent. since July, 1914,
Bituminous conl advanced T0.5 per cent

Chestnut coal was taken for the com-
parison of anthracite prices. 1t ad-
vanced from §5.24 In July. 1914, to §6.56
A ton in March, 1918, or 25.2 per cent.

ABOUT 500 MEN OUT
ON THIRD AV. LINES

Bronx and Westchester Trol-
leymen Discuss Wisdom of
Joining the Strike.

SBunday traffic on the lines of the Third
Avenus Rallway Company affected by
the mtrike of motormen and conductors
moved without confusion yesterday and
with such slight curtallment in the num-
ber of cars operated that the existence of
the strike was scarcely perceptible to
passengers. Nevertneless, ths strikers—
estimating thelr own numbers at not
leas than 500—had lost none of their en-
thusiaam and asserted optimistically
that thelr ranks would be swelled notice-
ably to-day.

A meeting attended by betwean 600
and 700 employees of the company was
held In the afternoon at Lyceum Hall,
Third avenues and Elghty-sixth street.
So far the sirike has affected the com-
pany's lines only In Manhattan, but at
least half of the men at the meeting
ara employed by the company on Bronx
and Waestchester subaldiaries of the
Third avenue system, It I8 from among
these operatives that the strikers hope
to swell their ranks, but a strike vote
for the Bronx and Westchester employ-
ees was not taken yesterday.

Addresard by Union Officers.

The meeting was presided over by
Patrick J. O'Brien, second vice-president
of the Amalgamated Amsoclation of
Sireet and Electric Rallway Employees.
Unlon officers from Chicago, Boston,
Philadelphia and other cities also were
in the hall, along with Louls Fridiger,
the amsociation’'s counsel. Mr., O'Brien
sald the meesling was more of a “get
together’” gathering than anything else,
nt which the men talked over the situm-
tlon. He said reports showed that 500
employees of the company had quit work
#nd that there was a strong probabllity
of |mportant developments to-day re-
garding the Bronx and Westchester op-
eratives. However twenty-five employ-
ees came from Westchester yesterday
and worked on the 125th street crosa-
town line.

Mr. O'Brien smald the strikers agreed
to that, since the men had consented to
do the work so that the public would
be Inconvenlenced as lttle as possible.
Oin other llnes virtually the normal Sun-
day sohedule was maintained, nnd there
was little or no congestion anywhere.
No trouble of any kind was encountered
by the company, and the only =ignk of a
otrike were about the company's barns,
where the usunl police guard was maln-
tained.

Huff Appeals to the Men,

. W, Huff, president of the Third
avenue system, Issued the following
statement to his men yesterday :

“During the last few days some of you
have agaln been disturbed by the same
group of oulslde agitators who two years
ago sought to force thelr organization
upon the employees of this rystern and
s0 disastrously forced many good men
out of their positions. Thelr attempt at
reorganization in The Bronx two months
ago falled. These same men under the
cloak of the war situation are again try-
ing to force you Into that same organi-
zation, controlled by them.

“*The principlea and policles announced
by the President of the United States,
the Department of Labor and the Na-
tional War Labor Hoard fully protect
¥ou In your right not to join the organi-
zatlon of these outside agitators and
fully protect the company In Its right
not to recognize them and thelr organi-
Eation.

“These men, through this attempt to
force thelr organization upon you, are
attempting to reinstate in thelr former
positlons the men who lost these poai-
tions In the strike of two years ago.

“We realize and fully appreciate the
loyalty which has prompled you to stand
by the company and we shall protect
vou to the fullest extent agalnat being

forced Into an organization by these
men."”

BAD MEN'S FOR GETS
JUSTICE KT GRAVE

“Single Lapse™ in Amiable
Career of Eli Lucas Is Ex-
plained by Friends.

GUN READY FOR CHEATS

Won Fame in Black Belt for
Driving Oat Tin Horn Sports
and Gamblers.

In slmple justice to Ell Lucas, de-
ceased, It must be conceded that Eil at
the very last was "done wrong."" A bad
man was Eli, beyond doubt, but a be-
loved bad man—a prolecior of the op-
pressed, a defender of the weak, an
enemy Implacable of the wicked.

With Ell gone all Harlem was looking
for One-Eye Lemmon (6 swagger up
Lenox avenus yesterday, freah from the

exile that hud been the decree of the ric-
parted, but that did not prevent Kl
Lucas from having a funeral that will
be long remembered In Afro-American
clreles,

Outalde the Elks Home, 137th street,
was fairly black with mourners from
Beventh avenue to Eighth, while Coun-
melor Frank Wheaton and Editor Toby
Tobias were preaching sulogies oddly at
variance with the tone of the obltuaries
and when Ell started for the cemetery
out Long Island way no less than sev-
entean pombre hacks formed his roriege.

This outward show of respect went
clear down. Hefore El was In his grave
hin friends had organized a press com-
mittee and were at work to rectify any
Impression which may linger with the
public that Ell Lucas In the Nlesh was &
person given to wanton destruction of
life, limb and property,

It was not denled that Eli had shot a
couple of policemen, but It was pointed
out that this was & single lapse In an
otherwise amiable career.

Just m Little Too Mueh Gin.

"AL the time,” explained Pete Jackson,
& leading members of the Elks' Home
and chairman of the Ell Lucas justifica-
tion committes, “Ell waas fuller of gin
than he should have been. 1 won't say
he didn't know what he waa dolng, but
anyhow they were trying to arrest him,
and what would he naturally do when
he had a gun himself? It was a falr
Aght—El always fought fair.”

Aside from this single quarrel with
the law, It was pointed out, Ell had al-
ways been Its upholder, perhaps not
working entirely in conjunction with the
authorities, bul at least following the
same lines.

“You can mark my worda® sald
Chairman Jackson. “There'll bs more
bad black men In New York from now
on than there ever was when Ell Lucas
was allve, Ell was bad men's pisen.
When he was around hs waa the only
bad man in town. The others just nat-
urally drifted away,

“You see, El had a gift. He could
draw a gun faster than any man that
ever lived—unless may be this Zed
Hasleton that finished Ell up at Bara-
togn.

“The ordinary man that could draw
a gun as quick as Ell would fust met
down and take It easy, but Ell Lucas
wasn't that kind. Instead of belng plain
bad he kept right on about his businens,
following the races and In off seasons
doing what he could for himself with
tha bones and the cards

“There wan a lot of talk about El
sticking up the winners, but there is
& Jot more to that than was told. The
truth Is that Ell used to be msent for
whenever a crooked biack man from
eul of town would ring in educated
bones or readers and commence to acl
up. As soon as Ell got word he'd drop
around and draw down on the cheater
and frisk him for his takings. What
Ell did with the money depended on
how his own luck wan If he was low
he would keep it. If he was flush he
would parcel it out to the losers. No-
'I]:.:dy ever cared much, because Ell was

L

Helped Himaelf Occanionally.

“"Playing square like he did Ell would
get cleaned out as often as not, but
I never heard of him taking money
without asking for L. Of course If
the house wouldn't run him a tab he'd
out with his gun and help himself once
in a while But pretty generally his
credit was good

"I've ween bad men from Pittaburg
and Philadelphin and the South take
one look at Ell after he'd been called
to attend to ‘em and just disappear.
Ell was a man that never pulled n
bluff. and he looked it. When he told
anybody to get ready there sho' was
something to get ready for.'

€1l Lucas, sald Chairman Jackson,
wasn't the husky he has been described,
He was of di heigh lender and
of such general Insignifcance physically
as to be dependent In all altercations
on his “gift."

It is further categorically denied hy
the press committee that the release of
Ell from Sing Sing after the stretch
resultant from' hin differences with the
pollce in Johnny Jones's place in West
Thirty-second street twelve years ago
had any connection with Johnny's demlse,
Instead of committing suicide when he
heard of Ell's coming out party, Chalr-
man Jackson says, Johnny Jones “Just
plain died. "

GOMPERS IS ON WAR
MISSION TO EUROPE

Will Fight Radicals Who Fa-
vor Compromise Peace.

It wams announced last night that
President Samuel Gompers of the Amer-
lean Federation of Lahor s on his way
to Europe to oppose the radical elements
and wsoclallsts of Europe favoring an

immediate compromise peace with Ger-
muny. Gompers will make efforts 1o get
as mafly radicals as possible to Indorse
in its entirety the Wilson win the war
programme &s indorsed by the conven-
tion of the American Pederation of
Labor, '

The following oMclal announcement
was made last night: “President Gom-
pers is now on his way to Europs to
confer with tbhe Britiah Trades Union
Congress and the International Labor
Conference of the Allles on the war for
the purpose of opposing the plan of
Arthur Henderson, the British labor
leader and others to elect 400 labor
men (o Parllament and make Henderson
Premier for the purpose of effecting a
speedy peace with Germany. The social-
Iste and radicals of Germuny are also in
favor of a speedy termination of the war
as are the Bolshevikl of Runssia

“Mr. Gompers Is pledged to carry aut
the plans of the Wilson Administration
an favored by the Amerlcan Federatlon
of Labor to end the war only when Ger.
many has been completely defeated

“The socialist and the peace agltation
of the radicaln in Europe generally will
have to bs opposed with the greatest
determination In the opinlon of the
American Federation of Labor, and Mr
Gompers s eager (n ecooperate with
President Wilson in making the war
against Germany an overwhelming vie-
tory Instead of a4 compromise peace at
any price proposition,”

Permita for tha erection of motion
picture bulidings and equipment for new
theatrea will be refused during the war
In eonneetion with the actlon of the
prioritles committes of the War Indus-
tries Board In placing the motion pile-
tura Indumtry on the list of essantial
enterprises, announcement of which has
Just bean made

Each member of the Industry will ba
obliged to pledge himwelf (o discon-
tinue all non-essential production and
eliminate wasteful methods. OId Aims
are (o be scraped and retn*ned to the
manufacturers and used again. To mave
chemicals only one nagative of a single
picture Is to be made unless it s for
export, when two will be permitted.

Under the ruling only one camera
may be used in shooting the same scene
and the practice of some directors of
making from 30,000 to 40,000 feet of
film for a Ave reel pleture was ordered
dincontinued.

CLUES IN DOUBLE
MURDER CASE FALL

New Jersey Authorities Admit
Their Work Has Been
Fruitless.

Yesterday saw just one “development’
in Rahway's fCour-day-old automobila
murder mystery. Edith Janny, whose
moonlight motor trip with Arthur L.
Kupfer Wednesday night ended In death
for bath, was buriad at Perth Amboy.

As Kupfer's had been, the girl's
funeral was one In which pmctically the
whole town participated. Again Chief
Burke of the Perth Amboy police, who
known his Lombross, was a vigilant
mourner, but If the murdereras were
drawn back for a last look at their han-
diwork they escaped the Chief's aye.

Authoritles of Unlon and Middlesex
countles, who are collaborating on the
Investigation, admitted after the funeral
that thelr work to date has bheen with-
out result Every clue they have fol-
lowed ham dissolved at the end of the
trall, and they will start afresh to-day
with nothing more tangible than an as-
sortment of theories and guesses as
broad as all New Jersey.

“"Except for the fact that we know
Kupfer and Miss Janny were at the
Highland Park Inn untll after 1 o'clock
Thursday morning, we are no further
along than we were when the bodies were
found,” sald John A. Galatian, chlef of
the Union county detectives,

“We know that Kupfer's car covered
the twenty-two miles between Highland
Park and Rahway In Afty-two minutes
or thereabouts, and that thers was no
time for more than a brief stop. Not a
single person has been found who saw
the machine between these two pointa,
B0 there |s no way of telling what roads
were taken.

“At the same time there s no doudbt
that whoever shot Miss Janny and Kup-
fer was in the car with them. If the
murderer was known to Kupfer the
chances are that the car passed through
Perth Amboy and that the passenger or
passengers were picked up there.

“On the other hand it is just as prob-
able that Kupfer was stopped along the
road by strangers who forced him to
give them a lift. However, we are
checking up on all Kupfer's acquaint-
ances in Perth Amboy. If we find one
of them who might have had reason to
En over to Rahway early Thursday
tmorning and catch a train on the
Pennaylvania main_ line we may be
able to line up a motive.”

Thus far the motive for the murders
Is a8 much a mystery as the manner of
the shooting. Blood at the rear end of
the left fender leads Galatian to belleve
that Miss Janny and Kupfer., who was
superintendent of the big Robert Burns
Cigar Factory at Perth Amboy, were in
the réar seat when they were shot

While it is agreed by Dr. Frank
Moore and Constable Skolsky of Linden
thut the men they saw In the murder
car were civilians, the police have not
abandonad the theory that Kupfer might
have plecked up a couple of saldlers on
the road. They are still checking up on
soldlers who might have been on leave
at the time of the tragedy.

If those who did the shooting were
strangers to Kupfer and Miss Janny,
the crime wwould appear =0 wanton as
to have been Inspired by drugn Be-
lieving that men in the base hoapital
detachment at Colonla, near Rahway,
might have acceas to narcotic supplies,
Prosscutor Walter L. Hetfleld of Unlon
county visited Colonia Inst night to con-
fer with the commanding ofMcer there,

1In
Russaia, however, alightly different
methods ware used and the propagandsa
was tempered to sult the moclalistic
tendencies of the Bolshevikl. There the
atories were to the effect that the labor-
ing classes (n Germany were gaining
the upper hand and about to overthrow
ths Kalser and hin Junker advisers,
and that a soclalistlc form of Govern-
ment was on Its way.

Fitted Newa to Aundience.

Reallzing that the mass of thinking
Americans were opposed to socialism
and its tenets, the Kaiser and his
agents, according to Mr. Becker, pur-
posely allowed news despatehes to be
aent out of Germany Indicating merely
that the autocratic form of govern-
ment was on the toboggan and that =
democratic form of government was im-
pending.

Mr. Becker's ennclusions are based
chiefly on the testimony of CGeorge T.
O'Dell, former correspondent in Berlin
for the Evening Mail, author of a series

of articles which appeared in the Eve-
ning Mail, and wore syndicuted by the
news service which that paper muln-l
tinined. !

O'Dell was one of the group of news- |
paper eorrespondents who salled for Ber- |
lin with Ambassador Von Bernstorff
afier the Iatter had received his conge
from this Government. O'Dell remained
in Berlin three months, after which he
went to Stockholm, later returning to
this country. Hin trip cost the Evening
Mail about §20,000

('Dell admitted on cross examination
that articles in which he pictured the
rising sentiment in facor of democracy
In Germany were not enly passsd by Dr
Roediger, the official censor of the Ger-
man Formgn OMce, but were writien
partly from material furnished by so-.
called leaders of German thought. 1o
one of whom the censor had segt him

Data From Kalser's Hanker.

Among these “leaders” was Herr von
Gwinner, head of the Deuytsche Hink and
the Kaiser's finuncial adviser. Had Von
Gwinner given out the information em-
hodied in the articles without the sanc-
tion of the Imperial German Govern-
ment. ha would probably have been tried
for treason. P

On cross-examination O'Dell admitted
that when he lstened to the firesident
of the Deutschs Fank he was “listening
to the voice of the Kalser.'

Neverthelesa he cabled three of the!
staries to this country, apparently with
the active assistunce of Dr  Roediger.
who advised the use of the cable rather
than the wireless. That was after the
United States has severed dlplomatic
relations with Germany but before the
actyal declaration of war. The remain-|
der of the articles were written hy
O'Dell after he had returned to this|
couniry and after the United States had |
entered the war

Dir. Roedlger's reasons for preferting |
the cable to the wireless, Mr Becker
declares, was that the articlea if pent|
Ly the latter ‘method might Aind their|
way directly ints Russia and Spain.!
where the ldea was belng disseminated !
that the tendency in Germany was
toward a soclalistic ruther than n demao-
cratic form of Government. 1

“AL this very time,” ways Mr Becker, !
“which wns eariy In the fall of 1517,

the news being sent out of Germany to
Russia was (o the effect that the Ger-
man [abor classes were about to rise
up and overthrow the middle classes,
asn well as the Prussian Junkers ‘This
kind of alleged news was not what was
wanted for circulation in England and
the United States, whereas, 11 was evi-
dently believed by the German Forelgn
Office, that the Information whieh
would be readily welcomed and be-
lieved by the people here was that the
middle and lower classes would over-
throw the power of the Junkers and
establish a democratic and not a social
revolution

Conld Nlame England,

“If the news pent by cable finally fl-
tered back Into Russla and Spain, tler-
many could easily olalm that the Eng-
lish, through thelr control of the cable,
falsiffed the news

“The purpose of allowing such news
to g0 out of the country evidently was
simply ta convincs the Ameriean poople
that no great mititary effoert was neces-
sary, because the war would soon be
won by the overthrow of Kalserism and
the democratization of Germany 1t
would seem that the distingulshed pro-
fessors and leaders of the German Im-
perial Gavernment were expressing views
for consumption in foreign countries In
accordance with the general scheme of
German propaganda In these' countries.”

When O'Dell left for Europse he was
armed with letters of introduction from
Dr. Edward A. Rumely, former manag-
ing editor of the Evening Mail, who s
under Indlctment for perjury alleged to
have heen committed In an Attempt to
conceal the fact that the Mail was really
owned by the fierman Goverument, The
introductions were to I'rof, Gaevernitz
of Feriburg Unliversity and Dr Koerts
of Heldelberg., After his arrival in Ber-
lin, it is alleged, he soon connected with !
Dr. Moediger, who, O'Dell admits, was
one of his enier sources of Information

“It appears,” says Mr. Decker. “that
O'Dell akso had a numher of Interviews
with alleged leaders of thought In Ger.
many, smoug them representatives of
the so-called Liberal party which, nomi-
nally at least, favors electoral reform to
Himit the power of the Prussian Junkers.
However, the whole of O°'Dell's experi-
ence seems to Indleate that the ostens|.
ble views of these Goerman leaders were
Allowed to pass out of Germany by the
German censarship undoubtedly for the
purpose of propaganda

“There wis at least one artlcle sotting
forth a strong democratic tendency In
Germany. O'Dell states thut Dr, Roedi-
ger was very desirous of having an artl-
ele of that kind go out, and to enahle
him to write such an article he gave him
o letter of Intraduction to Dr. Heekscher,
a member of the Relchstag

“After O'Dell returned to the 1'nited

Biaten In November, 18917, he prepared ay Nrooklyn

throughout the United Biates. The ml-_
terial for thems articles was largely
pumped inta O'Dell by Prof, Gasverniiz
and Dr. Roediger. They pointed out the
imminence of a revolullon In Germans
by which the Kalser would be over-
thrown, and they go so far as 10 Ray
that the war is unpopular In Germany.
that tha =reat masaes, Including the
smalier traders, hut not the big business
men, regard the wAr as lmﬁhlnlnhrml
thrust upon them by the Junkers

From the testimony It seems that his
articles precipiated somewhat of A row
in the Inner sanctum of the Mail itself
Virgil V., MeNitt, the manager of the
Aail myndicate, under examination de-
clared that he strongly questioned the
propriety of publishing the articlen u'nd
Indignantly refused to print them ZIor
rale to newspapers throughout the coua.

MeNitt Did Not Push Sale.

“This," says Deputy Attorney-(ieneral
Hecker, “aroused the anger of Dr
Rumaly, who Insisted upon their being
very widely clreulated, However, MeNitt
did not push them much and they did
not recelve the expected clrculation, al-
though they were published In full in
the Mail, }

“The examinaWon of O'Dell and
MeNItt, " continues the Deputy Attorney-
General in his summary of the case,
“raipes the curtain on the subtle m'eth-
ods of the German Forelgn OfMce. Vari-
ous alleged leadars of thought through-
oul Germany are mare puppetd, -:'hn are
expected to disseminate their’ views
throughout the world whenever the For-
¢lgn Office pulls the strings. That they
fuifil  these expectations Is clearly
demonstrated by the testimony of O'Dell,
Willlam Bayard Hale, George Sylvester
Viereck and even Dr. Humely himself, so
that rorrespondents of foreign newspa-
pera In Germany consclously or as dupes
of the Forelgn Office acted as the me-
dium to spread Cerman propagandn

“The truth Is that these corraspon-
dents, knowingly or unknowingly. per-
formed the very mervice that the Kaiser
and his advisers had planned. It is not
ton much to say that the effect of Ger-
man propaganda came near meeting with
success In the United States”

Different Story to Lansing.

In contrast to his articles, O'Dell, ac-
cording 1o Mr. Becker, told Becretary
Lansing that it wax all right to g3
ahead with the political offensive againet
Germany, but it would require an army
of 4,000,000 to beat her. ©On the witness
stand rpe also asserted that he belleved
It was necessary to fight Germany as a
nation until it was completely defented.

“Didn’t you expect thal your state-
ments would be regarded by the Ameri-
can people us evidence of conditions In
Germany ' he was anked,

*“Why, I hoped s, or 1 wouldn't have
written them,” was the reply.

Q. 1 am emphasizing the word over-
throw (n this question? A. 1 think you
would have 1o take the word overthrow
In connection with physically deoing
awny with the Kalser,

Q. Exactly? A. And in that case, no,
I don’t think so, but if you take it in
the other sense, tn the sense of taking
awnay his powers as an autocrat, yes

Q. Wa# it true that all but the big
Industries were aligned in the struggle
ngainst Knlserism? A, 1 was told that
by Prof. Carroll and by one of tha vice-
presidents of the Deutache Bank.

Q. Weren't you 1ald that for consump-
tion In America so as to cut down our
military effort® A. 1 didn’t think so.

Q. Didn’t you know that the Deutsche
Mank was practically an auxiliary of
the German Government, made so be-
cauee of the war? A. Yes

Q. Then you knew when you were lie.
tening to  this vice-presldent of the
Deutsche Bank that you were listening
to the volce of the Kalser? A. Yex

Suspicions Not Aronesed.

Q. Do vou belleve that it is up to s
to fight the (German people ar well as
the German Kalser now? A, 1 think It
i up to us to fight them as a nation
unt!il they are licked.

Q. 1 should think that when you saw
peaple lltke the vice-president of the
Deuteche Bank and Dy Roediger of the
Forelgn OMNce trying to push articles
that told about an uprising agalnst the
Kalser vou would have been suspicious?
A. No, 1 must have glven you Lhe wrong
imprexsion

The Iimpression prevails (n the
United Siates that the professors In the
universities and the officers of banking
Institutions as well an all the holders of
public officea practically form part of the
German war and propaganda machine
and that what they say has some rela-
tion to a general purpose; do vou think
that in correct? A. T think It is over-
stated. 1 don't think they all do. ¥
think some of them do, of course

Q. Now dldn't Reedlger send you to
Heckscher to get radical talk for this
very purpose of German propaganda?
la not that perfectly plain? A It wans
A radical talk, but 1t was not as radical
as [ could say after I got out of Ger-
many.

Q Roediger rent you to Heckeeher—
wasn't that for the purpose of getting
as radieal an article as Roediger would
