Dr. von Mach waa executive chair-

man of tho organization. Mr. Becker
ays he founded It. Its letterheads boro

a long list of names of well known per-aon- s.

with the assertion that they were
members. Mr. Becker charges that the
names of two active members were
withheld from all publicity. These, he
rays, were Dr. Edward A. Rumely,
forrner publisher of the Evening Mall,
nnd Bernard Rldder of the Staatt-Zellun- g.

Mr. Becker says Rumely and Rldder
were named ns members of the organ-
isation by Homer H. Ladd. a young
pacifist whose principal duty at the
Woolworth Building offices appears to
have been to lend his name to

propaganda sent to News-

papers all over the country. These let-

ters were signed "An Indignant Anglo-Saxo- n

American" and similarly.
Miss Elizabeth Ross, a young woman

of American birth but German ante-
cedents, was Mr. Becker's source of In-

formation concerning tho committee for
food shipments. She was employed by
the organization for five weeks In the
winter of 1915.

Poslatre- Coil More Than Milk.
Mint rtnss made a statement to Mr.

Becker charging that although $10,000
in eiihrrlntlnnn was received whllo she
waa in tho ofB.ce. only $100 worth of
milk was sent to Germany. It went
by first class mall, she said, carrying
$1R0 In postage.

h declared that Von Mach directed
the publicity work of the organization,
and that lie sent out h Christmas ap-

peal for suffering German babies, ask-

ing that all checks be made payable
to him personally. Mlsa Ross objected
to this. She and Van Mach did not
get on well together. She said the first
thing he did was to Inform her that
In addition to his salary of $75 a week
he had made arrangements to bo

for his living expenses. He
I ivrt nt the Holland House.

According to Miss Ross, Von Mach
arranged to have the contributions di
vided Into two funds, lor auminujira
finn And for milk.

"Ilfl always tried to put everything
Into the administrative fund," Miss Ross
said, "but If you caught him at It he
would divide 50 per cent." The collec-
tions while she worked for the organi-
sation she estimated at $10,000.

Miss Ross also gave Information con-

cerning the German University League,
an actlvo distributor of
propaganda before the United States be-

came a belligerent. Sho was employed
at the office of the league at 225 Fifth
avenue, before she went to work for the
committee for food shipments.

The University League was the Joint
project of Dr. Otto Mergei anu von
Mach, Miss Ross said. She sent In-

quiries to professors at American uni-

versities on points of International law.
Replies favorable to Germany were used,
the others suppressed. Among the con
troversies upon which opinions were
sought were the Invasion of Belgium ana
several sneechefl by Sir Edward Grey.

Miss Ross said that Dr. Boldt. whose
son had been killed, supplied much of
the money to keep the University League
going. She said he lived In Sixty-fir-

lated to the lato Georgo C. Boldt of the
Wnlrlorf.

Von Mach obtained much publicity for
his milk nroject. He demanded In FeD
ruary, 1916, that Secretary Daniels as-

sign a warship to carry milk from this
country.

Hwered with a report from Ambassador
Gerard that, instead of suffering tnrougn
lack of milk, the Infants of the Teutonic
emnlres had an oversupply anil the In
fant mortality rate was less than before
the war.

Voters, He Says.

Commenting on the refusal of Chief
Judge Hlacock to convene the Court of
Appeals to hear his appeal from the
decision of the Appellate Division that
the petitions of Comptroller Travis for
renomlnattan on the Republican ticket
were valid John Kissel salu yesterday :

"The practical effect of the refusal

BAD BRONX TRANSIT

BLAMED UPON CITY

Grand Jury Reports Poor Ser
vice, Largely Due to Lack

of Terminal.

Responsibility for Inadequate transit
service furnished residents of Tho Bronx
by the lnterborough Rapid Transit Com
pany was placed --Squarely upon the
shoulders of the city authorities yester
day by a Grand Jury, which returned
a presentment to Justice Glegerlch In

the Bronx Supreme Court arsertlng that,
while the railroad company has entirely
fulfilled Its part of existing contracts,
the city had failed In Its obligations.

The presentment calls upon the Board
of Estimate for Immediate action upon
tentative plans now before It for the
construction of a terminal yard In The
Bronx. Construction of this yard was
decided upon by the Public Service Com-

mission as long ago as November, 1916,

and the commission set aside as the site
for It part of the old Jerome Park reser
voir, which was to be. used as a storage
terminal for Jerome avenue subway
trains. That property Is city owned.
but the terminal has not been con

structed, and the railroad company has
been using the centre rails of the Jerome
avenue line for storage purposes.

Company Trying to Setter Service
The Grand Jury found "that continued

complaints have reached the Grand Jury
In reference to the Inadequate service
rendered the public by the lnterborough
Rapid Transit Company on Its line
throughout The Bronx.

"The Grand Jury took the matter
under consideration and upon Investlga
tion learned that the trouble was due
principally to tho abnormal conditions
existing through the country, and that
apparently strenuous efforts were being
made by the railway company's officers
to overcome this unfortunato state of
affairs.

The opening and placing In service of
the new subway lines accentuated the
difficulty. The railway company ful
filled the terms and conditions of Its
contract with the city, under which it
operates rapid transit lines In the City
of New York. On the other hand, the
city has not for some reason performed
the terms and conditions of the said
contract on Its part to be performed.

The question of adequate terminal
facilities for tho proper and efficient
handling of the rolling stock of the rail-
way company Is Important. That provi
sion was part of tho burden assumed by
the city under the said contract which
up to the present time has remained In
complete and without a speedy comple
tion of this vital link In the transporta
tion chain the resulting annoyance. In
convenience and delay to the travelling
public undoubtedly will continue.

"Tho Grand Jury, after a careful
weighing of the evidence, would em
phasizo the Immediate necessity of ae
tlon by the Board or Estimate and Ap
porttonment with reference to the com- -

vletlon of the plans now tentatively De
fore that body covering the construction
of a railway terminus yard, which we
understand Is proposed to be constructed
upon part of the site of the old Jerome
Park Reservoir, and a final compliance
on the .part of the city with the con-
tracts."

Suffffesta Immediate Action.
Tho presentment also suggests that

the Board of Estimate be requested Im-

mediately to appropriate money needed
for the construction of the termlnnl. und
that the section of the contract requiring
approval by the Municipal Art Commis-
sion be waived for the period of the wai,
so that construction of the yard may be-

gin without delay.
The Grand Jury found, however, that

tho railroad company was to blame for
congested conditions attending the oper-

ation of a shuttle line between Kings-bridg- e

road and Woodlawns, and the
presentment made suggestions which the
jurors believe will relieve that situation.

"This body Is also of the opinion," the
presentment concludes, "that the rail-
road company should Improve the gen-

eral conditions of travel and better serve
the Interests of the travelling public by
extending the present terminus of the
through trains running on the Jerome
avenue line from its present location at
Klngsbrldge road to 200th street."

RAHWAY MYSTERY
NEARING SOLUTION

Police Theories Centre on
Somerville Truck Thieves.

The search for the Rah way murderers
will come to nn end soon. It Is expected,
from developments that led Walter I
Hetneld, prosecutor for union county.
New Jersey, and John A. Galatlan, chief
detective, to announce jesterday that nil
other theories except that Involving the
Bomervllle truck thieves has been aban
doned.

The only other lead fell through when
a Masonic Identification pin, which was
believed to be highly significant, proved
to be the property of a reputable citi-
zen of Ilahway.

Chief Qalatlan and other detectives
were busy yesterday running down the
wanderer, believed to tie Buttering from
narcotics, who appeared on the farm of
Louis Sutterleln. It was understood last
night that a man answering his descrip-
tion had been located In a town one hun-dre- d

miles from Perth Amhoy. One of
Ualntlan's men was detailed to bring
hint Into custody. The chief refused to
comment on this report, contenting him-
self merely with the assertion that
"within a short time the mystery would
be solved."

It waa made apparent, however, that
the chief Interest of the county authori-
ties still centres In the Bomervllle car
thieves.

INTO 14 WORK ZONES

Strict Enforcement of Non-Feder-

Labor Law to
Begin Saturday.

28 OFFICES NOW ARE OPEN

of

All Unskilled Workmen Must

Shoulder Rifles or Get Into
Essential Industries.

Fourteen community xones for the en

forcement of the Federal "work or fight"
order will be In operation In Now York
city by Saturday. Charles B. Barnca,
State Labor Superintendent, bas com-

pleted his plans for tho application of
the system under which men who do
not take up rifles for the country must
shoulder their shovels.

There are plenty of Jobs seeklngmen."
Mr. Barnes said yesterday, "but the men

are not seemingly seeking Jobs. The
situation in unskilled labor remains ex-

tremely acute because it Is not generally
known among laborers of this class
where they can apply."

Mr. Barnes confesses that he does not
kirow Just how the Federal Employment
Service Is going to work out. He says
that newspapers ought to print the list
of offices where unskilled labor can
make application, but r.t the same time
he declares that this sort of laW does

not - read tho papers regularly Twenty
three branch offices have been opened

In various parts of the city ahd four
more are to be opened soon.

Community Boards Planned.
No application of the essential Indus

tries rule has been possible up to the
present. Mr. Barnes said, because of
tho uncompleted state of the working
organization. Tho State and Federal
employment service bureaus nro coop-
erating to put working opportunities In
the way of men affected by the national
order. The plan now being completed
calls for the organization of community
boards to serve In each of the fourteen
zones. They have been appointed with
a view to obtaining the cooperation of
labor and employers.

Unskilled labor only will be handled
through the bureaus. The necessity for
getting the employment service In ef-

fective working order Is emphasized, Mr.
Barnes said, because of the acute labor
shortage in all parts of the country. Tne
community bureaus will place the man
and tbe Job close together. District of- -
flees are also to be established for the
erolment of men In any kind of labesj
for which they are fitted. Employment
will be found In other lines for men who
are qualified for certain work by physi-
cal defects.

The small number of applications since
the "work or fight" rule was Issued Is
due largely to the fact that the un-
skilled workers cither have not heard of
the regulations or do not understand
their application.

Active 'Work Besina Saturday.
When the bureaus are In full working

order, as they should be by Saturday,
the Government s requirements to fill
essential Industries will begin actively.
It was Intimated that there has been
little effort to enforce the Federal regu-
lations by law pending the full operation
of the employment service.

R. MORTIMER HAD $250,000.

Estate Was Believed to Be Con-
siderably Larger.

A preliminary affidavit filed by coun-
sel for the estate of the late Rlrhard
Mortimer, Sr., of New York city, whose
summer place Is in Tuxedo, with Trans-
fer Tax Appraiser Joseph Wilkin of
Orange county yesterday values the es-

tate at about $250,000. The fortune was
generally believed to have been much
larger.

The entire estate was willed to the
testator's wife, Mrs. Eleanor Jay Morti-
mer of Tuxedo. During his lifetime the
testator had a life Interest In two es-
tates, one of his father, ltlchard Morti-
mer, and the other of a deceased brother.
Part of the assets under his will Is
$50,000 Income from theso two estates
which was unpaid when the testator
died. Shortly after the testator passed
away his son, Lieut. ltlchard Mortimer,
Jr.. of the United States Aviation Ser-
vice, was killed In France.

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MRS. G. A. HOPKINS
FAILS TOGETHER SON

Boy's Custody Is Awarded to
His Father.

Mr, Beatrice Morrison Hopkins, a
daughter of Edward Morrison, one of
the oldest members of the New York
Slock Exchange, admitted yesterday to
Justice Weeks, through her attorney.
Edward L. Blackman, that she had as-
sociated with another man while living
with her husband, George A. Hopkins,
an attorney. 9

The admission was made In the course
a hearing on the Issuance of a writ of

habeas corpus sought by Mrs. Hopkins
to obtain the custody of her ld

boy, Georgo A. Hopkins, Jr., who
has been living with Mr. Hopkins since
the couple separated In January.

Tho corespondent's Identity was care-
fully guarded throughout the proceed-
ings. Attorney for Mrs. Hopkins said
the man was an old friend of Mrs. Hop-
kins's family and that the association
took place after her marriage. It was
further declared that when Mr. Hopkins
remonstrated with his wife she promised
to discontinue the relations, and did end
them In April, 1917. The complaint,
however. In Mr. Hopkins's suit for sepa-
ration, denies this statement and says
that she again nseoclated with the man
In May, 1917. He adds that his wife
subsequently met the corespondent at
the homo of her parents.

Justice Weeks dismissed Mrs. Hop
kins's plea for a writ and left the boy
with his father. Upon the plea of the
mother It was arranged that she might
have the boy one day of .every week be-

tween 1 P. M. and 6 P. M.. and for a
further period between 1 P. M. on a cer-

tain day and P. M. the following day
The court warned Mrs. Hopkins that the
boy must not be taken from the State of
New York or his schooling interierea
with In any manner.

IN SUBWAY TANGLE

Unfinished Clark St. Tube,

Board of Estimate and

War Blamed.

Three alibis for the 1'ubllc Service
Commission In connection with the un
satisfactory transit situation so far as
the subways are concerned were fur
nlshed yesterday by Commissioners
Travis H. Whitney and Charles Bulkley
Hubbell. These are: The Clark street
tunnel, which is not completed; tho
Board of Estimate and Apportionment,
which has not furnished money neccs
sary to mako needed changes for the
shuttle service and the war.

These Commissioners, who were an
notated manv months ago a special com
mlttee on the "H" operation, submitted
yesterday to the public Service Commls- -

slon what they termed a "memorandum
report dealing with the problems and
difficulties of the lnterborough opera
tlon." It was nine pages In length.

Under the dual plans the Seventh
avenue subway Is to go to Brooklyn
through the Clark street tunnel, giving
dwellers there opportunity to go up
either the East or the West Sides in
Manhattan. But that will not' be ready
for operation until winter. It Is hoped
to restore the shuttle service between
the Grand Central Station and Times
Square befoce long, but It will be un-
satisfactory until the Clark street tunnel
l opened

This Immediate relief Is suggested In
the memorandum

"Until the Clark street tunnel Is In
operation nnd In order to reduce to a
minimum the transferring nt the dlag- -

,onai station, it Is recommended that tho
lnterborough Company" be directed to
institute, either with local or express
tralllSi (l ,ervce from Times Square over
,he track connections which have been
n,..M,i a,,, Vmirth avenue m At.
,antic avenue. Brooklyn. If such service
Is local It should be maintained to
Brooklyn only until the company, by
Inrreaslng the number of Its employees.
Is able to bring the number of East
s,a txJtnM,a to tnlrty traln8 an hour.
At that time the service from Times

Hall loop.
This service will accomplish two re

sults. It will Immediately furnish In
creased 6ervlco to Brooklyn, where it is
needed, nnd It will allow that part of
the public which works along Fourth
avenue and lives on tho west side of
Central Park to reach Its destination
wllh only one change, 1. c. at Times
Square. This service will also be of
value to Brooklyn during the theatre
hours by providing a through trip to
Times Square. If this service be Insti
tuted on the local tracks It will not
Interfere with or reduce the through
local service to I.exlngton avenue, as
might be the case If express trains were
operated."

"It will be realized," It Is stated, "that
the commission can hardly be criticised
for not doing work necessary to the H
operation, for which It has no appro
priation, anil suggests tho Board of
Estimate give Immediate attention to re
que.'ts for money now before It."

Illustrating the difficulties of keening
up the engineering and other forces of
the commission it Is stated that between
January 1, 1917, and August 1, 1918,
2,133 employees have left. To take
their places 1,911 appointments have
been made, but the efficiency of the wer- -
vlce has been Impaired.

"Finally conditions of employment for
both construction and operation aro
about Insurmountable," are tho conclud
ing remarks. "The Railroad Adminis
tration has not sufficient employees. If
this Is so how can private contractors
and corporations be expected not to feel
the unusual conditions'."

United States submarine chaser No. 209,

mistaken for a German submarine by

the gun crew of the merchant ship Felix
Taussig, was sunk at 3:15 A. M. yester-

day

In the Atlantic Ocean off Long Isl-

and. Her commander, executive officer
and fifteen of the crew are missing.

Their names have not been made public
by the Navy Department.

Nine survivors, some of whom were
found floating on a safety mattress about
sixty miles southeast of Sandy Hook,
were landed. Eight were brought to
New York, and one, R. A. Corcoran,
quartermaster, was taken to Lewes, Del.

Four of the eight were wounded. They
are Thomas Harran, chief Boatswain;
Claude Wilde, machinist's mate; Clar-

ence S. Evans, machinist's mate, and
(Quartermaster Corcoran.

The five not Injured are Elmer
Oleason, machinist's mate; Elmer S.
Klrby, electrician; Claude Kalmey, quar-
termaster; Charles N. Thomas, seaman,
and George B. Welgand, gunner s mate.

No one In the Navy Department had
anything to add to this statement given
out by the Department In Washington:

'The Navy Department is mtormea
that submarine chaser No. 209 was
shelled and sunk by the American steam-
ship Felix Taussig at 3:15 this morning
south of Long Island. In the darkness
the armed guard of the steamship mis-
took the submarine chaser for an enemy
submarine nnd opened fire. The com-

mander and executive officer and fifteen
members of the crew of the submarine
chaser aro reported missing."

After naming the survivors who have
been landed the statement added:

"Vessels are searching the vicinity for
other possible survivors."

It was reported that the gunners of
the Felix Taussig aimed so accurately at
the small object which they thought was
a for the appearance of which
they were on the alert, that a single
shot sunk the little chaser, which before
the war was a private yacht.

As soon ns the Felix Taussig learned
of the tragic error a wireless chII
brought to the scene a destroyer which
picked up the survivors. It Is expected
that the Navy Department will give
further details of the accident this morn-
ing.

The captain of an American steamship
which arrived In an Atlantic port yes-
terday from Central America was not
surprised to hear of the sinking of the
patrol boat. He said that on Monday
evening an unidentified craft was spotted
by the naval gun crew aboard his vessel,
the ship's guns were trained upon her
but she was not tired upon because a
flash of lightning revealed her to be an
American destroyer.

WHEATLESS DAYS
END SEPTEMBER 1

New Schelule for Food Con
servation Issued.

In announcing trie new wheat con-

servation programme for the United
States, which will become effective Sep

tember 1, 191S, the local Federal Food
Administration Issued yesterday the na-

tional board's statement regarding the
new schedule. The latter states flatly
that wheatless days and meals will be
abandonrd after Ihe first of next month.

Continuing, the statement says that
It is desirable to have a supply of ready
mixed flours on the market nnd gives
the new schedule of what will be known
ns "victor mixed flours." These will be
labelled with the Ingredients and must
be milled In accordance with the Food
Administration's standards. The com-

binations which will bo allowed aro con-

tained In the statement, as follows":
"Mixed wheat und barley flour shall

be In the proportion of four pounds of
wheat flour to ono pound or barley
flour.

"Mixed wheat and corn flour shall con-
tain the proportion of four pounds of
wheat flour to one pound of corn flour.

"Mixed wheat, barley and corn flour
Bhall contain the proportions of eight-pound-

of wheat flour to one pound of
barley and one pound of corn flour.

"Mixed wheat and ryo flour shall con-
tain the proportion of three pounds of
uheat flour and not less than two
pounds of rye flour.

"Whole wheat, entire wheat or graham
flour or menl shall contain at least 9S
per cent of the wheat berry.

"All the above "victory flours' may-
be sold without substitutes but nt no
greater price from the miller, wholesaler
or retail dealer than In the case of
standard wheat flour."

VANISHING PARROT

ELUDES HIM AGAIN

Owner Proves One on the
Frieze Is Worth Two

in n Cage.

The chef d'oeuvre of Otto Krug, up to
the day when he moved Into the apart-

ment at 233 West Sixty-eight- h street
and decided he. must have a parrot, was
a reproduction In miniature of Ihe Singer
Building, begun In 1901 and constructed
entirely of burned matches. Every
match In It was a match with which he
had actually lighted an actual cigar
which at one time or another ho had
actually smoked. Seventeen years of

toll and patience and smoking, along
with the matches, went Into the fabric
of the masterpiece. When It whs fin-

ished last April he at last showed It to
his wife.

"Very good," she said, "but why do
It?"

The Innocent question spoiled that day
for Krug, but his good nature will last
as long as he does. The next week they
moved Into the Sixty-eight- h street flat
and a glance at the dining room frieze
made Krug his old self again.

It was In an Involved scheme of South
American Jungle foliage, enlivened with
monkeys and parrots. Krug realized
lnstnntly that If he could procure a
monkey and an actual parrot and hang
them In juxtaposition to the tropical
frieze, his friends when they came to
dine would realize the apposlteness of
the Idea and the brightest of table talk
would follow.

In the West Side Court yesterday his
wife offered no contradiction to his
statement that the parrot must havo
broken out of its cage and escaped when
it disappeared from their home a s

after he brought It there. He whs
In court as complainant against one Al-

bert Helnzinger, In whose apartment
window, he snld, he had at last discov-
ered the parrot after a search which had
taken him Into nearly every street in
New York. As Helnzinger was not at
home that day Krug copied his name
from the letter box nnd had him Hum
moned to the West Side Court on a
charge of withholding personal property
unlawfully.

Mrs. Krug was looking anywhere but
at the witness chair when Helnzinger
waa sworn ns a witness. After admit-
ting he had had n parrot most of the
time Krug had mourned the loss of a
parrot, Helnzinger said It was Impossible
for him to say whether or not thc-pa- r

rot he had had was Krug's parrot, since
the parrot had flown away and was no
longer In his possession. "It broke out
of Its cage and escaped," he said. "It
must have learned the trick somewhere
beforo I ever saw it,

The proceedings were resumed after a
court officer had admonished Mrs. Krug
that sudden, boisterous laughter was out
of place there.

And I have a witness here.' con
eluded Helnslnfrer, "to prove that I never j

saw the bird before the day It flew In at J

my window.'
And his witness, a Mrs. Pe Long, was

permitted to testify that the only bird
In that flat hpuso was her husband, Itlrd
Pe Long.

As there could be no case without
Identification of the actual parrot there
could be no recovery, and Krug left court
empty handed, nut on his way out he
told his wife that while he could perhaps
replace the lost parrot he never could
forgive Helnilnger for calling Mrs. Po
.otiK ns a witness.

"Of course this Illrd Pc Long Is not
tho bird that flew from our frieze. Such
nonsense to call Ihe woman to say a
thing like that. The fellow has no sub-
tlety nt all." .

SLAIN AND ROBBED,

PROBABLY ON BOAT

Body of Man Washed Up at
Hadtings-on-Hudso-n 11ns

Skull Crushed.

FOCKETS INSIDE OUT

Identifying Marks Arc Miss-

ing, but Clothing Is of

Expensive Quality.

Tho body of an unidentified, expen-

sively clothed man, whose skull had been

crushed and who apparently had been

robbed before his body was thrown Into

the water, was washed up on the Hudson

River shore at the Edgewood Arsenal

dock at Hastlngs-on-Hutlso- n yesterday

afternoon.
Six nours of work on the mystery by

the police of Hastings and adjoining
towns left them without a clew to the
murdered man's Identity and clinging
strongly to the suspicion that he may
have been attacked and robbed when a
passenger aboard n steamboat on Its
way up or down the river Monday night.

Two boys, Stephen Fredericks nnd
Stephen Walt, swimming off the arsenal
dock, discovered the body. There Is a
slleht bend In the river near Hastings
nnd as the boys dived Into the water
they saw the body bobbing aooui on me
surface a few yards off shore. They
swam out, pulled It ashore, and then ran
for Police Captain Connell.

Pockets Tnrned Inside Ont.
Hasty examination of .the body by

Connell showed It had been In the water
hardly more: than twelve hours and that
every pocket but one In the victim's
clothing had been turned Inside out and
emptied. The one pocket not so treated
was the small watch pocket In the
trousers. In that Connell found 22

cent", but nothing else.
Connell had the body taken to a

mnmu n'hrn rirs Dennlston and Docr- -

fler performed an autopsy. They said
death had been causea iiy inc
which crushed the skull, and gave It ns
thi-l- r unnuallfled onlnion that tho man
had been murdered and robbed.

The absence of water in. me muss,
they aald, also Indicated positively that
the man was dead, or nearly so. before
he struck the water.

Tho robbery theory was sirengineneu
further when a closer examination or

the body showed that the awn naa oren
i.jrUH from the knuckles of both hands.
The doctors Joined In the opinion that
the murdered man had put up a fight
before the thieves succeeded In knocking
him out.

Identifying Mnrks Mlsslngr.

Tho victim wore a black coat and dark
striped trousers, a silk outer shirt, white
collar and tie and a pair of silk tan
socks. On none of these garments, how-

ever, was there the slightest mark which
might aid In establishing their wearer's
Identity. The shoes containea ine sin-ii-e

identifying mark left on the body. On
the pull strap at the back of the shoe
uppers was stamped mo name nice
Hutchlns."

The murdered man was about 53, five
feet eight Inches tall nnd portly. His
hair was gray and he waa smooth
shaven.

Tho boys found the body about
o'clock In the afternoon. If It had been
In the water about twelve hours, the
police figured. It would have got there
about the time that boats on their way
to this city from Albany and Troy would
have been passing near Hastings. Tho
police a'so ejipressfd the opinion that
the murder could not have been com-

mitted on this side of the river at least,
because then the body would have drifted
toward the Jersey shore.
