Whitman, resented inferences yes-
terday that tha friends of Col. Roose-
yelt had turned to the support of At-
weney-tieneral Lewls because a group
which had signed the round robin to the
Colonel asking him to run fog the Re-
publican nomination for Governor had
pow declared thelr allegiance to the
Atorney-General.

“Many of the men who have been
warm supporters of the Colonel are now
and have been steadfast In thejy sup-

port of Gov, Whitman,"” he declared.
“Statements to the contrary are mis-
feading™

Gov, Whitman spoke at Hornell yes-
terday.  Attorney-General Lewls oon-
tinved his speaking tour In Manhattan
wet night and will make a drive to-
night  In  Kings county. Senator
Charles D, Newton, Whitman candidate
for Attorney-General, spent yesterday

at the JManhattan Hotel headguarters
and in the evening visited several dis-
trict clubs,  To-night he wWl speak at
the headquarters of the Fifteenth As-
gembly district at 1041 Madison avenus,

Ssth G. Heacock, Independent candl-
date for the Tepublican nomination for
Lieutenant-Governor, addressed a peries
of open questions to Lisut.-Gov. Schoe-
neck In regard to his connection with
Tollshus, the law clerk Indicled In Syra-
cuse for alleged seditious utterances.
The Lleutenant-Governor had left this

Cocks Amnlyses Statement.

were left, the enemy agaln ldot‘
Mmeasures calculated to save as miny
men as possible,

From Couronne woods and another
litthw  wood manding llke sentinels be-
tween Juvigny and the American linea,
the German guns dellvered a deadly
croaefire. Juvigny in only a village, but,
located mlong the side of a hill, it of-
fored a peoullnr opportunity for defence,
untll the advancing: forces moved into
ponitions from which they were able to
make it untenable. The resistance then
stopped, the Germans retiring further
east Into more broken ground,

Bhe frontage assigned to the Ameri-
cans wan less than two milées. That part
in which Juvigny is located was the
rcene of A dramatie tank drive. Under
the cover of artillery, the light French
tanks fliirted along both stdes of the path
up to the little place, smashing down
one machine gun nest after another, In
spite of the employment by the Germans
of thelr new tank gun, a sort of super-
mauser,

This gun Is virtually Identleal with
the Mauser, except that it firem n bullet
A little more than half an inch In di-
ameter. This, It is calculated, can plores
the tank and possiby injure some vital
part of the engine. But In the path of
the advancing machines, thers now lle
broken or smashed into the earth scores
of thess guna. ™

There in unguestioned mastery of the
alr by the Allies a'ong this front. It
was misty thin morning and thers was
little effective aerial work. and virtually
none by the Germans. Above the lines
the nllled planes were meen nll forenoon,
attempting to conduct ohservations in
pite of the murky atmosphere, and oc-
caplonally a German plane dared to
dart through, but In every case it was
foreed to retire #atily.

Germans Use All Thelr Gana.

The country ,which has been the bat-
tlefleld almost four years again Is the
scene of A cohflict which has started
out with the promise of being one most
stubbornly fought. To-night the sky in
dotted with fNashes of exploding shells,
while the roar of the barrage and coun-
ter barrage must be audibis almost to
Paris. In the back areas shells are fall-
ing behind thd Americans, but not so
frequently as at many times preyiously.
The Germans apparently are using all
thelr guns and energy In attempting to
tear down the detertMined lines of their
advancing enemy,

Two captdred officers when questioned
to~day by Intelligence officers nttempted
to give the impression that little resix-
tance would be made, assuring the of-
ficern that there were few machine guns
left emplaced.

How many hundreds or thousands of
little guhs the Germans have Imme-
diately In front of the Americans (s
not known, but the number s quite up
to the Iately developed German tacties.
Every hillside, ravine and wood crackles
with thelr Are whenever

they nre ap-
proached. And It has been in the fice
of thelr destructive offence that tha

Americans and the French as well have
been moving.

Comparatively little gas has been em-
ployed by the enemy, perhaps because
the wind has not been ultogether fa-
vorable to its use. Thers have arrived
at the dressing statlons a few cases of
men suffering from mustard gas, but
most of them encountered it In shell
holen, hollows and depressions where it
was old but gtill effective,

Just back of the lines thers In a
mixture of French and husky young
Americans, Truck trains and long
lines of artillery crowd all the roads,
but everywhers thers is that precision
of organization which prevents a jam
for more than brief Intervals, this oart
of the machine coordinating well with
that fighting a few miles beyond,

German prisoners were scarce at the
American lines to-day. Less than a
dozen were brought Into division head-
quarters, although & few others pasmsed
through ,ths dreasing stations, ‘The
wounded are belng miven exnactly the
sams treatment accorded the American
wounded and are even being treated
in turn of arrival

Beat Troopa Oppose Americans,

Tha enemy, though he |8 showing re-
newed activity along the Vesle River,
whera he |a surpassing his previous ef-
forts to test the gtrength of the Ameri-
cars, has Indicated the Importance of
the Juvigny Flateau by bringing up
some of his bost troops to check the
trogress of the Franco-Amerlcans,
which slowly but surely is being made
from the deep hollowa which the French
are holding, as well a® from the ourlous
clreular mound to the gputh of Crecy-au-
Mont toward the ridge line of the pla-
teau along which runs the Solssons.St,
Quentin road.

The Germans know that when the
Franco-American forcds reach that they
will be able to obtain observation which
will permit the gunners to plek out
their targeia on the long hill line that
Hes between Lhe plateau and the Vesle
Valley, and that his gun positions on
this hill, facing artillery fMre from the
south, southeast and west, will lave
to ba relinquished. -

After thin severnl Interesting things
would be dus to happen, but they would
not be of Interest to the Germans,

Panis, Aug. 20.—Participation by the
American troops In Gen. Mangin‘a op-
erationa in the Juvigny sector was a
complete surprise (0 the enemy, msays
La Liberte. The units Intended to be
placed In the line o reenforce the
Frenci were brought up on the evening
of the previous day and pasasd the night
In the thick forest from which they
started at dawn,

Suddenly, at 7 o'clock, they attacked
on a two kilometre front. The Prussian
Beventh Infantry Reglment, which was
in front of them, suffered severe losses
and was forced (o give way,

WABHINOTON, Aug, 20.—"North of the
Alsne our troops have made progress in
the region of Juvigny, In spite of the
strong resistance of the enemy.” Gen.
ershing's report to-night says  "“Our
patrols were notive along the Vesle and
in the Woevre, and brought in prison-
ers.’”’
