Mcssngcs Received by Donors
Tell of Stimulating. Effect

of Tobacco Gifts.

FUND HELrERS REWARDED

Letters From France Mnko
Givers Feel' They Arc Play-

ing Real Part in War.

Smokes sent to Prance through Tn
8dm Tobacco Fund reach our soldtera
wherever they may be, and everywhere
.they are welcomed as veritable messages
from home. Postal cards recently re-

ceived from grateful recipients have de-

scribed their various effects upon the
men In every brancn of the service?

The cigarettes are hailed as "killers
of the blues," as "cures for homesick-
ness," as stimulants to action. "I can
fight the boche with greater ical now,"
wrote one soldier the other day, and an-
other exclaimed, "Good old home tobacco
sure does make a man feel like righting."

8uch bear nmplo testimony to the
excellent service which donors to the
fund are performing. This morning
we have a collection of messages which
carry an even stronger appeal, for they
come from the hospitals, where there Is
nothing Inthe world that a man can do
but lie on his bac and think and think
and think unless he haa something
from home to smoke.

But let come of tha patients and the
devoted watchers who minister to them
speak for themselves. First Lieut. J. M.
Trlble tells the whole story In- - this card,
addressed to one of the contributors:

"In behalf of mfcny American soldiers
(wounded) who have passed through
our hands In the last few days (a hos-
pital In the zone of the advance) we
vlah to thank you for some six cartons
of twelvo packages each of cigarettes.

Grent Help to Wounded.
"You can never appreciate fully the

great benefit a wounded man receives
from.i smoke, and I would that I could
convey to you an Idea of the great ben-
efit from these gifts of yours and of
others. This card will serve ns acknowl-
edgment for the whole six packages, the
other cards for which are on my desk.

"Please accept their thanks the boys
who have suffered for our civilization
and Ideals."

Fred Windsor of the 137th Field Ho.
pltal. 110th Sanitary Train, writes no
less feelingly:

" 'A friend In need Is a friend Indeed.'
Hence my best thsnks for your timely
gift, for when a fellow Is In the hospital
and his old pal Tobacco shown up it sure
helps him along, so you carry my best
wises."

Windsor's card, by the way,. Is ad-
dressed to former Justice Francis M.
Fcott, who has been a fund helper al-

most from the very beginning. When-
ever Judge Scott buys cigars and he
loves his smokes he sends to the fund
a check equivalent to the cost of his
purchase. This message from a hos-
pital In France shows what splendid
results come from this practice.

Howard W. Blclrns. Signal Corps,
writes to another contributor;

"I am In the hospital. Last night
they gave us the tobacco you were so
kind In fending. Jufct how much we
appreciated It no words can express."

Charles It. Wcnneker, another Signal
Corps man, writes to the men of Post
& McCord, these loyal workers who
are constantly taking up collections for
the fund :

On account of
wounded arms they are not able to write
themselves."

Will Have Their Premiere at Met
ropolitan In December.

General Manarer Glullo Gattl-Casasx- a

of the vMetropolltan Opera Company
maae nis first statement yesteraay ret
gardlng the opera season which will
begin Monday, November 11.

"It Is with cleasure." said Mr.
Gattl-Casaii- a, "that I can announoe the
world's cremlere of three new operas
by Glacomo Puccini at the Metropolitan
in December. Thev hava only recently
been completed. Bach Is In one act and
each is different from the others, they
being In no way related ono to another
dramatically or musically, indeed it is
their variety of spirit that, adds to their
interest.

First there is 'II Tabarro' (The
Cloak'), a genuine thriller. The libretto
by Giuseppe Adaml la based on a little
melodrama by. Dldler Ootd, which was
a sensation at that home of sensations
the Grand Gulgnol In Paris a few years
ago. t

"The second opera Is a little mystery
play entitled 'Suor Angelica' (Sister
Angelica') ; the libretto, molto traxloso
by Gloacchlno Forzano, who made the
book for Mascagnl's 'Lodoletta.'

Last of the three Puccini works is
Gianni Schlchl.' a most amusing farce.
The story Is laid in mediaeval Italy. The
libretto also is by Forxano who. I think,
na.i worked out his theme on decidedly
original lines. Who will sing and act
In each of these operas remains to be
decided. So far no casts have been
determined upon.

TTiree new works by a composer of
Puccini's reputation presented In one
evening." added Mr. Gattli "would cause
quite a stir In an Italian or any other
European opera house. Even in New
York It seems to me the event should
arouse widespread Interest"

74, former President of the New York
city Board of Aldermen and a member
of the famous circle tjiat overthrew the
Tweed ring In 1 871, died of heart disease
yesterday In the Massachusetts General
Hospital.

1S82-S- In 1884 he was one of
the most prominent members of the Com.
mlttce of 5S which supported Col. Roose
velt In his labors at Albany. He was a
member of the Board of Aldormen In

Henri Joseph Brugere w'as born In
1841. He served In the Franco-Prussia- n

ber, 1870. but escaped the following
month nnd later served In the army of
the Loire, capturing a Prussian gun in
action nt Juvanville. For this act and
for later acts of gallantry he was pro-
moted and received the Cross of the
Legion of Honor.

In 1899 he was
military governor of l'arls, and the fol
lowing year was made Generalissimo.

McAdoo Orders Roads' Em-

ployees to Abstain Krom

All Party Activity.

TELLS OF OLD SCANDALS

Wants Service to Be a Model

for Other Industries of Coun-

try to Follow.

Special Deipaleh to Ths So.
'Waskinoton, Sept. 1. Director-Gener- al

McAdoo has Issued an order warn-
ing all officers and employee of the
Railroad Administration against unde-

sirable political activities while the
roads are under Government control.
He said It was a matter of common
report that railroads under private con-

trol were frequently used for partisan
political purposes', but that this would
not be tolerated now.

In a statement sent to all employees
and officers the Director-Gener- nays:

"The4 approaching Federal and State
elections. Including the primary contests
connected therewith, maxe It both timely
and necessary that the attitude of the
Director-Gener- toward political activ-
ity on the part of officers and employees
In the railroad service should be clearly
stated.

"It was a matter of common report
that railroads under private control were
frequently used for partisan political
purposes; that railroad corporations
were frequently adjuncts of political ma-
chines and that even sovereign States
had been at times dominated by them.

ays They Financed Campaigns.
"Contributions to campaign funds and

the skilful and effective coercion of em-
ployees were some of the means by
which It was believed many railroads
exerted their power and Influence In
politics. .Scandals resulted from such
practices, 'the public Interest was preju-
diced and hostility to railroad manage-
ment was engendered.

"Now that tho Government controls
and operates the railroads, there Is no
selfish or private Interest to serve, and
the Incentive to political activity on
the part of the, railroads no longer ex-

ists. Under Government control there
Is no Inducement to officers end employ-
ees to engage In politics. On the con-
trary, tlfey owe a high duty to the pub-
lic scrupulously to abstain therefrom."

The policy of the Railroad Adminis-
tration, Mr. McAdoo says, Is that no offi-

cer, attorney or employee shall
(1) Hold a position as a member or

officer of any political committee or or-

ganization that solicits funds for politi-
cal purposes;

(2) Be a delegate to. chairman or ofTl.
cer of any political convention ;

(3) Solicit or receive funds for any
political purpose or contribute to any
political fund collected by an official or
emplojee of any railroad or any official
or employee' of the United States or of
any State;

Cannot Manage Campaigns.
(4) Assume the conduct of any po-

litical campaign;
(X) Attempt to coerce or Intimidate

another ofTlcer or employee In the exer-
cise of his right of suffrage. Violation
of this will result In Immediate dismissal
from the service;

(fi) Become a candidate for any po-

litical office Membership on a local
school or park board will not be con-

strued as si political office. Those de-

siring to run for political office or to
manage a political, campaign must Im
mediately sever their connection wltn
the United States railroad service.

"Let us demonstrate to the American
people.' says Mr. McAdoo, "that under
Federal control, railroad officers, at-
torney and employees cannot be made
a part of any political machine nor be
used for any organized partisan or sel-Ci- h

purpose.
T.et us set such a high standard of

public duty and service that It will be
worthy of general emulation."

In an order to all regional directors,
Mr. McAdoo Instructs them to make ar-
rangements where possible to let rail-
road men observe the day because this
year It has a special significance, and
reminds the railroad worsers of their

"The railroad men of the United Stales
hao a duty of transcendent Importance,
the duty of keeping alive nnd efficient
the transportation system or the coun-
try."

"I am glad you are tn this fight," she

went on, "and 1 am glad to be able, to
tell you so. Women want men to know
that we are behind them In t lis war and
will remain behind them until German
militarism Is completely crushed."

JEWISH REFUGEES
SUFFER IN SIBERIA

Agent of Hebrew Society
Submits Report.

Samuel Mason, special commissioner
to Japan and Russia of the Hebrew Shel-

tering and Immigrant Aid Society of
America, has submitted a ieport to the
board of directors In which he says that
relief had been granted to l.TOS war
refugees. Of this number f.2l were
women and 910 were children under lfi.
A total of l,r.:l were sent to the United
States and reunited with anxious rela-
tives. Others were assisted In getting
to other countries i

The refugees aided Included lOfi non-Jew- s.

Poles, Slavs, Armenians, Syrians
and Persians. There arc still 400 refu
gees at Harbin and Vladivostok In
charge of the bureaus theie, which
brings the total number of refugees
taken care of by the society up to 2,000.

Mr. Mason declared the condition of
the refugees at Vladivostok is most de- -

plorable. They are actually picking up
crumb of bread wherever they can find
them, he said, and they eleep in sheds
along the railroad tracks At Ilarhln.
he said, there are thousands of lefugees
sleeping in court yards and In tho huts
of Chinese.

"These refugees." Mr Mason e.- -

plained, "are not Bnlshevikl, nor In anv
wa are they sympathetic to the Bolshe-

vist rceime. They are peacelovlng peo
ple who under the old regime went about
their business.

"More than 20.000 Jewish war refu- -

gees aie scattered east of the Urals.
Driven by the enemy thousands of miles.,
from their homes they went eastward In

their flight because their nearest kin arc
In tho United State. These refugees
must claim our attention as did those
who succeeded in teaching China nnd
Japan."

Mr. Mason recommended In his report
that the Hebrew Sheltering Immigrant
Aid Society of America establish a bu-

reau of communication for Hie Jewish
refugees In Siberia and their iclatlvcs
In this countiv
