Work in Franco

SMOKES CHEER TROOPS

Groups Used to Sharo Each
Cigarette Before Their Homo

Tobacco Came.

Sent back from the, front to gtrs ma-
chine gun Instruction In an American
camp Capt. Stanley O. Saulmler. V. 8.
A., formerly of 319 date avenue,
Brookljrn,clled at Tot Bok office yes-

terday and said:
"I lust dropped In to tell you what a

magnificent work Tot Bum Tobacco
Fund In doing In France, I abould con-

sider rbyaelf an lngrate If I didn't do
this much. And X want you to under-
stand that I am speaking not for myself
alone but for the tens of thousands of
fellows who are cheered and Inspired by
the home smokes which you are send-
ing across.'

Saulmler Joined the Regular Army
two years ago and went to France as
a First Lieutenant In the Fifth Ma-

chine Gun Battalion In August last year.
In the activities of the next ten months
his company was cited three 'times In
the official French communiques for
gallantry, and he himself was promoted
to a Captaincy.

Bach CUrnrette Passed Around.
"One of our very best friends in

France was Tub Sum Tobacco Fund."
said Capt Saulmler. "To understand
the great work It Is doing you must
first have an Idea of the valuation the
soldiers place upon a cigarette. Let
me tell you of conditions as they were
before tho distributions began. The man
who had a cigarette and kept it for his
own exclusive use was taboo. A smoke
was the common property of all the fel-
lows he was able to reach. Gangs
smoked lttogether, passing It from man
to man like a pipe of peace, and when
only the stub remained they extin-
guished the light, smoothed out the to-

bacco and made a fresh cigarette of It
for others to enjoy.

"I believe that the happiest day of
my lite was Just at the beginning of
the holiday season when the specially
deoornted boxes began to arrive from
the fund. These brought more than
smokes. They brought a touch of the
home; atmosphere, and that's what the
men cherish above everything else. The
Government has started Its tobacco dis-
tributions, but these carry nothing like
the same pleasure, because, unlike Thb
Sun fund's packages, they fall to rep-
resent the spontaneous giving of the
people over here.

"Wherever we were the fund tobacco
reached us In hospitals. In dugouts. In
the .trenches. In the Chateau Thlery
fight It, followed lis right up to the front
lines. To the wounded men It Is a life
saver literally, t remember seeing one
fellow In the thick of the fighting who
had little except a pair of shoes, two
wounds and a cigarette. But he was
all smiles. The smoke made htm happy,

"Matches are scarce, so scarce that at
times when we -- passed out the tobacco
we could allot only one match a day to
a soldier. What djd we do? Well, If
we were In a dugout we hollowed out a

.grenade, poured bacon drippings Into It
and kept the light going all day.

Why the French Admire Us,
There Is perfect comradeshlrj be

tween the American soldiers and the.
pollus. The French like us for two rea-
sons aside from the fact that we are
more than making good over there. They
admire America because she Isn't trying
to get anything ,for herself out of the
war. We want Alsace-Lorrain- say
the French. 'Belgium wants her cathe-
drals restored and her territory freed of
the Invader. England wants recognition
of her eupremacy of the seas. I But
America the Americans want nothing
but souvenirs, Hun helmets, scalps and
the like.'

"And the second thing they admire Is
the splendid way in which the home folks
are taking care of our soldiers. The de-
votion of the Americana Is shown In no
way more strikingly than In the work of
Tub Sun fund. I hope you will continue
the distributions till the end of the war.
I wish I could thank all of the contrib-
utors personally, but as I can't do that
I want Tub Sun to thank them for me.
Tell them they are serving the country
nobly and that the boys at the front will
never forget them." i

Every year
a gallant crusader publicly declares that
he has a work with music In which story
and score ore exquisitely harmonUed.
There Is to be nothing but romance set
to muslo not Jaxx muelo at that, but
the kind of music that recalls those
palmy days of comlo opera that swim
before ' tho eyes of 'the ambitious Im-

presario.
Sometimes these dreams are rea.llxed

In such a work as Victor Herbert's
"Eileen" or In the exquisite score of
The Lilac Domino'1 But ever, these
little masterpieces find It difficult to es-
cape syncopation. Indeed, "Tho Lilac
Domino" closed Its career with a liberal
allowance of syncopation, probably In-

jected at the requost of Its backers.
"Eileen" did not remain In hearing so
longaseome other works more liberally
supplied with the element which the
public presumably demands

The nevlenr nnd Comlo Opera.
Even the scores that come from the

banks of the Wlen, or did come from that
source, had to be submitted to a pepper-
ing of our most popular native rhythm
before they were found sufficiently sea-
soned for our taste. To many comic
opera seems to have disappeared as an
art form In music along with some others
that may have been more Important.
The loosely Jointed review with Its cease-
less syncopation has evidently for the
rresent taken the place of any more rigid
structure.

But there were In the past "Robin
Hood" and before that "La Fllle.de Mme.
Angot" and "Die Fledermaus." So Mr.
Cort's quest has the cordial support of
all those lovers of light music who are
gifted with taste In this preference. How-man-

theatres would thev fill In com-
parison with the hopeless victims of syn-
copation?

William Cary Duncan and Alexander
Johnstone are responsible for "Fiddlers
Three" and they have been liberal In
supplying Mr. Cort's demand for all the
romance possible, The story of the
new operetta passes In Cremona. The
manufacture of the famous violins of
that town Is the Inspiration of the tale.
Whoever contrives the finest Inatru-tnen- tj

Is to have the honor of marrying
the queenaof the carnival. Of course the
right man wins. Rut Is not his violin
taken away from him before that for-
tunate event and given to his rival?

Other elements of romance readily
recognizable are In "Fiddlers Three."
There Is, of course, a public square. It
was Inevitable, therefore, that there
should also be a grand palace. The
heroine also sang "Can It Be Love at
Last?" which showod the emotional un-
certainty so familiar In comic opera.

Undoubtedly Mr. Cort had In "Fiddlers
Three" got hold of the romantic spirit
But hn was not so uncompromising as
to exclude pome nntlvo humor. So the
widow of a Pittsburg pickle manufac-
turer and a vender of egg beaters from
Soapstone, Mass., shared the responsibil-
ity of the fun with an English lord en-
gaged In writing a book of his reminis-
cences.

Grneeful Mnstc From Composer.
Alexander Johnstone supplied some

grncful nnd melodious music to Illus-
trate Mr. Duncan's Inventions, and the
heroine's waltz of womler as to whether
or not the gentle passion was stirring
her at last, was delivered to the accom-panlme-

of a waltz pretty and very
frankly borrowed" from a Viennese
source.

There were stirring choruses and
dances, and the solos of Thomas Conkey
were very well sung.

M'ADOO APPROVES

RAILWAY CONTRACT

Rental of Nearly Rlljion Dol-

lars a Year Entailed in
Agreement.

BIG DEFICIT INDICATED

Receipts Show That Govern-

ment Will Operate Lines at
Considerable Loss.

Washington, Sept 8. The form of
contract under which the Government
will pay nearly a billion dollars rental
every year, to railroads under Federal
control has been approved finally by Dire-

ctor-General McAdoo and representa-
tives of the leading railroads. It will be
offered to the companies for signature
within a few days.

Many protests of company representa-
tives, made during long months of dis-

cussion of tho contract have been heeded
In the final draft It was announced to-

day, although some roads may yet decline
to sign it and resort to further negotia-
tion or possibly to court action. Without
a formal contract during the eight
months of Federal control the Govern-
ment has paid 90 per cent of compensa-
tion claims to needy roads and left the
balanco for adjudication after conclusion
of tho agreement

Each of the 170 roads under Federal
management will bo asked to sign the
oontract, which will be Identical for all
except that tho specific annual compensa-
tion for each will Jx the average net rail-
way, operating Income for the three years
ended June 30, 1 1 7.

Commerce Commission Ileferee.
As provision against disputes over

questions of fact the contract specifies
that the Interstate Commerce Commission
shall bo called on to act as referee.
Questions of law Involved in disputes
between any company and the Director-Gener- al

may bo submitted to a court.
All operating revenues of the rail-

roads are to go to tho Government, to
be used In paying the compensation.
Experience so far this year has demon-
strated, however, that these revenues
wilt fall far short of the billion dollar
compensation which It Is estimated the
Government will have to pay.

Property taken over by the Govern-
ment must be returned In good condition
at the end of the Federal control and
provision made for depreciation, but the
Government Is permitted to make addi-
tional expenditures to Insure safe oper-
ation.

If any railroad property Is destroyed
by nre or other means the Govern-
ment must replace It. but Is not held
responsible for destruction by "public
enemies." This is taken to mean that
If war were carried to this side of the
Atlantic and railroads were destroyed It
would be the companies' lofs.

War Needs Not Charged.
The Railroad Administration must

notify a company of additions and bet-
terments or road extensions to be made,
but If these finally are held to bo re-

quired by war needs, and not for proper
operation of the line, tho company will
not bo called ou to stand the expense.

During Federal control tho Govern-
ment Is to assume nil expense growing
out of settlement of claims nrlslng since
the roads were taken over. Joint facility
and equipment rents mid of damage
suits against railroads.

Salaries of corporation officers or
other corporation or railroad expenses
not directly necessary to actual opera-
tion must be paid by the companies un-

less provided otherwise by the Director-Genera- l.

Ordinary Federal, State 'and local
taxes will be paid by tho Government,
but each company must pay special war
taxes. .

The contract specifically provides
that since Government operation Is to
tide the nation over a war emergency
nothing In the contract terms Is to be
construed as expressing or prejudicing
the future pollry of the Government con-
cerning ownership, control or regula-tlo- n
