The flrat Idea u to creep over the
1150,00.0 eminence without making any
holie. Then this Idea wai discarded, be-

cause l didn't teem the proper way to
treat the donors of Tits Sun Tobacco
Fund'. The fund ti too proud of' Its
noble and persistent work not to take
every opportunity to exploit Its results.
And Is not the result revealed by theee
flrures worthy of ortda and even In a
degree of exultation?

Last July the fund was one year old.
It was a healthy yearling- - then. It's
fourteen months old now and see how It
has kept on trowing-- It has done more,
for It has kept on working, too.

Every day of every month It works to
carry the comfort and solace of tobacco
to the unrivalled fighting force America
has sent abroad "to make the world safe
for democracy." In truth Its life Is
work toward but on aim. and when It

tops, as now, for a moment's breathi-
ng; It does not wish to signalise the
pause by bragglnr, but by pointing out
to the contributors of the fund how won-
derful Is the task they have given It
power to perform, how splendid Is the
work It has done because of them, and
how vast Is the work that still remains
for It to do.

The tremendous growth or the Ameri-
can army abroad measures the limits of
Its task. Three hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars Is a lot of money to pay out
for tobacco. That none of It has been
wasted, that all of It has gone where It
was Intended to go and where the Indi-
viduals, units, clubs, societies, hamlets
and towns who have contributed to It
meant It to go, the millions of postal
cards received as a total of the con-
stantly arriving soldiers' mall show.

Tin Sun has been obliged to limit Its
quotations from these postal cards from
fear of swamping the columns of the
paper, but all over the length arid
breadth of this great country these ex-

pressions of gratitude from the soldiers
are being treasured as the most precious
of war souvenirs.

The Fund's Great Task.
Manifestly It Is unnecessary to spur

the owners of these pneclous cards to
renewed effort. They know by a per-
sonal message what tobacco means to
the soldier and every one of them Is sav-
ing, sacrificing, may be, In order to add
to their gift already so gratefully ac-
knowledged. Without this suro convic-
tion In the loyalty of its donors Tin Sun
Tobacco Fund would look with some dis-
may on what lies before It to accom-
plish no lesa than the almost super-
human undertaking to give every Ameri-
can soldier serving his country on the
battlefields of , Europe American U bacco.
But The Sun Tobacco Fund will not
falter becauso Its donors wilt not!

Onward, upward to another height, the
1375,000 peak! And take the fund's
word for It that will be reached and
passed before It Is time to start the
furnace !

RESTAURANT PRICES

Steps Taken in Childs Com-

pany's Case Regarded as
Significant.

WILL ACT ON COMPLAINTS

Housewives Assured of Ample

Supply of Sugnr for Can-

ning Purposes.

The action of the Tedernl Food Board
In bringing about' a reduction tn the
price of milk sold In glasses by the
Childs Company to Its restaurant pa-

trons has led to the belief that the local
Food Administration Intends to exirclse
Its Influence In preventing exorbitant re-

tail charges for other foodstuffs as well
as bilk.

Inquiries were made yesterday at the
Federal Food Board headquarters as to
the plans for putting the soft pedal on
exorbitant charges for food. John
Mitchell, the chairman, and Arthur
Williams, Federal Food Administrator
for this city, were In Washington at-

tending a conference with Mr. Hoover,
and none of their subordinates would
venture a guess as to what the future
would bring forth.

It was said yesterday that' If any per-
son felt that he had a Just cause for
complaining against exorbitant prices
for a beefsteak or a plate of hash In a
hotel or a rVataurant tha bureau of com-
plaints will be glad to mako an Investi-
gation and call upon the management to
present data In Justification of Its prices.
If the bureau of complaints finds that
tho chargen are not within reason the
complaint. It ts ld, would be passed
along to the bureau of enforcement

The Federal Food Board again called
the attention of housewives yesterday to
the fact that while the general supply of
sugar Is limited, there Is plenty for all
canning purposes. "Thero are large
crops of fruits and vegetables," the
board said tn a statement, "and unlev
tho housewives act promptly nnd can a
goodly supply much food which will be
Invaluable next winter will be lost. The
board wishes to encourage canning In
every way possible.

"Orocers will furnish housewives with
canning certificates which when signed
entitle the bearer to twenty. five pounds
of sugar for canning. After the twenty-fiv- e

pounds are used more sugar can be
obtained for this purpose If needed. Any
housewife in New York city who has
dlfllculty In getting BUgar for canning
from her grocer should communicate al
once with the sugar division of the Fed.
eral Food Board at 6 West Fifty-sevent- h

street, and steps will be taken to
see that her needs are supplied."

BILL AIMED AT RENT SHARKS.

I. xr Would Enable Government to
Commandeer Houses.

Special Detpatch to Tns Sc.
Washinoton, Sept. 4. The Govern-

ment haa resolved to get after landlords
who are making unwarranted rent In-

creases In many Industrial centres,
thereby Interfering with production of
war supplies.

If legislation Just Introduced In Con-
gress by the tabor Department Is ap-
proved the President will be empowered
In case the rent charge is deemed

to requisition the house or apart-
ment until after the war, leaving It to
the landlord to sue the Government If he
Is not satisfied with tho compensation
offered. In such an Instance thn land-
lord would ha paid three-fourth- s of the
amount until the courts passed on his
claim.

This would include all districts where
war work Is carried on.

27,000 NURSES SIGN
FOR ARMY SERVICE

Surgeon - GcneraVs Request
Exceeded by 2,000.

There need be no fear on the put of
the publlo that the American army,
soon to number 5,600,000, will lack ade-
quate nursing, according to Miss M.
Adelaide Nutting, chairman ot the com-
mittee on nursing of the Council ot Na-
tional Defence. In a statement given
out yesterday Miss Nutting says that all
of the needs of the present have been
provided for and that the outlook for
the future Is satisfactory.

Surgeon-Gener- Gorgas's demand for
23,000 graduate nurses to be enrolled by
January 1, 1119, has already been ex-

ceeded by nearly 2,000, Miss Nutting
stated, while there are more than 1,000
student nurses who will ibe fit for ser-
vice In France as soon as they are
needed there. These student nurses' have
been recruited for the Army School and
will be assigned for training In ten army
cam pa east ot tho Mississippi Rlvar.

"Far from being serious, the nursing
situation Is vory good Indeed," Miss
Nutting said yesterday, "No other country
has ever been so well equipped to send
Immediately Into the Held an ample body
of thoroughly trained nurses. A survey
of the country's nursing strength shows
an available reserve ot about 100,000
graduate nurses. From this figure al-

lowance Is made for a depreciation of
about 25 per cent, on account of age,
marriage, disability and other causes.
In addition, however, there were grad-
uated from the training schools ot the
country this year about 14,000 nurse
these from civil hospital schools , and
the yearly Increment may be expected to
be greater as the war proceeds.

"In response to the Surgeon-General- 's

request nearly 27,000 graduate
nurses are already enrolled In the United
States by the Red Cross, and of these
14,000 are already In military service.

In six other cases the President
affirmed tho death sentences becauso the
condemned men had been found gulltv
of having deliberately and with greit
cruelty murdered civilians.

This action, announced by the
War Department, concludes the cases of
twenty-nin- e negroes who received death
penalties for their part In the riot.
